HAVANA (AP) — Prime Min<
jster Fidel Castro's government
put its armed forces here on a
siate of alert today and posted
bigdgu- concentrations of soldiers
and militiamen at strategic points
th t Havana.

Armed forces had been put into
a2 ‘state of preparation’” Thurs-
day, but the military measures
were roported then only outside
the eapits]l and not in Havans.

The new moves followed Intel-
ligence reports of possible Incur-
sions by anti-Castro exiles against
installations on the north coast.
According to military intelligence,
these raids would be somewhat
larger than the hit-and-run. at-
tacks made by exiles recently.

Al that point, telephone connec-

tion between New York and
Havana was ecul, presumnably by
censorship.

Sources said Thursday night the
alert had been in effect since Mon-
day. The military was understood
to be watching particularly for
any attack from Nicaragua or
other Central-American nations

which have offered refuge o anti-
rCul.ro exiles,

ports circulated of unusurl sotiv-
ity among Cuban exiles in Cosla
Rica and Nicaragus. Manuel Ar-
time, refugee leader who partici-
pated In the abortive Bay of Pigs
invasion in April 1861, arrived .n
Managua, Nicaragua, to confer
with ‘anti-Castro exiles, sources
sald.)

The Cuban command apparent-
ly braced for a repetition of a
recent series of hit-and-run raids.

Given 30 Days
On Tax Count

NEW YORK (AP) — James M,
Landis, former dean of the Har-
vard Law School, wis sentenced
today to 30 days in prison on in-
come tax charges.

U.B. Dist. Judge Sylveater J.
Ryan ordered that the term be
served Immediately.

“The sooner he serves the sent-
ence, the better it will be for the
defendant,” the judge said.

Landis, who had held high po-
gitions in the federal government,
pleaded Ity Aug. 2 to a five.
count information charging that
he falled to file “timely” income
tax returns for the years 1858
through 1960,

The taxes since have been pald

The defense contended that
Landis was so engrossed in pub-
lic affairs and the affairs of his
clients he had negiected his own
personal matters, including the
income tax returns.

The government contended that
Landis, 63, now & New York at-
torney, had a gross income of
$360,827.92 in the years covered
by the information.

U.A. Afly. Robert M. Morgen-
thau said at the time that Landis
entered the guilty plea and that
the former dean subsequently had
pald $04.492.38 in taxes on that
amount.

De Gaulle's remarks seemed to
