FOLCROFT, Pa. (AP)— A 
Negro couple who moved un­
der a heavy police escort 
through a jeering, ugly-tem- 
pered crowd into their home 
in a previously all-white area 
tried settling down today for 
what they hope will be a long 
stay in the damaged home.

More than 100 tate trooper*, 
augmented by a detail of a dozen 
horses, remained eady to con­
tain any new outbursts or dem- 
onstration.s. such as Friday night’s 
rock-and egg-throwing that threat­
ened to became a riot.

State Police Maj. Slnglteon 
Shaeffer said anyone not living on 
the formerly peaceful street where 
the Horace Bakers now reside 
would be kept out. A thousand or 
more jammed into the area of 
inodest - brick row houses In this 
Philadelphia suburb Friday night 

The Bakers, once inside, kept 
all lights off.

Early today, after the crowd 
had dispersed, Baker, 26, came 
out of the house briefly and told 
a state trooper; "Sorry I caused 
gn fm- R,,: I I'T'c r-'c'-y-
.thing will’ turn out satisfactory.”  

He shoo): hands with a priest 
on the street and several neigh­
bors again began jeering. One 
shouted, “ Let me shake your 
hand, nigger.”

Baker returned inside, where 
his wife and severa' companions 
were sitting In the dark.

By this time only a dozen troop­
ers were patrolling In the imme­
diate vicinity, challenglnr' every­
one who appeared. However, 132 
troopers in all were on call.'

Baker Indicated his determine' 
tlon to stay even before he moved 
Into the house, whose interior had 
been wrecked by vandals. A fire 
bomb was hurled through a win 
dow early Friday.

He said; "This is a chal.enge. 
And if we can’t live up to a chal­
lenge, we have no place to go.”  

Baker, a laboratory technician 
for a Camden, N.J., firm, said he 
and his wife, Sara. 26, a nurse at 
Philadelphia hospital, "only want 
a deceiw place to live. We ■will 
obey and respsCt the law, and 
hope other people will.”

The BiUters, under a 60-trooper 

escort were unhurt. At least four 
persons were injured, including a 
trooper and a woman, as the 
demonstration reached its peak 
hours after the Bakers had ah- 
tered the row house.

Eight persons were Arrested 
among them a University of Penn  ̂
sylvanla professor, James Van 
Dyk, and three juveniles. Van 
Dyk earlier in the day had ap­
peared in front of the house wifii 
four white ministers to lend moral 
support to the Negro couple.

Van Dyk. charged with iBclUng 
to riot after a group of angry 
demonstrators had surrounded 
him, ssdd he wanted to "protest 
this kind of hate.”

The most serious demonstration 
erupted when a trooper walked 
into a  crowd after someone who 
had thrown a stone and several 
persons closed in on him. Other 
troopers rushed' to his aid, flats 
started flying a ^  riot sticks were 
used to push the crowd back. Sev­
eral troopers scuffled with dem­
onstrators.

More Holes 
Drilled for 
Lost Miner

HAZLETON. Pa. (A P )— A 
courageous volunteer has end­
ed speculation that misusing 
miner Louis Bova might be 
entombed in the same under­
ground chamber from which 
two companions were rescued.

With this hope for finding the 
64-year-old Bova ended, drillers 
continued work today on several 
100-yard deep shafts which mighf 
provide some clue to the. where­
abouts of Bova who has been 
missing since a mine cave-in at 
at nearby Sheppton Aug. 13.

So hazardous was the mission 
performed Friday night by vol­
unteer Andy Drebitko, 36. of Potts- 
vllle, that his identity was not dis­
closed until after he had been 
hauled back up a 808-foot-shaft 
and reported no trace of Bova.

The shaft went to the chamber 
from which Bova's companion*. 
David Fellin, 58, and, Hanry 
Throne. 28, had been rescued, last 
Tuesday after two weeks entomb­
ment.

A remote-controlled television 
camera lowered into the chamber 
for testing and exploration had 
picked up what H.B. Charmbury, 
Pennsylvania secretary of mines, 
had said appeared to be die image 
of a man.

