The marching mothers scored 
their coup at one of the three 
grammar achooht ordered inte­
grated by the federal courts and 
ordered close by Wallace -despite 
the protest of the city council and 
the mayor

About 26 mothers turned deaf 
ears to troopers and their mes­
sage tliat the East Clinton School 
was closed. They proceeded reso­
lutely up the steps. The troopers 
stood aside.-.

The mothers went in and regis­
tered their children, then left 
when told by sch<x)l officials that 
there would be no cla.sses today. 

While they were making their 
entry, a state highway patrol 
loudspeaker boomed, "Don’t hurt 
them. Don't hurt them. Let them 
go in.”

Four Negro children had been 
ordered admitted into white 
schools by federal courts.

Teachers Hear Native Music 
OnTour of European Nations

M lm  Gale Oeigivton,. an ele-O ITie final ^musical treat
mentary muaic teacher In the Man- -■-------------_« t_ ,.u
cheater c-Bohool System, accom­
panied by Mloa Gladya Her of 
Rooheeter, N. Y,, also a music 
teacher, spent seven and a half 
weeks this summer touring thir­
teen European coun-trieb.

When making their plans for 
the trip, the two teachers did not 
want to take a "festival tour” as 
one would expect music-X's to do, 
but to find a tour that would af- 
ford them the most sight-seeing in 
the time specified. Their only stip­
ulation waa that the trip must in­
clude Salzburg and Vienna, Aus­
tria. These two cities, long known 
as music centers, would 'give them 
much colorful background for the 
music they teach the children In 
school

The day before f the Saldburg 
Festival opened they spent In the 
city "soaking up the at$ osphere.*’ 
n iey  visited Mozart’s birthplace 
and bought postcards of the inter­
ior to show to the school children, 
and !«w another residence where, 
he and hia family lived. They 
■visited the Mozarteum, a noted 
music school, antf walked through 
the Mlrahell Gardena, after which 
Mozart named an overture.

“A goodly portion of our trip 
to Vienna was done by steamer 
down the Danube River. The pad­
dle-wheel boait was appropriately 
named the Johann Strauss. Seeing 
the mud-colored river made us 
wonder where he had gotten his 
Inspiration for his famous 'Blue 
Danube Waltz.’ Ota- curiosity wae 
satisfied when we saw another 
branch of the river on the out­
skirts of Vienna which Is blue. It  
fk/ws serenely for several miles 
and la used mainly for recreational 
purposes.”

Mlaa Oei'ghlon and Miss Ber 
caught fleeting glimpses of houses 
where Johann Strauss, Richard 
Strauas, Franz Schubert and Bee­
thoven lived, and where Moaart 
oomposed the opera "Bastien and 
BasUenne” at the age of five.

'-"Ihe latter rang a loud bell, with 
ms as the' Oolum-bua Boys CXwlr 
had perfoivned thia work for ow  
fourth, fifth and sixth grradera two 
years Sgo as part of the Manches­
ter PTA Fine Arts Program,” said 
Miss Creighton.

In Venice, they took a gondola 
ride in the evening, and were ser­
enaded wUh Italian folk songs hy 
a  young woman.

At the end of the 
journey everybody joined hands 
and sang, "Auld Lang Syne," each 
in his native tongue.

" I t  haa been said many times 
that music is an International lan­
guage, and after our experiences 
I ’m sure of it," Miss Creighton 
said.

‘‘For my friends and I, being the 
only muslclMs in our group and 
not going on a tour emphasizing 
music, our desire of hearing, the 
music of the people was more than 
fulfilled.

After Two Yeats Abroad /

Coe Returns ‘Home’
To New York Theater

‘Two things that pleased me during my stay in Europe 

were my learning to speak enough Italian to be understood, 
and making friends with Raf Vallone, a movie star whom I 
have long admired,” said John A. ,Coe, a Manchester native, 
recfcntly returned from almost two^ 
years abroad.

After a  brief -vlait a t the home 
of bis father, Allan R. Ooe 9r. of 
274 Boulder Rd., Coe left yesterday 
for New York CSty where he hopes 
Boon to become ‘ a member of an 
off-Broadway acting group.

Touring- SXuope for the aecond 
time as a  member of the "lAvlng 
Theater,” the first off-OBroadway 
troupe to be invited abroad, Coe 
decided to strike out for himself 
and stay In Ekirope when the tour 
ended’ about a year ago. He made 
his headquartem In Italy, usually 
near Rome or Milan, where moat 
Italian films are produced.

During his free-lancing he played 
tn Italian nima and coached lead­
ing playera, iholudlng 'Vallone, who 
has an Important role in "The 
Cardinal,” an Otto Preminger pro­
duction soon to released. Per­
haps better known for his role In 
"Phaedra,” which was shown re­
cently in this area, Vallone met 
Coe.after a  production of the Liv­
ing Theater.

