Mansfield of Montana, that Amer­
ican military security will not be 
permitted to dSterlorate under the 
pact.

Sen. Barry Goldwdter, R-Aris., 
said in a separate Interview that 
he intends to press for a vote on 
a  reservation to the resolution Im­
plementing the treaty , which 
would delay effecUveness of the 
agreement unUl the Soviets with­
draw their military forces from 
Cuba.

Both Dlrksen and Mansfield 
have said this proposal has no re­
lationship to Uie nuclear treaty 
and have said they would oppose 
it. This didn’t discourage Gold- 
water.

” 1’U offer it and try to get a 
vote on it if I’m the only one who 
votes for it,”  he said. “ I’ve never 
had siich an outpouring- of mail in 
my life as I have on this matter.” 

Ben. Frank Church, D-Idaho, 
called the treaty the first step 
back from a possible nuclear war 
offering ’ ’the specter of eventual 
extermination”  for both the United 
States and the Soviet Union.

He said the leaders an4 the 
people of both countries had an 
opportunity during the Berlin con­
frontation and the duban missile 
■howdown last October to "shud­
der at the thought of the'(f!Rtaa- 
trophic consequences’ ’ of a mis­
sile exchange.

“ If other showdowns lie ahead, 
we must face them bravely and 
pray that nuclear holocaust Is 
averted,”  Church said In a pre­
pared speech.

"But sure it la that we cannot 
slide down the rope indefinitely. 
Somewhere it has a frazzled end 
which will drop us into a witch- 
fire of , incredible destruction. This 
treaty' la one pull hack on the 
rope, the first pull of a long climb 
which could lead to a safer and 
saner world.”

Tuesday night at Miami Beach, i 
Secreta^ of State Dean Rusk told 
an American Legion convention 
that rejection of the pact would 
add weight to Bed China’s con­
tention that peaceful coexistence 
with the West is impossible.

He said rejecUon would have 
"extremely grave”  consequences 
for the U.S. world position and 
prospects for peace.

Speaking to the Legion today. 
Gent Earle G. Wheeler, the Army 
chief of staff, said the Joint 
chiefs’ support of the treaty "in 
no way represents a lowering of 
our mUItary guard."

The Soviet Union does not 
choose to use the treaty "as the 
basts of progress toward peace,”  
•Wheeler said In hU prepared 
speech, "our military meture Is 
such that the United States re­
tains the necessary flexibility both 
to act against am ession and to 
continue our military advances.”

No Rights Fsr MaplM?
So f a r ' as any ralationriiip be­

tween the uae s f  salt on r ^ t s r  
highwaya and the early eoioration 
of maples this September la oon- 
cemed, we would appraeUte It It  
the agrricultural aclentists of New 
Hampshire and Connecticut would 
w ait until they have findings for 
some year not distinguished by a 
low V(ater table all summer long, 
undernourished, too, by a  long 
summer-mding span of no rain of 
any kind.

There may indeed be a  relation­
ship between the use of salt on 
w inter highways and th# general 
well being of maple , trace whose 
root systems get too heavy a  taste 
o f 'the  salt. T hat seems quits logi­
cal and Ineaoapabit. In fact, one 
can pose a strong probability that. 
If this salting process continues 
Icng enough and heavily enough, it 
will gradually turn  all roadside soil, 
and all drainage channels and 
areas quite sterile and incapable 
of supporting growth of any kind.

But, from a layman’s Ignorance 
and observation, we would hasard 
the guess tha t roadside maples 
would be likely to be prematurely 
scarlet this year a few daya ahead 
of normal sdiedule. Just aa other 
trees far from highways or salt 
seem, this year. In something of a  
hurry to turn in their dirty and ta t­
tered and desiccated foliage for 
tha t clean, bare winter took.

As for the pWloeophy expressed 
by the experiment station scien­
tists Who report the injury to tree 
health building up from the use of 
sa lt on the highways, we are not 
sure we accept that without some 
hesitanoc, either.

W hat they say. according to the 
New York ’nm es, ie tha t human 
safety on icy etreeU and highways 
is more im portant than trees, and 
that, if there is anything to  be done 
about their discovery, it must be 
the development of some neutral! 
Xing agent which might protect the 
trees from the salt.

’Ihere is. we suggest, some point 
beyond which we would not want 
to keep sacrificing the lives of 
trees, simply beesuse man himself 
might n,qt do so well in a treeless 
world. Furthermore, trees are not 
the only victims of road salt and 
chemicals. The roads themselves 
tha understructure ot the cars 
themselves, and, in any long rang# 
proposition, the quality of the na­
tion's water supplies are all vul­
nerable to Uve things salt does 
afte r It gets through melting ice

Some ctf the maples along the 
Oonneottout highway^

She accused the press of min­
imizing demonstrations in favor 
of the government and making the 
most of demonstrations against 
the government. She insisted that 
when a progovernment demon­
stration tidies place with 200,000 
people attending, the press in re­
ports reduces the crowd to 20,000.

Persons in the 
cars waved Confederate banners, 
but the demonstration was peace­
ful.
