We've saved mathematics
until now, because for many
atudents It'a the toughest sub-
ject in  school, The [feeling
seems to be that anybody can
learn to pass English or his-
tory, but that you have to be
espocially wsuited for math-
ematics, that you have to have
& special kind of mind,

Thia s not true. You don't
have to be sgpecial to gel
through the average math
course, Jf you're having trou-
ble, chances are you're study-

the wrong way., Which

up the q’ estion: What

is mathemation? What does it
try to do?

Mathematics s a log-
foal, contentless, but often
very meaningful wsystem of
thought., Let's take a simple
example: 2 plus 2 equals 4.
That s always correct, but do
you know why? 2 plus 2
equals 4 because mathema-
ticians say so!

In other words, mathema-
ticlang have defined “2 plus

. 2" as “4”., That's why they

can't be wrong; there's noth-
ing to be wrong about. So
actually, the atatement 2
plus 2 equals 4" says about ay
much as the statement, “a big
book ls a big book.”

We san say, then, that

mathematics is contentless,
But once we have these al-
ways correct, contentless
jaws, we can apply them to
our dally lives and often we
find them very useful and
meaningful. Nobody will argue
that addition isn't useful and
meaningful,
It's easy to see that mathe-
matics is logioal. If we say
that 1 plus 1 equal 2 and 2
plus 2 equal 4, we have no
choice but to say that 1 plus 1
plus 1 plus 1 equal 4. There's
no other way to do it. Any
other way would be illogical.
And matematica insists on
logic.

Essentially, then, mathe-
matics & simply a set of sym-
bols that somebody (centuries
of mathematicians actually)
invented.

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Conant's Report

Dr. James B. Conant, whose pre-
vious endeavors In the field of sdu-
cational reform have been gently
persunsive suggestiona for Iim-
provement within existing frame-
work, has now come forward with
& call for rather drastic changes in
the most sensitive of educational
fields, the teaching of teachers.

Hiz conclusions, coming as they
do from a man of such stature
that they cannot be shunted aside,
are bound to stir up debate, not
only among professionals in edu-
cation but also among laymen,
whose efforls to formulate and ex-
press opinions on matters educa-
tional have 20 often Deen treated
with disdain from the professional.

When Dr. Conant made sugges-
tiona for !mprovements of high
schools, they were embraced al-
most universally. His latest call
for reform, challenging some of the
habits and institutions which have
come to be regarded as sacred, will
meet with no such unanimous ap-
proval

Whether all of the reforma sug-
gested by the “eminent scientist,
educator, and diplomat can or
should be instituted in detail is a
queation ‘which will have to be an-
swered after long examination. No
such vast reform can be carried
out hastily without i1l effects.

One of the points most likely to
stir up controversy is Dr. Conant's
miggestion that certification by
states s a woefully Inadequate
method of determining who is
qualified to teach.

This certification system Dr.
Conant would scrap completely. As
a substitute he proposea that arts
colleges and teachers’ colleges alike
develop certifying standards cou-
pled with well-regulated programs
of practice taaching.

The effect of this, as Dr. Conant
obaerves, would be to make teach-
er training more competitive.

To implement this substitution,
Dr. Conant would have school sys-
tems choose supervising teachera
carefully, pay them well, and keep
thelr work load manageable,

And borrowing & technique from
medical schools, he would have the
colleges include on their faculties
“clinical professors’ experienced in
the clasaroom, to supervise nad as-
pess the practice teaching.

His reforms would give teacher
training institutions greater free-
dom to experiment, but it would
place clearly upon their academic
and professional faculties “the re-
sponsibllity for the reputation of
their college or university in train.
‘Ing teachers.”

Dr, Conant would abandon the
pretense that & teacher improves
his worth, and consequently his
earning capacity by taking almost
any kind of course iIn any subject
anywhere. . $

It is slready apparent that his
plea for vast improvement in the
practice teaching mituation will be
received favorably among & good
many educators. Eliminating the
ptate certification system (s lesa
Ukely to meet with genérs! ap-
proval.

Whatever their initial attitude
toward specific recommendations
mads by Dr. Conant, educators
and laymen responsible for educa-
tional policy should start now to
ptudy this report, ita integrity obvi-
ous, o ses if it containa reform
suggestions valuable to them.

tination to destination.

