through the assessor's office."

Asked last night who would is-
sus the permits for interior work,
Herrick said "The Zoning board
will issue permits.”

Donald Tedford, zoning ctommis-
sion agen!, disputes this state-
ment, He said it is not within the
power of the zoning board to issue
permits for interior work, and that
the assessor has been attempting
for two years Lo find a way to
require that interior permits be
issued by the zoning board,

During the two-year debate, the
zoning board has maintained thatl
without specific regulations (such
as a building code) on which to
base the issuance of such permils,
the question lies outside the zomn-
ing board's tion.

Tedford, in & statement today,
said: '“The zoning board does nol
issue permits for anything but
exterior aiterations, additions, and
new buildings including tool sheds
and any out-bulldings.” These are
actually not permits but “cortifi-
cales of registration,” he explained,

thet the bullder is ocon-
forming to moning board regula-
tions on boundary linea and

When the construction is com-
plete, he sald, it ls inspected for
compliance with regulations and a
“omrtificate of occupancy’ is Is-
sued. Coples of these certificates
are availnble to the assessors B8O
they may be aware of Wwhich prop-
erty nesds re-evaluating.

Tedford continued, “The zoning
board has explicity told the as-
seasor that it is beyond ita legal
power to lasue cortificates of reg-
istration for interior changes.

Wiltred Maxwell, a Bolton resi-
dent with the Connectlout Com-
mission sald today there are “no
legal means to require the zoning
board to issue interior permits.'

The interior improvements for
which Herrick's pamphlet  indi-
cates permits are required are: in-
terior rooms on the second floor,
additional baths or tollet rooms,
recreation rooms in basements,
heating or plumbing of a better
grade than that which existed, and
enclosure of porches.
