"It needs your
help, your voice.”

In a departure from hin normal
method of political operation,
President Kennedy made &n AP'l
peal directly to the nation last
night for passage of the income |
tax eut bill which would not be
amended to make budget cutting &
prerequisite to tax reduction.

The President was talking on a
subject which, ¥ it does not
exnctly fire the imagination of
the American people, certainly
appeals to their economiec hopes.
The obvious guess s that the|
appeal will result in the bring-
Ing of public pressure on the |
Congress for passage.

Many observers, however, are
convinced there will be no quick
action toward a tax cut. For one
thing President Kennedy waited
overlong before bringing his case
to the people. For another there
is the time problem created by the
fact that Congress faces extended |
debate over elvil rights and must
act on the nuclear test ban treaty
a8 well as the welter of other leg-
tslation. This gives foes of the tax
cut as it came out of Wilbur
Mill's Ways and Means Committee
plenty of opportunity to work for
the amendments they seek.

And, no matter how low the
local fortunes of the Republican
organization (n some city may
sink, there is still, in the loeal
party franchise, enough to make
some people willing to fight to
hold on to it or to get it. There
can, ngain, be the handling of pat-
ronage which comes down from
the state organization. There can,
again, be the possession of dele-
gates In conventions which nom-
inate and in satate central com-
mittees which ocontrol the party
organization.

Lately, in the once Deep Soiith,
there has been more interest In
and uplift for the usually neglect-
ed Republican organizations. This
is because they have begun, at
