The latest bombing — Blrmlng 
ham has had more thEui 40 since 
World War. II—was In a middle- 
income Negro neighborhood on 
Birmingham’s south side, across 
town from the 18th Street Baptist 
church where four girls were 
killed In a blast Sept. 16.

The church bombing climaxed 
months of racial unrest and re­
sulted In the sending of former 
Secretary of the Army Kenneth 
Royall and former Army football 
coach Earl Blalk to the city Tues­
day.

The bombing was reported to 
toe Birmingham police depart­
ment at 1:30 a.m. (3ity police and 
state $roopers sped to the scene, 
about 32 blocks from the down­
town v e a . but there was no sign 
of disorder.

Police Lt. F. W. Lloyd said that 
Negroes In the neighborhood were 
“ the moet orderly group of col­
ored. people I have ever seen.” 

Officers said that apparently 
someone from a moring car 
tossed an undetermined amount of 
explosive at a street Intersection.

Time Limit on 
C o n g o  Costs

UNITED NATIONS, N.Y. (AP) 
—Racing against an Oct. 1 dead­
line, toe United States and other 
Western _ naUons today sought 
ifflSI^''JhweTnt(ly action to raise 
$5 million to keep the U.N. peace 
inrea In the Congo until next June.

The move won support from the 
82-naUon African group. It is 
framing an appeal to Secretary- 
General U Thant to extend for six 
months the Dec. 81 target date 
lor liquidating the U.N. force.

The problem of raising ..loney 
to keep the force In the field was 
the prime concern as the assem­
bly’s 111-natlon finance committee 
gathered for its first meeting of 
the 18th session.

Thant has warned that he will 
pull out the 7,000 troops In the 
Congo by year's end, unless the 
assembly approves maintenance 
costs within top next week.

TThant explained in a report to 
toe Security Council last week 
that action must be taken by Oct. 
1 because "supplies for the Congo 
force are no longer being fed Into 
Its logistics pipeline In anticipa­
tion of Its termination by Dec. 
81.”

The United Nations has run Into 
financial difficulties In the Congo 
because some nations, including 
toe Soviet Union Md France, have 
refused to pay their share of 
toe peace-keeping operation.

Thant conferred. Tuesday with 
members of Ws Congo advisory 
council after he met with U.S. 
Ambassador Adlal E. Stevenson. 
The United States has been carry-

Kennedy said his administration 
favors programs to retrain jobless 
workers, put new life into de­
pressed areEis and provide Eintl- 
recession insurance through an 
$ll-biIIlon tEuc cut.

Dominican armed forces and police deposed President Juan 
D. Bosch today, and proclaimed they were turning the coun­
try into a “ rightist state."

Reliable sources said Bosch, 63, 
author-professor, was a prisoner 
in the presidential palace. Another 
report said he was flown out of 
the country.

The armed forces issued a com­
munique saying they seized power 
because “ there was a chaotic 
situation in the country.”

Santo Domingo remained calm. 
People clustered around radios 
listening to the broadcasts of 
the communique.

Bosch became president in Feb- 
uary, taking over from an Interim 
regime that ran the country after 
the overthrow of dictator Gener­

WASHINGTON (AP) —
A Senate probe into the dark 
workings of a national crime 
syndicate opened today with 
Atty. Gen. Robert F. Kennedy 
telling of its secret meetings, 
assassinations and the chance „ 
of a major underworld power 
struggle in New York.

As the first witness, Kennedy 
set the stage for the Senate In- 
vestigaUons subcommittee’s hear­
ings into organized crime which 
he called ‘ :«ne of. the biggest l?usl- 
nesses in America.”

But getting a look at its Clandes­
tine operaUons is dlfflctiit because 
of the curtain of fear, he ex­
plained.

"This is one reason the disclos­
ures made by Joseph Valachi are 
significant,”  he said “ For the first 
time an Insider—a knowledgeable 
member of the racketeering hier­
archy — has broken the under­
world’s code of silence.”

Valachi, 60, the convicted nar­
cotics peddler and murderer who 
has been singing to federal agents 
since he heard the syndicate had 
issued a death warrant for him, 
has brought the jigsaw picture of 
organized crime into sharper fo­
cus, said Kennedy.

"The picture is an ugly one. It 
shows what has been aptly de­
scribed as a private government 
of organized crime, a government 
with an annual income of billions, 
arresting on a base of human suf­
fering and moral '■orrosion.”

HARTFORD (AP) — Reduced 

rates for workmen’s compensation 
insbrance that will affect 90 per 
cent of the state’s employes will 
take effect next Tuesday.

State Insurance Commissioner 
Alfred N. Pfemo said yesterday 
the rate cuts are the result of 
good state experience record in 
workmen’s cesnpensation — there 
are less Injuries to workmen and 
they. are less severe than they 
might be.

