British Group'
Starts Series

By JOHN GRUBER

“ Mhe concert season opened last
night at Jorgenson Auditorium,
and a near capacity house greet-
ed the event with vociferous en-
thusiasm. Meteorologically it has
been a dry summer, and appar-
ently the audience was musically
parched as well,

Actually, the Royal Philhar-
monic Orchestra, filling the open-
ing slot in the UConn series, was
nothing to stir up such enthusi-
asm, In a country where excellent
symphonic aggregations abound,
and where superiative ones are to
be found in abundance, the Brit.
ish group suffered badly by com-
parison.

Rated as one of the two or
three very best orchestras in Eng-
land, it would find itself fighting
to get included In the first twen-
ty orchestras in the TU.8. Of
course, England has never been
noted for great excellence in this
fleld, so the concert was about
what might have been expected

It has only been a short time
since the “deputy" system has
been outlawed in England, where-
by an orchestral player deputized
gomebody else to altend rehears-
als for him. Bven at present, Brit-
ish orchestras play with only one
or two rehearsals; 1§ or 18 hours
of rehearsal per concert s un-
known over there, while it s the
rule here, rather than the excep-
tion.

The result is that T honestly be-
lieve English players have no con-
ception of what can actually be ac-
complished with a piece of music;
they stop where American orches-
trans just start to get to the heart
of the music

We are not accustomed in this
country to hear anything but fully
competent musicians in our most
famous orchestras, but apparently
this is not the case with our Anglo-
Saxon cousins across the water.
The ‘horn section of the Royal Phil-
harmonic, for example, is just
plain wretched. The principal clar-
inetist of the group was in trouble
all evening whenever he had to
preas his octave key, the principal
obolst played with the oddest vi-
brato it has ever been my mis-

"Watar Music'' sA the opener,
Here, the horns bobbled along In
the first movement in uncertain
manner, and the fourth horn did
not even attempt the Jow note with
which the “Afr" comes to & cjose,
leaving the audience hanging on
what is technically known as a
6/4 inversion. Perhaps it was just
as well, & wrong note would have
sounded aven worse,

Brnst von Dobnanyi’'s "“Suite in
F-sharp minor" brought us to in-
termission. This was new Lo me,
and I suppose to the rest of the au-
dience aa well. The late Mr. Dobh-
nanyi was & virtuoso planist of un-
common abilities, but he was
something less 48 a composer, The
Suite sounded like something writ-
ten for piano and then orchestrat-
ed, throughout much of its length,
The orchestra managed (L accept-
ably except in the fourth variation
of the first movement, where &
weak English horn managed to get
covered while carrying the melody.

Brahms' Fourth brought the
evening to & close. Playing had im-
proved after the intermission, so
the performance waa how medi-
ocre. All the notes were played,
and the dynamics were generally
observed, but that was as far as
things went.

Brahms suffers from too many
written notes, and a conductor s
hard put to de-emphasize the un-
essential in performance, Never-
theless it can.be done, thaugh Mr.
Sargent failed to accomplish it Inst
evening, The result was & pedes-

World federalism
s the only kind that counts; tak-
ing the principle and marching it
up g3 far as Atlantic Union, and no
farther, is as silly and ridiculous as
it is for President de Gaulls to
sneer at the idea of an Atlantie
Union and head back toward the
newborn nationalism of the Mid-
dle Ages.

While Nixon in this country is
for him, in one manner of speak-
ing, and while his partly-baked
thesis about federalism in our time
{1 about to get a wider circulation
here, the New York Governor him-
self is in Europe, visiting and
agreeing with, perhaps all too sym-
bolically, West Germany's Chan-
cellor Adenauer. What the two
men agreed, easily enough, was
that they saw no sign of any real
relaxation of East-West tensions.
This, again, Is & manner of speak-
ing, which really reveals not so
much what they see aa what they
wish to see from their aeparate
political careers founded on a pro-
jection of the cold war into infinily.

Governor Rockafeller in that he is
obviously more consistent and re-
lisble in his opinions and pro-
nouncements than hia chief rival
for the Presidential nomination.

Effects were a significant drop
in blood pressure, higher pulse
rate and reddening of the legn
and feet as blood pooled in the
lower extremities. Cooper also
showed a brief sign of faintness
on leaving his ceapsule after land-

“These findings,'' Be report-
ed, “do cause concern aboul pro-
longed e without some in-
terim steps for further evaluation
of this condition.”

Medical opinlon is divided on
whether special clothing or exer-
cise should be devi to cope
with the blem before the first
two-man fect Gemini flight, or
whether the pilots should go un-
protected so that doctors can
study the difficulty further.

The first manned Gemini flight,
scheduled late next year, proba-
bly will be for only three orbits,
and would not produce much new
data.
