In Texas and Florida, the olvil
rights Issue 1is notl regarded a=
strong politically as in such states
as Alabama and Mississippi. In
fact, Gov. Connally told Kennedy
he "did not think elvil rights
would be a controlling factor in
Texan next year."

Among- the poignant telephone
calls in history there must now be
listed the call President Ramon Vil-
leda Morales of the Republic of
Honduras made to the American
Embassy In his country as, just
before dawn last Wednesday, he
found rebel troopa surrounding his
presidential palace, with the obvi-
our intention of removing him
from the office to which he had
been duly elected.

The fact that President Morales
had made the call, and the sub-
stance of his appeal, was immedi-
ately relaysd up to Washington by
our ambassador In Honduras, Pre-
sumably, that was what he told the
President—that he would tell
‘Washington about it.

There was, of course, no other
real answer, fro ~ Washington or
any other place. Thers is no such
thing as instant protection for &
democratic regime being attacked
by its own military, We do not in-
terfere thus suddenly or thus open-
1y in thg internal affairs of other
countries, no matter how clear our
own real sentiments may be, to
ourselves and to everybody else,
We hve tloak and dagger talenta
and resources against the Commu-
nists, for throwing them out of
office, ¥ we can, or for keeping
them from gaining power in a
country, if'we can. But we have no
midnight expertness on behalf of
democracy When the threat hap-
pens to come from the other quar-
ter, from native reaction, or from
the proprietary instincts of the
military.

The telephone may ring with an
alarm,; but we have no real answer.
The request may be for some kind
of instant miracle action; we have
none In stock. Bo, the other dawn,
& duly elected Latin American
president whom we liked and whom
we supported because he was try-
ing to fight Communism by pro-
viding progresa for his own people
went down the drain, his pleas to
us as unavailing as if they had
never been heard.

Undeniably, this is sad and
poignant, And yet it is also the
way it ought to be. We cannot re-
polve for Honduras the problem of
Honduras, The president of Hon-
duras who leads his country into
the future must do so with the help
and support of his own country-
man, not that of any foreign gov-
ernment, however kindly and be-
nevolent and disinterested a gov-
ernment that may be. There was
nothing else we could possibly have
said, the other dawn, except some
painful variety of no, but this was
also the proper answer, for us, for
President Morales, and' for Hon-
duras. These people must struggle
to their feet themselyes, After
that, we may extend them our
hand as an equal. Befors that, we
must not offer them artificial
Umbs made In the UBA.

As of this week, if you are &
former President of the United
States, you may, after complying
with proper protocol, make formal
appearance before the United
Btates Senate, address it on any
subject you please and thereby, if
you have the required effrontery,
or the required public consclence
and love of your country, partici-
pate In one of itz debates on some
erucial national or world issue.

The protocol involved requires
that you give formal notice, to the
Benate's presiding officer, of your
Intention to appear and speak.
This system, now formally ac-
cepted by the Benate, that famous
¢lub which begrudges sharing its
intimaciea with anybody, repre-
wents a timid version of what some
political theorists have been advo-
cating for at least two decades
now, The original sponsors of the
rule adopted Tuesday wanted to
provide actual office space and
rogular seats on the Senate floor
for anybody who had served as
President of the country,

They had to give up the idea of &
regular Senate seat, or office
space, which would enable an ex-
President to attend all sessions of
the Senate in astyle mnd - conven-
lence, should: he choose. But the
ex-President does now have the
privilege of entering the Senate
and making a speech on an issue
for a purpose, and it ls such a
good idea that the past experience
of national leaders should be avail-
able, at critica' and decisive mo-
ments, for direct counseling on spe-
cific issues, that we hope all three
of our living ex-Presidents nall
down the new privilege and con-
tribute the first few performances
to a lasting precedent by making
their plans to appear soon, in-
dividually or togsther,

Animal or plant life on Mars,
If It exists, should be.vastly dif-
ferent from that present on the
earth—is the conclusion of scien-
tists stud the intensity of ra-
diation’ reachen the surface
of Mars,

Dr, Herman Yagoda, st the Alr
Force Cambridge Research Labo-
ratories, has indicated aftér ex-
perimental and theoretical studies,
that during when solar
flares were sctive and bombard-
ing the earth with intense proton
showers, radiations reaching the
Martian surface may be a million
times as intense as the radiation
reaching the earth's surface. The
tremendous increase for the Mar-
tian .surface, he found, is directly
due to the low atmoapheric densi-
ty on Its surface.

Astronomers have concentrated
on the features and physical char-
acteristics of Mars since It was
first thrust into prominence In
1877 when the Italian astrono-
mer Schiaparelll discovered the
stralght line markings which he
called “canali’’ and which were
translated into English as canals,
This diacov sparked an inter.
est in the planet which become

most Intense at the turn of the|

century, With Mars as the frist
ianet which man will visit when
ge travels beyond the moon, it
once more has achisved promi-
nence.
Lacks Natural Protection

Rescarches on the planet have
indicated that the atmosphere of
the planet is mbout 10 per. cent
that of the earth. The atmospher-
lc pressure on the surface is
about 1% pounds per square inch
which is pressure you would
find on top of m twelve-mile-high
mountain {f such a mountain ex-
isted on earth. And what atmos-
phere is there is generally con-
ceded to be nitrogen—with argon,
water vapor and carbon dioxide
as contaminants. It is the low
preasure of the Martian atmos-
phere which givea rise to the high
radiation level on the surface,
The primary source of the high-
ly lonizing radiations are the cos-
mic rays which come in from the
depths of space. While the sun

also emits a high volume of cos-

mic rays at the time of solar
flares, these possess insignificant
energles compared
coming into the solar system from
outer space.

In the ciuse of the earth when
cosmic rays enter the atmosphere,
they collide with the nucleus of

base structure. Thus, while the
Martian plants and animals could
llve with the hlghl& fonizing radi-
ation Impacting e psurface, a
vigitor from the earth, evolved un-
der a wholly different set of sur-
face conditions, may find it a
most unwholesome A

The combination of solar and
cosmic radiations reaching the
Martian surface will force our as-
tronauts to. bulld suitable shelters
with inordinately thick roofs for
protection from thess radiations
when he settles down on the Mar-
tian surface.
