Young told toe Senate Mrs. Nhu 
has been guilty of using “ a ser­
pent's tongue”  to spread "vicious 
and poisonous anti-American ut­
terances.”  He urged the State De­
partment to cancel her visor’s 
visa and ask her bachelor broth- 
er-ln-law, President Ngo Dinh 
Diem, to recaU hCr.

Democrats’ Aide Quits, 
Business Deal Probed

WASHINGTON (AP)—The FBI has launched an investl- 
garion into the business affairs of Robert G. Baker, 36, who 
resigned his ?19,600 a year post as secretary to the Demo­
cratic majority in the Senate.

A Justice Department source^ 
disclosed toe . investigation shortly 
before Senate Democratic Leader 
Mike Mansfield announced Bak- 
aris resignation Monday.

The inquiry apparentty began 
with allegations in a 8800,000 civil 
damage suit that Baker used his 
office to help win contracts with 
a government defense subcon­
tractor for an automatic vending 
machine company with which he 
had financial dealings.

Baker was to have met with 
Senate leaders of both parties 
Monday afternoon but turned In 
his resignation before toe meet­
ing.

A former Senate page who came 
here from Plckeiu, S.C., Baker 
was named secretary of toe ma­
jority eight years ago when Vice 
President Lyndon B. Johnson was 
Senate m a j^ ty  leader. He reput­
edly was a Johnson protege.

Baker’s wife is also on the gov­
ernment payroll, serving as rec­
ords manager for toe Senate In­
ternal Security subcommittee at 
811,800 a year.

Mansfield said in a statement 
that Baker had "discharged his 
responsibility to the majority with 
great intelligence and imderstand- 
ing" and that "his great ability 
and his dedication to toe major­
ity and to the Senate will be 
missed.”

Lupton Says Group 
Open to Approval

HARTFORD (AP) — The 
Connecticut Republican Citi­
zens Committee (CRCC) 
would welcome official ap­
proval by the state Republican 
organization, John M. Lupton 
said today.

"We would like to spend our full 
time working for the Republicsin 
party against Democrats,”  he said, 
“ rather than defending our rear, 
so to speak.”

Lupton, a former state senator, 
commented on a report by a Re­
publican State ColmcU subcommit­
tee. The report recommended that 
the state organization recognize 
the CRCX3, if the Lupton-headed 
group meets a list of conditions.

The subcommittee’s report was 
released yesterday.

Lupton said, the subcommittee 
understands "tflat toe Republican 
state organization Is not in posi­
tion to turn down help from any 
quarter.”

“ It was acouratcly reflecting the 
feelings of toe party’s rank and 
file,”  he added.

Lupton said a neoct step would 
probably be an invitation from 
party leaders to discuss toe re­
port.

He said there was no reason why 
the CRCX3 would not meet the condi­
tions the report laid down.

The CROC has been growing 
rince its organization Uist winter, 
Lupton said. He claimed it has 
"several finusand persons inter­
ested”  and to touch with it. The 
number, he said, is growing 
steadily each week.

at which the was refused
party endorsement, he said:

"If the committee were to meet 
now,”  he said, "toe results would 
be different toan they were last 
March."

The subcommittee, which is tak­
ing part in a  Republican Council 
axaminatlon of the GOP state 
structure, reported that toe CRCC 
would be of vsdue if it backs 
regulu organization candidates and 
follows toe organization’s idesui.

The subconuitittee report said 
the CROC “can be of value as an 
adjunct to the Republican party 
only If it scrupulously avoids emy 
Involvement In Ideolo^cal or philo- 
sogdiical controversiee within the 
party.”

It also said that the CROC “can­
not allow the orgtmization to be 
uae^ as a haven for dissidents, a 
vehicle for factianalism, or to pro­
mote the special interest of any 
Individiud or group of indivlduels 
within the party.’’

WASHINOTON (AP) — Usingr̂ ' 
elaborate, detailed charts, a New 
York police officer and Joseph 
Valachi, gangland’s gravel-voiced 
songbird, spelled out who’s who 
In the New York imdenworld to­
day at a Senate hearing hlKf un­
der an anonymous threat of bomb­
ing.

Because of telephoned Ups the 
place would be bombed, and that 
Valachi would be shot, the guard­
ing force of U.S. marshals and 
security officers was enltu'ged for 
this session of the Senate Investi­
gations subcommittee.

Valachi told the senators the 
heads of the five New York “ fam­
ilies" of gangs in la Cosa Nostra, 
the secret crime organization, are 
Vito Genovese, Carlo Gamblno, 
Gaetano Lucchese, Giuseppe Mag- 
llocco and Joseph Bonanno. He 
has described Genovese as still 
"boss of bosses” even though In 
federal prison on a narcotics 
charge.

