After Peter’s death, she was 
adopted by the Wolcott famUy 
in Windsor, and the marker 
over her grave simply reads, 
"One Hager.”

The actual conception of the 
()ueBtera occurred ona summer 
day In 1948 when Mrs. WilMam 
G. Bardens bought an antique 
syrup Jug in a second hand 
store. She carried the Jug back 
to the American Red Cro(ss of­
fice where she was production 
chairman of the Ambler, Pa., 
branch during World War U.

On other occasions Mrs. Bar­

dens hod brought her “treas- 
iKO^’ to «be office, but this par- 
tkxilar item created much in­
terest among the -volunteer 
workers.

A Thought for Today
Sponsored by the Manches­

ter Connell of Ohurebes

President Kennedy, up In the 
noademic atmosphere of the 
University of Maine last Satur­
day, undertook a would-be edu­
cational venture of his own. It 
wan gently and eloquently done 
and it also, one suspects, came 
deep from the heart and need of 
any Individual In the Presi­
dency. Some day, we are going 
to let aome President hold his 
efflee and conduct his business 
and formulate policy in an at­
mosphere of national sanity. As 
things are, our Presidents have 
to aanume, on the basis of the 
noisy quick conclusions at 
whidi we are all so talwited 
that explaining any policy to ua 
is the most difficult part of 
thMr leadership role.

Up at Maine, last Saturday, 
Prsnident Kennedy announced 
as his text "the need for a more 
exact understanding of the true 
correlation o f forces In the con­
duct q€ foreign affairs.”

And, to illuatrate his text and 
.liis theory, he reached back to 
the Cuban crisis of a year ago 
in order to notice how many 
ways the events of that crisis 
had been "differently inter­
preted, differently recounted 
and differently labeled among 
various observera and nations.'

"Some hail it,”  the President 
said, "as the West’s greatest 
victory, others as a bitter de­
fea t Some marie it as a turning 
point in the eqld war, others as 
proof of its permanence. Some 
attribute the Soviet withdrawal 
o f missiles to our mUitsry ac­
tions alone, .while aome credit 
solely our use of negoUstions. 
Some view the entire episode as 
an examplo of Communist du­
plicity, while others abroad have 
accepted the assertion that it 
indicated the SovieU' peaceful 
intentions.”

"No single, simple view," the 
President concluded, "can be 
wholly aocuiate In this case. 
While both caution and common 
sense proscribe our boasting of 
it In the traditional terms of un- 
condlUonal mlliUry victory 
only the mont sealous. partisan 
can attempt to call it a defeat.” 

Prom his analysis of that 
sample from the past. President 
Kennedy then went on to try to 
lay down some general mice for 
the present and future.

The present pause In the cold 
war does not mean, the Presi­
dent said, "a lasting peace,”  or 
that the cold war itself is over, 
or any elimination of the "basic 
diffwenoes” which "set limits to 
tha poasibillUes of agreement” 
and which “will give rise to fur­
ther crises, large and amall. In 
the months an1 years ahead.” 

None of the agreements so 
far reached with Russia, "nor 
all o f them tsken together,” 
said the President, "can be in­
terpreted as meaning that the 
Soviets are abandoning their 
baalc aims and ambitions. Nor 
Miould any future, less friendly 
Soviet action—whether it is a 
stoppage on the Autobahn, or a 
veto In the UN, or a spy in our 
midst, or new trouble elsewhere 
— cause us to regret the steps 
we have taken.”

"Shrm if these steps them- 
selves should be undone,”  the 
President added, "by the viola­
tion or renunciation of the test- 
ban treaty, for example, or by a 
decision . to decline American 
wheat—there would still be no 
reason to regret the fact that 
this nation has made ev^ry re­
sponsible effort to improve re- 
IsUona.”

