Charter Unit 
Could JJse 
Old Reports

Members of the Charter Con- 
solidnUon dmimisslon last night 
appealed for donationa of copies 
of two documents pertaining to 
previous consolidation efforts.

Meeting tor the second time 
since their inception, the charter 
commissioners asked for public 
aid in obtaining copies of a 
survey of the Vernon govern­
ment by Boose, Allen and Hamil­
ton dated Sept. 8, 1967. ‘The sec­
ond document Is the published 
proposed charter of the first 
Charter Consolidation Commis­
sion. The documents are desired 
so present commissioners may 
draw on the experiences of pre­
vious efforts. There is an abun­
dance of proposed charters 
from the second consolidation 
effort and each member has a 
copy.

Commissioner approved a 
nine- part rules of procedure 
recommendation drawn up by a 
special subcommittee which met 
earUer this week.

Four crfficers will be elected 
at a later date. They are: A 
permanent chairman who will 
vote on all matters, give 48- 
hours minimum written notice 
•t special meetings, and will 
serve, along with the other 
elected officers, until the first 
referendum vote;

A Vic# chairman who will 
undert^e the duties of the 
chairman in his absence;

A secretary who will super­
vise the work of the clerk of 
the commission and prepare 
the agenda for meetings. Any 
one member 1 can request an 
Item to be placed on the agen­
da;

A treasurer who will draw 
orders upon the selectmen for 
the proper eoependitures of the 
commission nnd- keep a record 
of them.

The rules of procedure are:
(1) Subcommittees will be 

appointed by the chairman and 
will be for specifle purpose. The 
subcommittees will be voted 
on by the commission.

(2) Eight members of the 
oommisaion wilt provide a quo­
rum.

(3) ‘The commission will 
abide by majority rule.

(4) Any decision of the 
chairman is appealable upon 
the motion o f any member of 
the commission and it shall be 
sustained or overruled by a 
majority vote.

(5) Except at the meeting 
upon which a resolution was 
adopted, revision of any reso­
lution can only be by notice of 
48 hours of a meeting at which 
such a change Is to be voted 
upon.

(8) There will be no revisions 
In the rules of procedure except 
upon 48 hours minimum writ­
ten notice.

(7) All meetings shall be open 
to the public but no public par­
ticipation shall be permitted  ̂ex­
cept when designated.

(8) ‘The agenda does not limit 
the actions of the commission 
except as so noted In jj;pm8 4 
and 5 of these rules.

(») Rules of order for the reg­
ular meetings: Call to order, at­
tendance, minutes, correspond­
ence, old business, outline agen­
da. new business, consideration 
of the agenda for the next meet­
ing and eetting of time and 
place of the next meeting.

‘The rules of procedure were 
unanimously adopted.

Members agreed to 1*7 to 
find a new clerk. While there 
was a clerk at the meeting, she 
is avallatolt only on a tem- 
ponry baria and will be un- 
availsMe after a month.

Only a (xiuple of miles away 
is SoUtude Castle—white mar­
ble and gold trimmed on the 
outride, but rather d'.sapprtnt- 
ingly small and empty inside. 
F’rom Solitude once led a per­
fectly straight, tree-lined road 
to LudwigSburg Castle, which 
I visited. I could use all toe 
superlative adjectives ta toe 
dictionary and still not be able 
to describe how wonderful It 
is. There are acres of gardens 
and fountains and animals sur­
rounding the castle, and intside 
it haa been restored to l<x>k 
exactly the way it did when 
Napoleon and some of the other 
great men of his time walked 
through its hundreds of rooms.

The only other place that has 
Imipressed me quite so much is 
Stuttgart. It’s fabulouB. A few 
weeks ago I spent a whole day 
there with my host sister and s 
friend just wandering up and 
down the Konlgstrasse, Stutt­
gart’s main street.

At one end is toe massive 
Hauptbahnof. That means main 
railway station—and at the 
other end is my home away 
from home— restaurant called 
Little America. It serves ham­
burgers, hot dogs, root beer 
and toe Uke.

