With all but 12 of the state's
4538 districts tallied, the first
question proposing $250 million
in college and institutions con-
struction lost 938,668 to 759,126,
The second question on $476 mil.
lion “ for highway construction
was defeated 936,072 to 734,268,

Hughes had proposed paying
off the bonds with tolls from the
New Jersey Turnpike, once the

With the defeat of the bond ls-
sue, Hughes announted he
would seek a state sales and in-
come tax, as he had promised
if the bond issue lost.

The State Assembly, previous-
ly held by the Democrats by a
87-20 margin with three vacan-
cles, passed loto the hand of the
GOP, 32 to 27, In the Senate, Re-
publican-held for 49 years, the
GOP extended its majority from
11-10 to 15-6.
