TOKYO (A P )— Disaster . 
struck twice in quick and 
deadly succession in widely 
.separated parts of Japan 
today, leaving at least 251 
persons dead and hundreds 
injured. l

First wa.s a mine explosion on 
the southern main island of 
Kyushu which snuffed out ths 
lives of at least 171 coal miners.

The second accident occurred 
about eight hours later in ths 
port city of Yokohama, where 
two passenger trains speeding 
in oppo.site directions hurtled in­
to a derailed three - coach 
freight. The Yokohama Fire. De­
partment put the number of 
dead at 80, with at least 100 in­
jured.

The mine tragedy resulted 
from an explosion of coal dust 
which brought tons of stone and 
earth cra.shing down in one of 
the main tunnels of the Mitsui 
Mikawa Mine at Omuta.

The company said 1,221 
miners were at work in ths 
slanting galleries at the time, 
but many of them were able, 
bleeding and (aces blackened, 
to stagger to .safety from two 
remaining exits.

Approximately 80 injured men 
were brought to the surface soon 
after the blast.

Police .said 80 Injured miners 
had been brought to the surface 
after a coal duet explosion eol- 
lapsed the main tunnel.

A central Intercommunica­
tions system wlU allow the staff 
to broadcast to as many rooms 
as they select. An AM-F’M re­
ceiving ' set permits piping of 
music or news Into classrooms.

The fire alarm system in­
cludes a warning device that 
goetC off if the alarm system 
becomes Inoperative.

It is an extremely comfortable 
building to be In.

WlUiam Mileto dertgned it, 
Douglas Dahin built it, and, if 
exiperince i« any criterion, others 
will copy It. The Lake Street 
School, also designed by Mileto, 
has been Inspected by many 
building committees.

In fact, one of 
its economic advisers takee this 
very statistic about the GNP 
and uses H to sermonize to the 
effect that there could still be 
a fine depression next year.

WASfflNGTON (A P ) — Sen­

ate Majority Leader Mike Mana- 
field, D-Mont., chided his col­
leagues Friday night for what 
he called chronic abaenteeism.

Had the DMnocrats bean able 
to place former OongTaaaman 
Donald Irwtoi, a candidate 
whose fatoukraoly happy diapoal- 
tlon olwaya ootana, to advance 
o f electlonB at least, insurance 
against onythtog so unpleasant­
ly realistic os a defeat—hod the 
Democrata been able to get him 
a few hundred more votes and 
elect him os the new mayor o f 
the d ty  o f Norwalk, then the 
Democrata would have bean 
able to tell themselvea they hod 
done Just about everything any­
body could have expected or 
hop^ for them to the Connecti­
cut city elections lost ’Tuesday.

'They survived party split to 
Woterbury neatly; they suc­

The town’s isolation, at times 

lonely knd oppressive tended to 
bring toe townspeople together 
m d created a bond and sense 
o f common purpose that resulted 
to a demand for sepeuwtion 
mom Ba.«it Hartford. The area, 
a sort of eastern outpost of 
Ba*̂ t Hartford, made its aepar- 
Btion complete In 1823 when H 
was Incorporated as a di.vtlnct 
town.

Hartford was only ten mUes 
away but there was toe “Great 
R iver" to, contend with, dls- 
OOiiraging frequent ahcqiping 
^ripa. The townspeople, more by 
cIrculRistance than c h o i c e ,  
le ^ e d  to live with thdr Iso- 
Utton, interrupting humdrum 
lives with an oooaslonal excur­
sion that had all the earmarks 
of a -voyage than a nip over to 
Aunt Tilly's.

More roads, of oourae. was 
not the solution. The people, 
Mke those in most other towns, 
were significantly ignorant of 
what was happening in the 
oountry, in toe state, and oc­
casionally even to the town it­
self. The news that the travel- 
era brought was not always re­
liable and was often obsolete.

Flrat Poatmastor
W ith the incorporation of the 

town, some improvement In 
communications was made. The 
town got a postmaster. Wells 
W o o d b r l d g e .  which meant 
slighiUy better service to toe 
community. Nevertheless,' toe 
postal service then, despite val­
iant attempts, -was not known 
fo r its promptness.

Improvement in the nation's 
poet office system came with 
improvements in transporta­
tion and, in 1863, with , the in­
troduction of free city delivery.

Thet Improvement, thou^. 
did not come to Manchester 
until 1906. Until then, the 
tow’napeople m a d e  regular 
visits to the poet office to pick 
up their mail.

The introduction of a news­
paper in Manchester about 1870 
was an important faptor In 
breaking down a oonununlca- 
tlons barrier that existed with 
the surrounding area. News­
papers had been available be- 

. fore then but they paid little 
attentlcm to the Mfuvehester 
community.

Early Paper
The first new^joper appears 

to have been The Manchester 
W eekly News mmes, published 
by Nathaniel Kingsbury of 
North Coventry. The paper 
seems to have consist^ almost 
entirely of advertisements, and 
birth, marriage and death no- 
ticea But nothing was particu­
larly related to Manchester.

The paper may have been dis­
tributed from Hartford to sur­
rounding towns with only a sly 
change of masthead. But to 
people hungry for news It poub- 
ably made Uttle difference. In 
Manchester, though, the paper 
was shortlived.

In 1881 the Manoheeter 
W eekly Herald was started, toe 
first Issue appearing on Dec. 
15, 1881. It was pubMshed by 
Elwood 8.

Negro Asks Race Forum  ̂
To Enter Primary in N  H,

NEW YORK (AP) — 
Paul Zuber, a Negro leader 
in the fight against North­
ern school segregation, has
announced he will enter the 
New Hampshire Republi­
can presidential primary as 
an independent.

Zuber,. an attorney, made the 
announcement Sunday night at 
his home in Harlem. He said he 
wants to provide a forum for the 
expression of Negro views.

During the past five years, 
Zuber has become an expert In 
de facto school segregation — 
created by housing patterns. He 
has won school Integration cases 
in New York City and New Ro­
chelle, N.Y.; and Englewood and 
Newark, N.J., and is fighting a 
similar suit In Chlcag6.

Zuber, 37, said he will conduct 
an "education campaign setting 
forth the Negro's position on civ­
il rights" to New Hampshire 
voters, starting next month.

"No one is better equipped to 
do this than a Negro, who is 
more affected by it than artyone 
else," he said.
