BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP)
— Iraq’s Ba’ath Socialist 
party government appar­
ently battled down a bl(>ody 
attempt at revolution to­
day believed led by an oust­
ed minister.

After a morning of combat. 
Including jet plane attacks on 
Baghdad's presidential palace 
and the A! Rashid military 
camp, the capital was reported 
quiet at 1 p.m.

Premier Ahmad Hassan El 
Bakr and Defense Minister 
Mahdl Saleh Ammash appealed 
over Baghdad Radio for unity, 
warned against "B a ’athists kill­
ing Ba’athists”  and promised 
"all problems will be solved.”  

Commanders of army divi­
sions pledged their allegiance 
to the government.

The leader of the attempted 
coup appeared to be tough, gun­
packing All Saleh El Saadi, un­
til Tuesday the deputy premier, 
information minister and reput­
ed Ba'athist strong man. He 
suddenly was dropped from the 
leadership of the Iraqi Ba’ath 
parly command in a reshuffle 
announced just before the cOup 
attempt.

A mysterious radio calling it­
self at times "thw radio of the 
Iraqi revolution" and at times 
"the 'voice of the Arab nation" 
said El Skadi had left Baghdad 
for Madrid, Spain.

Cairo radio said he and sev­

When it returned, on a weak 
medium-wave broadcast, a cur­
few was announced for Baghdad 
and its suburbs and the voices 
of Bakr and Ammash were ap­
pealing for calm.

Bakr’s statement, read by 
Ammash, called for an emer­
gency meeting of the National 
Revolutionary Council, the 
Council of Ministers, and union 
leaders at 8 p.m.

Bferte'D. Woodmansee, euper-f an 
intendent of schools in South 
Windsor for almost 20 years,

school education" he wished to 
apply tor hia teachers’ retire­
ment pendon. He wanta to fln- 
lefli the summer in South Wtod- 
sor, mpervislng the prtodpaJe’ 
summer work schedule and as- 
tebUahtog the bua routes, before 
retiring. He said he pions to 
participate to “profeasional ac­
tivity of • eome sort’’ after re­
tirement.

Woodmansee came to South 
Windsor to Mhrdi, 1944, as su­
perintendent of the Bast Wtod- 
eor and South Windsor school 
systema. The schools under his 
superviiaion Included the Union 
School, E l l s w o r t h  Memorial 
High School, the eight-room 
school a t Wapping Center and 
the one-room Pleasant Valley 
school. In September, when he 
leaves. South Windsor aduMim 
will include Union-Ellsworth 
(20 rooms); Avery, Wapping, 
and Orchard Hill Elementary 
SchoolB with 24 rooms eajch; 
Pleasant Valley, 17 rooma, plus 
on eight-roam addition planned 
for oomplertion In Se^em ber 
1964; snid an 800-pupil high 
sriiool, eocpandobie to 1,200 pupil 
wpacUy.

Before ooming to South Wind­
sor, Woodmansee was euper- 
viaing prlnripca. Grades K - 88, 
of the L i n ^  St. School in 
Ptalnvllle for eight years; teach­
ing principal a t TrumbUn and 
Colchester tor six yeans; and, 
for hto flrat three years of 
toachtog eeq>erience, he taught

Whatever the mood of the 
country is at this point, it isn't 
being translated into any con­
certed drive likely to produce 
more tiian a handful of legisla­
tive measures before this year's 
session runs Itself off the cal­
endar.

Despite published criticism of 
the national legislature's failure 
to produce on civil rights, tax 
cutting and other major issues, 
Senate Rep’ iblican Leader Ever­
ett M. Dirksen of Illinois said 
he is confident the people at 
home are satisfied.

'When I go home, I am sur­
prised by the number of people 
people who came up to me and 
said, 'Senator, the Senate is do­
ing a darned good job ,''' he 
said. "What they mean Is that 
we aren't doing the country any 
damage by passing a lot of ill- 
considered laws."

Sen. Hubert H. Humphrey of 
Minnesota, assistant Senate 
Democratic leader, didn't see it 
that way at all.

