BONN; Germany (AP)—Half
of West Germnany's children are
separated In grade achool’ by
religion, although parochial
schools like thoss. In the United
m%n“ y biie!

ere are publicly supported

de schools for Catholic chil-
ren and publicly supported
grade schools for Protestant
children. Catholic classes are
taught by lay Catholic teachers,
and Protestant classes by lay
Protestant tedchers,

Difterent lextbooks are used
to refiect the different beliefs.

The other half of the nation's
more than five million children
attend gradé schoels together,
without regard to thelr religion.
Hach ‘of the 10 states deter-
mings its own type of school

system. Some provide only sep-
mte schools, some only mixed
schools, and some & combina.
tion of the two systems.

Private de schoals are al
lowed under special clrecum-
stances and are very rare.

The situation is different with
high schools, Of these 12 por
cent are private and mostly de-
nominatiofial, but 70 to 80 per
coent of their expenses are met
by publiec funds, The rest are
state run  and  completely
sectlar, as are all universitios.

Grade schools divided by re-
ligion'date to the Kalsers. Adolf
Hitler ended them, but they
were reintroduced after World
War II by the Christian Demo-
cratic party under Chancellor
Konrad Adenauver. This party
receives heavy wsupport from
West Germany's Cathollcs. The |
Catholie Church favors the sep- |
arate schools.

One-third of the expenses of
all grade schools are paid by
tocal communities, which own
the bulldings. The other two-
thirda of the money comes from
the states, which appoint the
principals and teachers and sup-
ervise administration.

Children in all the states start
the school day with a prayer,
hymn, or Bible reading. All

rade schopls offer two to four
ours a week of religious in-
struction, elther Protestant or
Cathollc or both. Attendance is
voluntary, and about & per cent
of the children nstay away.

Although Wedt Germany ls
divided about equally between
Catholics and Protestants, Cath-
olic grade schools far outnum-
ber the Protestant grade
schools, There are 1025145
Cathollc ehildren In much

A—You should be examined
by a throal specialist to rule out
cancer of the larynx. This is
fatrly common and s not sasily
detected by vour family doctor.
