Some stare
ahead as if the flowers were not
there. And frequently a wreath
is thrown from a car to add to
the floral fusion.

Five ¢ policemen at mid-

afternoon Friday were trying to
keep traffic mo briskly past
the assassination site, but to lit-
tie avall, From central express-
way to the midtown was a half-
hour trip, Usually, even in rush
periods, the distance can be
made by automobile in 10 min-
utes.
