After handing It to Judge Fos- 
seen, who read it without 
expression, Archambo read it 
aloud.

When he came to the word 
"guilty,’ ’ Thompson's head 
dropped.

As each juror was asked, at 
Defense Attorney Hyam Segell’s 
request, if this was his or her 
true verdict, Thompson stared 
at the jurors.

Fosseen had Thompson take 
the witness stand before sen­
tence was pronounced.

In a low voice, barely audible, 
Thompson gave his family back­
ground and his education.

The United Aircraft Corp 
(UAC) has donated SIO.OOO for 
a new award, to be presented 
annually by the American In­
stitute of Aeronautics and As­
tronautics, (A IA A ), to the 
aerospace engineer or scientist 
making the most outstanding 
contribution In the fields o f pro­
pulsion or energy conversion.

The announcement, made 
jointly by William P. Owinn, 
president o f UAC, and Wlllisun 
H. Pickering, president o f 
AIAA, said that the new award 
will be called the Ck>ddard 
Award, in honor of Robert H. 
Goddard, the American scien­
tist who pioneered the concept 
of modem rocketry.

The award, the highest honor 
ever bestowed by the Institute, 
will be presents each year at | 
the Honors Night Dinner du r-; 
ing the AIAA Annual Meeting. 
The first presentation will be 
made next June.

The new award has no con­
nection with the American 
Rocket Society Robert H. God­
dard Memorial Award, which 

: has been discontinued.
I The late Dr. Goddard was the 
I first to develop and fly  a rocket 

motor using liquid fuels, antici­
pating the German V2's by 
about 16 years; was the first to 
develop and fly  a  liquid fuel 
rocket faster than the speed o f 
sound; first to develop gyro 
steering apparatus for rockets; 
first to patent the idea o f a 
multi-stage rocket; and first 
to explore mathematically, the 
practicability o f using rocket 
power to reach the moon.

What has really been on 
view, ao far, in the relationship 
between the new President and 
the tame old Congress has been 
a  maneuvering o f experts.

President Johnson has been 
quick and expert too in ex­
ploiting to the full whatever ad­
vantage he can weave between 
hia old techniques for dealing 
wfth leglalators and the emo­
tional influences of the moment 
o f mourning in which he is 
dealing with them.

Because he has been persua­
sive and becauae there has 
been some instinct toward some 
Bon-partiaan sobriety in Con­
gress itself, the President has 
been able to obtain a number of 
Initial ooncessionB and advan­
tages.

But it was not very long be­
fore the practiced obatruction- 
Ism in the Congress began to

He 
got Oongreaaman Smith of the 
Rules Committee to promise to 
let the civil rights bill out for 
action. He got Senator Byrd, of 
a9 people, to agree to help the 
tax cut bill get toward a vote, 
even though Senator Byrd 
would almost certainly vote 
against i t  And in his most re­
cent achievement, perhaps with 
some help inside some residual 
sanity inside Congress itself, he 
got the Senate-House conferees 
on the new foreign aid authoii- 
sation bill to abandon many of 
the reducing and inhibiting 
sunendments, some o f them 
quite sensible but more o f them 
perhaps miachlevoi^, which had 
been attached to the measure 
during its previous travail 
through House and Senate. The 
net gain in the latest shape of 
the bill is that it restores to 
the Presidency the policy-mak­
ing prerogatives it ought to 
have in such a foreign policy 
program. -  •

So far, then, as such sample 
accomplishments show, very 
good for the new President.

Perhaps from this point on, 
as he himself must certainly be 
practiced enough to realize, 
comes the real test. He has 
maneuvered some concession of 
substance or of tactics on al­
most every front; hia role is to 
convert this initial small advan- 
taga he has won into momen­
tum toward really tying some­
thing up Into a package to take 
home. Yet the counter-strategy 
o f many of those who have 
yielded him these small initial 
victories is just as obviously 
quite set in their minds. They 
hope to ease hia pressure o ff by 
small but headline public con- 
cesslona. and then resist him, 
if they can, when, the decision 
comes down to one oC real sub- 
■taiice.

