In This Solar System

Mars Smog Indicates 
Earth Alone Has Life

By JOHN BARBOUR 
Associated P ress Science W riter

WASHINGTON (AP)—There is new evidence that 
the planet Mars is crossed by great yellow clouds of 
toxic smog

If so. It could mean that 
earth 's  last chance of finding a 
life-supporting planet In this so­
la r  system  to gone.

Some astronom ers have con­
jectured that the yellowish 
clouds seen on M ars are mostly 
dust, and the planet’s whites and 
blues have been associated with 
snow and water.

But Drs. Sebastian K arrer 
ahd Carl C. Kless reported to­
day evidence that the clouds 
are mostly g^ases of compounds 
of oxygen and nitrogen—the 
sam e eye-bumlng, choking, tox­
ic gases of earth-bound smog.

They split the light from the 
p lanet’s  telescopic Image by 
powerful spectroacoplc tech­
niques and found the pattern 
that is yielded by the gas ni­
trogen dioxide.

Chou Arrives 
In Morocco

RABAT, Morocco (AP)—Pre­

mier Chou En-lai of Red China 
arrived In Morocco today to a 
regal reception from King Has­
son n . He came from Algeria

John F. Kennedy, nad begun 
Jabbing at Johnson at least two 
weeks ahead of hia previously 
announced schedule.

In a Dec. 5 Interview, Qoldwa- 
ter announced a "m ajor reas 
seasment”  of his plans and said 
that he would wait until after 
Johnson’s State of the Union ad­
dress (Jan. 8) before assessing 
the new President.

Noting that Johnson would 
start to establish his own rec­
ord at that time, Goldwater said 
that "shortly thereafter the Re­
publican party will begin to 
praise or to criticize.”

At the same time, (3oIdwater 
said of Johnson;

" I  like him, I thiidt he has a 
chance to be a good president, 
a great president."

With Thursday’s blast, sent to 
Senate Republicans from his 
Phoenix home where he Is re- 

.cuperatlng from minor surgery, 
Goldwater came out swinging at 
both Johnson’s policies and his 
methods.

" I  deeply resent the Presi­
dent’s attempts to play politics 
with Christmas by stampeding 
votes on the highly questionable 
foreign aid bill,’ ’ he said, add 
Ing that Johnson was "trying to 
treat congressmen as his per­
sonal errand boys."

"The arm twisting of Senate 
members to bring them into 
town to do nothing but rubber 
stamp the executive’s demand 
is rash and altogether out of or 
der,”  Goldwater continued.

He referred to plans for a Sen' 
ate meeting Monday to give 
final congressional approval to 
the $S-blllion foreign aid money 
bill.

The House, In an unprece­
dented Christmas eve daybreak 
session, finally approv^ the 
foreign aid measure and ellml' 
nated a provision that would 
have banned any government 
credit for sales of U.S. grain to 
Communist countries. Johnson 
hod protested against the provi' 
sion.

Despite the surgery to remove 
a calcium deposit on his heel, 
<3oldwater said in his telegram 
he hopes to be present Monday 
"to vote against and speak 
against this excess in foreign 
economic aid and the underwrit­
ing of wheat sales which filed 
(sic) directly In the face of all 
practical experience in dealing 
with the Communists.”

Later, however, be wa* 
quoted by CBS News in an in' 
tervlew as saying that he did 
not think he would be able to at­
tend Monday but that even if he 
could, it would take an order 
from the sergeant-at-arms to get 
him there because he doesn’t 
think the foreign aid legislation 
is that urgent.

Goldwater has indicated he 
will make a public announce­
ment of his political plans be-

sing questions from Western 
newsmen.

An Algerian said none of the 
questions at Thursday’s confer­
ence caused Chou any embar­
rassment and when the confer­
ence ended the audience ap­
plauded him resoundingly.

NEW HAVEN (AP) — Ths 
loss of the nuclear submarine 
Thresher was the top news story 
In Connecticut In 1668.

Although the ill-fated subma­
rine was operating out of Ports­
mouth.

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Terror A School For Order?

One ran jtBin either of two Imprea- 
Riona from the latent newa from th* 
new nation of Kenya.

