The East German news agen­
cy ADN reported that Commu­
nist officials had approved 981,- 
000 applications for visits. Only 
West Berliners are allowed to 
make the trips.

Led by the Communist party 
newspaper Neues Deutschland, 
the East Berlin press .said the 
record crossing was a sufficient 
reason for talks to extend the 
visiting period beyond Its Jan.

West Berlin officials say they 
are willing to continue the ne­
gotiations but are suspicious 
5iat the Reds will raise new po­
litical demands.

The n«xt concert by 
Hartford Symphony will be 
comprised entirely of works by 
Richard Wagner, and I strong­
ly urge you to attend. For some 
reason cc  other, Wagner has 
fallen into a decline, largely 
because he was alleged to be 
Hitle«*’s favorite composer, 
which he was not.

Hitler was not muaioaUy 
sophisticated enough to enjoy 
Wagner; his favorite oomposer 
was FTanz Lchar, who wrote 
’The Merry Widow" and kin­
dred light works. But Hitler 
was smart enough to realize 
that. 'W'agner could express the 
utmost in German chauvinism, 
and consequently It ■was poli­
tically advantageous to ad­
vance his works during the 
Nazi reginve.

Wagner wrote his own libret­
ti and i»e*x the end of "Die 
Meiaterainger'’ the leading 
character has this to say (In 
translation) "Boyare, EMI 
times' now threaten us. Should 
the German people and state 
fall to foreign domination, no 
alien prince will ever under­
stand our people or our art 
. . . Therefore I say to you, 
‘Honor your Geiman Masters, 
if you want to preserve our 
ideals. ‘Hien even if the pomp 
of the Holy Roman Elmpire 
should dissolve in diLst, all that 
ia holy in QArjnan art will attU 
endure!’ ”  •'

This aort o f Eq>eecli, combined 
with soul-atirring music, "was 
Just the sort o f thing that Hit­
ler wanted and he maxle the 
fullest possible misuse o f W a ^  
ner's lut to fmther the p r c ^ -  
ganda o f the govemfnent. For 
some reason It never occurred 
to tiw Germans themselves that 
the whole o f Meistersinger Is 
nothing ntora nor teas than a 
satire of the stupldty o f estah- 
Uahed orders both In music and 
in poUtica

In Eui effort to counter this 
misuse of truly great art, critics 
in the U.S. became Juat as hys­
terical as Der Fuhrer. Thus, in 
the April 1941 issue of "Musi­
cal ^ a r ts r ly ” we find Carl 
Elngel waiting': ‘Tf Hitler llkee 
Wagner's music, it ia all the 
more reason why every oon- 
N a^ should shun and loathe it 
. . . we should bEui luid bum 
every scrap o f Wagner’s music 
and writlnp*. and every book 
written Eibout the amazing 
wizard, beginning with the 
books of the Anglp-Wagneiian 
Elmeat Newman. What a small 
price to pay if it could help to 
fight and extinguish the W ag­
ner-fanned fire of Naalem!" |

Certainly neither Mr. HlUer 
nor Mr. EJngel can be awarded 
any prizes for cool and con­
sidered Judgment. And both of 
them harmed the cause o f good 
music as exemplified by a g*reat 
composer. You’ll have noUoed 
that even as bitterly as Mr. 
Elngel flayed Wagner, his good 
m u s i c a l  Judgment peeped 
through InvoluntarUy when he 
celled the composer an "amaz­
ing wizard."

Wagner la an amazing wizard 
with Mb m'uaic. lik e  all 'wizards, 
hh  magic la puzzling to the au- 
dienoe and he Is not easily un­
derstood. There Is a difference 
between him and the prestidigi­
tator who entertains and baf­
fles, however. 'When you Anal­
ly discover the way the stage- 
UhisloiUst has gulled you, his 
tricks seem tawdry. When you 
flEiaUy discover how Wagner 
ariileved his iDusions, they stiU 
lemain surpcMslngly fine Ulu- 
siotiB moA you never feel let 
down.

