back of the site, put the school 
in a spot where its sewage could 
be drained by gravity to the 
Hackmatack St. sewers.

The alternative to the solu­
tion that was settled upon 
would have been to construct a 
new sewer line-out Keeney St.— 
at an estimated cost of about 
$56,000.

Besides the cost of the instal­
lation. some townspeople dis­
couraged , the proposal because 
they feared It would encourage 
development near the school 

: west of Keeney St.—and neces- 
j sitate an even larger and conse- 
j quently more expensive school 
j than the seven-room building 

that was built.
The final plan undoubtedly 

cheered the advocates of a 
closed community, but left the 
.problem of future development 
in the Keeney St. area in an un­
certain state.

Today, ten years' after the 
1953 discussions over site se­
lection, a now wing is in the 
works . for the Keeney St. 
School, and providing sewer 
service for new development is 
still a problem.

Development has begun west 
of Keeney St.—only the pres­
ent or past potential developers 
know whether the lack of sew­
er service was the discourag:lng 
factor the advocates o f the 
closed commimlty had iK^ied 
that it would be— and b new 
wing for the school has been 
approved for a start in the 
spiing.

As the residential develop 
ment continues, the problem of 
sewage disiposal appears.

Not every location is suited 
for septic tanks installations, 
usually because . o f sub-soil 
conditions.

ThdA is particularty true off 
Keeney 9t., notably in the airea 
of Leland and Linwood Dr.

For example, the two lota on 
the southwest comer o f Lin- 
wood Dr. and Keeney St. sure 
directly over- a bank ot  im­
permeable clay, on which water 
collects in underground pools.

To gain approval for construc­
tion of homes on the two lots, 
the developers had to provide a 
complicated drainage field more 
than 300 feet long with an ab­
sorbent sand bunker at the end.

. Although the engineers on the 
job think that this arrangement 
will do the job. Town Health 
Director Nicholas Marzialo is 
not sure, and issued the permit 
for the installation under pro­
test. ^

Now in the advanced drawing 
board stages are two future de­
velopments for the saune area, 
miming west from Linwood and. 
Leland Drs. through property of

Frank Wood and Ralph Krysak 
to Hillstown Rd.

Between them the two de­
velopments cross the r o c k y  
ridge of land which lies between 
Keeney S t  and Hillstown Rd., 
which h'aa caused some problems 
with septic tank installations 
on Bush Hill Rd.

'Whether the same problems 
will occur in the proposed sub­
divisions ifarther to the north is 
not yet ascertainable. The de­
velopers have performed seep­
age tests which seem to favor 
septic tank installations, b u t  
these may not be conclusive.

The solution to this problem 
would be a sewer to serve the 
Keeney St. area, and that could 
serve the Hillstown Rd. end of 
the development if it were pro­
vided with a pumping statirm.

Ih is is a problem that ^ 1  be 
put before the town's 'board of 
directors on Jan. 7, when they 
will be aaked to authorize an 
aUocation o f $17,000 from the 
sewer department reserve fund 
for the preparation o f detailed 
plans and specifioations for a 
sanitary sewer from Hartford 
Rd. through Bidwell St. and 
cross lots to Keeney 9t.

The preliminary work was 
done when the Keeney St. 
School was hi the works; now 
It is the detailed drawings that 
are necessary.

Through all this— through the one 
armed test which might not have been 
so pitiful if the people o f Cuba had 
really been ready to join counter-revo­
lution—through the enmity o f the Unit­
ed States and much of the hemisphere 
— through the perhaps equally injurious 
friendship o f Soviet Russia and Commu­
nist China — Castro has survived. 
Stronger, more consistent, more impres­
sive figures have, in this same period 
o f time, lost power, or been overthrown. 
But Crazy Castro flourishes.

To do this, he must have the people 
o f Cuba closer and more loyal to him 
than It pleases us to think. TO do this, 
he must, to the people o f Cuba, repre­
sent something they themselves do not 
resent too fiercely, perhaps something 
they tolerate positively as still holding 
i^me chance o f being better than any­
thing” else they have ever known.

All the failure, all the confusion, all 
the talent for making the wrong friends 
and the wrong enemies abroad, have, so 

'  far, been balanced o ff and prevented 
from destroying Castro by some anchor 
he has among the people o f Cuba.

One easy, glib, surface explanation is 
to say that the people o f Cuba have no 
choice, that they are under the heel of 
an unscrupulous totalitarian dictator 
who keeps them slaves by the use of 
force.

That plays its role. But we cannot 
help, either, looking at the other pos­
sibility involved.

Keeping America beautiful, quiet and 
bealthfol Is a continuing battle—  one 
that made little headway in 1963.

The answer hT some of the 

moat > pressing, problems con- 
oemtng the moon could be ro- 
allied if a sample of the lunar 
surface could bq returned to 
the earth. Our lack of knowl­
edge of the surface of the moon 
could compromise our plans for 
landing an astronaut. However, 
Ingenious eitoineers'of the 8per< 
ry Rand Corporation believe 
that returning a sample of the 
lunar surface with a aihall light­
weight vehicle lies within our 
present technological capabili­
ties.

Current NASA plans call for 
the Surveyor moon vehicle to 
soft land on the moona dn tele- 
soft land on the moon and tele- 
cernlng the lunar surface. But 
this information cannot include 
an ,analysts of the surface. It 
may indicate some of the physi­
cal characteristics' of the sur­
face but relatively little Infer- 
maUon on its comppsition. To 
determine the compdeltlon, it is 
necessary to .return a sample 
and scientists believe this ckn 
be done. .
; The components of a complete 

sampling • and • return vehicle 
are numerous and complex. To 
begin, the lunar vehicle must be 
similar to the Surveyor which 
will touch down with a moder­
ate speed. It will carry a col­
lection sphere containing a drill 
to sample the lunar surface, a 
means for maintaining attitude 
of the collection system to per­
mit proper operaGon. and 
launch. It must possess a posi­
tion location communications 
system and provisions for lunar- 
launch support.

When the. Surveyor - type ve­
hicle lands oh the moon a ramp 
will extend from the Surveyor 
and then collection aphere will 
roll down the incline to get 
it away from the parent ve­
hicle onto the lunar surface 
without damage to its compo­
nents. Once free of the mother 
vehicle, the sphere can be

obtidnaMe, eliminates the nacesr 
alty lor midcouraa guidance. •

Bven tterlllaation procedures 
can be undertaken if t}iU' la 
mandatory. Sterlisatlon is ach­
ieved by coating the surface of 
the re-entry vehicle with a com­
bustible material.
' When the re-entry vehicle ap­

proaches the earth, on signal 
from tha earth, the re-entry 
vehicle separates from the rock­
et. At 60,000 feet a drogue para.: 
chute to released and the ve­
hicle Anally comes to earth. At 
thla point normal recovery tech­
niques are used to sight and re­
trieve the lunar package.

Scientists ih both this country 
and the Soviet Union desperate­
ly need information bearing on 
the nature of the lunar surjace. 
Both the United States and the 
Soviet Union are now planning 
landing vehicles at Inm-dlnate 
expense and yet our Arm knowl­
edge of the lunar surfBce re- 
m uns negligible. Completion of 
our plana and hardware for 
this purpose without knowledge 
o t  the lunar surface could bring 
a ihoektng waste 'of time, per­
sonnel and money. Perhaps this 
msthod could be* used as a point 
of depature for others in a t  
tempting the return of a^sample 
of the lunar surfaod. Its'success 
codid provide sonie ot the an­
swers so desperately needed in 
our planning for the Immediate 
future.
