Juvenile Minds And The Crisis

Bt would have been nice—it would
gtill be a wonderful thing to have hap-
pen—to be able to get out of the crims
in Panama by some series of silken com-
promises and understandings which
would leave everybody's “face" Intact

The situation has been, and perhaps
stil is, close to this kind of a quistus.

Under such a possible settloment, the
United States and Panama would both
agres to two things, the one procedures
for keeping !mmediate order in the ter-
ritory they both share, and the other
the future institution of talks between
the two nations which would, obviously
enough, lead to mome kind of adjustment
in the present arrangements governing
our operation of the Canal Zone.

The seal of our present agreement on
these two main things would be Pana-
ma's restoration of diplomatic recogni-
tion of the United States.

The. prospects of getting this vary
almost from hour to hour. At this mo-
ment, they seem to hinge on whether or
not the United States has undertaken,
in return for such prospective return of
yecognition, to ‘“remegotiate” the 1903
treaty, or merely to “discuss” the possi-
pllity of renegotiating the treaty.

One can also guess, that, at this very

moment, the joint diplomacy of the Unit- |

od States and Panama would be gliding
right over this question of semantics
and of intent and getting a quick sur-
face restoration of normalcy between the
two nations were it not for the national-
fst hot-bloods on either side.

They threaten to make it impossible
for diplomacy to slide over the trouble-
pome details of restoring peace.

They threaten to force a point-blank
eonsideration of the real underlying is-
sue—the issue probably neither the
United States nor Panama really
wants to have to face to any finality at
the present time.

The hot-bloods in Panama are in out-
ery againat any resumption of diplo-
matic relations with the United States
which doea not include a virtual guar-
antee that the United States will con-
eede that the Panama Canal. or its Zone,
' at least, really belongs to Panama, and
¥ for Panama to rule.

The hot-bloods in this country—such
Jeadera as former President Truman in
Rhis morning walk wisdoms, or Senator
Goldwater in his rallying of the far right
—are either advising or demanding that
this country do absolutely nothing
which would be in the nature of a con-
eession away from our absolute and per-
petual exercise of sovereignty in the
Canal Zone. They stand ready to accuse
President Johnson of moftness and ap-
peasement i he even adheres to the
symbolic concession made by President
Hisenhower and implemented under
President Kennedy—the concession to
the effect that the residual sovereignty
tn the Canal Zone is that of Panama,
while we, under. the 1903 treaty and its
subsequent revisions, have privileges
there equivalent to those of sovereignty,
but not actually sovereignty itself,

The hot-hloods on both sides, then,
threaten, by refusing to allow any polite
evasion of the issue, to narrow it down
fo the point where we and Panamsa both
elaim direct and absolute possession of
the same ploce of ground.

That i & claim Panama could pres-
mtly exert only to ita own rea! embar-
rasament. It iz & claim the United States
gonld presently axert only to the perma-
pent enmity of Panama and that of
mont of the rest of the hemisphere. And
the point biank confrontation of twe
such opposing claims would be a situa-
tion which would forbid any return to

Juvenile minds—either in Panama or
fn ' the United States—should not be al-
jowed to forde two governments into
gontlict which is mot demanded by the
'_ul national interest of either.

It is that of creating a completely new
way of life, to face honestly and realis-
tically toward the fact that we do not
even begin to need, for any neceasities
or for luxuries either, the number of
man-machine hours our civilization has
available.

Once we have faced that fact
realistically and honeatly, we have to
begin finding rules for civilization which
will cover some of the consequences of
this fact

One of these consequences is that, al.
though people have to eat, wear and live
just as much—in faect, much more—
they sctually have to learn to work =
lot less,

There has o be adjustment to this
not only in the realms of philosophy,-
morality, and principle, but in the prac-
tical scheme for American Hving.

Bo far we drift, and drift casually,
toward such a new syatem for living,
and we pretend that it is no new system
at all that is needed—merely a little leas
overtime, a Ilittle more schooling.

Perhaps, after all, no one is going to
design it, and it is just going to happen.

But it is & vital kind of fun, and some-
times perhaps something more useful
than fun, to pretend that ecivilization
ean have some ides of whare it is head-
ing, and how.

of Schools William H. Curtis to
hold. double sessions in some
classes at Highland Park and
Keeney 8t. 8Schools while their
additions are being construct-
ed was flatly rejected last night
by the board of education.

Dr, Curtls was instructed in-
stead to choose one of three
alternate plans that provide for
the puplls to be “farmed out"
to churches in their area and/or
to other schools,

Even though Dr. Curtis had
strongly recommended double
sessions as the least objection-
able course of action, and nine
elementary school principals
last night were on hand to back
him up, the board remained
uncaonvinced by their reasoning.

/Beldon Schaffer articulated
e feelings of several board
members who also spoke on the
matter before finally deciding
unanimously to oppose the ldea
of double sessions under any
circumstances.

Said he: “As a matter of fun-
damental policy, I am opposed
to split sessions, . . we must re-
member in the final analysis
that children on double seasion
are deprived of five hours of
clasatime per week."

Schaffer's sentiments were
strongly seconded by Edward
Glenney, who lives in the High-
land Park district. “Of all the
people I have talked to—and
I've talked to quite a few, be-
lieve me—not one has favored
the idea of double sessions,"” he
said.

Dr. Curtis first broached the
possibility at the Jan. 2 meet-
ing of the board. By hiring the
teachers in the«fall that will be
needed when the school addi-
tions are complete, he said, he
would be able to keep the chil-
dren at their own schools; and
though on a double session
basis, they would remain, “hope-
fully under the same teacher all
year."

At the close of that meeting,
the board tabled the discussion,
but directed Asst. Supt. Ronald
Scott to restudy the situation,

The board of educstion last®matier, however, has been

night agreed a plot of land with-
in the Parker-Vernon S8t. High
ngge subdivision holds potenti-
al for a future elementary
school site.
