RATE RAISE: The Post Of-
fice Department long 'has con-
tended that the way to cure the
widening disparity between rev-
enues and costs in its parcel
post- operation is to raise the
ratens,

Thursday the Interstate Com-
merce Commisaion came
around to this line of thinking.
It approved an increase averag-
ing 13.1 per cent over present
rates ,which have been in effect
four years,

The law requires parcel post
revenue to come within 4 per
cent of cost, but last July Con-
gress removed the requirement
for three years. The Post Office
Department sald that revenue
in 1962 was almost 20 per cent
short of cost and that the com-
bined parcel post-catalog deficit
—the higher rates apply to cata-
logs too—was nearly $146.56 mil-
lion.

Based on 1082 volume, the
new rales, to be posted by the
department when it decides to,
would reduce the deflcit to $68.7
milllon, But this assumes that
the higher rates will not lead to
a reduction In use of parcel
post, If it does, the department
may be back where It started.

An article written by Miss
Marion M, Casey, an English
teacher at MHS was published
in the December 1863 edition
of "Connecticut Teacher. The
article; which included a plec-
ture of Judy Hall, '64, serving
as a teacher recruit at Buckley
School Iast spring, concerned
the Manchester High School
Teacher Recruitment Program.

Miss Casey described the

Use of Novocaine
Hit by Physician

NEWBRUNSWICK,
Maline (AP) — The use of
novocalne “so that an ath-
lete can contnnue to play
has no place In sports at
all” says the medical direc-
tor of the 1964 United,
Statea Olymple team,

Dr. Danlel Hanley of
Bowdoin College made the
statemont yesterday.

He was referring to the
novocalne treatment at
halftime for New York
Giant quarterback Y. A.
Tittle which enabled him to
play In the National Foot-
ball League champlonshlp
game despite a leg Injury.

Dr, Hanley also referred
to the use of novocaline off
and on all neason in the all-
ing throwing arm of San
Diego quarterback Tobin
Rote in the AFL.

Dr. Hanley s worried
most that high school and
ocollege athletes may want
to follow the example of the
professional stare.

“You should never do
this to a young athlete,”
Dr, Hanley sald. “His bones
are still In the growing
stage and the injury that
ocould result might leave
him permaneatly crippled,
No game or victory Is
worth that,

“In the oase of Tittle,
who at 37 Is in the twilight
of his career and who pre-
sumably made the declslon
himself to have nevocalne
injected into hin ligaments,
there may have been some
axouse.”

He added that In Rote's
onse there also may be ex-
tenuating circumstances,

Dr. Hanley seys the
practice of wusing novo-
calne is dangerous—and
worse in the case of leg
Injuries than of arm all-
menta.

‘“When a player Injures
his leg, he hobbles—which
is & bullt-in halter,” Dr,
Hanley sald. “You remove
the halter, and the player
runs full tiit. He may rup-
ture the ligament all the
way through.”

“A numbed athlete Is
not a coordmnted athlets,”
Dr. Hanley added. |

Dr. Hanley has no per-
sanal kmowledge of a high
school or college coach us-
ing novocaine as a pain
killer.

“Most coaches would not
risk a boy,” he sald. “But
the time will come when
he'll be tempted — and
these professional exam-
ples will come to his mind.”
