Thus, since Manchester elec-
tors cast 21,478 presidential
votes for either Kennedy or
Nixon in 1960, the town's Dem-
ocrats are permitted 11 addi-
tional delegates to state conven-
tions—for a total of 13.

Since almost all of Connecti-
cut's larger towns and cities
have consistently voted Demo-
cratic in recent years, it is

It further stipulated
that no one could board or har-
bor any such person without the
consent of the selectmen. It
must be said here that this law
was repealed five years later.

Prudence was soon arrested
for violating the Jaw and a trial
was held at Brooklyn, Conn. The
jury however falled to reach &
verdict, seven voting for con-
viction and five for acquittal.
She was tried a second time and
convicted. In an appeal to the
Supreme Court of Errors, the
oharges against Prudence were
dismissed on a technicality. The
court refused to act on the con-
stitutionality of the law under
which she had been convicted
because of the agitation and
civil unrest over the slavery
question,

But Canterbury’s citizens
were still up in arms. It has
been recorded that they tried
to raze her home, refused to
sell her food, poisoned her well,
and threatened violence.

Deeply concerned about the
safety of her students, she
moved to the Midwest where
she died in 1889 at the age of
86. Three years before her
death, the Connecticut Legisla-
ture voted her, now Mrs. Pru-
dence Crandall Philleo, widow
of a minister, an annual penson
of $400.
