Waterbury Holdup Is ̂ 17th 
Of Branch Banks Since ’63

WATERBURY (AP) 
Thoee easy to get to and 
easy to leave branch banks 
are e x ^ in g  a powerful at­
traction on bank robbers in 
Connecticut.

Seventeen o f the 18 bank or 
aavinga and loan asaociation 
holdupa in Connecticut since 
Jan. 1, 1968 were staged, at 
branch offices, including five of 
alx this year.

Bight o f the robberies have 
been solved, police say.

They are hard at work on the 
latest, a $7,483 robbery yester­
day at the W aterbury Plaza 
Branch o f the W aterbury Na­
tional Bank.

“ It was. a nice cool Job,”  com­
mented a W aterbury detective.

The holdup followed a routine 
pattern: A  lone gunman, his 
face half-covered by a handker- 
,diief, enters the branch In mld- 
aftem oon, wam r the customers 
and employes against sounding 
an  alarm, grabs cash, and flees. 
Bacape Is made easy by the ac­
cessibility o f highways to many 
branches.

Employes usually cooperate 
with the bandits. Their employ- 
'ers order them to. Not a shot 
has been fired In any o f the 18 
robberies.

The pattern breaks down af­
ter the robber flees.

Vote of 48-45 
Seen Victory 
For Johnson

WASHINGTON (A P )—  
The Senate narrowly beat 
down today a proposal to 
allow a special income tax 
credit for parents putting 
their children through col­
lege.

The vote — 48 to 49 — was a 
m ajor victory for the Johnson 
administration, wMch had mar­
shaled all of its force to try to 
defeat the proposal as an 
amendment to the $11.6 bUUon 
tax cut bUl.

Dem ocratic leaders said the 
cost of the college tax credit 
would be so great that, if it were 
adopted, it probably would be 
necessary to cut back on the in­
dividual incom e tax rate reduc­
tions to the bin. It could amount 
to $790 mUUon the first year, 
toey said.

Sen. Abraham A. R ibicoff, D- 
Oonn., who sponsored the pro­
posal, argued that the credit 
should be aUowed to give a 
break to middle incom e fam i­
lies. He said they are bearing a  
huge burden o f college expenses 
running to $12,000 or m ore fo r  a 
four-year course.

Opponents of the {dan said it 
would not benefit the poor fam i­
lies needing help the most, and 
that, in any event, most of the 
savings would be wiped out 
by increased coUege tuition 
charges.

Goldman, a liberal who has 
taught at Princeton since 1043, 
is the author of “Rendezvous 
with Destiny, a history of 
modem American reform 
Since 1959 he has been moder­
ator of the NBC television pro 
gram, “The Open Mind.”

In a protest to ths United 
States, Britain, 'Francs and 
West Germany, the Kremlin 
said the alleged rocket develop­
ment was In “gross violation” 
of the limitations pieced on 
Germany by the unconditional 
surrender after World War II.

The Soviet note, released 
Monday night by the official 
Soviet news agency Tass, dis­
puted the West German govera- 
ment’e statement In December 
that the rockets were for weath­
er purposes. It said this was an 
‘lobvious contradiction of the 
statements of those who de­
signed, produced and export 
these weapons.”

A Hamburg firm demonstrat­
ed some small rockets last fall. 
Company officials said they 
were meant for scientific uses, 
but noted the missiles could be 
adapted for military purposes 
and offered them for sale to 
foreign countries.

The Soviet note also de- 
ndunced the U.S.-sponsored mul­
tinational nuclear naval force, 
which would Include West Ger­
many.

The third allows Manchester 
residents to bring 1 ^ 1  actions 
to Tolland County courts, where 
the agendas o f the Superior 
Courts and Couit o f Common 
Fleas are less crowded than in 
Hartford, thus speeding litiga­
tion tor  townspeople.

Helped Herd Bills
One of the town’s two repre- 

sentativeB, who herded the 
tfefm bUte through the GeO' 
eral^3toeemMy, was A tty. Paul 
B. droobert.

Both be and Steve Oavagnaro, 
the town’s  other representative, 
managed to win approval for 
the bOte despite what Gtoobert 
says are serioue structural in- 
afiFicieocies in the composition 
o f the state legialature.

Sitting in his law o f f i c e s  
alMve Marlow’s on Main St, 
X tty . Groobert recalls that all 
iliree bills went through the 
Aesmnbty’s two bouses with 
relatively little trouble.

Only the bill placing Man- 
chsater in the venue o f Tol­
land County Courts caused 
much comment, and that only 
because it was unique in the 
■tote.

But Atty. Groobert feels the 
fact that these b i l l e  came 
through as well as .they did 
te no reflection on the work­
ability o f the preeent legiMative 
aetup.

