Mayor Francis Mahoney, last
night, briefed the members of
the board of directors on the
tentative plans for a Manches-

ter summer day-camp for re-
tarded children.

Friday is the deadline for
aubmission of an ngpllcanou for
the Joseph P. ennedy Jr.

Referring to his entrance into
the case, Atty. Pigeon revealed
he was approached by Mrs.
Rogers’ husband, Charles, who
asked for aid. Pigeon inter-
viewed Mra. Rogers yesterday
at the Hartford jail where she is
being held under a Tolland
County warrant,

According to state police,
Mrs. Rogera has admitted her
actions caused the deaths of
her daughters, Barbara Ann,
seven months old, and Theresa,
three months. The death of a
third child, James, who died in
a Springfield hospital in Decem-
ber, Is still under investigation.

What ressonable difference ‘can it
make to Archbishop Makarios, president
of Cyprus, whether the troops that may
have to come to his country to protect
internal order there come under the
jurisdiction of NATO or UN?

One answer is that NATO is & parti-
gan organization in world power politics;
the UN supposedly non-partisan, or, e
be mors realistic, bi-partisan. ¥ his
young country has te be occupled, the
president of Cyprus undoubtedly pre-
fers, with a view toward regaining his
country’s owr control of itself for itself
some day, the sponsorship of tha larger
organization. : : :

President Makarios—w motiva-
tions one may attempt to explain with-
out condoning the internal policles which
led to the present unrest of his own
Turkish minorities—could also be neri-
ously concerned over the possibility that
the proposed NATO move into his coun-
try could some day turn out to have
been & move for something beyond in-
ternal peace in Cyprus.

The last real international role Cyprus
played was as a sort of floating alr
base for the British-Fremch bomber at~
tacks on Suez In 1856, |

Subsegquently, the suocceas of Arch-
bishop Makarios in withing independ-
ence for Cyprus Jed to the ‘end /of that
role of British base for Cyprus. To have
outside force return to Cyprus under the
banner of the NATO might be some-
thing lke making Cyprus & military
base again, this time for Britain and
her allles.

The simple elementa] political fact for
Presiflent Makarios has:ts 'be that the
lJess involvement he hes in any partisan
world politics, the safer he will feel in
his {sland’s independence.

From hig point of view, and from what
ghould be the intelligent point of view
of those who think they must see to it,
one way or snother, that internal order
is preserved in Cyprus, it is the same is-
pue being ralsed so frequently with re-
gard te economic forelgn ald programa.
Such programs, when administered by
the United Nations, can be administer.
ed without special interest and can be
accepted without any special strings.

But beyond the special considerations
which are obviously in the mind of Arch-
bishop Makarios, as he shrinks from let-
ting a partisan power politics alliance
take over the policlog of his country,
and apart from the special hesitations
which ought to be in the policy of out-
side nations trying to help, there ia the
even larger point of view which ought
to weigh heavily with thinking world
eitizens everywhere.

Every time we can solve an interha-
tional problem through using the United
Nations, we tend to unite the world,
at Iuly. toward some possibility of its
own survival

Every time we t¥y to solve an inter-
national problem by shouldering the
United Nations out of the way and at-
temapting some unilateral big power
solution or by Invoking some regional
jurisdiction, we increase the fundamen-
tal peril in which our world is lving.

We knew better than to allow any one
world faction to go Into the Congo to
restore order. That was because wa
wanted to make "sure some faction not

our own didn't get in there and monopo-
Mse the situation. The same logic, the
same principle, have to apply in another
situation, even if, thia time, we happen

to see an opportunity for our own fac-
tion to move In alone.

But, although there is always & cer-
tain poetic pleasurs in seeing those who
consort with Morse being spattered by
him, the verdict in this instancs haa to
coms up still in favor of Ribicoff and
his amendment. If there was in his pro-
posal any element of giving federal ald
to education by a system which did not
involve the question of any federal in-
volvement in the support of religiously
affilinted ingtitutions, so much the bet-
ter, and so much more praise for Ribi-
coff.

The Morse argument against the Ribi-
coff amendment seemed, however, no
worse than most of the other argu-
ments.

There were, of course, some sound and
troubled reasons why the Johnson ad-
ministration would not find room for this
proposal in the bill it has to try to drive
through.

But the feeling and response and opin-
fon of many Americans will be—if any
members of Congress ever really listen
—that this is the exact kind of proposi-
tion which ought to have room made for
it

It Ought To Be Ham
