H. (AP)—Four Syracuse

University students, missing since Monday in the wil-
derness near the highest peak in the northeast, were

found alive today.

They had taken shelter in a
mountain hut. They were spot-
ted simultaneously by search-
ers in the air and th h tele-
acopes by searchers at the foot
of the mountain.

A ground rescue party hur-
ried up the trail to a rendezvous
with the hlkers, and radioed
back that all four ‘‘appear in
excellent condition.”

The searchers met the four
young men at a clearing not far
from the hut where they had
sheltered.

A search plane which first
spotted the men had dropped &
package of food and a note
which directed themyr to go to
the clearing.

A helicopter arrived at search
headquarters from the Naval
Alr  Station at ck,
Maine, to lift the men off the
mountain,

The helicopter brought three
down on the first trip—Robert
Koppe, 21, of Massapequa Park,
N.Y.: Peter Catelll, 19, of

Bradford, 25, of Syracuse, N.Y.

‘'We just got caught in a
stbrm,"” they reported as they
headed for the dining room
where bowls of hot soup waited
for them.

“I think Y have a little frost-
bite in one hand,” XKoppe told
newsmen, ‘‘but it doesn't ap-
pear to be serious."’

The helicopter then brought
Craig Fournier, 18, of Tonawan-
da, N.Y., to the base house.

Fournier's
father was on the way from the
Laconia Airport where he ar-
rived this morning.

Ja, the Philippines, a 94 year old man
dled yesterday. His name was Emilio
Aguinaldo, and the uniqueness of his
life went beyond the great number of
his years. He menaged to live that long
in spite of being on many sides of the
same revolution, in spite of fighting both
Spain, the oppressor, and the United
States, the supposed liberator.

Most of his life happened back at the
beginning of this century.

But reading the outlines of the story
today, am it is told now he is dead, and
as it is told now that the Philippines do
at least have the independence he
sought, and as it is told now we Ameri-
cans are at least part way toward the
capacity to take an objective look at one
of our own yesterdays—reading the
Aguinaldo story seems to have its very
appropriate points today.

For it is, at its base, the continuing
story of big power and little power, the
story of the struggle between colonial-
fsm and Independence.

Emillo Aguinaldo begun fighting the
Bpaniards for the independence of his
country in 1896, two years before the
Spanish-American War. In 1887, he and
his barefoot followers had kept up the
fight lorig enough to proclaim him Presi-
dent of a country which, however, they
did not begin to control. They would, in
fact, surely have lost had not the Unit-
eod Btates, fighting Spain over Cuba,
over the “Maine,” antl over a newspaper
eirculation war in New York, also de-
cided to hit Manil&

Aguinaldo always claimed, for that
point in history, and Admiral Dewey al-
ways denled, that there had been an
agreement for the freedom of the Philip.
pines after /‘the prospective defeat of the
Spanish. Anyway, on June 12, 1898,
Aguinaldo proclaimed the independence
of the Philippines, and, soon after, put
on a top hat and went through the
oeremony of taking office as the new
eountry’s first president

The United States at that time, how-
ever, was determined, to put it politely,
1o’ “asgume {ts share of the white man’s
burden” and so began a long and bitter
war to subdue the country it had just
liberated from the Spanish.  How many
lives our war against the Filipinos cost
has never been tabulated; estimates have
said 250,000 of the native population;
gradually, in any case, General Aguinal-
do and his forces were pushed back and
back. And, one day, in a bold exploit in
which a force masquerading as native
guerrillas surprised Aguinaldo and cap-
tured him in his own camp, the war was
won. And Aguinaldo finally signed a
statement ending the war, and accept-
ing the sovereignty of the United
Btates.

Four decades later the United States
had come around to making and keeping
& promise to give the Philippines their
independence. Two years ago, a fine dele-
gation of his own country's officials
and American generals and admirals
honored him in a special day of tribute.
And the Philippine Independence Day
has been designated as June 132, the an-
niversary of the day when, back in 1898,
he himself first officially proclaimed that
independence.

Bo this same individual was, for the
United States, at one time a romantic
hero, at another a valued ally, at an-
other a hated Yoe and enemy whom we
were fighting, we told ourselves, for civi-
UMzation and the good of his own people,
and finally this same individual was the
harmless old hero to whom we our-
selves tendered sentimental and cere-
monial homage.

