Dr. Staack, who numbers his
television ‘‘parishioners’ in the
many thousands, appears for his
second year in the series
“Frontiers of Faith.'' In it he
strives to make the personall-

Idience. His half-hour shows are
more akin to a dignified. low-
| keyed news broadecast than an
| exhortation to embrace relig-
ion of one faith or another.

Dr. Staack makes liberal use
of  photographs, statues, maps,

his message—namely, that the
men of the Bible can be under-
astood in todayv's terms. i

Flashes of wit frequently ll-
luminate his talk. He described’
the presentation of a quarter of
& sheckel by Saul, King of the
‘Israelites, to a wise man for
some advice. “Even in those
days," remarked Dr. Staack,
“you had to tip for services ren-
dered.”

Dr. Staack, 55 a native of
Germany, was a geologist before
being ordained a minister of the
anti-Nazl hidden church under|
Hitler. As a scientist, he turns
the light of modern-day aclen-
tific discoveries on the people
of the Bible. New archaeological
and historical findings in the
Middle East, for example, will|
be used by Dr, Staack to make|
flesh-and-blood characteras of
the prophets of the Judeao-

He is presently head of the
department of religion at Muh-|
lenberg College, Allentown, Pa.

“I deliver my television pro-
grams much as I do my lec-
tures in clasa,” he said.

Of TDC Meeting Monday

A proposal that Manchesters
join the embryo Hartford mass
transit district will be the sub-
ject of & Town Development
Commission (TDC) meeting at
8 p.m. Monday at the Probate

Court hearing room in the Mu- |ahip

nicipal Building.

From the session will come a
recommendation to the town's
board of directors whether
Manchestsr should seek mem-
bership in the district.

The transit district, whose di-
rectors will meet for the first
time later this month, is em-
powered under state statutes to
subsldize unprofitable bus
routes, or buy and operate bus
lines if private lines are unable
to provide adequate service.

Membership in the district
would allow Manchester a voice
in setting policy, including de-

routes and schedules.

Although membership would
not commit the town to pay
more than minimal annual dues,
a large Investment might be
required should the district be
forced to buy control of area
bus linea.

The district w» being formed
largely because of the shaky fi-
nancial oondition of the Con-
necticut Co,, the bus line serv-
ing metropolitan Hartford—in-
ciuding Manchester and Rock-
ville.

The lMne, which recently
granted its employes a three-
year wage and fringe benefit in-
crease, will operate In the red
during 1964,

Though privately managed,
the Connecticut Co. is owned by
the United States government,
and has been since it was taken
over from the New York, New
Haven and Hartford last year
when the rallroad failed to
meet & govemment-sponsored
mortgage commitment.

Manchester's concern for the
Connecticut Co, s tempered
somesvhat by the fact that the
Silver Lane Bug Line, loocally
owned, also provides servics to
Hartford, and with a recently
granted fare increase is in
sounder financial condition than

s Vernon. Five west bank

Ford of Michigan, chairman of -the Re-
publican Conference of the House, ar-
gued strongly for splitting foreign aid
into its military and its economic com-
ponents. Congressman Ford, it =0 hap-
pens, is a legislator worth about 50 of
his colleagues, but merit and intelli-
gence do not very often win, on the
Washington scene.

So the verdict Is that military and
economic foreign ald will stay mixed, in
the same authorization and appropria-
tion, as they have in the past

And perhaps, considering what might
happen if the division were made, that
will be juat as well . :

One purpose of the change would be
to put what we spend for military pur-
poses abroad Into our own defense budg-
et, where it would have to justify (tself
as provision for our own national secur-
fty, instead of leaving it in the foreign
ald account, where it serves primarily
to bufld ‘up the military egos of local
regimes which not infrequently use our
arms in preserving dictatorshipa for
themaselves.

But opinion at the meeting the other
night was not that the military portion
of forelgn ald might suffer and be cut
down as a result of such a divorcement,
Rather, the fear was that, if economlie
aid to other nations had to stand alone,
not half hidden and shielded by military
expenditures, it would be the thing that
would be savagely cut. And since eco-
nomic aid already constitutes far too
small & portion of the money we spend
to help other nations, the perils of the
intelligent, sensible mapproach become
very obvious,

We will continue, therefore, the pious
businesa of teiling ourselves we are
supporting and voting and financing an
altruistic foreign aid program, when the
truth is consistently that the truly al-
truistic, or economig part ls never more
than one quarter of the whole, and all
the rest dead end military hardware,

A most eminent problem eon-

There are those here in Man-

chester, the student prodigy,
who could hold aloft & lrght to
guide our footsteps through the
obsessive darkness of this
world: But only with proper
public promotion. Yet must we
stand back and let & veative,
ve, and debased level mys-
fn high school atand in
these students' ways to college ”.
We have recently seen arti-
¢lea and letters here concernin~
this system. The problem of giv-
ing credit where credit is dun
has been brusquely cast aside
to Insignificantly criticizs "the
honor roll of M.H.8. This, how-
ever, is not the true problem.

The problem lies in recogni-
tion of the quality of marks re-
celved in level one as compared
to level two in high schoo!
Class standings, a major factor
in present college admissions
are devised by & certain ratio of
quality points for each gride in
subjects, (Le. 16 for an A, 12
for a B, eto.) However, level one
and level two grades are both
glven the same credit. Is this
really fair? A level two student
who is not educated as intentl
as & level one student may ran'
higher in his class because of
easier courses which necessitate
more easily gained marks! A
Jevel one student who ‘rank«
high among his peers is lowered
in overall class standing be-
cause of this.

As an example, & level two
student, moderately Intelligent
may rank in the upper 10 pe*
cent of the entire class, while »
highly intelligent level one
student who is accosted with
harder work, learming much
more, remains In the upper 25
per cent. He is withheld from
a more selective college which
will readily accept the lesser
but more ambiguous level two
student.

The means are specified, the
ends united; but the effects of
these ends lead to lapsed at-
tainment of level two students
at the cost of censure and os.
tracism of the more intelligent
level one students.

INNSBRUCK  Austria
(AP)—Canada won its
first gold medal with a vie-
tory in the four-man bob-
sled ‘race and Claudia Boy-
arskikh, a 25-year-old Rus-
sian schoolteacher, picked up
her third by anchoring a Soviet
triump in the 15-kilometer
women's relay skl race today in
the ninth Winter Olympic
Games,

The Rusaians’' medal haul was
boosted to 23, an all-time high,
with the relay victory. They
have 10 gold, nine silver and five
bronze.

Miss Boyarskikh became the
second biggest medal winner of
the games, beaten only by her
speed-skating teammate, Lidia
Skobllkova, who won four
champlonships. The Russian
