SAIGON, South Viet Nam 
(AP) *— Maj. Gen. Nguyen 
Khanh, South Viet Nam’s 36- 
year-old strong man, aimounced 
the formation of a new govern­
ment today with himself aa 
premier.

Dapper in paratrooper’s fa­
tigues, Khanh read the list of 
Cabinet officers from the steps 
of his office building and vowed 
to “ bring forth all our atreng t̂h 
to repel Ctommunlst aggression, 
to bring security to our i>eople, 
especially those in the country­
side.”

Khanh named the popular 
Maj. Gen. Duong Van Minh as 
chief of state. Minh, leader of 
the deposed military junta, is 
expected to have only nominal 
power.

Minh ■will live in Saigon’s Gla 
Long Palace, formerly occupied 
by the late President Ngo Dlnh 
Diem. Minh, who led the coali­
tion of generals that ousted the 
Diem regime last Nov. 1, was 
overthrown by Khanh’s swift, 
bloodless coup on Jan. SO.

While a crowd of politicians, 
diplomats and newsmen listened 
in a parking lot below, Khanh 
disclosed his list of three depu­
ty premiers, five ministers and 
10 secretaries of state.

Explaining what he called the 
new government’s historic mis 
Sion to save the country, Khanh 
said; “ Every act aimed at sow­
ing disunity and act of sabotage 
beneflcial to the Communists 
and neutralists will constitute a 
crime against the people of the 
motherkuid."

Sales Tax List 
Now Available

The 196S Connecticut Real* 
dents' Average State General 
Sales Tax Payments Table is 
now available at the Internal 
Revenue Service, District Direc­
tor’s Office, 450 Main S t, Hart^ 
ford.

'The table, unchanged from 
1962, shows average state sales 
tax payments by income bracket 
to $20,000 b a ^  on the 1063 
sales tax rate of 8% per cent.

Taxpayers who itemize their 
deductions instead of taking the 
standard deduction on Form 
1040 may find the table helpful 
in estimating toe amount to 
claim for state sales tax on 
their 1063 tax returns.

District Director Joseph J. 
Conley Jr., advises that toe law 
requires taxpayers to substan­
tiate any deductions claimed on 
their returns and if requested 
they must be prepared to do so. 
Ordlnartly. he says, they will 
not be asked to produce records 
to support the sales tax deduc­
tion claimed unless it exceeds 
the amount shown on the table.

The Director further says 
that the tohulatod average state 
general sales tax payments take 
into account taxes pisid cn large 
household itenui and automo­
biles, as well as payment of 
compensettlng general use tax 
on out-of-state purchases of 
taxable conunodlties. There­
fore, taxpayers who wish to de- 
tennine their total general aalM 
tax payments by adding taxes 
paid on their major eocpendl- 
tures to taxes paid cn their or­
dinary purchases should not use 
the figure used in toe table as 
a measure of their aalM tax 
payments on ordinary expendi­
tures.

Taxpayers with a d j u s t e d  
gross incomes in excess of $20,- 
000 determine their sales tax 
payments from their personal 
records, or they may um the 
$102 maximum sales tax pay­
ment shown on the table.

o f our men died, that tough diplomaUc 
proteata were exchanged, and that then 
the lasue went off the front pagea, aa if 
It had loot importance 

But the reason Waahington let it go 
o ff the front pagea had aome impor­
tance.

And that reaaon was, aa Robert R. 
Brunn narrated in the Chrlatlan Science 
Monitor the other day, the fact that 
Washington, although It could never 
bring Itself to condone the brutality with 
e ^ c h  Russia finally ahot the plane down, 
found ItMlf compelled, hy lU own knowl- 
e^ ;e  and logic, to give Russia the bene- 
fR  of all the other doubts in the inci­
dent

As Oorrespondent Brunn now recre­
ates the plane IncideBt our ground sta- 
tkms in West Germany knew there was 
trouble coming almost as soon as our 
piano got into the air that day;

“Radar tracking o f the plane with 
three aboard,”  writes Brunn, “quickly 
showed Allied ground stations that the 
plane was heading for East Germany. 
Radio maaaages with predae tnatruc- 
tiona were directed at the plane but 
there was no reply.

“ tJnited States interceptors scrambled 
and tried to turn the plane back but it 
had a head start The chasers turned 
back at the Communist border.

"What was happening in the Ameri­
can plane?

“ Officials can only apeculate that their 
radio or navigation instruments were 
su t

“ Another cause could be pilot error. 
Hie pilot may have been flying a recip­
rocal compass bearing, ]uat the opposite 
o f the direction he wanted to take.

"Itie  Soviets," continues the Brunn 
account “ insiat their intercepting 
planes waggled their wings, the usual 
sign that the plane must land immedi­
ately. N ext apparently, the Communist 
jdanes Shot several warning bursts from 
their guns with no effect on the direc- 
tioa o f the jet trainer.

“ Americana say the Soviet ground con­
trol stations must have heard the ur­
gent United States warning messages 
to the plane and that they might have 
been more tolerant before ordering the 
Soviet pUota to shoot down the plane.

“ But the United States does not de­
scribe the episode as a provocative act 
by the Oommiuiisls.

“Trying to be fair, they ask. ‘Suppose 
a Soviet plane had wandered off into 
Allied West Germany, would the Allies 
bave shot it down?’ The jet was 60 
miles into East Germany when the Com- 
BRunists ‘shot to kill.’ ”

So that is the extended footnote wliiich 
M is any of us vrtio might have been 
wondering why the plane Incident had 
been allowed to quiet down so quickly.