Drebitko reported;
"What appeared to be the image 

of a man was there mains of a 
plug that had been used to close 
up the 12-inch hole before they 
widened it to. 18 inches end 
broui^t Fellin and Throne to the 
surface.’ ’ Rope was curled areund 
the plug.

“ My inspection of the area 
where FelUn and Throne had 
been," Drebitko said, "indicated 
that it would have been impossible 
to tunnel from there to, where 
Bova might be entombed on the 
opposite side of the slope.”

As soon as Drebitko made his 
report, the drilling rigs — which 
had been quiet along with every­
thing else except a generator sup­
p ly !^  power for electric light — 
started to chum again.

Drebitko, about S-feet-8, ■ was 
lowered into the shaft by about a 
dozen men, holding onto a thick 

TVo dozen others manned 
three safety lines. , ‘

Everybody’s eyes were on the 
30-foot hoist, to which the rope 
was attsuihed to provide addition­
al leverage. Suspense hung heav­
ily over the crowd as Drebitko 
was lowered, a few feet at a 
time.

His voice could be heard com­
ing faintly from the communlca-

BACK SEAT DRIVERS

Has a wife the right to back­
seat drive when her husband is 
behind the wh,eel?

The Pennsylvania Supreme 
Court once ruled that the ’wife 
ought to be quiet and leave the 
driving to the driver.

But any wife could - put up a 
good and convincing argument 
against that decision.

Jo  begin with, under today's 
driving (xmditions two sets of 
eyes are often better than one. If 
the woman doing the back-seat- 
driving is a competent driver her­
self, a Allan should hot resent hav­
ing a copilot at his side.

Then, too. if a man inclines to 
drive 'too fast or to take too many 
chances on the road, his wife has 
as much or, perhaps, more to, 
lose as he doe.s by his reckless­
ness. It’s often not the driver's 
seat but the one beside it that 
proves most dangerous in a bad 
accident.

Also, if a' wife knows her hus­
band wrill listen if she asks him 
to slow down on a slick pavement 
or stop for a coffee break now 
and then on a long, cross-country 
trip, or not try to drive more 
miles In one day than he should, 
she can relax. She can enjoy the 

I trips she Utkes with him, instead

We've (ksoussed the "survey- 
and resurvey" m e t h o d  of 
studying a textbook chapter. 
You survey the chapter sev­
eral times: First, read the 
summary, the largest bold 
type, and study the maps, 
graphs and picture captions 
bo find the main Ideas; second, 
read all of the bold type. Then 
read the first sentence of each 
paragraph to find the second­
ary ideas; skim the entire text 
to get a stronger grasp of the 
secondary idea.s. and. finally, 
check off the major details 
that may require memoriz­
ation.

In thi.s method, the first 
step is the most important. 
If you get the main idea of 
the chapter, everything else 
wrill make sense. And the most 
valuable tools you have to find 
the main ideas are the maps 
and graphs.

The old saw says that a 
picture is worth a thousand 
words. To a student laboring 
over a textbook, (he maips and 
graphs can be worth much 
more. • .

One battleline m a p  of'* 
Grant’s Wildemeas Campaign 
can tell you more than pages 
of text can—and It’s easier bo 
remember. A simple .curve In 
an economicB text can d e ^ e  
a taw in concrete, "guns-and- 
butter" tessns that are much 
easier bo understand than the 
aibatraot theorizing of the text.

Yet lots of students seem to 
be afraid of maipe and graphs. 
They can look imposing when 
ytai don’t  uiuWiriand them, 
but the UtUs time needed to 
decipher them wlH pa.y tre- 
nMndous dividends.

BahUeline maps can be the 
most confusing. The ftrst thing

you should do is study the key. 
For the WMdemees Campaign, 
for Instance, there, may be a 
solid line for Grant’s troops 
and a broken <me for Lee’s 
Army. It’ll look compilioated, 
■but If you take your time and 
follow the map line by line, 
you'll see the whole paittem of 
the campaign as the Unea 
.■ihift.

The same thing holds true 
tor battle maps using arrowa 
instead of lines. Just take I* 
piece by piece, arrow by ar­
row. and the meaning will 
come clear.