Membera of the oast, he said, 
fraternize with the audience and 
serve coffee after most perform­
ances of the off-Broadway group.
I t  was during one of these "coffee 
seasions that Coe became ac­
quainted with VaUone. The chance 
meeting resulted in a warm friend­
ship. The two spent vacations ski­
ing in th# Italian Alps, and Coe
was also a guest at the star's 
seaside villa. They plan to meet 
to collaborate on a screen story 
in the not too distant future.

Referring to his usage of the 
ItaUan language. Coe said. “My 
Italian certainly cannot be oom- 
pAred to the fluency of the na­
tives, but It gets me everything I 
need in that warm and wonderful 
country. I first learned Just enough 
to take care of my personal needs, 
secondly, words which would help 
me travel about the country by 
asking directions, and lastly, and 

' perhaps the most important phase, 
how to whisper exactly the right 
adjectives in the ears of belle ra- 
gazze (pretty girls)."

Several pieces of Etruscan pot­
tery were displayed on the fire­
place mantle of his father’s home; 
these were among several things 
Coe brought bsxik from abroad.

He related an amusing anecdote 
regarding American friends who 
were approached by two rather 
unkept looking natives offering, 
what they claimed to be, authentic 
Btruacan pottery for sale. The 
Americana examined the objects 
but were distrustful of their ori­
gin.

Coe is a  graduate of Manches­
ter High Sdhooi, whore he was a 
member of Sock and Buskin. He 
was atoo a member of Pen, Paint 
and Protaeto of Tufts University, 
where he graduated in 1951. He 
bellerves that his krve of theaiter 
begun when he 'was a member of 
the drama groups, and says it in a 
rananoe he has "never regretted.”

He was a member of Dublin 
Players, the first group to per­
form in the renovated Neiw Par­
sons Theater. Hartford, now de­
molished to make way for the 
East-W est highway. The group 
diiAbanded in New York City and 
Ooe toured in stock down South 
with a Shakespeare gfroup that 
tra-veled by bus and truck, did free 
lance directing and returned to 
Manchester for a  year.

Recei-ving an appointment as 
associate ddreotor of theater at 
Wellesley College for Women, he 
also worked on lighting on shows 
in the Boston area. His Interest 
In live theater became more in­
tense and he entered Boston Uni­
versity where he received a mas­
ters of ftae arts degree in directing 
in 1960.

Alter receiving his degree he 
went to New York City where he 
played with Circle ki the Square. 
Axjtors Playhouse, and finally with 
the l i v ^  H ieater group.

The latter group, according to 
Ooe, is highly regarded In Europe, 
where they won the Grand Prtx. 
When asked to comment on the 
type of plays they spacialized in 
Ooe shrugged off the question by 
replying 'They experiment wllth 
experimental theater.”,!

Llguorl show In his budget 
requests exactly , how much was to 
be for the new school. Llguorl com­
plied. McCarrick said that the 
board of finance has deleted these 

'items from the proposed budget of 
the board of education.

When McCarrick and Llguorl 
realized that there wa.s a discre­
pancy in some of their figures and 
those being read by the board of 
finance, the meeting recessed for 
a few minutes until Morra an­
nounced that It would be necessary 
to adjourn.

The Items relating to toe Jun­
ior-senior high school are h i g h  
school principal's office clerk, July 
and Aug. 19M, $583.34; clerical as­
sistance In setting up high school

If your teacher Just follows 
the textbook, you've no prob­
lem, If you fall asleep in class, 
you can always find all you 
need to know In the textbook 
that night.

Ivork up quea- 
tiona on the text .the night be­
fore and bring Ihem -up in 
clajis. Make sure they’re good 
questions; those that are only 
time-wasters will pull your 
mark down.

Briefly them Tf your teach­
er follows the text exactly, 
}u-«t study the text. If lie 
u.sc-i the text for background, 
ovei-vieiw the chapter the night 
before class and take lecture 
notes only on what la not in 
the text. And use your over­
view of the chapter so you 
can shine in class discusseiona.

by the Spartans as early as 500 
B.C. In thi* game a ball was 
kicked, passed, or carried across 
the opponents’ goal line, acooirding 
to researcheaiB for Oompton''s Pic­
tured Encyclopedia.

Strikingly similar to a modem 
football was the foUis, used in Ro­
man games. It was made of leather 
and Inflated with atr, but evident­
ly was propelled by foot, not by 
hand and arm.

A  game called oalolo, a modified 
fcam of harpaston, enlivened me- 
dlea âl tournaments in Italy. TTie 
piayers, 27 on a team, used line 
and backjfield formations similar 
to those of football today. Princes, 
eoldlers, and "the noble ladies and 
the people* ohpered for their fa­
vorite .