The Ethics Of The Bear

We are impressed, in an article
appearing in the National Observ-
er, by the unreasonableness of the
Kodiak bear, as described by one
of its famotiy  hunters, one Alf
Madsen.
This famous hunter firat dia-
cussed, in general terms, the po-
tential danger involved In hunting
the great brown bear.
“During the mating season,” he
sald, “a large male Kodiak may
bacome very aggressive when dis-
turbed and may charge anyone in-
terfering.”
Not only that, added Madsen,
but “a female with young cubs
will fight vicloualy to drive off an
intruder who may attempt to come
between her and her cubs.”
But bears are not all bad. "Gen-
erally,” saild this famous hunter,
“mont bears will avold encounters
with men and will quickly put dis-
tance between themselves and
their pursuers.”
Hunter Madsen had his
closest call to recount.
“The closest call I've ever had"
he said, “was when a 10-foot, 8-
inch-tall bear sneaked up on me
after we had killed his mate dur-
ing the spring mating season. It
happened so fast I didn’t have time
to almi; just shot from the hip and
luckily hit him in the left eye, kill-
ing him instantly, We were on a
steep hillside and the bear rolled
down, nearly knocking me over a
cliff. It was a bit too close.”
We reserve judgment on the
ethics of the live Kodiak, who
“sneaked up on me after we had
killed his mate,” but we do think
that the bear was carrying it a bit
far when, even after It was dead,
it came close to pushing the hunter
over the cliff, thus threatening to
interfere with his evening meal, his
good night's aleep, and his next
day's hunting party.

Miss Johnson Honored
By Friends, Associates

Forty-one years ago this month, in September 1922, Miss
Eva M. Johnson—fresh out of her teens—Ileft her secretarial
job at Cheney Brothers to become a one-girl office at Man-

chester Memorial Hospital.

By her own admission, Miss
Johnson left Cheney’'s,In tears; she
had never in her life been Inside a
hospital; and she began her work
at the 58-bed institution “in fear
and trembling." '

Her work included handling ad-
missions, running the switchboard,
and doing all the secretarial work,
When lunch hour came, she closed
the switchboard, locked the office,
and went home for lunch.

Now, 41 {(earn later, looking
back to the Manchester Memorial
Hospilal of the 20's, she remem-

bers it as a “lovely little dollhouse
of a place,” where the daily cen-
sughovered around 35 of 40 and it
cost lexs than $5 a day to maintain
a patient.

Over the years, the hospital has
grown Into & 300-bed institution of
the first rank, and BEva Johnson
has grown with it; In 1043 being
named its comptroller, and in 1958
its nssistant administrator, the
position she now holds.

On Sept. 30 Miss Johnson will
relinquish her position of dedica-
tion to Manchester Memorial and
Manchester citizens,
private life.

Last night at Fiano's in Bolton
120 of Misa Johnson's friends and
assoclates gathered to pay tribute
to her service, to hetr character,
and to wish her well in her retire-
ment.

The hospital's oldest employe in
years of service, Miss Johnson is
also one of its most beloved. C.
Elmore Watkins, president emeri-
tus of the board of trustees, sald
of her, “In all these years, she has
never managed to make one ene-
my,"” though hers has been a posi-
tion of great responsibility.

Pointing up Miss Johnson's ad-
ministrative abilities for the au-
dience, Mr, Watkins lauded the
qualities which enabled her o
“look after perhaps 200 patients,
40 high-strung doctors, 75 worried
visitors, and 400 general employes
as well." -

“Through all this she has exhib-
‘Sted ability, grace, and deep char-
acter far beyond the ordinary,”
Wetlkins said.

Jacob Miller, present chairman
of the board of trustees, said of
her, “Somehow she became the
heart of our ..8he repre-
sents today that intangible, inval-
vable heart.”

Speaking also in Miss Johnsons'
behalf were Dr., Theodore Rosen,
president of the medical staff, who
noted that “everyone knew Eva
because her door was always open;”
and Mra. John Mrosek, for the
Women's Auxiliary, who expressed
that group's “deep and warm af-
fection, and gratitude for all she
has done for us' The Rev. .C.
Henry Anderson gavé the Inhvoca-
tion and benediction.

Following dinner and the lauda-
tory messages, Edward J. Thonis,
hospital administrator and last
night/s master of ceremonies, call-
ed Miss Johnson to the speaker's
platform and presented her in be-
half of the assembled guests with
an envelope in recognition of her
long service and loyalty to the
hospital. The envelope contained a
round-trip ticket from Idlewild
Airport to Stockholm, Sweden, re-
deemable at any time.

Before Miss Johnson could
acknowledge the gift, Thoms went
on to praise her for the burdens
she has assumed as assi{stant ad-
ministrator. "The hardest part of
her job has not been known by
the public,”"” he sald, “and I think
perhaps I am the only one who
knows the tremendous pressures
that have been pn her.”

Next presenting Miss Johnson
with a large box,” Thoms - said,
"With this gift we hope you will
remember, us for the rest of your
life.”

Aniong other organizations 1o
which she belongs are the Amer-
lean College of Hospltal Adminis-
trators and the Manohester Stu-
dent Nurse Scholarship Commitiee.

Besides her many other duties,
Miss Johnson has consistently
found time to visit dally with
patients at the hospital, and to
perform’ many other services not
generally known to the public.