DANBURY (A P )—The vote 
was close, but Danbury, now both 
a town and a city, will just be a 
city one of these days.

The vote to consolidate the pres­
ent town and city governments 
yesterday was 5,608 to 5,519. This 
was about 3,000 more than ever 
took part in a special referendum 
before, but nearly half of the el­
igible voters passed up a ’chance 
to make their wishes known. ,

Governmentally speaking, Dan­
bury is a mixed-up place.

First of all there is the town 
of Danbury, aU 42.7 square miles 
of it. Then there is the City of 
Danbury, which takes up maybe 
a tenth of the area but has more 
than half the residents since it is 
the most developed section.

Those living In the city are gov­
erned by a mayor, board ot aider- 
men, and a board of councilmeh, 
while those living In the town are 
governed by a board of selectmen, 
a town meeting and a board of fi­
nance.

As a result of yesterday’s refer­
endum, on Jan. 1, 1965, all of Dan­
bury wiU begin to be governed by 
a city government with a mayor 
and a common council of 21 mem­
bers.

HARTFORD (AP)—Men who 

have been jailed because they 
couldn’t pay their fines will have 
an extra incentive to work after 
Oct. 1.

Presidential Team on Scene

There, police and state troopers 
led by Ool. A1 Lingo arrested over 
180 Negroes during a pair .of dem­
onstrations. Two of those arrested 
were members of the Student Non- 
Violent Coordinating Committee.

Many were taken into custody 
at the First Baptist church where 
Negroes have staged repeated an­
ti-segregation demonstrations.

Twenty-five Negro pupils were 
arrested by police for truancy, 
and city officials said school-age 
children found on toe street were 
given the choice of going to school 
or facing arrest.

In Richmond, Va., toe Rev. Dr. 
Martin Luther King Jr. announced 
at a conference of the Southern 
Christian Leadership Conference 
that a selective buying campaign 
will be resumed to Birmingham 
Oct. 1.

The campaign would be similar 
to one stewed last spring when 
Negroes b o y c o t t e d  downtown

stores, demanding better employ­
ment opportunities and the low­
ering of racial discrimination at 
downtown department store lunch 
counters.

The five federal judges ordered 
Wallace and other state officials, 
including Lingo, to stop interfer­
ing with court-ordered desegrega 
Won o f  schools In Mobile, Blr 
mlngham, and Tuskegee.

The order lists 18 specific acts 
from which Wallace Is enjoined, 
including giving any support to 
executive orders ordering the 
schools temporarily closed.

In other developments;
—The Alabama Supreme Court 

ruled that the governor does not 
have the power to close schools, 
but he does have the right to keep 
the peace as he sees fit.

The high court’s opinion was In 
response to a query by Wallace. 
It stated that only toe local school 
board has authority to cloae pub­
lic schools. Although it was not 
clearly stated, toe court appar­

ently did not rule out the gover 
nor having the right to close 
schools to keep the peace.

—In Huntsville, seven major mo 
tels and Huntsville’s largest hotel 
have agreed to accept Negro cus­
tomers in the latest step toward 
eliminating racial barriers in this 
space conscious city.

—Dr. Edward Fields, leader of 
the National States Rights party 
in Birmingham was released on 
$2,600. bond to await trial on a 
charge he has interfered with 
court - ordered desegregation of 
Birmingham schools.

Fields and seven other men, all 
affiliated with the National States 
Rights party, were Indicted Mon­
day by a federal grand jury.

Every three years or so — to 
please the landlord and annoy the 
spiders — we have our four^room 
tenement castle repainted, wheth­
er It needs It or not.

Over a quarter >f 'century my i 
wife, Frances, and I have de- ] 
veloped a formula to divide the 
chores. For example, by an un­
written tenet of our marital code, 
she takes down my library books 
and dusts them before the paint­
ers come. After the painters 
leave, it is my job to put the 
books back on the shelves.

As anyone who has gone 
through this procedure knows, my 
wife- has the better of this bar­
gain. Any child can pull down 
books. That’s easy. It is putting 
them back that is hard work.

First, there is the big argu­
ment about which 'looks can be 
discarded. When our place was 
repainted not long ago, my wife 
filled up four boxes of volumes 
which she denounced as “ useless 
trash.”

After carefully reviewing her 
choices, I said, "Okay, you can 
throw away three."

'Three boxes?” she asked hope­
fully.

"Of course not! Three books.”  
"But you’ve got more than a 

thousand books. The way they’re 
piling up, they’ll crowd ub out of 
house and home."

"Then throw out the sofa,”  I 
told her. "Throw out the televi­
sion set.”