Detective Chief Inspector John 
F. Shanley of the New York Po­
lice Department took over to ex­
plain the charts, and said his in­
formation on the gangland hier­
archy is in accord with Valachi’s 
testimony.

The Genoevese “ family”  listed 
142 members, and Shanley said 
police records show an average 
of seven arrests for each man; 
that one out of every four has 
been arrested for murder in the 
first degree, and one out of two 
on narcotics, gambling and assault 
charges.

Hurricane’s 
Endurances 
Sets Record

MIAMI, Fla. (AP)—-Hurri­
cane Flora, flailing and flood­
ing Cuba for the fifth d«y, 
whirled slowly northeastward 
today toward the son them Ba­
hamas.

Flora, a hurricane of unpraes- 
dented endurance, was centorad 
over .southeast Cuba but the U.S. 
Weather Bureau at Miami said 
reports from the United Stefas 
naval base at Guantanamo Bay 
indicated the killer storm pi;o'>- 
ably would leave that battered na­
tion sometime today.

The Weather Bureau said no 
storm In 75 years had battered 
one area for so long.

Communications in eastern 
Cuba had deteoriated badly and 
U.S. Weather Bureau reports were 
based on observations from Guan­
tanamo. forecasters said.

Flora’s peak winds were 79 
miles an hour at 5 a.m. toa 
Weather Bureau said, and wars 
pinpointed halfway between San­
tiago and Camaguey. A Havana 
radio report, monitored In Miami, 
said the storm was moving In a 
southeasterly direction Monday 
night.

As toe storm plunged Cuba’s 
Communist ragime into toe worst 
economic disaster of its nearly 
five years in power, neighboring 
Haiti reported Flora had killed
2.000 to 4,000 persons and noada
100.000 homeless last week.

The Cuban government reported
11 dead. Two Americana drowned 
at the U.S. naval base at Gt|$m- 
tanamo. Jamaica reported sise 
dead, and 17 were kUled on -toe

centered their attentions about 
their own church parish, were of­
ficially East Hartford residents. 
The long monthly trek to the 
meeting house, and the frustration 
of being outvoted by a larger bloc 
with differing interests, finally 
caused the break.

The government waa actually 
set up on June 16 of that year by 
a town meeting. At the time, the 
town’s problems were not de­
manding, nor were they met with 
any particular efficiency.

The foremost need was for road 
maintenance, while care for the 
poor and the provision of schools 
came next. Tilers were also cattle 
to be kept from the public roads, 
and taxes to be collected, and 
leaser duties.

Consequently the town was gov­
erned, In the New Ehigland tradi­
tion, by town meeting, with three 
selectmen to execute the wiU of 
the majority. The selectmen had a 
clerk, and were also assisted by 
the constablea, tax collector, and 
othe>- minor officers.

Still fairly primitive, young Man­
chester Came Into being during a 
lull in its industrial growth. Its 
future, however, was to be much 
dependent on industrial develop­
ment. One of the three selectmen 
chosen in 1823, was named George 
Cheney, the father of the Cheney’s 
who were soon to dominate the 
town.

Taxes High
Taxes were, even in comparison 

to today, steep, ranging from two 
to four cents on the dollar—or 20 
to 40 mills. Assessments were not 
rigorous, however. Taxes could be 
paid In kind, too; a man was sl­
owed an elght-cent credit for a 
days’ work on the roads, and free 
liquor as well. If he brought a 
team, the allowance rose to ten 
cents.

One of the first problem was the 
poor. The voters first considered 
establishing a poorhpuse, then 
‘auctioned’ ’ the poor off to the 

townsman who would take care of 
them for the least charge to the 
town — a system which invited 
abuses — and at one point palmed 
the whole responsibility off on the 
selectmen to handle “ as they 
deemed expedient."

No satisfactory solution was 
reached until about 1870, when a 
poor farm was established: it was 
replaced by a new poor farm In 
1912, which later made way for 
the police station which now stands 
on E. Middle Tpke.

The town now requires the poor 
to pay back as best thqy can what­
ever relief they have been granted, 
when they are again on̂  their feet 
economically — a system not wide­
ly used In Connecticut.

Road Problems
Roads were another problem, re­

quiring about two thirds of the 
town’s entire budget in 1826. At 
first the town meeting would set 
a day aside for road work, and all 
the able-bodied men who sought 
tax credit came to join the work 
force.

In 1847 the town was split into 
J50 districts for road work, and 
each was contracted out for main­
tenance.