Otherwise, he said, we would 
not "msintsin the leadership 
and respect of the free world,”  
or “we would not ooniiincc our 
advsraariea that war was not 
ki IM r  inUrsst” and “ws could

So, without 
much trouble, when Algeria’s 
Ben Della was faced by aome- 
thlng of an internal Berber re­
volt, Algeria found Morocco 
messing into It, and Morocco 
apparently was not averse to a 
little skirmlahing among the 
oaaes. and the skirmishing grav­
itated, easily enough, toward 
some of the disputed territory 
which France, while it still held 
Algeria, had ceded to the newly 
independent Morocco. And now 
only the bast efforts of Intaiest- 
ed neutrals, like Haile Selassie, 
seam able to keep these two na­
tions, which have every reason 
under the North African sun for 
living together in peace and co-1 
operation, from pretending 
they are at full scale war with 
one another. After the border 
fighting was already in prog­
ress, Algeria even began dis­
covering an ideological basis for 
the conflict, which it expounded 
bi propaganda attacking Moroc­
co as a land of reactionary roy­
alty whose people needed to be 
liberated by their revolutionary 
brothers from Algeria.

So there Is a race on, between 
the Instinctive efforts of the 
beUigerenta to persuade them­
selves that thedr little war Is 
real and meaningful and signifi­
cant and Important, and the ef­
forts of the African onlookers 
who, from their detached and 
■till unlnvolved point of view 
can sea all too well how easy It 
would be for a nonsensical little 
war to sear the whole top of 
their continent. Both Algeria 
and Morocco ahould bleaa their 
neighborly peacemakers,

companies and state fire ward 
ens brought the blase under 
control.

When It got into the third of 
its reports to the Republican 
Council, Helen Loy’s CJommit- 
tee on 'The Humane Needs of 
the SUte," having grown in­
creasingly exasperated with the 
evidence that the Republican 
party usually fared worse than 
it really deserved on "Health 
and Welfare." "Civil Rights’ 
and "Labor” Issues, finally 
reared back and credited part 
of that unpleasant result to the 
joyous deviltry of John Bailey 
and his Democrats.

“Clearly,” said the Loy Com­
mittee report on the topic of 
L-.bor, "We must look beyond 
records of performance to de­
termine why the Democrat* 
have been so succcessful at 
capturing the average w a g e  
earner’s vote.” ’Then the Com­
mittee reasoned It out that the 
Democrats must have a ’’gim­
mick,” which, in the Commit­
tee’s own words, would work 
like this:

'They (the Democrats) know 
as well as we do that Connec­
ticut must proceed with caution 
in further liberallxlng work 
men's compensation and unem­
ployment compensation. in 
further raising minimum wages 
and lowering maximum hours 
in specifying further costly 
improvements in working en 
vironments and facilities, and 
in further Increasing the assist­
ance given by the state to those 
who have trouble meeting to­
day's standard of living. Con­
necticut employers already are 
hard pressed by outside com­
petition, foreign and domestic. 
We Simply cannot afford to 
raise their taxes and their 
overhead to a point w h i c h  
would repel new industry and 
cause old industry to run away.

The Democrats realise all this. 
However, they have Iwome' 
experts at making It a{>peat 
that only the Republicans are 
responsible for the defeat of 
popular but unsound legislative 
proposals. In every campaign, 
they spell out elaborate plat­
form promlsea and'i-atand elo­
quently upon them. At eveiy 
session of the General Assem­
bly, they offer a flock of bills 
to Implement their supposed 
program —  and get great po­
litical mileage from these bills 
at legislative hearings. All the 
while, of course. John Bailey 
is counting on us to assume the 
burden of rejecting many meas­
ures which he knows are eco­
nomically dangerous — and of 
whittling others down to prac- 
licsd proportions.”

Having thus "exposed” the 
Democratic "gimmick,” the Loy 
Committee then proceeded to 
the pimis hope that the Repub­
licans, by working with respon­
sible Isbor leaders Instead of 
trying to "impose our Judg­
ment upon them,” might be 
i0>le to sell an "honest proce­
dure” to the people and see that 
"Democratic insincerity”  might 
be "advantageously exposed.” 