As I mentioned in my last 
letter, it was sort of disillusion­
ing not to find elves in the 
Black Forest, but at least 
there's one thing I haven’t been 
disillusioned q,bout; H. really is 
black.

NEW YORK <AP) — It has 

been SO years since boose came 
back from the basement and 
bathtub gin became mostly a 
matter of history.

ProhibiUon died. But it left 
behind a complex and re- 
atrlctlve legacy of state and lo­
cal laws.

Some of the vestiges are para­
doxical.

Maine won't let a Uppler .sit 
when he drinks in a tavern, or 
stand when he drinks anywhere

. . . .Illinois permits drinking 
places, but won't let  ̂them call 
themselves “ bars” or “ sa­
loons.”

Florida, while it doesn't regu­
late the names, bans swinging 
doors on such establishments.

North Dakota forbids food 
where drinks are sold. New 
York forbids drinks unless food 
Is available. Nevada lets you 
take your drink right to the 
gambling table so you don't 
have to miss the pass of the 
dice.

Beer drinking became legal 
again at midnight April 6, 1933, 
after 14 years, and the next day 
brewers reported a million bar­
rels consumed by a thirsty 
America.

The repeal of the 18th Amend- 
ment—end of “ the noble experi­
ment” —came Dec. 6 of that 
year. As the date approached, 
newspapers headlined the sail­
ing of the liner Cameronia from 
Glasgow with 40,000 cases of 
whisky for the United States. 
And the day afterwards, as U.S. 
disUlleries built up full steam, 
the Mexican border town of Tla- 
Juana closed its bars.

Wets celebrated victory over 
the Volstead Act, the most open­
ly flouted law in this nation's 
history.

The victory, however, was not 
complete. Drys remained—and 
still remain—dominant in many 
pockets, particularly in the 
South. State prohibition, or local 
option, took over where national 
prohiisltion left off.

Today, only Mississippi, the 
first state to ratify the 18th 
amendment, totally forbids 
whisky sales.

The second holdout state. Ok' 
lahoma, didn’t repeal prohlbl 
tion imtll 1959—her sixth elec 
tion on the proposal.

New liquor laws which took 
effect in Iowa last Independence 
Day reversed the local option 
concept, making all counties 
wet unless they voted,, them- 

. selves dry. i
The option system and state 

regulations have created some 
implausible situations and 
strange restrictions.

The state. which produces 76 
per cent of the nation's bour­
bon, Kentucky, contains four 
times more dry counties than 
wet. And a Kentucky barmaid 
may serve drinks to a customer 
oikly if a male has opened the 
bottle.

Utah charges her drinkers a 
dollar a year for a purchase 
permit.

LONDON (AP)—Two medical 
researchers say they have found 
laboratory evidence that the 
growth of human cells is slowed 
by sodium fluoride. They called 
for more research into the ef­
fects of fluoridation of water 
supplies.

The results were reported In 
the BrlUsh Medical Journal, or­
gan of the British Medical As- 
soclaUon, by Dr. Roger Berry, 
an Oxford Univer.sity radio- 
biologist, and Wilfred Trillwood, 
director of pharmaceutical serv­
ices for an Oxford hospitals 
group.

The sodium fluoride used in 
their exp iriments, they said, 
was only one twentieth the 
strength of that in fluoridated 
drinking water. But they added 
that their results did not neces­
sarily mean that fluoridaUon of 
water is unsafe.

They pointed out that the con­
dition they obtained in a “ test 
tube” environment "may not re­
produce . the condition which 
exists in the human body where 
body cells may be protected 
from the harmful effects of 
drugs and chemicals by protec­
tive mechanisms.”

MOSCOW (AP) — Ivri Gitlis, 

an Israeli violinist, was ap­
plauded so long and so loud in 
the Moscow Ckmservatory 
Thursday night that he had to 
play eight encores to quiet the 
audience.