"The country likes President 
Keanedy and it likes his pro­
gram," he said in a separate 
interview.

Humphrey said Congress has 
been called upon to wrestle with 
some tough and time consuming 
problems this year. But he re­
minded that legislation not 
passed In 1963 remains alive to 
1964.

"When it completes its work, 
this Congress is going to have 
the most impressive record of 
legislation of any since World 
War n," he predicted.

Sen. George D. Aiken, who 
has served to the Senate for 33 
years, told his colleagues Tuea- 
day that while "our accompUsb- 
ments have been hardly dla- 
cemlble to the public we have 
done little damage."

Aiken said he heard few com 
plaints about inactivity to Con­
gress.

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Socio-therapy Can IFork, 
Says Dr. Charles Robbins

Rainfall Boosts 
Reservoir Supply

‘  Dr. caiarles A. Robbins, a 
pgychlatrtot s4 tho Connecticut 
'Valley Hoagittai and a Manches­
ter native, brieves that a men­
tal patient who can adjust to a 
beneificlal hospital community 
'Will develop the confidence to 
try the outside eommunHy.

But the Impeiua to develop 
the semblance of a community 
to a mental hospital must come 
from the patient himself, the 
son of former Bolton First Se­
lectman Charles Robblna potals 
out to the September Issue t>f 
"Mental Hospitals.”

Dr. Robbins is a Manchester 
High School graduate who has 
also made his mark to the ath- 
latlc world aa a national run­
ning champfon. He holds 11 na- 
ttoii^ championships, a.nd has 
twice won the Thanksgiving 
Day Road Race in Manchester.
He will be wearing No. 1 when 
ha competes for the 17th tkme 
to that race In two weeks. His 
a^e, the former Doris Steven­
son ot Manriieater, la a psychol- 
oetot for the State Department 
o f Health. They have,two chil­
dren.

Setting up such a program, 
Dr. Robblna writes, was not 
easy. "Progress," he says, “has 
been gradual, with setbacks and 
oonfliota." But at a workshop 
last year to Hartford for men­
tal health personnel, one asso­
ciate confided to Dr. Robbins, 
"W e thought these ideas of 
yours were Just frivotoua, but 
we have learned that others 
think they are tnUy worth- 
whlle."

Dr. Robbins stented the pro­
gram In a "continued treat­
ment" area —  long-term pa­
tients — among some 600 wom­
an with an average age of 65.

In meetings with the pa- 
li'en.ts, a constitution was de­
veloped and a woman patient 
eventually consented to be 
chairman of the newly or­
ganized government, ^ fleers 
were a p p l ie d  and oommitteas 
set up. Dr. Rohbtos writes, 
"The mcatlngs, using parlia­
mentary procedures, are held 
weekly, and anything from 
complaints to entertainment 
pregrama may be dlscusaed.”

The p a t i e n t s  themeelves 
come forwacd with ideaa to Im­
prove the “cosnmunlty."

Two young women, an aide 
from the mualc department and 
a patient, asked one day if they 
could stage a bandstand pro­
gram 'With raoorda and dancing 
on a different ward each week 

" I  approved,”  Dr. Rohbine 
wrltee. " I  found that paUenta to 
the infirmary and on a cloaed 
wa.rd for senilea did not enjoy 
the music, but that the open- 
ward patients loved It. The mu­
sic department provides as 
many male dancing partners as 
passible.”

The patienta run the dances 
ttiemaefvM. One of the mats 
itotients manage the entire 
program from setting up the 
record player to selecting rec 
orda.

In an unexpected develop­
ment, Dr, Robtons notes that 
"the managw-patient and 
hoeptUd Bide have become 
dance teibn and are in great 
demand for exhibition all over 
the hosoital.”

The dances, held on Friday 
afternoons in the recreation 
room, are a complete success. 
The former Manchester resident 
observes that the men patients, 
once difficult to attract to the 
dances, now form a large group. 
Patienta on the dlsturl^d wards 
have also been encouraged to 
attend.