What one can see on the sur­
face Is ths careful but incessant 
and pointed way in which Presi­
dent Johnson, on each of thpse 
froOti, kea|M trying to maintain 
and buUd tha Initial pressure 
and advantage with which he Is 
s^ulppsd. Csrtainly not since

own original crusading against 
Dr. Oppenhelmer. And there 
was, in typical role, an attend­
ance, that of Dr. Edward Teller, 
who would be just sanctimoni­
ous enough to be there pretend­
ing. on the surface at least, 
that the award to his rival was 
a civilized thing.

But for many Americans— 
we hope for most Americans— 
the awau-d itself and the presen­
tation were something In the 
nature of a just squaring of ac­
counts between a nation and a 
scientist who once performed 
great and terrible service for it, 
producing for it its first atomic 
weaponry, without ever quite 
ridding himself of some of the 
personal freedoms and social ir­
responsibilities of the impracti­
cal, dreamy and unrealistic 
scholar. There was never, and 
never can be, any just relation- 
ahip between the actual o f­
fenses of Dr. Oppenhelmer and 
the horrible magnitude of the 
punishment given him. His exile 
should be over.

When John Alsop told the 
convocation of the Republlcsm 
Council that he had "had hia 
shot" in the 1963 election that 
waa a formal statement of the 
surface truth. We had, how­
ever. been under the impression 
that he had really had some 
kind of a shot in 1958 too, when 
he was found to be leading nice­
ly on the first ballot of the Re- 
publicsm State Convention and 
when a little energetic and agile 
activity on the part of himaelf 
and his supporters might have 
turned that convention into a 
prolonged contest instead of the 
sudden victory it became for 
Fred Zeller.

Let us say this, at any rate, 
that there was, in 1958, a some­
what philosophical tinge to the 
loss of the Republican guberna­
torial nomination. And the phi­
losophy about losing the noml- 
n a t i o n  obviously increased 
many fold after the eventual 
election returns were in. Aiaop, 
presumably, would have run 
better than M ler, but not 
enough better to make any real 
difference. In fact, when it 
came to 1960, and Alsop had 
the shot pretty much as he 
wanted it and would have liked 
to specify it. the campaign that 
came out was not quite aa su­
perior to Zeller’s as it had been 
expected to be

Zeller, aa the insurance com­
mission investigationa of the 
1963 General Assembly began 
to indicate openly, suffered 
from too stalwart a bravado in 
hia acceptance of the lower 
level realities of political life on 
one hand and from an amazing 
informality of doing publiC' 
political business out of hia hat 
on the other.

Alsop, operating from oppo 
alte extreme*, failed to come 
out quite as favorably as his 
intentions and equipment would 
have led one to expect. He was

81 Killed in Crash

ELKTON, Md. (AP)— A 
four-engine jet airliner ex 
ploded and crashed Sunday 
night, killing all 81 persons 
aboard. Investigators look 
ed for a cause today, as po­
lice searched for victims in 
a muddy cornfield.

The Boeing 707 of Pan Ameri­
can World Alrw^ya plunged to 
earth In fiery fragments from 
6,000 feet during a thunder­
storm. Witneasea aald it waa 
struck by lightning.

“ It (lightning) could cause 
it,”  said B. R. Allen of the Civil 
Aeronautics Board, one of two 
federal officials heading the in- 
vesUgatlon.

"We really can’t tell until we 
look at the wreckage."

The plane, en route from 
Puerto Rico to Philadelphia 
with 7S passengers—two of them 
infants—and a crew of eight, 
came down in a stubbled corn­
field about 16 miles southwest 
of Wilmington, Dei., near U.S. 
40 and the Maryland-Delaware 
border.

About 66 persons had left the 
plane during a stop in Baltimore 
only a few minutes earlier.

The plane disintegrated in the 
air, Sheriff Edgar Startt said 
bits of wreckage fell over an 
area of four square miles. The 
cornfield was a rain - soaked 
Jumble of bits of wreckage.

As officials met to plan their 
investigaUon of the tragedy, 
state troopers and sailors from 
the nearby Bainbridge, Md., 
naval base searched the fields 
of cornstalks. The sailors were 
told to raise their hands wheii 
they found anything.

No one could taU how many 
victims were being found. Jt 
was seldom that there waa any­
thing large enough to be iden­
tified at |U1.