Tht^'^mlure, If it has to be labeled 
that, ia the penalty for thlnklnjf—even 
though it i* impoaaible to rationalire 
any other choice—that we can product 
order from terror.

Take, for irony, the langruagfe and 
complaint of the official atatement with 
which the g;ovemment of the new na­
tion. then all of 13 day* old. proclaimed 
an emergency in th* northeastern reg;ion 
o f Kenya, up near the Somali border.

The population there, it said, was 
being; terrorixed by raiders who "steal 
cattle, beat women, threaten to murder 
tribal chiefs and other*."

This la a statement from the g;over- 
nor of Prime Minister Jomo Kenyatta, 
who was seen, on his Inaugural day, with 
his arm over the shoulder of the erst­
while leader of the Mau Mau, who never 
merely threatened their terrorism when 
they were at war ag;ainst clvilixation.

To add to the Irony, one finds, In the 
news from Kenya, the sug;g;e8tion that 
the Mau Mau terrorists who are now 
beinif offered amnesty if they come out 
of the jung;le should be sworn in as 
"freedom fig;hters” to go into the field 
S(ainst these raiders along the Somali 
frontier.

Th* new nation of Kenya affords, 
perhaps, the world's most extreme ex­
ample of the jungle come to responsi­
bility and power and being confronted 
Immediately with the need to be able to 
control the Jungle. But the Congo haa 
bee^ essentially the same story.

The horrible queetion always ia: Can 
those who have' prepared for power 
through murder maintain their po'.ver 
and rule, when they get It, by methods 
Short of murder?

A rather kindly summation might 
say that after about 40 years of evolu­
tion in power, the Russian Revolution 
got to the point where it was able to 
atop murdering people for their own 
good. And that wa* a new order being 
run by intellectuala and bookworms, n6t 
by Jungle primitives.

The'Perils Of FoIksineM
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for former Senator Herbert L.*hman, 
this was a big and gracious act on th* 
part of a President.

Since then, however, one ha* been 
compelled to ask how short th* dtsUnc* 
might be between such seemingly per­
fect hone.vmoon rapture* and th* feel­
ing that perhaps the friendly approach 
was becoming folksy, the warmth, alas 
that one should ever say auch a thing, 
too routine, the disposal of th* Presl- 
denrial pretence perhaps too generous 
and too neighborly for the preservation 
of surviving force and dignity.

There is. alwava. th* old bromide 
about there being too much even of a 
good thing.

There is, always, the saving instinct 
for the thing called proportion, or. if 
there is not the instinct, the deliberate 
adherence to some of Its rules.

One hales, almost more than any­
thing in this rather cruel world of oura, 
to aee good people turned Into lotera be­
cause they lack some aubtl* warning 
sense which tells them not to glv# 
themselves too frequently or peraiatent- 
ly. One hales to see nice guys come in 
last because their niceness begins to 
cloy, or even make people begin to look 
for aomebody who can bf aflater* and 
gruff, and create a mood refreahingly 
different from that of sheer folksinesa.

It may he that the President of th* 
Vnlled .States should, for hla owt> pro­
tection and service to hi* own futura, 
manage to keep some of hi* own very 
human and very appealing and warm­
est qualities under aome kind of cynical 
thermostat control which would spread 
their comfort and cheer and political 
benefit out a little more evenly, and last­
ingly.

Rarzun's lAimsnt

A fellow named Dr. Jacques Barxun, 
dean of facultle* and provost of Colum­
bia University, went to a convocation at 
Hofatra Univeraity the other day. and 
had himself a high old time pronouncing 
a funeral oration over, something to 
which most educators are still giving 
traditional lip service.

The "liberal arts tradition,” aaid Dr. 
Barxun, "1* dead or dying."

It is dying, especially, he aaid. In tha 
liberal arts colleges.

He found it ironic that this should 
be happening Inside the liberal arts col­
leges themselves at a time when th* 
outside world has diacovered that it is 
the general, rounded intelligence which 
really pay* off.

Inside the colleges, he said, both 
teachers and atiidents are "impatient 
with everything that Is not directed at 
th* development of talent into compe­
tence."