Unfortimately we no longer 
get mu<* opportunity to study 
Wagner elthw in the concert 
hall or in the opera house. 
Loudest among his detractoia 
are those 'who know nothing 
about him since they’ve never 
taken the trouble to try and 
understand hbn. "With strong 
vocal opposition to his worka, 
(X>nductora fail to program 
Wagner the way they did 25 or 
30 years ago. Herein they fall 
o f their duties.

They tend to overdo their 
duties toward the budding com­
poser who lutz nothing to say, 
to the detriment of some of the 
older composers who did have 
something to say and whose 
works the paying audlehce 
would prefer to hear.

But that is beside the point. 
The point Is that on the eve­
ning o f Jan. 8, 1964, there will 
be an all-Wagner program at 
the Buahnell, an opportunity 
Seldom presented. Actually it 
should have come during the 
present year, since Wagner was 
born Inn 1813 and this la con­
sequently his sequlcenteimlal.

Let ua not quibble over the 
timing, however. Let us be 
thankful that we shall be able 
to hear a representative pro­
gram by this great genius. 
There win be excerpte from 
TannhauseHr, Lohengrin, Die 
Meletersinger, Die Walkure, and 
Die Gotterdammerung. Fea­
tured soloist will be Ingrid 
BJoner who is juat about tops 
today in the Wagnerian field.

I know there are thoae who 
prefer Birgit Nllawn. For cer* 
iiiin roles I do myself. But 
In other rolee I p m e r  Bojner 
Nilsson makes the better god­
dess but BJoner Is more believ­
able as a woman. There are 
great roles of both types In 
Wagner so there will probab­
ly never be a singer who rep 
resents perfection la every one 
o f Me rolee.

Since it is very poeslUe that 
thoee o t you vfba attend win be 
hearing a Uv« performance ot 
Wagner for the very llrat time, 
I Intend to dieeues the pipgrtun 
Itself in some detail next week, 
for Wagner’s music should not 
be approached with no prepa­
ration whatever if you want to

St your money's warth eat ot 
I petfonnanoa.

the^ Lest you think Tm plugging 
for my favorite composer, let 
me diirilluston you. My favorite 
composer Is Mozart, and prob- 
•Ibly no composer offers a 
greater contrast to Wagner 
than this classic perfectionist. 
Wagner is no perfectionist, be­
lieve me, Neither Is he some­
body to be Ignored and forgot­
ten.

Nor was Wagner a man to 
be emulated in his life, apart 
from music. He was a nasty 
character in many respects. 
This does not militate against 
the value of his music. I feel 
toward him much as Deems 
Taylor did when he once wrote: 

"He had but one mistress to 
whom he w m  faithful to the day 
of his death: Music. Not for a 
single moment did he ever com­
promise with what he believed, 
with what he dreamed. There is 
not a line of his music that could 
have been conceived by a little 
mind. Elven when he Is dull, or 
dowiuright bad, he is dull in the 
gnmd manner. There Is a great­
ness about his worst mistakes.

"Listening to his music, one 
does not forgive him for what 
he may or may not have been. 
It Is not a matter o f forgiveness. 
It is a matter of being dumb 
with wonder that his poor brain 
and body didn’t burst under the 
torment of the demon o f crea­
tive energy that lived inside him, 
struggling, clawing, scratching 
to be released; tearing, shriek­
ing at him to write the music 
that w u  in him. The miracle is 
that what he did In the little 
spEu:e of seventy years could 
have been done at all, even by 
a great genius. Is It any wonder 
that he hEul no time to be a

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The Communique From Texas

The Impreagion la that Chancellor Er­
hard and President Johnaon, at their 
Texaa policy cookout, did beg l̂n the 
delicate but necessary task of freeing 
their two countries from the diplomatic 
reetrlcUoni which have hitherto been 
welcome to more than a decade of joint 
German and American statesmanship.