"The biggest problem with 
the legislature aa it te now set 
iq> ie the built-in dominatkm of 
the rural Republican vote,” he 
says.

‘T don't think that you can 
have a workable system when 
one house is always oontroUed 
by the Democrats and one by 
tbs Repubitcans.”

“With the present system, 
you wind up with soma pretty 
unworkable compromiaing and 
aome pretty bad legislation."

B te  Im plied Censent’
One such bad piece o f leglsla- 

tlon, he says, is the “implied 
consent’’ drunken driving test 
law, by which any Connecticut 
driver is assumed to have given 
his consent to take a drunken 
driver test by taMng out a U 
cense, and loses the license if 
he refuses the test vriien it is 
demanded.

'N obody wanted implied con­
sent put through,'' A tty. Groo­
bert saya ‘Tt’s a monster from 

~avw y at view."
He and Cavagnaro voted 

against the biU, he says.
‘N one o f the lawmakera ask­

ed for implied consent, so it  was 
put up with the understandihg 
that it would never make it 
through the Assembly.

*Nut it came out as the ac­
cepted part o f the compromis­
ing on the 1963 his^way safety 
legislation anyway.”

A tty. Groobert aaya he 
doubts that the Supreme Court 
would consider driving a  privi­
lege in this age of dependence 
on the automobile, and if  drlv 
Ing is conaidered a right, then 
the implied consent law could 
be foimd to overstep Constitu­
tional limits on self-incrimina' 
tkm.

F svon  Beapporttoamsnt
Tbs poor compromisea and 

•pBt responsibiHty that now 
cfasraotortae the General Assem­
bly may be dlmlnated, Atty. 
Groobert aaya, by tbe fortboom - 
Ing Federal Court dectekm on 
tegialative iqpportionment.

“ I f tbe oouit dectekm causes 
the House to be reapportioned 
on the basis o f populatton, the 
Asaenddy would be in a potetkm 
to  get things done, to pinpoint 
reeponaibUity.''

When asked, Atty. Groobert 
says thst he definitdy favors 
reappoctk «m «t—but he cbar- 
acteristicaUy does not state his 
prefonmce until asked. He te 
inclined to more impersonal ob­
servations.

“A fter ail.’ ' he points out, 
“ the 1S18 State Cbnstitution 
bssee representation in the 
House on papulation, w i t h  
towns o f less than 5,000 having 
one representative and town's 
irith more having two. A t the 
time there were fow if any 
towns with more than 10,000.

® !̂wn the Connecticut State 
ntamiai, he cites Hartford’s 1820 
population as 6,900, and Man­
chester 1830 populatkm at 1,- 
SOO.

FYem Colohester 
Atty. Groobert and hte wife, 

Beveriy, came to live in Man- 
cheater from  Ctrfchester, w'here 
both were raised, in 1958.

He had been practicing law 
in town since 1952, however, 
wben he had been associated 
with the firm of Leaener and 
Rottncr.

At the same time, as a Ool- 
ohester resident, he had swnred 
as town counsel and Judge o f 
the Ooldiester trial j u s t i c e  
court, from 1954 to 1957.

Bom  in Meriden in 1924 Atty. 
Groobert went through Colchee- 
ter elementary and high schools, 
and began at the University of 
Connecticut in 1946.

He was soon in the A r m y ,  
however, and ^>ent about two 
yean  assigned to an engineer­
ing petroleum Distribution Oo., 
building and (iterating a petro­
leum pipeline over desolate ter- 
raki between the Indian const 
and the southern fringe of 
CUnn.

No Parallel As To Time

It is a comfortable and philosophical 
view which United Nations Secretary 
General Thant takes of the troubles o f 
Africa.

"Many countries of Africa," he says, ' 
"are now passing through a phase—a 
phase similar to that which was passed 
through by many European countries in 
the 19th century.

"The birth o f a new nation is like the 
birth of a child. It has to go through 
certain processes and certain troubles, 
like teething troubles, for instance. But 
I believe very firmly that with the pas­
sage of time there wiU be stabiUty 
everywhere.”

This is sensible reasoning. It is no 
more and no less than most of us know. 
It is the kind of log^c which helps hold 
the fort against hysteria as one upset or 
another comes swirling up out Of the 
Dark Continent.

But there is one element which doesn’t 
stay in the nice perspective - Secretary 
General Thant sets for it, and which 
dictates that one add, even to philosophy, 
a continuing note of urgency.

Not only in Africa, but in other conti­
nents, too, there are new nations which 
are now passing through "a phase simi­
lar to that which was passed through by 
many European countries in the 19th 
century.”