It is not often that one individual lives
long enough to see so many flips of the
coin of relationship between big and
small nation, between the lure of colo-
niglism and the thirat for independence.
R_ is easier, today, to concede and
stknowledge that this was the same
man than it fa to realize that this was
also, somehow, 'the same country,
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the human body, should now be consti.
tuted a =in 2 ‘

If averybody is willing to label every-
thing that is harmful and dangerous to
the human body, including play, work,

love, procreation, drinking, eating, and:

any number of necessary and delightful
things, as & moral issue, then we have
no objection to having amoking consid-
ered from the moral angle too.

But we think that, lack of general
agreement being what it is, we shall
have to settle, temporarily at Jeast, for
the idea that smoking may be folly, but
no more sinful than any other indul-
gence which civilization has developed
for itseif,

And one good reason for staying this
side of any verdict of sin is & reason
which combines good principle with
pragmatic considerations. Prohibition is
not merely an infringement of personal
freedom. It also Is something that
doesn't work.

But once again, we are afraid, those
elements in American life who can't re-
sist any opportunity to try to push peo-
ple around, always for their own good,
of course, find themselves equipped with
a great new crusading cause. Here is a
wonderful opportunity for them to makse
rules for other people; to see to it that
other people are required and compelled
to do what is good for them; to force
other people into alteration of their pri-
vate and personal habits,

We brush their protestations of high
purpose aside, and wish them no gains
at all, not in the field of arbitrary pro-
hibition. Let them let the people them-
selves decide, on the evidence, and aa
individuals,

Bobby And His Calling Machine

For a time it seemed to us that Billie
8ol Estes, that one-time young man of
the year, and that elogquent preacher of
lay sermons to church congregations,
might become the typical success and
failure story of our times. There was a
certain appealing innocence about hin
knavery; and it could truly be said that,
if at any stage of his career, he had
ever been called upon to deal with really
honest men, either farmers or manuface
turers or saleamen or bankers or politi-
cians, he could never even have started
his fabulous road toward affluence and
bankruptey.

Our instinct to install Billie Sol as the
very perfect model for all young people
who want to make and lose it fast has,
however, been holding itself in check
ever mince another potential folk hero
for our times appeared on the scene. Weo
are not surs Bobby Baker isn't going to
wind up our favorite, when we want to
give oncoming youth something to look
through.

Every such hero has, of course, his
famous, colorful victorles and accom-
plishments. Billie Sol Estes, for in-
stance, did brilliantly with fertilizer
tanks which didn't even exist

But our taste, given a wide enough
choice, will always run toward the pos-
sible and the plausible. We like the
transaction which Is slick enough to
have some substance in it for everybody,
which renders some service and delivers
something of value, and which, there-
fore, can never be classified as any out-
right swindle,

Of the various Baker enterprises
which have been reported upon to date,
that which seems closest to such classi-
fication and taste would be the meat
deal, in which, by a simple telephone
call, introducing to the representatives
of a meat packing firm located in Haiti
an eventual purchaser of its prod-
uct in the United States, young Bobby
established himself at a *finder” and
therefore received some $8,000 in a
“finder’'s fee,” which was paid to him as
a fraction of a cent & pound on the meat
subsequently sold.

It took more than a telephone call, of
course. Young Bobby had to know
something and - know somebody. You
don't earn $8,000 just by picking up
any old telephone and calling any old
number. Not everybody can be a “find-
er." Not all “finders” ever succeed In
convincing the people whose business
they facilitate that there ought to be a
gratitude fee, so to apeak.

But there was real meat, and there
was a real purchaser, and a transaction
resulted, and it might not have happen-
ed s0 soon—perhaps It might never have
happened at all—if young Bobby hadn't.
made his telephone call, and since the
call was right within the Washington,
D.C. exchange, and probably cost the
taxpayers not a cent, not in telephone
bills at any rate, who was hurt?

Such examples stir us, they do, and
it will be a long time before we pick up
a telephone without thinking about
Yyoung Bobby Baker and his $8,000 call,
and wondering when in the worid some-
thing like that will get on our line.

NEW YORK, Feb, 6—Melvin
Belll sat on the edge of the bed
with his head tilted against a
telephone receiver as if the
thing were a pillow.