The other kind o f footnote that ought 
to follow every such incident has not yet 
appeared anywhere, to our knowledge.

The New Totk Times takes up, edi­
torially, the interesting relationship be­
tween the government's left hand, which 
now offidaily warns us o f the hedith 
dangers in cigaret smoking, and its light 
hand, which is full o f price support 
money for 4h* people who grow tobac­
co.

It is. come to think of i t  An interest­
ing relationship.

The Same government which has 
warned us not to smoke continues to 
be. in the language o f the TimSa “ the 
tobacco Industry’s biggest booeter,” In 
which capacity it lost $16 million in 
supporting the price of tobacco last 
year.

This year it stands to lose even more 
because, perhaps in courteous anticipa­
tion of the injury it might do the tobac-' 
CO Industry with its health alarms, the 
government raised the amount of the 
subsidy tobacco growers can get this 
year.

More than that the more successful 
the government’s left hand is in per­
suading people not to smoke, the more 
generous the government’s right hand 
will have to be, passing out the Sub­
sidies for the tobacco people fall to 
consume.

The Times, with unusual clarity of 
logic, thinks that "in view of Washing­
ton’s own concern over the harm cauSed 
by cigarettes it should hardly be pro­
moting both the production and con­
sumption of tobacco th rou ^  artificial 
subsidies.”

It wonders, too, whether we should 
continue distributing our surplus of this 
injurious thing abroad, as part of our 
Food for Peace program.

And one more thing complicates the 
problem. While the recognition o f dan­
ger and the amount o f subsidy both go 
up, so does the' production of tobacco. 
“Tobacco growers,”  says the Times, 
“ like other farmers, have managed to 
increase yields far faster than the de­
partment has reduced acreage; the aver­
age yield per acre haa jumped from 
1,466 pounds to 1.8SS pounds last year, 
and productivity is continuing to im­
prove.”

Amid all this tangled trouble, we keep 
thinking how nice it would be, for 
smokers, for tobacco growers, for the 
subsidy program, for taxes, even for the 
Food for Peace program, if somebody 
should discover where and when the 
health menace came into the cigarette, 
and how. therefore, it could be elimi­
nated. If any cigarette manufacturer 
wants to aubaldize a hunch, let him look 
into that tobaoeo farmer’s yield per aCre ’ 
angle, find out what kind and quantity 

”  of fertlllxer and chemical haa brought 
it about and see whether the health 
harm chart hasn't risen along with the 
number of pounds per acre.

pandrige M. Cole, consulting 
astronautical engineer Of Gen­
eral Electric's Missile and 
Space Division, indicates that 
the presence of even this trace 
of an atmosphere provides a 
means'for a manned lending on 
the planet. This atmosphere is 
sufficient for atmospheric brak­
ing and deceleration for a soft 
landing or man-carrying vehi­
cle.

He points out that under fa­
vorable conditions relative ve­
locity of a probe approaching 
Mercury would be about 82,000 
feet per second! This speed 
would require a prohibitively 
high weight of propellanUi for 
rocket braking and would make 
a Mercury landing much more 
difficult than a Mars or moon 
landing. But with atmoBj^erlc 
braking possible, landings on 
Mercury would be only slightly 
more difficult than landing on 
Mara. Mr. Cole bellves the 
great scientific and aatronautic 
interest In Mercury should toad 
to consideration of an early 
probe and even manned flights.

Nuclear Fuel Evident
He points out significant over- 

tonea to the presence of .hydro­
gen on Mercury. It is well 
known that the coldest temper­
ature In the entire solar 8ys- 
tem may well be the side of 
Mercury which never tiums to­
ward the sun. By a curious quirk 
of Nature, when the solar sys­
tem came into being some five 
billion years ago, the sifti’s grav> 
itational field captured Mercu­
ry and conetrains it to always 
keep one side toward the sun. 
Thus'̂  Mercury behaves In much 
the same manner as does tha 
moon. Kosyrev’a obaervations 
suggest tluit on the side of Mer­
cury turned away trm tha sun, 
thera may axtot pools of liquid 
hydrogen In e q ^ b r lu m  wltk 
the atmcNqtoefs. The Unportanoa 
of'this to future manned explo- 
rajlona with pucicar rockets 
caniiot be overestimated. Uvea 
It liquid hydrogen to not pres­

ent, it may be possible to con­
centrate the atmosphere and 
liquify it for use as a nuclear 
propellant. Since the other elC' 
ments essential to life would un< 
doubtedly be present in the 
space vehicle, the presence of 
hydrogen in the Mercurian at 
mosphere practically assures 
plentiful supply of the essential 
life elements.

Based on the observations of 
Kosyrev there should be about 
150,(XX) million particles 
in a voltune the size of a match­
box on the surface. This means 
that the surface density of the 
atmosphere of Mercury' should 
be equivalent to the density of 
the earth’s atmosphere at a 
height of 30 miles. This is 
dense enough to burn out me- 
teorids And consequently the 
planet must experience a rain 
of dust settling down to the sur­
face.

Mercury has been the long- 
neglected planet because of its 
size and proximity to the sun. 
Suddenly a single set of observ­
ations has thriist this plahet 
back into pormlnence and marks 
it an objective after the moon 
and Mars. One wonders how 
many more objectives will be 
brought into focus as a result of 
the sustained research in as­
tronomy today.