Multiline graphs scars a tot 
of students. But the same 
principal holds. Find in the 
key the ,pneaning of each line 
and trace it sepiarately. Then, 
after you’ve undei^itood each 
line, the graph itself wrill be­
gin to communicate.

Table.s of statistics are an­
other atudent-scarer. Don’t try 
to learn them; it’s foolish and 
timewasting. Look for a pat­
tern in the statistics. If the en­
tire table is devoted to show­
ing that the real per capita 
income In the United States 
rose from X dollars to Y dol­
lars In a certain period of 
time, be satisfied with know­
ing that the income rose and 
about how much it rose. Don’t 
try to learn each separate sta­
tistic: get the main Idea of 
the table.

In general, you can get a tot 
out (rf maps and graphs if 
you don’t let them scare you. 
Just go to the key, find out 
what each line or numlber 
means, then find the overall 
idea behind thq map or graph 
and study it.

And, hi the ensuing yean, it has 
Indeed been true that there has 
been more cultural relationship 
more contact of all kinds, between 
Poland and the United States than 
has been true n̂ any other rela- 
tlenahlp of ours with a Russian 
aatsmts country.

Last year, however, the Dodd- 
waters in Congress determined to 
pai ah end to any poasibtllty that 
Anartcan goods or American trade 
poHeles mlg^t be btiping any 
Communist regime anywhere, and 
thay succeeded in getting through' 
a stipulation repealing the discre- 
tloaaiy authority under whldi 
'Piosldent Eisenhower had oon 
ducted special economic relation- 
ships with both Poland and Tugo- 
alavia. The action of Congress di 
rsciied President Kennedy to end 
any such trade concessions 
soon as practicable." President 
Kennedy delayed action ending our 
present trade relstionkhlp with Po­
land, while he asked Congress to 
diange its mind. This Congress so 
far refuses to do; the President 
must soon, therefore, proceed to 
diore up the trade wail against 
Pdand again.

With this the situation, K is in­
teresting to examine, in reports 
from Poland, what results the pol­
icy of the Doddwaters la achieving 
there.

Those .Pdes who beUeved in the 
poeelblUty of better relations with 
the U^ted States, and whp have 
taken the lead Ih fostering such re- 
latkina from, th ^ ' dde of the cur­
tain are now In danger of being 
disoredited and proclaimed wrong 
by some of their fellow country- 
aien who prefer to believe, like our 
own eoctremlsts, that coexistence 
la knpoBS&le and traitorous.

True*—But Not Peace
Two in^xisaibUities continue to 

dominate the railroad situation. By 
emergency act of Congress, the 
trains will continue to run, for a 
180 day period of enforced tnlce, 
without colliding with either of 
these two impOMibiUtles.

The first impossibility is that we 
can’t allow the rallroada to stop 
running.

The second bnposslbiUty la that 
the railroads cannot keep on run­
ning forever in defiance of the 
laws of common sense, which says 
that eventually, when certain jobs 
disappear, the railroads shall not 
be oompeHed to keep on hiring new 
replacements for the employes 
who once did these jobs

Up to 'Wednesday’s last minute 
action in Congress, we had been 
avoiding these two Impoesibilitles 
by the expedient of repeated re- 
questa to the nUlroada to be nice 
and reasonable, and not put into 
effect the-woiic rules both common 
sense and court decision say they 
are entitled to put into effect. But

In the course of our recent re­

LAST "RODOH RIDER’’
FORT WORTH, Tex. (AP) — 

George E. Vinne^e, 90, believes 
he is the last Texas survivor of 
Teddy Roosevelt’s Rough Riders, 
the famous group made' up of 560 
men recruited from Oklahoma, 
Arizona, Texas and New Mexico 
to serve in the Spanlsh-American 
War.

The group was first known as 
the "Cowboy Regiment,”  and Vln- 
nedge, like most' of the other 
men, had been a cowpuncher. 
"We were on foot when we made 
the charge up -Ian Juan hill 
though,”  Vlnnedge recalls. “ Our 
horses were left in Florida when 
we sailed for Cuba, June 34, 
1896.”