A  brawl-Uke kind of football was 
played in England as early as the 
lOth century and by the 12th It 
had become a national problem. 
TTie game was making London a 
bedlam. In addition, W. was divert­
ing yeomen from archery, the 
sport that fitted them to defend 
England. Hence football w a s  
banned by mimlcipal laws and roy­
al edicts beginning in 1365 when 
Eldward m  decided to prohibit the 
game for military reasons.

F\)otball was not fully reinstat­
ed until the 17th century when 
Charles U allowed many diver­
sions formerly prohibited. A sur­
vey publlehed . in 1602 recorded 
that goals were set three or four 
miles apart and two or three par­
ities  united to  play others in 
games, that sprawled over the 
countryside.

Early in the 19Ui century, foot­
ball games were played at Har­
vard and Yale to detennine cOa** 
supremacy between freahmen and 
sophomores. The "gam es” were 
hardly more than mass rushes and 
"slug festa.” In 1860 authoritie* 
at Harvard and Yale ended these 
brawls and Harvard students held 
a mock funeral for "Football 
Fightum.”

An Important step toward mak­
ing football a recognized sport 
was the organization of the Oneida 
Football a n b  of Boston in •’1862. 
The founder of this “ first organ­
ized football club In the U.S." was 
Geirlt Smith Miller.

♦

First College Game
The first American intercolle­

giate football game grew out of 
rivalry between Princeton a n d  
Rutger*. On Nov. 6, 1869, the con­
test took place at New Briinswick, 
N.J., and Rutgers won six-goals 
to four. The game was played 
with 25 men on a side. A few 
days later Princeton won at Its 
home field, eight goals to zero, 
but rivalry between the two col­
leges became .so bitter that school 
authorities forbade a third a n d  
deciding game.

In 1876 Harvard and the McGill 
University Football Club of Can­
ada introduced Uie Rugby principle 
of running with the hall. The two 
teams played part of one contest 
under Harvard (soccer) rules and 
the remainder of the game under 
the Rugby rules of McGill. Rugby 
impressed Harvard players so fa­
vorably that they decided to aban­
don what was called the “ .some­
what sleepy type of game" t h e n  
played.

By 1876 the right to run with 
the ball was generally recognized.

Here are other milestones from 
fooUnll’s lively history as noted 
by Compton’s.

In 1873, the University of Mich­
igan challetvged Cornell and ar­
rangements were made to play at 
Cleveland, 30 men on a side,. The 
proposed game never took place 
because Andrew Dickson ^^^lte, 
then president of Cornell, ruled: "I 
will not permit 30 men to travel 
400 miles to agitate a bag of 
wind."

In 1880, Walter Camp, the "father ’* 
of American football” persuaded 
the rule makers to reduce the num­
ber of players on a team from 15 
to 11 and to replace "scrum ”  -with 
scrimmage, whereby the ball was 
put Into play either by kicking It 
or snapping it back. The poslti'On 
of quarterback was also created 
In 1880.

In 1882 Camp introduced a rule 
calling for surrender of the ball to 
the opponents if the ball had not 
been advanced at least 5 yards tn 
three plays. This was the origin of 
the 10 yards-four downs rule.

In 1896, A. A. Stagg helped or­
ganize the Western Conference or 
Big Ten which pioneered in setting 
up and enforcing eligibility rules 
and amateur standards.

In 19Q1, Fielding (Hurry-up) Yost, 
football coach at the University of 
Michigan produced a famous team 
built around a freshman, Willie 
Heston, which scored nearly a

$2,378,514 Asked

WASHINGTON (AP) — Reliable 
sources report a government In­
vestigation of the controversi^il 
drug Krebiozen shows that it is 
“ a very common substance,” 
which is worthless in the treat­
ment of cancer.

Results of an investigation of 
the drug by the Food and Drug

Administration were expected to 
e announced today.
But in advance of a news ccai- 

ference scheduled by the Depart­
ment of Health, Education and 
Welfare, an informed source said 
the FDA study found tliat Krebl 
ozen is a chemical known as 
creatine, previously screened by 
the National Cancer Institute In 
its search Jor cancer treatments 
and found to "be worthless against 
cancer-.

Fihdings of the institute’s inves­
tigation of the drug are not ex­
pected -to be completed for at 
least another week.

Some months ago the FDA. with 
the cSoperation of the sponsors of 
the drug, Drs. Stevan Durovic and 
Andrew C. Ivy of Chicago, made 
copies of more than 500 case 
records designated by the spon­
sors as showing that the drug was 
beneficial ift the treatment of 
cancer.

The FDA also launched an in­
vestigation to determine the safe­
ty of the drug and the conditions 
under which it was manufactured. 
While it was working on this 
phase, Durovic sued in an effort 
to stop the inve.stigation.

The case records were supple­
mented by data obtained in field 
examinations by FDA inspectors. 
The records were turned over, to 
the National Cancer Institute for 
evaluationand determination as 
to' whether clinical tests involving 
humans would be warranted.