The trouble with putting back 
books is that for every five you 
place back on the shelf you find 
one that you must alt down and 
thumb through.

Your library is never more In­
teresting to you than when It is 
piled in stacks and boxes on 
chairs and on the floor.

Recently my wife issued an ul­
timatum after finding no place to 
put down the breakfast dishes ex­
cept on a collection of speeches

by Daniel Webster and a copy of 
Talne’s “ History of English Lit­
erature,"

"This Isn’t a home—Its a liter­
ary .junkyard,”  she said.' "I  want 
you to promise that this weekend 
you’ll do nothing but put back 
your books—and really concen­
trate on it."

At bedtime next Sunday night 
my wife found me lying on the 
floor looking at the Illustrations

In a purple-covered old book, 
"Sins of New York,”  with our cat. 
Lady Dottle, reading over my 
shoulder, breathlessly waiting for 
me to turn the next page. She 
reads faster than I do.

Jumping, tip guiltily, 1 showed 
my wife the weekend hadn’t been 
wasted. During the two days I 
had managed to fill up one entire 
shelf with books.

"You know we have 64 shelves

for bocAs In. this apartment,”  toe 
said. ’ ’And, at the rate you’re go­
ing-, when you put the last book 
back on the last shelf. It’ll be 
time to take them all down and 
dust them again.”

WASHINGTON (A P )—The* Ma­

rines’ new space-minded com­
mandant has some Ideas that may 
strike a chill In the hearts of 
Navy men.

Lt. Qen. Wallace M. Greene Jr. 
met with newsmen Tuesday soon 
after being named to become the 
new. Marine commandant at the 
end of this year.

The Vermonter uttered bold 
thoughts about future possibilities 
of loading entire Marine bat­
talions Into single rockets and 
propelling them across oceans to 
quell bnishflre outbreaks.

This sent newsmen digging 
aroimd to learn more about the 
views of the 65-year-old Marine 
planning expert who until now has 
stood In the shadow of Gen. David 
M. Shoup, the colorful Medal of 
Honor winner he will succeed as 
.the Marines’ 23d commandant.

Greene discussed some of his 
advanced concepts in a talk to a 
Navy League group In Boston on

Sept. 14—a talk which generally 
Went unnoticed.

Greene said then, the impact of 
space technology on the projec­
tion of national military power 
"is  staggering to contemplate.”

"The atmosphere and lower re­
gions of space could literally be­
come another all-embracing 
ocean,’ ’ "the Marine general said.

Then he asked a rhetorical 
question which some Navy advo-

cates might consider heresy—es­
pecially coming from a senior of­
ficer In the N^vy’s Blst* service.

"Win rocket operations then In 
this new sea supplement or re­
place conventional sea power and 
amphibious operations?”  Gfeene 
Asked.

"Glimmering on the horizon of 
our research and development en­
deavor today is ths thought of ap­
plying present space rocket tech-

nology to the transport of ^Marine 
0>rps troops,”  Greene told the 
Navy League group.

Among other things, Greene en­
visioned rockets which would hvg 
the earth and speed at 4,0C0 miles 
an hour, in delivering troops, am- 
munlUMi and suppllesfacross tee 
surface of tee world. He said: 
"these things can be done wite 
very little, if any, addlUonal re­
search and development.”

Toward Peace
The United States Senate took a 

major step toward peace yesterday 
when it approved by a vote of 80 
to 19. the nuclear test ban treaty 
worked out by the world’a major 
nuclear powers and endorsed by 
many other nations.

Ih e  overwhelming majority by 
which it was approved should serve 
to convince the world of this na­
tion's sincere desire to ease inter- 
nattonal tensions even at the sacri­
fice o f swne surface military secur- 
Ky.

As President Kennedy has point­
ed out the agreement, limited In 
scope, does not in Itself insure the 
solution of the pfoblems which di­
vide East snd West. It  does, how­
ever, offer a measure of protection 
for humanity from the senseless 
radioactive pollution , o f the air. 
That alone Is a sufficient reason to 
ban testa in apace and on water.

But the chief tanpiHrtance of the 
ban is the promiae it offers for still 
further efforts to limit the nuclear 
arms race, and, if'mankind can 
ever reach that exalted state, to a 
general disarmament.

In the meanwhile the easing of 
International tenslOna on any one 
front creates a better tdlmate for 
resolving problems on others, sudi 
as the German dilemma.

Even If the question of atmos­
pheric nuclear tests is to be re­
garded as a peripheral problem 
rather than a central one, the ac­
complishment is great.

I t  Is not easy, furthermore, to 
look upon the race to produce vast' 
er and vaster weapons of human 
destruction as anything but a. ma­
jor mistake.