There was mounting; dissatisfac­
tion with the condition of the high­
ways, however, so that the town 
eventually voted, in no uncertain 
terms, to direct the selectmen '"to 
put the roads in this town in good 
repair, and keep them so regard­
less of expense..." This was in 
1865; to insure that the town’s 
will was done, the selectmen hired 
a road crew and bought a n ew  
scraper. In 1895, Main St. voted 
in 1837 to be five rods (about 82 
feet) wide — was macadamized.

When the town was reorganized 
in 1907, a formal highway depart­
ment, with a full-time superinten­
dent, was established.

Eiurlng the 1860’i  and 70’s, the 
towns powers were further ex­
panded, to include control of a 
town Jail, the power to raise troops, 
to establish sidewalk ordinancee 
and enforce grade crossing pro­
tection, and install street lighting.

Urban necessities, sudi as grade 
oroaslngs, had come to Manchester 
with Cheney Bros., shortly after 
the oompeuiy was organtzsd In 
1838.

Oheoey Contribution 
Cheney’s grew at such a rate 

that by 1900 it was providing 
many of the amenities which, else­
where, the municipalities had been 
forced to supiply.

With Cheney’s honest, bene­
ficence came much Cheney au.* 
thority. Officially, there was a 
Cheney on the board of select­
men until the firm began to de­
cline in the late 1920s, under the 
influence of labor agitation, cut­
throat competlon from Nerw Jer­
sey, and the decline in the demand 
for silk as artificial materials be­
came a v a i l a b l e .  Unofficially, 
Cheney interests were usually 
foremost in the mind of most of 
the town.

With industry came the begin­
nings of public water and sewer 
facilities in 1889, when the 
Cheneys were granted a permis­
sion for both by the General As­
sembly. At first they served the 
growing mills, but service was in­
cidentally provided the neighbor­
ing townspeople.

^ e  town was also split into fire 
and school districts at the time. 
Cheneys contributed to the growth 
of both facilities in their district.

In T869 they also provided the 
shortest railroad in the country—

the two^Ue spur which served 
the .mills and linked the north and 
south ends of town—and devel­
oped roads and organised gas and 
electric companies.

More than just benefits came 
with Cheney Mills, however. The 
influx of workers, of foreign birth 
and varying Interests, brought 
confusion where before there had 
been homogeniety-^t the town 
meetings.

First Change in 1907 
As these became more chaotic, 

agitation for a new form of gov­
ernment grew. In 1907 change fi­
nally came, as the town adopted 
a new set of bylaws modeled on the 
charter of Houston, Tex.

Now there were to be seven se­

Though It did not overwhelm 
the Republican side of the voter 
rolls, enrollment was enough sc 
that Democrats, with some help 
from Independents, could swing the 
vote.

In 1960 the Republican took the 
town back again, and in 1962 the 
Democrats swept In again. Man­
chester had become, clearly, a two- 
party community.

And the perennial road problem 
is now partisan, with Democrats 
and Republicans at loggerheads 
over organization of the highway 
department and over meens of fi­
nancing road improvements.

By 1934 the town was in over its : .see 75-year-old 
head, and had to refund *548,000 in riding a bicycle 
bonds. Meanwhile, Cheney's went 
through tw o. reorganizations, in 
1932 smd 1987 — the latter requir­
ing a *1 million loan.

Charter Units Named 
Charter revision came>Up again 

in 19U, "When the selectmen ap­
pointed a 16-man board to study the 
government setup. That floundered, 
and so did later efforts in 1936 and 
’87.

In 1941 the time looked ripe for 
reorganizing the town. Richard 
Martin, a Herald reporter turned 
selectmen, and who later was to 
become the town’s second general 
manager asked publicly that the 
council-manager form of govern­
ment be installed — the town was 
getting too big to be nm by select­
men. A meeting was scheduled for 
Dec. 10 to discuss the problem; 
events of Dec. 7 — Pearl ^ r b o r  — 
brought about a ’war-time morator­
ium.

When relative peace returned to 
the world, town meeting anarchy 
returned to Manchester. After an 
absurd town meeting in 1946, the 
tide turned, and the present gov­
ernment was installed on the first 
Monday in November 1947.

Basically, the new charter called 
for a manager, to execute the 
town’s b u s in g  — as in fact Wad­
dell had been doing as the select­
men’s clerk for years — and for 
a generally elected board of direc­
tors to make policy, set budgets, 
and assume the other responsibil­
ities once delegated to the town 
meeting.

The townsfolk had their say on 
election day — or more accurately 
at the primary, since Manchester 
had never had a party other than 
the Republican in charge of things 
— and at public hearings, which 
the directors are required to hold 
before any large appropriation, or 
any new ordinance, can be adopt­
ed.