The Loy Committee, in such 
analysis of the way political 
credit sometimes gets distribu­
ted in Connecticut, also came 
unwittingly close to the actual 
way in which a good deal of 
ultimately good legislation gets 
through our bl-partisan General 
Assembly. The Republicans, for 
all this present Committee’s 
shock over the D e m o c r a t i c  
’’gimmick,”  also sometimes play 
a similar game themselves....Oc- 
casionidly, however, one side or 
the other will miscalculate the

mood of the other, and be sur- 
prised when the other side 
takes something it la expected 
to reject

’This Is the way we got thx 
dual job-ban bill, when the Re­
publicans took more purity than 
Bailey thought they would, and 
the way we got a atate pri­
mary law, too, when the Re­
publicans did the same thing 
again.* But in general the Loy 
Committee, was right; the 
Democrats propose more than 
they themselves really want in 
tha confident expectation the 
Rs^blicana will turn it down;

’The grand jury also caUed for

The inquiry appeared to cen­
ter on steel sheets, strips, 
plates, bars and tin mill pro­
ducts. Ail but the tin mill items 
were affected by markups ao 
far this year.

A spokesman for Republic 
Steel Corp. In Cleveland, Ohio, 
third largest producer, referred 
gusurdedly to toe fracas that fol­
lowed toe April 1962 industry at­
tempt for a general Increase in 
prices.

"The relationship between 
steel management and toe gov­
ernment has been ao good late­
ly,”  he aald.

The subpoena "threw a little 
bit of a monkey wrench Into it. 
The situation will have to be 
studied closely now."

After that price boost, toe 
administration, among other 
things, launched a grand Jury 
investtgation but it died -down 
without concrete result.

President Kennedy expressed 
concern earlier this month over 
selective increases last spring 
and this fall covering about 70 
per cent of all steel products.

Another round of Increases 
started in September a:>plled 
to oil field pipe, bars, plate, 
structural shapes and semi­
finished steel sold by primary 
producers to processors, plus i 
few other products.

Some of these increases flue 
tuated from company to com' 
pany before settling into a well' 
defined pattern.

Besides Republic, toe third • 
ranking producer, companies 
confirming receipt of subpoenas 
Monday included U.S. Steel 
C3orp., Bethlehem Steel Ctorp., 
National Steel Corp., Jones k  
Laughlin Steel Corp., Youngs­
town Sheet and Tube Co., and 
Wheeling.

A  revised proposal on
makeup of a Joint salai-y bar­
gaining committee for dealing 
with toe board of education 
yesterday was approved by the 
Manchester Education and sub­
mitted to the Manchester Fed­
eration of 'Teachers.

Finds Water 
Flow Shifted

* A  atudy by the Morton 8 . 
Fine Associate*. landscape 
apchitecU, the public building 
commission revealed last night, 
indicates that the grading done 
on the Brandy St. school site 
has resulted in about 1.6 acre* 
more draining toward the south­
west corner of the site, with a 
fa.ster rate of run-off because o f 
the lessened permeability o f the 
area, some of which will be ame­
slte and some grass.

GiuUo Brondolo, who owns 
fields on both sides o f the road » 
at the southwest corner, has 
complained that the school site 
will dump more water on his 
property than when the land 
was undeveloped. Brondolo and 
hts lawyer have been conferring 
with town and PBC officials for 
some time, trying to find a solu­
tion to the drainage problem.

From the Fine study. It ap­
pears that the pattern of diain- 
ige was a lter^  so that less 
water will go to the other side 
o f the site, where there Is a cul­
vert going to land owned by 
A Ido Peace, and more water will 
run toward the lowest point of 
the site, toward the Brondolo 
ciUvest.

PBC Chairman Douglas Cheney 
said that this continues to be a 
problem to be worked out by 
both the PBC and the to-wn.

The announced purpose of 
Rusk’s trip is to attend a meet 
Ing of American ambassadors 
staUoned in Europe and to be 
on hand Sunday in Frankfurt for 
the dedication of a memorial 
fountain to George C. Marshall, 
the late secretary of state who 
charted the Marshall Plan for 
postwar European recovery.

Florida *s East Coast

FRANKFURT, Germany (AP)

some of Exercise Big Lift’s 
huge transports, but U.S. mili­
tary officials were confident 
they still could complete toe 
largest long-range airlift in U.S.

day night.

Rhein - Main air base near 
Frankfurt, destination of most 
of toe Texas-to-West Germany 
fleet, closed shortly before dawn 
as visibility dropped to less than 
half a mile.

Two four-engine C135s were 
rerouted to Ramsteln, about 60 
miles southwest of Frankfurt, 
and one was ordered to land at 
Mildenhall Royal Air Force 
base In England with 73 sol­
diers.