Gitlis was the first Israeli to 
play in the Soviet Union as part 
of a cultural exchange program 
since the little state was created

lor th* transatlantic airlift. It 
was designed to impress NATO 
aountries—and the Soviets—with 
growing U.S. ability to send 
large reinforcements overseas 
quickly.

Except for a handful of plane 
diversions due to fog, the airlift 
was virtually perfect.

Weeks of detailed planning 
paid off as troops flowed to 
tiielr planes in Texas. The air­
craft roared off on intricate 
schedules, the soldiers disem­
barked in calm order in West 
Germany and France smd rolled 
off to draw their tanks and 
other heavy equipment from 
stockpiles.

As the division's tail coiled 
across the Atlantic, its head was 
getting ready to move along 
German roads to a maneuver 
area close to East Germany s 
Iron curtain border.

Next week, the 2nd Armored 
will try t repel a mock inva­
sion from the Communist East.

But there were many skeptics, 
particularly among the West 
Germans. Some Americans had 
doubts, too.

Many Germans were con­
vinced' the Big Lift demonstra­
tion was intended to condition 
them for a not too distant with­
drawal of sizable elements from 
America's 260,000-man Army 
garrison In Western Europe.

But U.S. Army Secreta^ Cy­
rus R. Vance capped a string 
of U.S. denials with a declara­
tion to a Frankfurt news con­
ference today that “ We have no 
Intention of withdrawing any of 
our, six , division equivalents 
Which are here.”

A West German government 
spokesmsm in Bonn said the is­
sue has lost its Importance be­
cause of Vance’s reassurances.
The spokesman, Karl Guenther 
von Hase, told newsmen this de­
moted the military question on 
the agenda tMts between 
Secretary of State Dean Rusk 
and West German government 
leaders.

Rusk bimseU, arriving for a  I 
weekend visit, said the giant 
airlift “ means the United States 
has more power in Germany 
than ever before.”

■trike Command chief, said at 
Fort Hood that if a war^emer- 
gency loomed, U.S. forces could [ 
be rushed to Europe faster than

Adams noted that the United 
States could commandeer com­
mercial airliners to augment

military transport in carrying 
soldiers.

Also, Adams said, the U.S.

commercial aircraft grounded to 
keep them out of the way of mil­
itary air movements.

Such fast, powerful Jets as the 
F106 and FlOO, that crossed the 
Atlantic separately as part of 
Big Lift, might fly escort for 
transports in a war situation.

Even then, there would be 
losses.

“ Anything and everything that 
could be used to protect the 
transports would be used,”  an 
Air Force spokesman said.

What would happen if U. S. 
Air Bases in Europe were over­
run or socked in by fog and bad 
weather? Such weather is usual 
in West Germany at this time 
of the year and in the winter.

“ We do have alternate bases 
to which we could go,”  a high 
military authority said without 
going into detail.

The full House won’t be able 
to vote on the bill before the 
committee approves. But the 
committee hasn't approved yet 
because the civil rights bill is 
now in an almost unbelievable 
snarl.

The Judiciary Committee, 
headed by Rep. Emanuel Cel- 
ler. New York Democrat, has 35 
members: 21 Democrats. 14 Re­
publicans. But Northerners and 
liberals of both parties domin­
ate.

As usual in considering a bill,
: Cellar assigned the preliminary 
task to a subcommittee domin­
ated bv Democrats of his choos- 

, ing. and he's a liberal Demo- 
: crat.

This subcommittee, under 
pressure from Negroes and ar- 

ident civil rights supporters to 
■ approve a bill much stronger 
than the Kennedy administra- 

i  tion proposed, has done Just 
i that.
i Now, if the subcommittee 
sends its manufactured product 
to the full committee, the North­
erners of both parties there will 
sweep It through over the oppo­
sition of the Southern Demo­
crats and conservative Republl- 
cEms.

And what the full committee 
approves will go to the full 
House for a vote.

But, since opposition from 
Southern Democrats is certain, 
Kennedy feels that in the final 

1 House vote he will need all the

support of other Democrats and 
Republicans he can get..