"A  'good polka," Dr. Robbins j 
observes,”  often is enough to i 
use up their excess energy. A j 
dance Is one of the best ant.i- 
dotes to the hopelessness that 
many patients feel." :

pkxvutlon and development of 
Ha oil reserves. Our oil com­
panies went In there, organized 
and improved the oil operations 
there, and are now about to 
make a lot of money for them-1 
skives and for Argentina. At 
this point, the present regime 
ill Argentina plans to denounce 
the oontracts under wtUch this 
was accomplished and either 
suhatitute new contracts, lees 
favorable to  our oompanles, or 
nationaliaa the oil Industry en­
tirely out of the hands of our 
companies.

Our oompanles are engty, as 
If they were being robbed.

And our government is die-j 
turbed and anxious, too, as 11-1 
lustratad by the fact that dipio- ' 
matlc trouble shooter Averell 
Harriman haa Just been to Ar­
gentina to try  to get the gov­
ernment there to change its 
plans, vriilch M. has refused to 
do.

But things are never really 
tha t simple, tat public affairs of 
any kind.

The p r e s ^  regime tat Argen­
tina, tha t of President Arturo 
DUa, oame to power with a sur­
prising good vote In an election 
last summer which United 
States policy had been urging 
the mlllteury Junta tai Argentina 
to permit. The junta did per­
m it the election. Dr. niia ran 
on a platform tai which the big­
gest single plank happened to 
be Ms i^edge to annul theee 
same oil oontracts. Running on 
th a t platform, tai a free election 
which the United States want­
ed Argentina to hold. Dr. Illia 
won big. But now, of course, 
we don’t  want him to carry out j i  
the campaign pledge he made i p' 
along the road to that big vie- |  
tory in a  free election. We can . « 
see the injustice of H, to the 1 
Amerioan companies Involved, 
and we can, we think, also see 
the foUy of H for Argentina it- 
srif. If this Is the ivay the'new 
government Is going to treat 
foreign Investments and enter­
prise, what capital of any kind, 
foreign or Argentine Itself, will 
want to put money Into Argen­
tine ventures?

With such a  situation loom­
ing up, H would be almost auto­
matic for somebody tai Congreas 
to  undertake to hoist a warning 
and th rea t of punishment for 
Argentina If it should persist In 
honoring Hs own campaign 
pledge to  Itself. *

Accordingly, Senator Bourke 
Hlckenlooper, the Iowa Repub-

Of Health Board
The problem of smoking 

among school-age children was 
again discussed at length re­
cently by the Manchester Ad­
visory Board of Health. The 
topic had come up for discus­
sion at several of the board’s 
meetings during the past year.

A. Marzialo, director ot health, 
said, “ I urge the board of di­
rectors to encourage the board 
of education to ccmduct a cmi- 
stant educatitmal program to 
discourage pupils from smok­
ing.”

The explosion knocked out 
plate glass windows In several 
downtown stores and in suburbs 
miles away, aijd startled secre­
taries in office buildings.

“Three men were loading the 
explosive Into an igloo, a stor­
age shed," Mueller said. “They 
saw a flash and realized some­
thing was going to explode, do 
they ran. 'Then it exploded. But 
they got only superficial In­
juries.”

There were no reports of in­
juries caused by flirlng glass 
when vrindows fell at schools 
and stores.

Mueller said nuclear material 
was Involved but declared there 
waa no danger of contamina­
tion.

He said thera ware several 
thousand tons of TNT In the 
Igloo when tha explosion oc­
curred. The reason the work­
men escaped, he said. Is that 
the igloo is specially designed 
so the roof vnll blow out first 
in an explosion and funnel the 
blast skyward.

The ABC said in Washington 
that the work of the plant in- 
volvas "testing, assembly, re- 
pitir, modification and dlspoaal 
ot nuclear weapon com- 
ponants.”

It  added that these include 
“electronic and mechanieiU as­
semblies as well as chemical 
high exploaives and radioactive 
materials.”