"Nowadays," he added, "th* only true 
believers in the liberal arts tradition ara 
men of business." because they "really 

. prefer general intelligence, literacy and 
adaptability. "

Dr. Barxun drew an unattractive pic­
ture of college life today, which h* 
characterized as on* of "frantic" ac­
celeration because upne sheepskin to on* 
sheep is no longer enough."

"Anxious preoccupation" waa his 
phrase for the mood of present day 
life under the elms.

"Students," he said, "are married, em­
ployed. going to or returning from a 
conference, apprehensive about exami­
nations, ruled by the clock like the most 
harried executive. They are not in cloi­
stered walls but in the midst of life— 
which is why so many are also in th* 
midst of psychiatric treatment."

Fellows like this Barziin fellow always 
find ways of making things seem Just a 
little bit worse than they are. Other­
wise, how can they begin to stir people 
up to keep things as good as they are? 
But many of us. perhaps, had already 
begun to share the same impression and 
the same regret that there 1s a littl# 
too much work and involvement and ac­
tivity in the modern college life, and not 
quite enough drifting and dreaming.

WASHINGTON (API — Presi­
dent Johnson ssys he will decide 
when and how to hold new* con­
ferences according to "what 
comas naturally."

What ha.s cohie naturally to 
him so far Is something between 
the news conferences of Pre.si- 
dents Franklin D. Roosevelt and 
Harry S. Tryman and those of 
Presidents Dwight D. Ei.senhow- 
*r and John F. Kennedy.

Roosevelt and Truman met 
with newsmen far oftener than 
Eisenhower and Kennedy—in 
their offices but what they said 
could seldom be quoted directly.

Eisenhower and Kennedy heid 
their conferences in full view of 
cameras—in Kennedy's ca.se, 
before live television camera.* - 
and what they said was the 
public record.

Johnson, like Roosevelt and 
Truman, has met twice with 
newsmen In his office, without 
benefit of televl.slon or radio, 
but, like Eisenhower and Ken­
nedy. what he has said so far 
has been directly attributed to 
him.

These five presidents all an­
swered questions, and got in 
statements of their own, which 
was a big Improvement on the 
days of Pre.sidents Calvin Cool- 
Idge and Herbert Hoover. , / '

Coolldge and Hoover required 
questions to be submitted in 
writing. They thumbed through 
them and picked the ones they 
wanted to answer.

President Worxlrow Wil.son. 
who began presidential news 
conferences on March 15, 1913, 
waa suspicious of the pre.s.s and 
looked down his nose a bit at 
newsmen.

When the mood seizes him, 
John.son may meet the press 
before live television cameras. 
He has foreclosed nothing, 
pro.nised nothing specific.

Asked what kind of confer- 
erlces he planned to hold, he 
said: "Maybe It will be a meet­
ing of this kind today: maybe 
a televised meeting tomorrow; 
with maybe a coffee session the 
next day."

Hia first newa conference, 
Dec. 8, was a coffee se.ssion. If

he keeps up his pre.sent pace, 
two conferences in 10 days, he 
will outdistance Eisenhower and 
Kennedy and be more in the 
Roosevelt-Truman tradition.

Roosevelt held 998 conferences 
in 12 years, an average of 83 
a year; Truman, 324 confer­
ences in almost eight years, av- , 
eraging 41 a year; Eisenhower, 
198 conferences in eight years, 
averaging 24; and Kennedy, 64 
In Just under three years, an av­
erage of 21 a year.

While the Eisenhower-Kenne- 
dy conferences were televi.sed, 
Eisenhower's could not be re­
leased until after the confer­
ence. Kennedy's were live.

Reporters rushing to a phone 
after an Eisenhower conference 
could not quote him directly. 
Permission for this was given 
only after White Hou.se aides 
went over the transcript of the 
president's remarks for errors.

Kennedy's statements, since 
they were on television as he 
gave them. Instantly were pub­
lic property.

The appearance of Elsenhow­
er and Kennedy on television 
had a great public advantage.

All the people of the nation 
could watch their president in 
action and form their own judg­
ments. But the meetings with 
the pre.s.s had a couple of dis­
advantages'. In the first place, 
they were huge affairs.