There Is a real possibility, for in- 
atance, that when the communique the 
two leaders Issued after their conversa­
tions In Texas said that “ iri particular 
they agreed that there should be no ar­
rangement that would serve to perpet­
uate the statue quo of a divided Ger­
many, one part of which la deprived of 
elementary rights and liberties,” they 
meant this, and meant it In a positive 
sense, aa the next paragraph illustrated.
I t  read:

"On this basis, the President and the 
Chancellor agreed that it is highly im­
portant to continue to explore all oppor­
tunities for the Improvement o f East- 
W est relations, the easing of tenaions, 
and the enlargement of the prospects of 
a  peace them can be stable because It is 
Just. They continue to hope that this ef­
fort of the Western powers will meet a 
constructive response from the Soviet 
Union."

The other especially significant para­
graph In the communique said the fol­
lowing:

"The President and the Chancellor rs- 
aifflrmed their shared commitment to 
the peaceful reunification o f the Ger­
man people in freedom, by self-determi­
nation. The Chancellor stressed the de­
sire of the Federal Republic to examine 
all paths that might lead to this goaL 
The Chancellor also stated that the Fed­
eral Republic of Germany would con­
tinue Its efforts to improve its relations 
With the nations of Eastern Europe."

The difference in all this— the differ­
ence from the worship of the status quo 
set up by the Adenauer policies in Ger­
many and the Acheson policies in this 
country—Is that, this time, the attention 
paid to tils Issue of German reunifica­
tion may be more than lip service.

German-American policy in the past 
has always demanded such unification, 
but lashed Itself to the status quo in a 
manner which would make unification 
Impossible. German-American policy. In 
the past, has been content merely to de­
fend and prolong and entrench the 
Status quo, actusdly preferring It to uni­
fication.

But now a German-American com­
munique speaks openly of the status 
quo as something which must not be 
perpetuated.

This, If it is seriously mesint, is a new 
leaf. *"

This may mean that German-Ameri- 
san policy is, at last, getting ready to 
move In the directions history and com­
mon sense both proclaim to be Inevit­
able. Hitherto, Western policy has been 
as guilty as Russian policy of the folly 
o f pretending that Germany can stay 
divided. Now there is some possibility 
that Western policy may start separat­
ing itself from the folly, and leaving all 
the impossible folly for Russia to de­
fend, i f  It can.

W hat has to happen is so elemental it 
Is indeed remarkable It takes Important 
statesmen so long to begin to counte­
nance i t  Russia and the United States 
both have to get ou^ o f the Germany 
they conquer^'jtq|[^ther 18 years ago. 
Neither can ■ stay in Germany alone. 
Neither can own or dominate or Influ­
ence any one half of Germany, or any 
kind o f united Germany. These things 
are nacesaities. The question Is whether ' 
Ruseiia and the United States are ever 
going to be intelligent enough., to start 
doing these things early enough for any­
body to get out of Germany alive. The 
oommunique from Texaa is a slight, but 
definite, intimation that one side, at 
least, has begun facing toward what 
must be done.

The unorthodoxy, the -dack o f tearti- 
manship exhibited by * President de 
OauUe of France can never be taken as 
purely obnoxious.

Some anachronism, is It totally safe to 
regard him aa some hopeless kind of 
Don Quixote who wants to turn the 
clock back.

He doesn’t go along with the kind of 
world he finds the rest of us trying to 
live in today.

But that doesn’t mean he is crasy 'In 
all respects.

The rest o f us, Jo give ue full and 
generous credit, probably nourish a good . 
many more Insanities than does the 
grotesque Frenchman.

To him It le a sanity to be able to 
disagree with American policy and yet 
make a special point of attending the 
funeral of an American President.