But the new nations of today do not 
have any century in which to equip and 
prepare themselves to possess freedom 
in stability. They do not have any hun­
dred years of grace. They do not have 
any fifty years of grace. As we read the 
world, they have to learn to live in sta­
bility with their own independence and 
then to merge that independence back 
into a world interdependence in which 
national sovereignties lose all their own 
sharpest edges, and they have to do all 
this in a hurry, before some careless 
enthusiast about nationalisms seta off 
some trigger atomic bomb.

A Definition Of Comfort

Dr. Albert Schweitzer's 89th birthday 
finds slight bleihishes appearing on the 
image for the first time. Jack Pear’s too 
fulsome tribute—nothing can be more 
cruel than a premathre sain ting—was 
accompanied iby films.which sugjgested a 
gentle dotage. And there are those 
voices In the world which have begun to 
dare question the real content of Dr. 
Schweitzer’s devotion to his patients, the 
peculiar content of his attitudes on poll- 
tic| and race relations, the obvious 
quaintness and inefficiency, by modem 
outaide standards at least, of the opera­
tion he runs in Africa.

All these things we have noted. But 
we are inclined to give Dr. Schweitzer 
a strong and continuing vote of confi­
dence on the basis of some of his re­
torts to some o f his would be questioners.

To those critics who think he ought 
to have electricity everywhere, he re­
sponds that oil lamps are not only cheap­
er but more "poetic.”

To the argument that more modern 
conveniences might be more practical. 
Dr. Schweitzer says that "everything 
that modem man regards as practical 
is not necessarily practical.

"W e have our lanterns and lamps and 
they are quite enough for us.

"W e already have more than enough 
machines to look after."

To the argument that things could ha 
made much more comfortable for him­
self and others in his clearing in the 
Jungle, Dr. Schweitzer replied with the 
gentlest and most powerful truth of the 
year:

"True comfort Is simplicity of one’s 
means.”

That is perhaps close to saying that 
the person is most comfortable who haa 
the least number of comforts. But it is 
not quite that. It is more plausible, and 
more true, to say that that person is 

. most comfortable who finds that hs 
'  deeds a minimum of things to live with. 

But that, of course, is not merely com­
fo r t  It is qlso. wealth.

Women

The little town of Sylacauga, Ala., 
grew tired of being sued by women who 
tripped and fell on the city’s sidewalks.

Sus­
pecting that high-heeled shoes were to 
blame, the city commission swallowed 
hard recently and [made war on fa:^ion.

It is hencefortb against the law in 
Sylacauga to weaf heels more than 
inches high and less than 1 inch in diam­
eter on the wearing surface. Women who 
choose to do oth^wise are required to 
register at City H ^l and waive all claims 
sfidnst the city.

Some women p ^ t e d  out in bristling 
language that 1^-dnch heels are for "old 
women." Even a : "medium” heel, they 
sky, is 2 Vi inches High, and ultra-fashion­
able "stiletto” neels go up to 3 Vi inches.

The trouble with moat pplitl. 

cal crusaders who claim to bs 
motivated by worship o f ths 
system of free and unreatrioted 
private enterpriae ia that they 
are themscivea intereatod in 
bosalng people and bualneaa 
around. The consequence ia that 
their own crusading seldom at­
tains that absolute purity one 
might admire unreaervedly. 
Even the crueadera, in the add 
teet, are more concerned with 
ctrcumstancea than with prind- 
ple.

If there were, anywhere, such 
a pure devotion to the free en­
terprise principle, we think it 
might be devoting itself, right 
now, to some analysis, .which 
might wind up being a critical 
analysis, of the conduct o f two 
Connecticut state commission­
ers.

A  rough reading of one o f the 
projects of one of these com­
missioners, our good friend. Mo­
tor Vehiclee Commlesioner John 
J, iSman, says that he is cur­
rently engaged in a procedure 
Which, in effect, tells Connecti­
cut people where they should 
purchase, or at least where they 
should not, purchase their auto­
mobiles.

A rough reading of one o f the 
projects In which another of 
these commissioners. State Po­
lice Commlesioner Leo J. Mul- 
(»hv. Is participating suggests 
that he Is about to help tell the 
people of Connecticut what 
brand of car they should buy. or 
at least what brand of car they 
shouldn’t buy.

What has come from Commis­
sioner T>-nan Is a pronounce­
ment that his department will 
refuse to issue a registration to 
anv <»r niirchased In Connecti­
cut which happens to be a new 
car sold by any dealer who does 
not hold an actual franchise 
from the manufacturer for the 
sale of that brand of car.

'This policy on his part ob'vi- 
ously reflects a battle going on 
between regularly franchised 
automobile dealers and opera­
tors of used car lots. This bat­
tle has reached into the Gen­
eral Assembly, but come to a 
sort of stalemate there. The 
policy announced by Commis­
sioner Tynan the other day 
would resolves the legislative 
standoff in favor of one o f the 
contesting parties, but by in­
vading the status and privilege 
of the individual Connecticut 
citizen who might feel like buy­
ing a car where he felt like buy­
ing it.