Later, Vlnnedge served in tbs 
Philippines. After relase from ser­
vice he- worked in Victoria, B.C., 
Canada, and in mexico before 
coming to Fort Worth in 1907. He 
wmŝ  Fort Worth's first public 
park superintendent and later a

acteristics. Ihstrumenta to 'nreal 
the temperature profile of ths lu­
nar surmce, others to detect and 
record. magnetic fields, still oth­
ers to sense eoamlo rays and psr- 
ficlss from the sun, must be de­
signed for the moon. Ths gsolo- 
g^t who first lands on tbs moon 
WlU carry a fantastic work load. 
If be successfully meets the chal­
lenge, the entire scienfifle world 
wUl be enriched.

One self-evident fact that must 
be recognised la that sclenfists 
cannot go Into orbit or land on the 
moon “ cold.” A training period 
in which to develop skills m op­
erating instruments under alien 
condlfions must be undertaken. 
And If this is true, we should be­
gin In toe Immediate future or ws 
will run out of time.

Today the Apollo project repre­
sents the most expensive mission 
a nation can possibly undertake. 
On the ability of these first scien­
tists will well rest the future of 
space flights. No man can afford 
to be nonchalant or casual about 
the ta i^  to be performed on toe 
moon.

Their four-room house with 
walk-in beijsement was built by 
them. They started work Ootobei 
1968 and moved in on Christmae 
Day of that year. They pame to 
Coventry from Secret Lake, Avon.

The basement is used as a stu­
dio for painting, w'eavlng, sculp- 
torlng and atone carving by Mrs 
Drake, who uses the name of Nora 
Addy Drake for her artistic en- 
deavoM. Her husband has also 
painted in oUe and watercolors for 
many years. He was an insurance ■ 
man in Hartford for 30 years, until 
his reUrement five years ago. His * 
ambition was to be a farmer, and 
he now has realized it with 13 
head of Angus cattle. 5 sheep, a 

ducks, a raccoon smd 5 hunt- 
* Ing dogs on the 7 ’4 acres that 

MiTTOund his home.
Mrs. Drake U an art instructor 

at the Edwin O. Smith Schood at 
the University of Connecticut. She 
also teaches ^ f )t ln g  in her studio.

The entrance to the Drake home 
is almost hidden from the road. 
The grounds are gradually being 
cleared out, but it is the desire of 
the owners to leave them in their 
natural state as much as possible, 
with the addiUon of a few un­
usual trees, plants and vines.

Some of the trees that are 
thriving in their present locations 
are golden chain locust, pink lociist 
and Tamaracks. More varieties 
will b^planted in the future.

A small pond at the left of the 
driveway is filled with water lUies. 
and has a piece of Mrs. Drake’s 
sculpture nesu" one of the banks. 
An unusually large parking area 
is next to the house. S u mme r  
cookouU and art exhlbiU are held 
there, and the space is dominated 
by a plaster statue of Marion An­
derson. the singer, about seven 
feet tall, and done by Mrs. Drake's 
pupils at Smith School. "The 
statue, sha-said, is a little "eerie 
when seeri by moonlight, as the 
white surface seems to surround it 
with a ghostly aura.

At the rear of the hoiuse a 
larger pond separates the prop­
erty from the farm anlmaJs. A 
pair of ducks usually make their 
home on the pond, but because of 
hungry foxes, one of the pair 
must be replaced constantly. De­
spite the idgilance of the hunting 
dogs, which are kept near the 
pond, the sly thieves manage to 
make off with an average of one 
duck about every two months.

Fences near the pond keep the 
sheep and cattle from coming too 
close to the house. The sheep are 
so tame that they all come run­
ning when Drake calls, "Come 
Lambie, Lambie.”

The house, basically s Cape Cod, 
is on ground level in Uie front, 
and two storied in the real' be­
cause of the slope of the land.

Three walls of the living room 
are covered with paintings, most 
of them gifts from friends. A wall 
canvas of the birth of Venus was 
brought back from Germany after 
World War n, and is thought to 
be about 260 years old. Mrs. Diake 
is restoring it, and believes that 
it is only a -portion of the original 
canvas wlilwi, she thinks, covered 
an entire wall In some large house, 
possibly a casUe.