In this year' 1963, we feel com­
pelled to read widely and deeply 
of diverse opinions on the state 
of life in our Southern states. 
This Is must reading even though 
a great deal of it la disturbing and 
upsetting.

It would be a great pity If our 
South were to loee all of its lite­
rary appestl because of the current 
prickly state of mind in both the 
North and South.

Three recent publicationa are 
doing their bit to maintain the 
fascination Southern life has al­
ways held — at least in story
form. In each of these we may 
enjoy some facet of Dixie magic, 
though they cover different peri­
ods of time and levels of society.

The Far Side of Home " by Mag­
gie Davis is a novel of the Civil 
War period, but Is definitely not 
just another Civil War novel. In 
this tale of less than a year in 
the army career of Johnny Mc­
Leod. we become acutely Intimate 
with his personal life and prob­
lems as well as an eye-witness to 
the action before and during the 
Battle of Atlanta of which he was 
a part.

His famUy was a land-ovming 
one, but on a very modest scale.

miliar world of the great planta­
tion owner or of the slaves them­
selves. I t  la history on a small- 
scale which in Its simplicity and 
clarity make the larger landscape 
more real and imderstandable.

Some phases of modem life in 
the South are treated in "Butter- 
mUk Road,”  by Thomas Turner.

garst Chase Smith te once again 
being talked abthit as a possible 
RepubUcan vice presidential can 
didate, as rite baa been at inter­
vale ever since she first was elect­
ed to the Senate in 1948.

While Genovese is in prison, 
Kennedy said Tommy Dboli is 
substituting for him in New York 
and a  Gerry Catena is doing the 
same in New Jersey.

Kennedy revealed that the syn­
dicate's commission is considering 
Interceding In the much-publicized 
Brooklyn battle between the (Sal­
le brothers gang and thugs of the 
late Joseph Profaci.

The Senate Finance Commit­
tee may not begin hearings on tie 
tax legislation before mid-October 
and an expected protracted civil 
rights fight could delay fhe tax 
bill almost indefinitely.

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Prelim inary Plans 
F or Schools Okayed

Preliminary plans for additions to the Highland Park and 
Keeney St. Schools last night were given the formal approval 
o f the board o f education and the town building committee at 
the conclusion of a two-hour joint meeting with the board
of directors.

Total cost of the two arddltions 
was estimated hy the architects 
at 1968,000.

Aifter being briefed on the plans, 
tfaa direotora gave theilr verbal 
go-ahsad, paving the way to for­
mal acceptance by the building 
oommittee and the board of ed- 
uoation.

A  pUUlc hearing on appropria- 
tlans for the additions is slated 
for Oct.' 16, and formal acceptance 
o f the plans and cost estimates by 
the board of dirsotors on Oot. 22; 
a referendum on the additions is 
aohedulsd for Nov. 5.

A t the three-way toformal meet­
ing, held in the board room at the 
Municipal Building, the jnlnolpala 
Involved to the pltenning—arch­
itects Louis Drakes (Highland 
Park), Arnold Lawrence (Keeney), 
Supt. of Schools WiUiam H. Curtis, 
and several members of the build­
ing oommltteeB and the board of 
education— ĵoined to explaining de­
tails of the plans to the directors,

Drakos said the total coat of the 
Highland Park project is esUmat- 
ed at $640,000, with $876,000 going 
toward the new addition, $111,000 
for renovation to the existing build­
ing, and the remainder attacher 
for contingency-'and legal fees.

Plans call for the construcUon of 
six basix classrooms, .plus two 
classrooms for the mentally re­
tarded, an a u d i t o r l u m - g y m ,  
administrative suite, and new boil­
er room. Renovations include mak­
ing the present'auditorium into a 
cafeteria, a basement space into 
a library, updating six classrooms 
and a kindergarten, and expanding 
and improving play and parking 
areas.

In answer to quesUoning by a 
director, Dr. Curtis said plans call 
for a sidewalk along the west side 
of Ferguson Rd. to the extent of 
the school property, some 880 feet. 
A public hearing on Ferguson Rd. 
sidewalks recently was the subject 
of controvery among residents of 
the area.

Curtis also said. In answer to a 
question by Director Harold A.

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The first report from Bruno DeMarco, the systems analyst 
employed by town auditors Barry & Macri to study highway 
department operations, will be discussed by the town direc­
tors at their monthly meeting next Tuesday at 8 p.m. at the

’The report itself was mailed to 
the directors in advance, and rec­
ommends placing the department 
temporarily under DeMarco’s  su­
pervision, granting more autonomy 
to the department in directing 
highway operations, and gl'ving 
more authority to foremen to di­
rect individual projects.

DeMarco supports his request 
for supervision of the highway de­
partment as necessary to install­
ing new department procedures — 
rather than :top ly  recommending 
the improvements.