‘Home Rule’ ProvMon
The charter Included a provision, 

called "Home Rule," which per­
mitted change, but not extension, 
of the charter by vote of the town.
This took authority for changes 
away from the General Assembly, 
where it had been for 125 years.

Most of the appointed commis­
sions, in charge of public works 
activities, went out the window, 
and the general manager assumed 
overall control.

town was still ^ lit  Into 
fire districts, however, and into 
sewer districts.

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Homemaker Service Forms  ̂
Resuh of One-Year Survey

T h e  Manchester Homemakarf(fizeotiy under Dr. Harold Barrett,
Oervloe came in to being laet night 
nt a meeting held et the CSianifber 
e f Oommerce.

The Mancheater Public Health 
Muraing Aaaoclation began to 
make a survey a year ago on toe 
need in the town, for a Homemak­
er Service. The aervice would be 
an agency to be called upon at a 
time of emergency when Ulnew, 
death Or aome other crlsia touchee 
a family. Hie ataff, pn conaulUng 
with toe family, would determine 
how and where Ita help could be 
uaed to beat advantage. The ability 
to pay for this assistance would 
not be a primary interest, and 
tomUles of all income levels would 
be eligible. It would be a commu­
nity service.

As a result, the. year’s atudy 
definitely proved there was a great 
need in Manchester for such an 
agency, and people contacted with­
in  toe atudy p ^ od  met toe re­
searchers wlto a "lot of entoual- 
asm,” it was reported.

After this Initial encouragement, 
the group went to four other towns 
in Connecticut having a service al­
ready In operation. New LondMi, 
New Britain, Canaan and Torring- 
ton cooperated with the research­
ers In every possible way.

Mrs. Everett Keith, co-chairman 
ef the planning committees, open­
ed the meeting last night with her 
thanks to those attending, and re­
ported on the survey conducted. 
Mrs. John P. Cheney Jr., co-chair­
man, then gave a definition of a 
Homemaker. The text, In capsule 
form, is as follows:
. "A  Homemaker may cook meals, 

give a home permanent or mani­
cure to an ill or disabled person, 
give first aid to skinned knees of 
children, give encouragement, hope 
and understanding. But she is not 
a domestic servant, a ladies’ maid, 
a companion, a nurse, a physical 
or occupational therapist, a clergy­
man, a psychiatrist or a social 
worker.

"However, toe Homemaker is 
not alone, for she has a health 
or social agency to give euper- 
vlaion and advice. The knowledge 
she may gain of the home situa­
tion from the inside may help the 
agency representative to see that 
InsUtuUontiizatlon should no longer 
be delayed, that there is no hope of 
keeping the home together and the 
children will be better off in foster 
homes. On the other hand, she may 
find strengths in the home which 
the case worker, seeing the family 
members IntUiddually, had not 
realized, such as an exceptionally 
capable teen-ager in a motherless 
home, happy relationships between 
the children, with great love for 
and respect toward the perma­
nently disabled and unemployed

freesing of the partition upon 
which his own regime and that of 
his party have been based, and to 
the perpetuation of which his own 
policy has been consistently aimed.

He himself would’ have relaxed 
tensions with Russia to perpetuate 
the disunity of Germany: his scorn 
is for those who believe that Ger­
man unity la not only urgent but 
ine'vitable and who would like to 
try to move East-West diplomacy 
out of the old cold war patterns 
and give unity a chance to happen 
now, before It has to happen by 
■violence later or.

One wonders, ■when Aderauer 
does retire, how many Germans 
wlU then be left who reaUy wel 
come the geographical, social, eco­
nomic and political butchery of 
their country as he has welcomed It 
and played hls cards to prolorg H.

Those Republicans who take the 
unworthy ■view that the prospec­
tive doinga and reoommerdatlons 
of the Republican Council are idle 
theory and ornate gobble-de-gook 
are going to find themselves In a 
veritable mine field of sharp, ex­
plosive facts then they get Into 
the business of studying the pre­
cise effects of the Council’s pro­
posed plan for revising delegate 
representation in Republican state 
conventions.

The general purpose of this pro­
posed redistribution of convention 
delegates would be to diminish, 
gently, the domination of party 
conventions by the very small 
towns. Increase, generously. ||)e 
influence in such conventions of 
the newly populous suburbs, and, 
unavoidably," increase also repre­
sentation for those big city organi­
sations which currently seem least 
deserving of any party reward.

This general purpose can and 
will be defended, even though, if 
it adopts the recommendation, the 
party will be running alightly 
tangent to its own necessary legal 
contentions in a legialative redis- 
trictlng and reapportionment case 
in federal court in New Haven — 
said contentions being, we pre­
sume, that there is nothing wrong 
when a geographical aet-im for 
the Connecticut House of Repre­
sentatives results in small town 
domination of that body.