The kind of bill approved by 
the subcommittee seeihed too 
sweeping to get that kind of sup­
port. So his brother, Atty. Gen. 
Robert F. Kennedy, went to the 
committee to ask it to tone 
down the bill.

The subcommittee, dominated 
by liberal Democlrata from the 
North where Negro votes are 
Important In next year's elec­
tions. hasn’t budged. But nei­
ther have the liberal Republi­
cans.

This put the President in a 
box, feeling as he does that the 
bill as it stands has no chance. 
So in the past few days he 
called White House conferences 
with House lenders of both pkr- 
tles..

This put him In an even 
stranger kind of box: Asking j 
Republican leaders to twist the  ̂
arms of Republicans on the | 
committee to go along with the 
idea of a milder bill, particular­
ly since Republicans have a civ­
il rights bill of their own that 
they want the Democrats to ap- 

j  prove.
I At this point it’s a mess, al- 
' though both parties have said 
civil rights should be kept out of 
politics.

Trinity Student 
Held in Georgia

HARTFORD (AP)—Of­

ficially, the Justice Depart­
ment can’t do much right 
now for a Trinity College 
student jailed in Amerlcus, 
Ga., says Atty.

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McNamara Rejects N-Carrier
WASHINGTON (AP)   The f possibility of using atomic In-'®'the TFX warplane contract

Navy's hope for building a sec­
ond nuclear-powered carrier has 
been torpedoed by^ecretary of 
Defense Robert S. McNamara.

He ordered an Immediate 
start Friday on a  carrier with 
standard power.

The word was passed to the 
Navy a few hours before admir­
als and captoins gathered by 
the hundreds at a dinner for 
their annual -celebration of 
“Navy Day”—which really isn’t 
until Sunday.

McNamara, exponent of cost 
effectiveness in defense spend­
ing, had been cool to the idea of 
putting nuclear instead of con­
ventional power in carrier No. 
eVA 67 for which Congress pro­
vided funds a year ago. But he 
held off on a final decision until 
Friday. 'When, he announced it, 
toe cost difference—at least $436 
million for atomic versus $310 
million for conventional power— 
wasn't emphasized.

Instead, he said his action 
was “motivated by a  desire to 
avoid further,delay,” although 
he elsewhere muitioned cost dif- 
torenc68.

But now he has 'brdered the 

Navy to “proceed Immediately”' 
with construction of a standard 
carrier.

“Immediately” may not be 
immediately. The Navy so far 
has not even advertised for bids 
on building the ship, much less 
let a contract.

McNamara left the door open 
to the question of putting niiele- 
ar power in future ships.

The Navy’s batUe for 'atomic 
power has become a major is­
sue. When the forthcoming res­
ignation / of Secretary Fred 
Korth was announced by the 
White House on Oct. 11, news­
men were given to understand it 
was in protest over the then ten­
tative decision against the 
atomic carrier request.

Subsequently, it ' developed 
that this was only incidental, if 
an actual reason a t all. Korth 
told President Kennedy he was 
leaving on Nov. 1 because of 
pressing personal reasons. And

McNamara, at the request of 

Korth two weeks ago, delayed 
a deicsion to order a go-ahead 
on a carrier with conventional 
power. He waited until Korth 
returned 'Thursday f^m  minor 
ear surgery, then apparently 
met with him Friday and turned 
down the Navy proposal.

Sen. John O. Pastore, D-R.I., 
chairman of the Senate-House 
Atomic Energy Committee, has 
called a hearing on the question 
of atomic power for the carrier.

Friday night, in a statement 
issued at ids home in Cranston, 
R.I., Pastore said that "under 
the circumstances I think that 
the secretary of defense could 
have waited a little longer, just 
a little longer, before finalizing 
it.”

Pastore already has let it be 
known that he wants to sec car­
rier eVA 67 as well as other 
future surface ships equipped 
with nuclear power.

The 80,000-ton flattop, Enter­
prise has been operating for two 
years oh atomic power.