'Thu.s they Included newsmen 
with questions of a minor nature 
and of interest to only one local­
ity. and perhap.s a small one. 
Sometimes they were the kind 
that could have been answered 
by a call to a White House aide.

Some newsmen seem to be 
haul actors by instinct. Tele­
vised conferences gave them a 
chance to perform, ar.d they did, 
often with questions that were 
longer than the an.swer they got* 
fnim the president.

In short, a lot of time was 
taken up that didn't need to be. 
But both Eisenhower and Ken­
nedy, by staying in the public 
eye, since they handled them­
selves well, did themselves no 
end of political good.

The transcript of the much

smaller Johnson conferences, 
withm. the benefit of television, 
show* the reporters were able 
to concentrate on questions of 
national and international Inter­
est. The questions were .short 
and pointed.

Because Johnson went to real 
length Wednesday to answer 
some of the questions, there was 
only time to ask him 20. Ken­
nedy used to average between 
29 and 30 questions and answers 
In about the same time.

AMONG THE MANY new ac­
quisition* in the already vast 
painting collection of the Wads­
worth Atheneum is a small, but 
richly painted landscape by the 
18Lh century Ehiglish master, 
Richard Wilson, entitled Angler 
on a Castle Wall.

Wilson, bom in 1713, started 
his artist's career as a portrait 
painter with some success. It 
was not, hoiA'ever, until he 
moved from Elngland to Italy, 
where, by the advice of the 
great Zucarclli, he devoted him­
self to landscape painting. He 
returned home in 1755 only to 
find his classic styje unappre­
ciated by th.i public. Still, he 
continued to struggle, attained 
some slight recognition, but died

in 1782 without ever becoming 
popular. As was the case wiUi 
many gieat artists, it was not 
till some year* after his death 
that popular trates changed and 
hia painting was elevated to the 
stature It deserved. Wilson Is 
now considered one of the 
g r e a t e s t  English landscape 
painters.

His Angler on a Castle Wall,
now hanging in the Avery Me­
morial of the Wadsworth Athe­
neum. expertly display* the 
many-lonea-and-»hadows style 
so ubaracterifltic of Wilson. 
Deftly, but with broad strokes 
and quick touches of paint, Wil­
son catches the early golden 
glow of a sunset as It trans­
form* the land<*cape into a 
world of almoet quiet unreality.

Opening lead — • Eight of 

spades
West opened the eight of 

spades, which should not have 
been too hard to spot as a sin­
gleton. East's determined bid­
ding was 'parllv caused by the 
fact that South had a part 
score .of 60 pojnts, but even so 
East needed J-x-x-x of spades 
to serve as a stopper In the suit 
for the overcall of one notrump.'

South was blind to the spade 
danger. He took tlie first trick 
in dummy with the king of 
spades and led the singleton 
diamond from dummy.

Two Methods
East stepped up with the ace 

of diamonds and now had two 
methods of defeating the con­
tract. One way was to give
West two ruffs; the other wa* 
to get a ruff In the East hand.

The -first way was simpler.
East returned a spade for West 
to ruff. Back came a club to 
the ace, and East led another 
spade for West to ruff. Four
tricks were safely stashed away 
and East still had the ace of 
trumps to make sure of defeat­
ing the contract.

East coud have led the ace of 
clu'os and another club instead 
of returning a spade at the third 
trick. Dummy would return a 
trump, whereupon East could 
take the are of trumps, lead 
a spade for West to ruff and get 
a club ruff In return.

Both defenses would fall if 
declarer simply led a trump 
from dummy at the second 
trick. The defenders could get 
their three aces, and West could 
get one spade ruff.

As the 
council had committed Itself to 
install the road in this Indus 
trial area, it felt that it should 
not also provide the water line 
The request was therefore re­
fused

In the second instance, the 
coimcll decided not to assume 
the obligation and expense of 
supplying public water to 
homes claiming to be without 
adequate water. This decision 
was the result of a petition 
from residents on Brookfield 
St. and Troy Rd. for public 
water since their wells had run 
dry. After investigation, the 
council felt that only two fam 
Hies were involved, and they 
had not exhausted all the re­
sources available to them for 
acquiring water.