And to him, potential policy toward 
Communist China may be many things.
It  may be another way to annoy Amer-, 
lea. It may be a step toward the restora­
tion of some French Influence In South 
East Asia. But it may also be de Gaulle’s 
Idea of a |ane thing to admit that Com­
munist China does exist, to treat It as 
If it were a sovereign nation, and to see 
what can be done about ending the 
elaborate game of emperor s clothes pre- _ 
tense some other nations are Indulging 
In.

One can assume that de Gaulle has 
his owm appraisal of Communism, and 
that he couples his dislike of It with a 
measurement of it and Its likel.v place 
in history which prevents his dislike and 
opposition from mounting Into any 
pathological and self-paralyzing hate.

Conceivably now, the news lays, the 
France of de Gaulle may soon make 
some kind of trade deal by which It 
will be supplying some of the oil for the 
trucks, the Industry, or the tanks o f 
Communist China. This could have all 
kinds of subtle purposes In it. Or It 
could merely be one more outgrowth of 
a de Gaulle Instinct toward all kinds of 
normalcy.

A Miracle Under The Rood

Several nice things happened In con­
nection with that Christmas visit of a 
typical Russian family to a typical 
American family which the Junior 
Chamber of Commerce sponsored and 
arranged out in Portsmouth, Ohio. Peo­
ple were people across divisions; most of 
the American community Involved ap­
proved warmly, In spite of the whim of 
some who persisted 'n thinking that 
Russians weren’t people. The event was 
proclaimed a succesa, and the Russian 
fam ily got safely back to Moscow with, 
one hopes, very pleasant memories of 
a lot of American decency and not too 
much Americam ideolpt^cal preachineaa.

Beyond all this, however, there was 
one beautiful and heartening Incident of 
pure miracle In the visit.

’That occurred at the very end of the 
stay, when, in a nice n fw  station wagon 
provided by a civic pnlpd^ automobile 
dealer In Portsmouth, the Russian fam­
ily was being driven to the airport at 
Cincinnati.

Half way through the Journey, the 
brand new capitalistic automobile broke 
down and the party, operating on a 
schedule which hadn't left much time 
to spare for catching the plane, came 
momentarily close to panic.

Then, while the J.C. driver, two de­
tectives, and the Russian guest, himself 
an engineer, contemplated the Intricate 
and inaccessible mysteries under the 
hood of the modem American automo­
bile, and did so in complete futility, a 
neighborly looking fellow emerged from 
a email white farmhouse by the side of 
the road and opened up with the tra­
ditional question of the good road-side 
Samaritan;

"Having trouble?"
The hero of the occasion, whose name 

was Lew Llnkows, then applied l;ls 
strong farmer’s thumbnail to one of the 
screws his fumbling predecessors 
couldn’t even see, much less know where 
to turn, gave something else a manual 
twist or two, and had the great power­
ful motor humming beautifully for the 
rest of the journey, which caught the 
plane with just minutes to spare.

The miracle will be self evident to any 
modern car owner. For any layman to 
get under the hood of the 1964 automo­
bile. know what to touch, and then get 
back out again In one piece, some me­
chanical mission really accomplished— 
that Is sh'eer miracle.

Some Blatant Hypocrisy

A fter lying rather low for the past 
several weeks, the lunatic fringe is be­
ginning to find its voice again. In par­
ticular, the John Birch Society has ap­
parently sniffed the political wind and 
decided that the time has come to launch 
a counteroffensive against the post-Dal­
las wave of public distaste for extrem­
ists and hate organizations.

In what Is described as the opening 
gun of a major new membership drive, 
the Blrchers took a full-page advertise­
ment in the New York Times Sunday; 
and a remarkable document It was. The 
basic theme was that the a.ssasslnation 
was <jiot the act of «n  isolated psycho­
path but rather was a murder plot ex­
ecuted under orders as part of the Com­
munist conspiracy. President Kenne­
dy, the advertisement Implied, was thus 
a martyr to the anti-Communlst cause.