■What Commissioner Mulcahy 
is involved In is a prospective 
test of the respective crash 
^rform ances of big cars versus 
little cars, and he has, in a let­
ter to the press, even rendered 
an advance verdict, SMlmittiHg 
that "what we are tryliifr to 
bring to the attention of the 
public are the omissions o f safe­
ty engineering in some of_ the 
smallei* vehicles.”

Here, then, there is upcoming, 
from an official source, associ­
ation and sponsorship with a 
demonstration which might 
wind up with two recommenda­
tions of some commercial Im­
portance—one an implied rec­
ommendation as to what kind 
of car we should buy, this a 
recommendation to consumers, 
and the other an Incidental 
recommendation to insurance 
companies, to the effect' that 
they ought to stop gl'ving lower 
rates to smaller cars.

Ahd here again, then, the of­
ficial government of the -state 
ot Connecticut, acting in a man­
ner which takes government 
into a commercial situation, 
seems about to put Its big toes 
on decisions and privileges and 
interests which are also very 
much those of the individual.

I f  we were a crusader for any 
of the old time freedoms o f en­
terprise or individual we’d put 
on a big public campaign, di­
recting the commissioners back 
to activities we could be cer­
tain were the state’s business.

Appeal Righ't Backed

The new street sweeping sched­
ule is being made up at the re­
quest of . General Manager Rich­
ard' Martin, and sequels the 
snow remo'val urogram set up 
to speed the highway depart­
ments response to road clogging 
snowfailf.

Annual winter sanding leaves 
many yards o f loose sand on 
the road in the spring, which in 
past years has taken until as 
late as August to clean up.

Last spring, the highway de­
partment went into a stepped- 
up program which saw all reg­
ular awee|>lng finished by June 
15.

Tureck attributes the speed­
ier schedule to:

1. The use of rental equip­
ment for about 256 hours of 
road work at about $5,120;

HOLLYWOOD (AP) — The 

coroner’s report on Alan Ladd’s 
death was terse,, clinical and 
cold.

As many girls as boys smoke. 
High school students find it 
harder to kick the habit than 
adults. .

These are some findings in a 
Harvard University study of 
smoking by high school students 
and their families in Newton, 
Mass., a  suburb of Boston.

The American Cancer Society 
says that, because much of the 
data makes Newton’s smoking 
habits consistent with national 
patterns, the study could reflect 
a national trend.

The report on Newton by Dri. 
Eva J. Salber and Jane Worcee- 
ter indicates that 57.4 per cent 
of the mothers smoke cigarettes 
compared with 49.9 per cent of 
the fathers.

Results of the Harvard study, 
supported by the American (Jan- 
cer Society, impear In the cur­
rent issue of (Jwcer, a medical 
Journal.

Dr. Salber began the study in 
November 1969, by having 6,810 
Newton high school students fill 
out questionnaires on their own 
and their parents’ smoking hab­
its. More than a year later, a  
random sample o f 836, students 
and 319 mothers were inter­
viewed.

The researchers discovered 
there are twice as many »m - 
smoking mothers as fathers, 
34.8 to 15.8 per cen t But the 
proportion of smokers is about 
the same for both parents be­
cause nearly one q u ^ e r  of the 
fathers have given up tobacco, 
compared with only 7.8 per cent 
of their spouses.

When the male 11 per cent 
who smoke pipes and cigars is 
subtracted from the total of the 
smokers, more women are 
smoking clg;arettes than men.

The most common amount 
smoked by parents is between 
one and two packs a day. More 
men enjoy over two, and more 
women smoke fewer than one.

The study shows that Catholic 
lathers and sons and Jewish 
mothera and daughters are the 
most muneroiu cigarette smok­
ers. (JathoUc mottiers and 
daughters and Protestant fath­
ers and sons are the least fre­
quent smokers.

Relatively few CathoUc girls 
smoke, but those adio do are 
the heaviest smokers.

The study indicates that New­
ton mothers beg;an smoking at 
a mean age of 22 years and the 
fathers at 16 or 17. Their daugh­
ters, however, start at 12.7 years 
and their sons at 11.6 years.

In their senior high school 
years, girls outsmoke the boys 
—54.7 per cent to 45.5, although 
Uie boys are heavier smokers.

Two-thirds of the boys and 
more than one-half of the girls 
who reported quitting cigarettes 
in the original survey were 
smoking again in less than a 
year.

Fathers who were ex-smokers 
when the survey began, with 
few exceptions, were still ex­
smokers a year or more later.

The study diows, as have 
earlier ones, that smoking Is 
most prevalent arnemg men of 
lower socio-economic status.