Violets decorate the globe of an 
old gas light lamp next to an or­
gan, matching colors In the blooms 
of African violet plants in front of 
the picture wtodow. The wide view 
from the wlndovir indiides the Uni­
at Conneeticut- and Mansfield 
Traipjng School, which makes it 
interesting at night as well as in 
the daytime.

Burled rosewood was used to 
fashion.il grandfather clock wfhich 
was made in Etogland about 184d. 
A figure of Brittanla is above the 
face of the clock. A pair of Staf­
fordshire dogs are on the mantle 
of the fieldstone fireplace, next to 
old English porcelain figurines of

a lady and gentleman. Elberl 
Weinberg of Hartford sculptured a 
torso, wmch stands in the comer 
of the room. Some of his work is 
displayed in Wad-sworth Athen- 
eum, Hartford.

Mrs. Drake started to collect 
bone china cups and saucers. After 
accumulating about 40 she found 
that storage space was running out 
and she changed to collecting 
plates. Her friends send plates to 
her from di.stant places and she 
displays them around the soffit of 
the kitchen.

The basement of the house is us­
ually a beehive of activity. Several 
large looms are used by Mrs. 
Drake to make the wool, sheared 
from Drake’s sheep, into cloth for 
jackets, shawls and other things. 
The wool is h fod carded, and dyqfl 
with colors made from berries 
flowers and lichen, and made with 
original designs.
■ Paintings, In oil and watercolor, 
are displayed on hinged, multi- 
paneled frames, along one side of 
the room. This serves as a divider 
from the portion of the baserpent 
where Mrs. Drake does stone carv­
ing and sculptures. Articles of all 
descriptions are hung on a fire­
place wall, "rhese are u.sed to ar­
range .subjects for still-life pictures.

Besides her other talents, Mrs 
Drake refinishes antique gold 
frames, does needlepoint, and 
works with ceramics.

She was born in Manche.ster. a 
daughter of John and Anna Addy- 
and w-as an active Salvationist in 
this town. Among her many ac- 
tl'vltics. she has been occupational 
thei;apist for the State of Connect­
icut, has taught art at Manchester 
High School, and was president of 
MjEuichester Fine Art Association 
for four years. She has had nine 
one-man exhibitions, and has pic­
tures in private galleries in Eng­
land, Ireland. Washington. D. C., 
Baltimore, Md., and New York 
City. She ha.s won many prizes 
for her oils, including the Heii- 
blein prize.

Drake takes time off from farm­
ing to complete commissions for 
hus oils and w-alei-colors. His style 
leans toward the expr&ssionistic, 
and ie quite different fiom his 
wife's. It was their mutual in­
terest in painrting that brouglit 
them together.

If your friends call you a 
dreamer, chances are you are giv­
en to flights of fancy. But when 
we sleep everyone is a dreamer, 
although some of us have ;,Teater 
difficulty remembering our dreams 
than otoers.

Sleep laboratorlM at toe Unl- 
verelty of Chicago are now un­
covering . many unknown facts 
about dreaming. Electrodes at­
tached to toe scalp and eyelids 
record brain waves and «y® move­
ments' during sleep. Periods of 
rapid, eye movement have been 
found to coincide wrlto periods ot 
dreaming.

Students who acted as paid 
guinea pigs for these observations 
were found to have a fairly con­
sistent pattern, consisting of a 
dream lasting five to 10 minutes 
early in toe sleeping period, then 
.ne every hour or so thereafter. 

The length of toe dreams in­
creased to as much as 25 min­
utes. There were about five 
dreams a night, and a total of 
about an hour and quarter of 
dreaming.

The Idea once held that a' 
dream which would require 10 
minutes to live through could 
flash through the mind in a few 
seconds has been decisively dis­
proved.
The students who acted as sub­

jects were. not. paid Just to sleep. 
Ttoey permitted toe observers to 
wake them up and record their 
dreams. When they were awak­

ijiob violence that greeted Horace 
and Sarah Baker, who moved into 
the Delmar development under 
state police guard Friday night. A 
mob had blocked the move 
Thursday.

The unsigned statement, em­
phasized that the Baker family 
is not welcome in this suburb of 
Philadelphia but .said "the state 
troopers may leave’' and th.e vio­
lence will not return." ■*-