A t present, he says, “Departoent 
supervision (is) having difficulty 
living with newly assigned respon­
sibilities and authority.”  Authority 
has not been properly delegated, 
he says.

The department would be imder 
DeMarco’s control 90 days if Ws 
proposal la accepted.

To develop a clearer picture o< 
the department’s autonomy, De­
Marco wants to give the highway 
superintendent final authority in 
handling complaints, excluding the 
■general manager from his present 
role.

He would clarify the advisory 
nature of the engineering depart­
ment—preaumaibly it is depended 
upon for direction now—and in 
general "emphasize the need to 
delegate authority away from th» 
general manager to all public 
works department heads.”

Each project, under DeMarco’s 
suggestions, would be completely 
under the jurisdiction of the fore­
man assigned, after It had been 
initially assigned and the men and 
equipment allocated Ity the super­
intendent.

In addition, DeMarco’s report

In preparation for a highway reconstruction bond issu* 
referenda in November, the board o f dirwtors last night in­
structed town engineer Walter Fuss to prepare a list of roads 
— to exclude residential streets— proposed for rebuilding or
resurfacing.

The final list must be approved 
at next week’s regular directors 
meeting, to give the town's bond 
counsel time to word the proposed 
referenda questions, before a pub­
lic hearing on the appropriation on 
Oct. 16.

Fuss test ni^ht presented a re­
construction schedule that pre­
sumed the electors’ approval of a 
$300,000 bond issue.

Already in the works are a $38,- 
500 state aid financed road treat­
ment project, and an - additional 
$100,000 worth of resurfacing ap­
proved by the town directors from 
the Capital Improvement Reserve 
E\ind this monUr

As much of both will be ap­
plied to surface treatment and 
short term resurfacing before the 
winter as there is time to put 
down, Ehiss said.

With $300,000 available — an 
amount set by General Manager 
Richard Martin, despite the pro­
posal that $450,000 in bonds be Is­
sued—Fuss proposed $157,000 be 
spent on reconstruction, $120,000 
on paving overlay, with $23,000 re­
served for contingencies.

Last night, the directors caused 
few modifications in the pro­

posals. Although Mayor Francis J. 
Mahoney said that the directors did 
not want to influence the location 
of the highway work, Frank Stam- 
ler suggested, without opposition, 
that Haynes St. be taken off the 
list of streets slated for recon­
struction.

Haynes St., the most direct route 
to Manchester Memorial Hospital, 
ha-s frequently been congested by 
parked cars.

Victor Elby Vinas Roman, minis­
ter of the armed forces; the air 
force, navy and police chiefs, and 
sortie prominent civilians.

Urging the public to maintain 
law and order, they proclaimed 
an eight-point * explanation and 
program:

—Outlawing parties supporting 
communism or (Castroism.

—The preceding government 
failed to respect individual rights.

-rThe constitution is abolished.
—The legislature is dissolved.
— T̂he post-TrlJlllo constitution 

of Dec. 17, 1962, Is put back in 
force.

—The armed forces will re­
main In control until a "provision­
al government of respectable 
men" is approved by the different 
political parties.

—All international obligations 
will be respected.

—Guarantees are extended for 
human rights and property and 
fbr free commerce.

Throughout Bosch’s tenure, the

ghost of Gen. Trujillo shadowed 
le government.
"The trouble,”  one foreign busi­

nessman said, "Is that everyone 
wants, to govern, but after 81 
vears ' of ^ an n y  nobody really 
knows how.”

One result of this was 
that administrative incompetence 
aroused the business and profes­
sional classes and some segments 
of labor. It also tended to alienate 
sections o< the Roman Oithollc 
Oiurch.

As a result, the once-brlght eco­
nomic picture turned dark and the 
threat of violence increased.

As early as three weeks ago, 
experts here predicted Bosch’s 
government would not last long.

One of the chief causes of anu- 
Boech feeling was a law he asked 
to be passed confiscating the 
properties of all who had pros­
pered under Trujillo. Since Tru­
jillo ruled for 31 years, this 
meant virtually any Dominican 
who had any money ,in the bank.

By word and deed, he created 
an atmosphere which drove in­
vestment capital away and fright­
ened American companies who 
have $100 million Invested here.

What’a tailgating? I t Is * »ol- 

smn autumnal rite which each 
year Inducts an ever-increaalng 
number of converts Into the cult. 
Ttoie was when thousanda of fans 
converged upon the Bowl to see 
the gridiron grenadiers of Yale 
and Its particular opponent of the 
day trade touchdowns and tackles. 
They still do, but, In more recent 
lemestars, the game Itself is only 
part of the experience.