But defending this general pur­
pose among the present scheme of 
delegates to any sUte convention 
might take some sharper doing. It 
might be easy enough to persuade 
10 present delegates from the city 
of Hartford that their city should 
henceforth have M, but it would 
not be quite so easy to prove to 
the present four delegates from a 
town Hke Rocky HUl that hence­
forth they should be only three.

Meriden Republicans, no doubt, 
would see the justice in Increasing 
their state convention delegation 
from S to 12, but who would sell 
EMst Hs'ven Republicans the Idea

that their own delegation should 
meanwhile stay at 4?

That Waterbory Republican or- 
ganizatton vriiksh la someUmes ac­
cused of being almost non-exlatent 
could rally Itself together to ac­
cept an increase In Its state con­
vention delegation from 8 to 19, 
but who would sell Southbiury Re­
publicans, meanwhile, the idea that 
their delegation should still be one 
of 4 and no more?

City-town moods might be re­
versed down east, where, under the 
proposed plan, Groton might end 
up with a delegation increased 
from 4 to 7, while New London 
would go up only from 4 to 8.

Bridgeport Republicans would, 
we suppose, bask in any proposal 
increasing their state convention 
delegation from 10 to •omething 
like 25, and Fairfield might like 
going more than three times be­
yond its preoemt 4, but who would 
sell Easton or Weston the idea 
that each should advance only 
from 2 to 3 delegates?

That blue ribbon Greenwich 
should go from 6 to 20, and Stam­
ford fare even more generously, 
going from 6 to 22, could certainly 
be welcomed and defended, but not, 
we presume, by any special effort 
on the part of preeent convention 
delegates from Wilton, which 
would be asked to be content with 
an increase from 4 to 6.

Such are some of the riiarper 
tacks preliminary statistical analy­
sis put-s in the path of the principle 
being sought, which is a healthier 
and more truly representative 
state convention procees for the 
party. It is stUl the latter consid­
eration, we would suggest, which 
ought to dominate the party’s own 
debate on the proposal.

The Lemming Myth*
’Hie iMnmings are on the march 

again In Sweden, and that meana 
we are about to have a revl-val of 
all the myths surrounding the be- 
ha-vior of this unuaual little rodent.

Because they presumably drown 
at tha end of their Journey It la 
assumed they cannot swim. Be­
cause, even among thoae who know 
they can swim, they indulge In 
these periodical migrations down 
into the ocean, where they do ap­
parently swim out beyond their 
own endurance, H la assumed that 
they do this in response to soma 
primitive. Instinctive urge over 
which they themselves can ax 
hibit no control.

Becauae, when they do take to 
the road, for a migration which 
may take them anywhere from one 
to three years to complete from 
mountain side to salt water, they 
become nervous and restless and 
therefore breed rhuch faster than 
usual, there are all kinds of myths 
about their rate of raproducUon, 
One such account now coming from 
Sweden says that one couple can 
become ancestor to 10,000 off' 
spring in a year. ’The truth seems 
to be that, in normal living, lem­
mings win have about two famUies, 
of five or six ^ lece. In a year, but 
that, when they are on the road 
this pace is multiplied, several 
times over.

In all the myth and report, there 
is most agreement on the theory 
that, when the lemmings do start 
their seemingly Idiotic, or Instinc­
tively suicidal march to the sea, 
they are responding to some very 
elemental real and unmythlcal con­
dition, like an overcrowding which 
produces a shortage of food in 
their natural ooluntryslde.

In the midst of all this rumor 
and theory, of which, as we say, 
there will now be an unceasing pe­
riodic flood, it should be permissi­
ble to insert, without debate or 
controversy, at least one simple 
fact. The lemmings, ■who do know 
how to swim, snd who do not nec­
essarily encounter, in the final sta­
tistic, any greater number of cas­
ualties than the American motor­
ist in' his own year of pointless and 
destinationless migrations, know 
exactly where they are heading 
and,-for all any human being can 
tell, the great majority of tham 
actually get there. They are head­
ing for the lost continent of At' 
lantis, their original home which 
they left when it began sinking 
few ages ago, and which, accord­
ing to lemming legend, is someday 
certain to mushroom up out of the 
ocean again. And perhaps, for all 
we know, Atlantis does rise up 
again, every time there is such a 
migration as that now reported, to 
offer welcome and an old home 
week and at least temporary, 
happy earth under foot to the 
weary travelers. But that would be 
heading bacck, into the realm of 
legend and fantasy again.