A drainage problem on 
Beelzebub Rd. was solved when 
the residents signed rights of 
way to the town to Install 
drainage pipes under their 
property. A disagreement arose 
when one resident requested 
compensation for his .signature 
claiming that two other resi 
dents had been paid for their 
signatures.

This problem w'os resolved as 
the man had been paid damages 
for pivnning the pipe across the 
land. The resident who had not 
been paid had the pipe running 
across his boundary line. It was 
felt that this did not constitute 
damage to the property.

An air pollution problem 
arose in the Pleasant Valley Rd. 
area due to a discharge of dust 
and smoke from the Plasticrete 
Corp., Rt. 5. A committee was 
established and a consultant 
hired to study this situation. A.s 
a result, the company effected 
certain changes and the prob­
lem was relieved.

Most banks holding mort­
gages on homes in town were 
persuaded not to raise the tax 
escrow rates due to the change 
in the fiscal year.

MORE YULE TREES 

IN n iE  FUTURE

Everybody loves a Christmas 

tree. Nowadays no one would 
think of decorating one with 
lighted candles, but the fire 
hazard has not been entirely 
eliminated because the tree it 
self, especially If It has dried 
out. Is highly inflammable.

Before you buy your tree, 
bump the stem on the ground 
and, If a lot of needles fall off. 
the tree is too dry for safety. 
Or, if you want to be less con' 
spicuous about It, pull a needle 
off. If the tree Is already dried 
out, the needle will come loose 
without any resistance.

If the stump Is sUoky w l^  
reslri. It probably has been 
freshly rut. After purchasing 
your tree '.keep the stump In 
water until you are ready to 
put up the tree. Put It In the 
coolest part of the room far 
away from an open fireplace. 
Don’ t smoke near the tree. 
More than one very dry tree 
has burst Into flames from 
contract with a lighted ciga­
rette. It ts unwise also to 
have an electric train that 
has beien plugged In clo|g to 
the tree because metal tin­
sel might fall across the 
tracks and cause a short cir­
cuit.
If you decorate your tree 

with electric lights, don't place 
the tree near water pipes, radi­
ators or other sources of 
grounded metal. Use lights ap­
proved by Underwriters’ Labo­
ratories. If you have an all- 
metal • tree your lights should 
be of the floor type especially 
designed for that kind of tree.

Perhaps the best protection 
against fire hazards is to use 
fireproof decorations on your 
tree and, when the tree shows 
signs of drying out, dismantle 
it and take It outside. In that 
way you will help to insure that 
there will be more Christmases 
and more (Christmas trees In 
your future.

In boys large doses of antul- 
trln will cause, as a side effect, 
a premature onset of puberty. 
Although It Is conceivable 
that large doses given over a 
long period might cause acro­
megaly, no such occurrence 
has been reported. Drugs are 
given by responsible physicians 
in the amoJL|8t dose needed to 
aecomplish a ’'beneficial effect 
and not In harmful doeea to 
pfoduea dlMoao.

TAY NINH, South Viet Nam 
(AP)—South Viet Nam’s anti- 
Ojmmunist front was widened 
In a gaudy ceremony today 
when a powerful religious sect 
officially aligned itself alongside 
the military government.

"M y impression Is that there is 
a certain soberness In the atti­
tude of the principal govern­
ments of the world; that there 
is a recog^iltion that crises such

fnlty shall corne out of this pe­
riod of history?"

"Most of us in the world," he 
. said, "are committed to the kind 
of world described in the United 
Nations Charter. There are 
some who say the world mu.st 
be transformed by revolution 
into a Communist world.

"This is the underlying issue, 
and it is not going to be easy to 
make that issue disappear. . . . 
We can have peace if everyone 
would decide today to leave oth­
er people alone and let them 
live in peace and work out their 
own future for them.selves, " 

Rusk discu-ssed relations with 
the Soviet Union in hopeful 
terms, saying he believes that 
the Soviet people want peace 
and "the big question is how 
to move toward points of agree­
ment among governments."