Coming frpm the Blrchers, this tone 
of sympathy for the fallen President is 
a monumental exercise in Insincerity. 
Until the day he died, Mrs. Kennedy was 
pictured consistently and often viciously 
by the society as a dupe of the Com­
munists, If not an out-and-out sympa­
thizer. Indeed, the December Issue of 
the 'society’s monthly magazine, Amer­
ican Opinion, has reportedly been with­
drawn from circulation because of the 
vehemence o f some o f its anti-Kennedy 
comment.

While the President was alive, the 
Blrchers did their best to shake public 
faith in virtually everything he stood 
for, from social and racial justice to 
peaceful coexistence. N ow  that he Is 
gone. It is a jjit sickening to see the 
same Blrchers trying to twist the trag­
edy o f his assassination Into a gimmick 
for shilling new members.—^BBRK-

Patriarch, Pontiff 
Meet Next Week

(Oonttamed from Page One)

Land, Patriarch Athenagoras 
proposed all Christian leaders 
meet with the pontiff.

The proposal for a “ pan- 
Christian’ ’ conference of Roman 
Catholic, Orthodox, Protestant 
and Anglican leaders was re- 
layt to Pope Paul on Saturday 
by Metropolitan Athenagoras of 
Thlatlron, an official emissary 
of Patriarch Athenagoraa I.

Although Roman Catholicism 
and OrUiodoxy have been In 
schism for centuries, some Or­
thodox grant the Pope a prima­
cy of honor, while refusing him 
a primacy of jurisdiction. The 
reference to the Pope "as first 
bishop of the Church" appeared 
to reflect Patriarch Athena­
goras’ recognition of a primacy 
of honor.

The pontiff begins a three-day 
Palestine pilgrimage Saturday. 
At .the Vatican, there was no 
Immediate word on the Holy 
Land meeting between the pon­
tiff and the patriarch.

But Vatican sources said Pope 
Paul wa.s pleased at the pros­
pect of taking another step to­
ward Christian unity.

Reds Strong as Ever 
In War for Viet Nam

SAIGON, South Viet Nam'S>ning to realize where things
(AP)—As South Viet Nam ends 
its fifth exhausting year of war, 
Communist guerrillas are nail­
ing gaily printed posters to 
trees almost in the outskirts of 
the capital, claiming that final 
Communist victory is near.

Slashing Viet Cong attacks 
against hamlets and outposts 
have increased several - fold in 
the past two months. Viet Cong 
control has pushed relentlessly 
into Mekong River delta 
provinces close to Saigon.

A military coup Nov. 1 ended 
the Ngo Dlnh Diem regime. 
Since then the Viet Cong has 
been attacking hamlets and out­
posts at'the rate of about 100 a 
■week.

Total casualties for this year 
on both sides probably have been 
around 60,000—nearly twice as 
many as in 1962. Yet the Viet 
CJong is fighting with apparently 
undlmlnlshed strength.

Bulgarian Draws 
D e a t h  Sentence 
On Spy Charge

SOFIA, Bulgaria (A P )-F o r. 
mer Bulgarian diplomat Ivan 
Asen Chri.stof Georglev was sen­
tenced today to death by a fir­
ing squad on charges of spying 
for the U.S. Central Intelligence 
Agency.

There is no appeal from the 
sentence, which was given by 
Bulgaria’s Supreme (jourt after 
a 6-day trial. Georgiev pleaded 
g îllty and indicated he expected 
the death sentence.

Georgiev was found guilty of 
spying while he -was conselor of 
Bulgaria’s U.N. delegation be­
tween 1956 and 1961 and later 
as an official,of various govern­
ment agencies until he was ar­
rested last September.

Georgiev confessed he had 
earned *200,000 for his espion­
age. He said he spent the money 
on "several mistresses in Bul­
garia and abroad."

He said as a high-ranking 
diplomat he had access to Im-