The Bowl is blessed with a sur­
rounding 50-acre plus lush, green- 
grossed parking area. Kickoff 
time Is 2 p.m.. but on a football 
Saturday the parking lot activity 
starts hour* before. Oait of the 
car* come pecwle, then blankets or 
chairs auid tables; then hlbachla 
or charcoal burners, bucket* of Ice 
and bottled beverages—soft and 
hard—and the popular pastime of 
tailgating is under way.

Hot dogs and hamburgers arc 
grilled, steaks or chicken* are 
broiled, gigantic roast* of beef ro­
tate on spits and, here and there, 
a fitness will even see 20-pound 
turkeys being carved.

The origin of tailgating ia some­
what obscure. There is no dispute, 
however, that it had its inception 
among the old Blues.

"About 10 years ago," sidd a 
Yale i^kesm an, "Jt was more or 
less confined to the annual game 
with Dairtmouth or the Bowl fi- 
n^es with either Princeton or 
Harvard. This is no longer true. 
Now tailgating is evident at every 
game.”

NAUSEA NEED NOT STEM 
FROM BASIC ORGANIC CAUSE

Q—I am a 55-year-old house­
wife. I have had nausea without 
actual vomiting for several years. 
Stomach ulcers have been ruled 
out. I do have bloating at times, 
but according to doctors I have 
seen there Is nothing wrong with 
me. They say It 's all in my 
head. Have you any advice?

A — Nausea may be caused by 
various poisons (including alco­
hol). anemia, cirrhosis of the 
liver, acute infections, and jaun­
dice, but I doubt from your let­
ter and the length of time you 
have been nauseated that you-i 
have BUiy of these disorders.

It Is much more likely that jmur 
nausea la a . part of a chronic, • 
low-grade colitis. This would also 
cause a tendency to bloating.

The fact that your doctors 
found nothing organically wrong 
with yoii does not mean that It 
is all in your head, bat It Is 
true that your emotional state 
probably has a great deal to do 
with It.
Have you ever noticed that you 

were not troubled with nausea 
when you were on a trip or vaca­
tion? This could be because you 
had left your worries behind.

Are you -worse during the week 
than on weekends?

This might be because your 
husband is more Irritable when 
he has worked hard all day and 
comes home tired and dlsgnmtled 
at night. Or are you worse on 
weekends?

This might be because yoor 
husband Is restless snd keeps 
you In a turmpll from morning 
till night when he’s at borne.
Of course, it may have nothing 

to do with your husband. But, if 
you look for the sources of Irrita­
tion or anxiety In your life, you 
may find that they are definitely 
related to a worsening of your 
nausea.

Meanwhile, eat slowly In pleas­
ant surroundings, chew your food 
well, and avoid over-eating.

Q-—I have arthritis and my doc­
tor is giving me a dietary supple­
ment containing calcium, i^ s -  
phorus, and vitamin D. Will this 
cause any harm?

A—I’m sure your doctor would 
not give you so large a dose, of 
these supplements as to cause 
harm If yon take them according 
to his directions. You should re­
port back to him from time to 
Ume to let him know what prog­
ress you are making and to 
give him a chance |o adjosi foe 
dosage 11 necessary.
Q — What effect does, taking 

alccAol have on barMturata deep­
ing pills?. c

A — Don’t try H. Alcohol taken 
with a barbiturate more than dou­
bles the depressing action e i  the 
barbituate. If a person is slightly 
intoxicated when he takes the 
barbiturate he may take more 
pills than he intended. In any 
case this is a dangerous eomblna- 
tion and one that has caused 
many deaths In persona from all 
walks of life.

Tax Bill Goes to Senate
Aides Want 
Final Vote 
This Year

WASHINGTON (AP) —  
The House has passed Presi­
dent Kennedy’s $ll-billion tax 
cut bill by a 271-155 vote, 
handing him one o f the big­
gest legislative victories of his 
administration.

The batUeground immediately 
shifts to the Senate, where admin­
istration forces already are 
launched an all-out drive for pas-' 
sage this year. The prospects are 
highly dubious.

If the Senate should approve the 
bill In its present form, ulUmate 
reductions would range between 
$100 and $200 a year for most tax- 
paying families—more in the up­
per brackets.

The bill won the votes of 223 
Democrats and 48 Republicans In 
the House roll call late Wednes­
day which capped two days of de­
bate. Opposing passage were 126 
Republicans and 29 Democrats.

Just before passage, the Demo­
crats turned l»ck, 226-199, a Re-

gublican-baCked move to cancel 
le tax cut unless the President 
out back spending below the 

present rate.
The outcome was a special .tri­

umph for Rep. Wilbur D. Mills, 
D-Ark., chairman of the Ways and 
Means Committee, who led the 
tight to prevent defections by 
Southern Democrats on the show­
down votes.