A— Ŷou do not say in what way 
the adhesions affect you. Often a 
person who has had one or more 
abdominal operations has had a 
varying degree of abdominal dis­
comfort that Is due to Irritation 
of the bowel rather than to ad­
hesions. A few days on a bland 
diet and avoidance of laxatives 
will often relieve this discomfort 

If adhesions are present it Is 
beat to ignore them unless they 
cause ohetrucUon of the intestines.

not have anemia. A normal while 
cOll count ranges from 5.000 to 
10,000 so her count i.s O.K. in that 
departfnent, too. The white cell 
count, however gives no clue to 
the presence or absence of ane­
mia.

0—Are Butlbel tablets habit- 
forming? Our doctor prescribed 
them for my husband and he has 
taken them for three years.

A—Butlbel is a compound con­
taining a barbiturate and bella­
donna. It Is most often given for 
an irritable bowel and requires a 
doctor’s prescription. All barbi­
turates are habit - forming and 
should be used for a .short time 
only. Your doctor may have a 
special reason for keeping your 
husband on this medicine for so 
long a time, but irritable bowel 
treatment with Butlbel should be 
replaced with other forms of 
treatment aimed at controlling 
the condition and removing the 
cause.

0 —My daughter who was 19 
in February did not menstruate

until about a year ago. Her per­
iods come about every four 
months and are scanty. Could 
this be due to emotional causes?
A —There are many causes of 

missed or .scanty periods in young 
women. These Include a small 
underdeveloped uterus, anemia, 
diabetes, tuberculosis, thyroid de­
ficiency and extreme obesity, 
among others. It is al.so seen in 
some girls who have menstruated 
normally for several years, as a 
result of a change of habits or 
environment such as living away 
from home for the first time. It 
may occur in the first few months 
of marriage even though the 
young woman is not pregnant and 
it may occur as a result of ner­
vous tension.

When the cause is on a nervous 
or emotional basis, the regular 
pattern of menstruation is usually 
re-established within a few weeks 
or months. If it is not, a doctor 
should make a thorough examina­
tion to determine the cause.

Manchester home-owners and 
merchants were warned today to 
beware of "quick working de­
icers” which do the work claimed 
for them, but ruin concrete side­
walks, in the process.

The warnings came from Town 
Engineer Walter S. Fuss, and 
Glen Mirtl, a representative of I 
the Portland Cement Association, 
at a meeting this morning in the 
Chamber of Commerce OTices on |
E. Center St.

EYiss, who is in charge of the 
town’s sidewalk construction and j 
repair projects, said that many of 
the repairs are necessary because 
of the use of these non-recom- 
mended de-icers.

Mirtl first pointed out that' 
products made from sodium > 
chloride (table salt) and calcium 
chloride (common salt) have been 
in use for years, and have no j 
harmful effects on good quality 
sidewalks.

Good quality sidewalks, accord­
ing to Mirtl, "should- contain six 
bags of concrete per cubic yard, I 
six gallons of water per bag of I 
cement, and should be permitted 
to dry for six days.”

Mirtl named de-icers containing I 
ammonium sulphate and ammo­
nium nitrate as the most destnic- | 
tlve on the market, and said that 11 
such products “could ruin any t 
concrete sidewalk, quality or 
poor”

These compounds, according to 
Mirtl. are usually sold in small 
quantities, are usually high in j 
cost, and do not spell out their In­
gredients. They sometimes prom­
ise to "make the grass greener.”

Mirtl agreed that they do make | 
the grass greener, but that "the. 
householder must usually dig up 
that green grass when he repairs 
the damaged sidewalk.”

He also cautioned that these 
"fast workers" seldom have a per­
manent trade name.

Mlrtle assured Manchester resi­
dents that If they purchase bags 
of de-icing compounds which sped- 
fy "rock salt, or sodium chloride, 
or calcium chloride" they can be 
assured of the safest such prod­
ucts on the market today.

“ But we’re not going to .stand 
pat, either.”  says General Man­
ager Buzzie Bavasi.

Haas was in the Dodgers’ 
farm system all season but count­
ed against their 26-man roster un­
der the new first-year player rule.

Lists Road W ork  
Bond Issue Covers

The Democrat’s proposed $450,000 road repair program, 
which will be the subject of a public hearing a t the Buckley 
School a t 8 p.m. on Oct 15, has been detailed by Town Engi­
neer W alter Fuss, with the emphasis on m ajor reconstruction 
projects. ^

Slated for complete rebuilding 
would be: W. Middle Tpke., from 
Broad to Center Sts.; HilUeuxl St., 
from Broad to Main Sts.; Vernon 
St., from Lydall to W. Vernon St.;
Spring St„ for 1,000 feet on each 
side of Gardner; Haynes St., from 
Main to Alpine Sts.; and Arch St., 
from Ridge to Pine Sts., the last 
suggested by Mayor Francis J.
Mahoney.