The $ll-billion reduction, largest 
In history, 'would be shared by 
practically all U.S. taxpayers. 
Both indi'vlduals and corporations 
would benefit.

Kennedy has called the measure 
the keystone of his economic pro­
gram. He has made It clear the 
administration has placed Its 
hopes on solirlng the gnawing un­
employment problem through in­
creased spending resulting from 
the tax cut..

Senate democratic leaders 
voiced etrong confidence they 
have the votes to pass the bill 
eventually. It will remain alive In 
1IM4 u It fails î et̂  through this 
year. ' - —

But the administration Is push­
ing hard for 1963 passage so that 
the npw reduced withholding can 
take effect Jan. 1. As the House 
passed the measure, two-thirds of 
the benefits for individuals would 
be effective at that time.

The drive for fast Senate action 
puts the spotlight squarely on Sen. 
Harry F. Byrd, D-Va., finance 
committee chairman, who opposes 
any tax cut without offsetting 
spending reductions.

Byrd announced that his com­
mittee would begin closed - door

Buck - Passing 
Seen in GOP’s 
T a x  Proposal

WASHINGTON (AP)—There’s a 
big difference between urging 
President Kennedy to keep ex­
penses down and telling him he 
ha.s to if he wants a tax cut. 
Some Republicans Ignored it, two 
In particular.

Urĝ lng a president to econo­
mize leaves him free to ask for 
higher spending if he thinks it 
necessary for the nation’s wel­
fare. For Congress to put a limit 
on how much he can ask, para­
lyzes him no matter what tiie 
national need.

For Congress to Impose such a 
limit Is a sophisticated form of 
buck-passing. Congress, not the 
President, holds the purse strings. 
He can only spend what Congress 
votes him. Congress has the ulti­
mate responsibility for economy.

Away back last spring two Re­
publicans, Reps. John W. Byrnes 
of Wisconsin and Thomas B. Cur­
tis of Missouri, were complaining 
about Kennedy’s tax-cut proposal. 
They wanted spending cut.

Both are members of the House 
Ways and Means Committee, 
which handles taxes.

Byrnes and Curtis got more un­
easy and more specific as the 
months passed and it seemed 
likely that their committee, where 
Democrats outnumber Republi­
cans IB to 10, was going to ap­
prove a cut.

How Tax Cut Works
WASHINGTON (A P )— T̂he tax bill approved Wednesday 

by the House would reduce income taxes by $11 billion for the 
nation as a whole. I f  the Senate passes it in its present form, 
what ■will the measure do for you ? Here are answers to some 
o f the questions a puzzled taxpayer might be raising:

Q. w ill this mean more money^
in my pocket?

A. The Treasury Department 
says "'Virtually every American 
taxpayer”  will pay leas taxes If 
the bill is apprwed by Congress.

Q. How much more money?
A. ’That depends on your In­

come. For example, the Treasury 
figures that average tax reduc­
tions for those in the $6,000-$10,000 
income range will be about 20 per 
cent. Using percentages, the big­
gest tax cuts will go to those 
earning less than $10,000 a year. 
But, whatever the percentage, 
those with high salaries will.usual­
ly get more dollars In their jiocket 
than those with lower salaries.

Take the case of a married cou­
ple with two children, earning 
$6,000 a year and now paying a 
tax of $600. Under the bill, Uiey 
would pay $450 in 1965. This would 
mean a tax cut of 25 per cent and 
a savings of $150.

But, If this couple earned $20,000 
a year, they would pay a tax of 
$4,124 now and, if the bill is 
passed, $3,428 In 1965. This would 
mean a tax cut of only 17 per 
cent but of $696.

Q. Do I have to wait until 1966?
A. No, the full tax cut would go 

into operation then. But two-thirds 
of the cut would start In 1964. 
Most taxpayers would feel this on 
the first of the year as the govern­

ment would begin withholding less 
money from their weekly pay- 
checks.

Q. Is it possible I won’t have to 
pay any tsixes at all?

A. The bill would eliminate tax- 
paying for 1.6 million Individuals 
and families. A single person now 
has to pay taxes if he earns $667 
a year. ’Ihe new minimum would 
be $900 a year. A married couple 
with no children now pay taxes if 
they make $1,383 a year. The new 
minimum for them would be 
$1,600.

Q. Does every provision In the 
bill mean a cut in my taxes?

A. No, several provisions of the 
bill actually raise taxes in certain 
respects, but experts at the Treas­
ury Department figure these are 
offset by the general reduction In 
tax rates.