Pavement overlay would be ap­
plied to portions of Cedar, Elm,
Ferguson, Greenwood, Hills, Love 
Lane and Wetherell Sts.

The breakdown on costs shows 
$410,000 set aside for reconstruc­
tion and contingencies, and $40,000 
for pavement overlay with Grade 
n  bituminous concrete.

Fuss explains street recon­
struction costs generally Include 
the construction of storm drains, 
sidewalks on one side of the street, 
bituminous curbing, base and road 
surface.

The contingency is for construc­
tion price increases, rock excava­
tion, utility reconstruction or oth­
er unexpected difficulties.

Not Included In the total cost 
are land acquisition, if new land 
Is needed, and major storm sewer 
outfalls.

According to present plana, the 
bulk of the reconstruction work 
would be done with private con­
tractor forces.

Pavement overlay, the second 
form of street rebuilding on the 
p r o j ^  schedule, submerges the 
present street under a new sur­
face material. The new surface 
lasts 15 to 18 years, requires no 
base reconstruction, and is sub­
stantially less expensive than com­
plete rebuilding.

The overlay work, Puss now be­
lieves, should be done by a con­
tractor, on roads prepared by the 
town highway department.

The details of the highway pro­
gram, which must be carried out 
explicitly If the $460,000 cost is 
to be paid by a bond issue, differ 
considerably from earlier pro­
posals submitted to the directors 
in February, June and September.
T h e  first report called for com­

plete reconstruction of some arte­
rial and local roads, plus Haynes 
St. The present report eliminates 
all local streets frc»n the roster 
except Arch St., and retains 
Haynes St.

The second report, which was 
voluminous, offered two recon­
struction plans, based on two dif­
ferent budget schedules (nelthar 
very similar to the current plans), 
and Included a  Ust of all town

roads classified by use and condi­
tion.

I t was the basis for a  very 
thorough road program for the 
entire town, which emphasized 
eventual resurfacing of most 
town roads in disrepair, but re­
quired using bituminous 138 ma­
terial, which does last more than 
three or four years.

Since the Improvements must 
last a t least the leng;th of the 
bond issue, this particular kind of 
work must be dona from the reg­
ular highway appropriation, or 
from state aid money.

The bond issue, if authorized, 
would probably have a ten-yeSf 
life.

The third report was considered 
by the directors In September, 
and split resurfacing and recon­
struction about two to one, with 
some of the preponderance of the 
cost of resurfacing coming from 
current income imd state aid.

Since that time, the proposed 
highway work has been rerwelghted 
to favor complete reconstruction 
of main traveled roads, a t the in­
structions of General Manager 
Richard Martin.

Town Gkigineer Fuss had orig­
inally scheduled for reconstruction 
arterials and collectors which 
would be used by the grreatest 
number of people, figuring that 
the town could better afford ex­
pensive highway work where the 
benefit la greatest. The emi^asls 
remains the same with the final 
report.

As it is now scheduled, the high­
way program will take about two 
years to complete, even with much 
of the work contracted out. Fuss 
said today.

VATICAN CITY (A P)—A 
leading Roman Catholic pro­
gressive said Tuesday night 
the Vatican Ecumenical Coun­
cil will redefine the church’s 
position on birth control, but 
not this y^ar.

Leo Joseph Cardinal Suenens, 
archbishop of Bru.ssels. said birth 
control would be reached eventu­
ally, as part of the 17th and last 
scheme—or topic—considered by 
the council, which will recess this 
session Dec. 4.

The cardinal Is one of four spe­
cial representatives named by 
Pope Paul VI to represent him 
personally at the council sessions. 
He spoke at a meeting of bishop.s 
from Africa which was crowded 
to overflowing by prelates and 
priests from other countries.

Cardinal Suenens gave no indi­
cation what action he thought the 
council might take toward the 
church’s opposition to all methods 
of birth control except the rhythm 
method. He agreed the issue is 
one of the major contemporary 
problems confronting Catholicism.

"Yes,” he said with a smUe, 
"I have written a book on it.”

His book, "Love and Contre^.’’ 
examines the church’s restrictions 
on birth control and explores pos­
sibilities of greater medical re­
search in the field.

Some prelates have said certain 
aspects of the question of birth 
control may be discussed even be­
fore the council takes up the l7th 
schema concerning the CSiurch In 
the modem world.