Q. Can you give me an exam­
ple?

A. The most important is the 
provision that would prev(ent tax­
payers from deducting ' certain 
state and local taxes from their 
taxable income. At present, tax­
payers may deduct state and lo­
cal taxes on gasoline, cigarettes 
(in some states), and liquor (In 
some states). ’They also may de 
duct poll taxes and fees paid for

BRIDGEPORT (AP) — Oomel- 
ius F. Mulvihill, Bridgeport’s 
Democratic chairman for 15 years 
under whose leadership the So­
cialists’ long reign at City Hall 
was ended, died today after a long 
illness. He was 70.

Death came to Mulvihill, a canny 
political figure who held many lo­
cal and state posts, in Rocky Hill 
■Veterans Hospital.

He resigned as Bridgeport party 
leader last year because of de­
clining health.

His final days were clouded by 
a federal income tax evasion 
charge.

In February, a grand Jury In­
dicted him for failing to file tax 
returns' for some $76,000 In Income 
from 1936 to 1959.

After pleading guilty, he. was 
fined $2,000, given a six-month 
suspended sentence and placed on 
probation. for a year. He paid the 
back taxes and interest penalties.

In 50 years In politics, Mulvihill 
also served five terms In the State 
Senate, was State Motor Vehicles 
Commissioner and State R e n t  
Commissioner.

At the time of his death, he was 
a member of the Democratic State 
Central Committee.

Perhaps his greatest political 
achievement was master-minding 
the defeat of Jasper McLevy, the 
colorful old Socialist who was 
Bridgeport’s mayor for 24 years.

It was Samuel J. Tedesco, Mulvi- 
hlll’s protege, who finally evicted 
McLevy from City Hall in 1957. 
Although Tedesco won by the 
hairline margin of 161 votes, Mul- 
vihlU had confidently predicted 
the upset throughout the cam­
paign.

LONDON (AP) — Prime Min­
ister Harold Macmillan dug in to­
day for an all-out battle with the 
Labor p^rty opposition and critics 
within his own Conservative party 
over Lord Denning’s report oh the 
Profumo scandal.

In his 66,000-word document, 
Denning, Britain’s second highest 
Jurist, held that Macmillan and 
his ministers failed in their re­
sponsibility by not discovering 
and dealing with the romance be- 
tiveen former War Minister John 
Profumo and prostitute Christine 
Keeler.
T he Evening News, which sup­

ports the Conservative govern­
ment, said Denning’s fin ing is 
sure to .bring on another party 
crisis over whether Macmillan 
should continue as leader.

’The prime minister plainly in­
tended to fight back. He sched­
uled a radio address to the na­
tion tonight.

Harold Wilson, the Labor party 
leader, was expected to renew his 
demand for a special session of 
Parliament—now in recess — to 
discuss the report. Macmillan has 
turned this request down once.

The Evening Standard said the 
Denning report has turned the 
pollticEd maneuvering into a bitter 
battle.

"The new atmosphere,”  the 
Standard said, "could persist into 
the general election campaign, 
which experienced observers now 
expect to be turbulent and dirty.”

The opposition Labor press de­
nounced Macmillan as incompe­
tent. Even some of the normedly 
Conservative papers said the 
prime minister must shoulder the 
blame for the scandal that 
erupted Into the headlines three 
months ago.

Denning emphasized he had 
found no breach of national 
security, nor any truth in ividely 
circulated rumors that members 
of the Cabinet Indulged In wild 
sex lives.

But he said Profumo’s conduct 
—his admission that he had dated 
the call girl and had addressed 
her as “ darling”  In a letter—was 
enough to create "a  reasonable 
belief that he had committed 
adultery with such a woman.”

Tipping of Hat

■ WASHINGTON (AP)—You tip 
your hat to your betters in the 
mobs.

You try to keep them "clean”  
—in the eyes of a trial Jury.

And when the police ask ques­
tions you have no answers.

Deputy Chief Inspector John F. 
Shanley of the New York City po­
lice told the Senate Investigations 
subcommittee about it Wednes­
day, as an expert -witness in its 
new investigation of the under­
world.

For a mobster who has an­
swers for the police, he summed 
up the penalty in a single word: 
Death. ■

The subcommittee is Investigat­
ing the affairs of La Cosa Nostra, 
a secret criminal society which, 
Atty. Gen. Robert F. Kennedy 
testified, runs a richly profitable 
nationwide crime syndicate.

Shanley pictured the outfit as 
divided into “ families,”  or cliques, 
each vrtth its own geographical do­
main, and its commanders lead­
ing ostensibly respectable lives, 
worried about their "public im­
age.”

These are men. he said, whose 
word means life or violent death 
to followers and others, but it’s 
hard to prove in court. Through 
terrorism they breed both respect 
for leadership and a showing of 
respect.

“ Among j9ome older men, it in­