The problem of medical aids for 
birth control, some informants 
said, may be touched upon to 
such earlier topics as the one on 
marriage and chastity and on the 
sacraments Including matrtouiny.

GOP Council Urges 
Delegate Increase

HARTFORD (A P)—A Re­
publican council subcommittee 
recommended today tha t the 
party increase the number of 
delegates to its state  conven­
tions.

Under a formula advanced by the 
subcommittee the number of dele­
gates would be increased from the 
present 660 to 962 and possibly 
more in future years.

The subcommittee headed by 
George A. Saden of Bridgeport 
said that the "interests of the 
small town, the suburban town, and 
the city were thoroughly explored 
in an effort to determine a formu­
la of representation that would be 
fair to all.”

At present each town is entitled 
to two state convention delegates 
for each representative it is enti­
tled to elect. In addition, there are 
two delegates from each of the 
state's 36 senatorial districts.

Under the recommended formula 
each town would be entitled to two 
delegates plus an additional dele­
gate fop each Republican repre­
sentative elected at the last pre­
vious election.

Also, each town producing 1.500 
votes for-the Republicsm candidate 
for governor in the preceding elec­
tion would be entitled to one addi­
tional delegate, plus another one 
for every 1,000 voters over and 
above the first 1,500.

Ea^h senatorial district would 
be entitled to a minimum of two 
delegates, plus two additional ones 
for every 50,000 population over 
the first 50,000.

The subconunittee said that of 
the 169 towns to the state, 100 
would gain more delegates, 48 
would remain the same and only 
31 would have fewer delegates. 
Every seaatozlaL-:dtet-iict except 
one (which was not specified) 
would increase the number of its 
(Msgates.

The proposed formula would 
greatly increase the representation 
of many large cities at the state 
convention.

JFK Decision 
On Wheat Deal 
Possible Today

WASHINGTON (AP) — There 
were signs that President Ken­
nedy may break his silence today 
on a U.S.-Soviet wheat deal which 
is rumored in some quarters to 
be almost signed, sealed and de­
livered.

One straw in the wind was that 
the White House abruptly changed 
the time of today’s presidential 
news conference to 6 p.m. EDT, 
two hours later than it had been 
scheduled.

The time change strengthened 
speculation and reports that the 
President was preparing to an­
nounce his decision on the pro­
posed sale of American wheat to 
the Soviet Union and other Com­
munist-bloc nations.

But Pierre Salinger, Kennedy's 
press secretary, said he had "no 
information about an announce­
ment” and that the time for the 
news conference had been de­
layed because “it’s more con­
venient for the President’s sched­
ule.”

Although the schedule as offi­
cially announced was pretty much 
blank from midmomtog until the 
news conference, Salinger said 
Kennedy has ”a lot of appoint­
ments. He has appointments here 
every day that I don’t  put on the 
record.”

If Kennedy was about to make 
a decision on a U.S.-Soviet wheat 
deal, though, a source said he was 
keeping it close to bimself.

Reports were coming to from 
other administration sources that 
Kennedy would dlscloee, probably 
today, that the United States was 
on the verge of selling more than 
$8b0 mtlUcm worth, of wheat to the 
Soviet Union and three East Euro­
pean satellites.

The Soviet Union was reported 
to have expressed interest through 
diplomatic channels in . buying $250 
mllUon vmrth,. with Hungary,

Cuba Shuns 
US Aid Bid

MIAMI, Fla. (A P)—H urri­
cane Flora, one of the most 
deadly to come out of the 
tropical Atlantic, sped toward 
tlie northeast today on a 
course that could bring gale 
winds close to Bermuda on 
Thursday.

With an estimated 3,500 dead 
in its wake in the Caribbean, the 
giant .storm was racing to its 
death in the cold waters of the 
North Atlantic.

A Weather Bureau advisory at 
noon placed the .storm cehter 
about 160 miles north-northeast of 
Turks Island. Earlier today, .she 
had hit thinly populated Ba­
hamian islands.

Flora’s center, surrounded by 
winds up to 100 miles an hour, 
passed over the island of Maya- 
guana before dawn, and then 
picked up speed and .swirled into 
the open Atlantic at 15 miles an 
hour.

The Weather Bureau said Flora 
would move fa.ster and faster a.s 
she pressed toward Northwestern 
Europe and England for the next 
few days. But by the time she 
reaches the North Atlantic, cold 
air will rob her of tropical char­
acter.

Flora left behind a trial of dev­
astation and death.

Officials a t Haiti; hardest hit, 
estimated the dead at 8,500, but 
said the exact figure will never 
be known.

Some of the islands to the south­
eastern Bahamas—Inagua, Caicos 
and Grand Turk—were still due 
for gales.
