Macmillan 
Bids Adieu 
To Politics

LONDON (AP)—Harold Mac­
millan, who served his country 
in war and peace, .announced on 
his' 70th birthday today h e ' Is 
saying farewell to politics.

"After 40 years In the House 
of Commons,’ ’ the former prime 
minister said In a letter,. " I  
reaUy cannot.undertake the full 
duties of a conscientious mem­ber.”  . , . , .

His Isttar. addressed to Con­
servative party officials at his 
subconstitUeifcy 6 f Bromley, 
was formal word that he 
would not stand for Parliament 
again at the elections this year.

Since stepping down from a 
seven-year term as prime min­
ister after a prostate operation 
four months ago, Macmillan has 
seldom been seen in Parliament.

He has spoken only twice In 
the House of Commons—once in 
a final speech about Lord Den­
ning's report on the Profumo 
scandal, once. in. a tribute to the 
late President John F. Kennedy.

Macmillan’s career spanned 
the perilous days of World War 
n  and the cold war.

With .Sir Winston CSiurohill, 
be opposed Prime Minister Ne­
ville Chamberlain’s policy of 
seekihg an accommodation with 
Adolf Hitler before World War
n .

"It is to be hoped,”  he added,

Barghoom described his new

"Soviet Foreign Propaganda,”  
was all but completed before 
Bargnsom left on his last trip 
to Rusda to gather data for a 
new book on how public opin­
ion is fonned in the Soviet un­
ion.

High school principals at a na-< 
tlo..!sI convention In CMcago 
were asked by The Associated 
Press if they believe the gov­
ernment report on cigarette 
smoking has_tended to discour­
age student smoking. Here is 
the report.

I ' (3HICAGO ( AP) — Many high 
school pupils are habitual smm- 
err. and it’s almost an even bet 
that the recent government re­
port linking cigarettes and lung 
cancer won’t discourage the 
habit.

I That Is the opinion o f high 
school principals attending a na­
tional convention In (Chicago, 
^ ve ': in response to an Associ­
ated Press questionnaire.

Almost two-thirds of . the prin­
cipals surveyed said from 90 to 
60 per cent of their pupils smoke 
r e ^ a r ly . More than one-quar­
ter place the figure at 40 per 
cent or more.

The principals were asked, 
"from  your observations, do you 
believe the government report 
has tended to disequrage stu­
dent smokingT”

Ftfty-slz per cent said "yss,’’J 
44 per cent teld "n o ."

Borne of those who imswered 
yes added : ” 1 hope so." "At 
least at the start, aad "Only 
slightly."

’ Virtually all the principals re­
reported their schools regularly 
provide classroom instruction 
about the dangers of smoking.

The rest said such instruction 
has been added since the sur­
geon general's report last 
month singled but smoking as a 
serious health hazard.
' Such Instruction ' usually Is 
made a .pert of the classroom 
work In biology, general science 
physical education or ninth 
grade health classes.

Some schools have scheduled 
lectures by local’ doctors and 
others have shown films provid­
ed by antlsmoking groups. Sev-1 
eral principals described the 
films as gruesome end one said 
a  teacher and three students 
fainted.

The sabotage was the worst 
directed against the 677-mlla

! tween Jacksonville and Florida 
City, south of Miami, since the 
nonoperating unions struck Jan. 
28, 1963. Railroad officials said 
there have been 146 Incidents.

About 1,200 union employes 
struck, idling about 800 others. 
They demanded the 10.28,cents- 
am-hour pay raise agreed to by 
nearly all Class One railroads 
on a naUonal level. The Florida 
East (Toast line, which was not 
a party to the negotiations, said 
it couldn’t afford the raise, and 
sought to bargain separately.

There has been no passenger 
service since the strike. Freight 
service has ^ e n  built up to four 
'.trains each w ^  daily, using su- 

ana-'ium-
union workers. The railroad. 
now has a work force of about 
700. /

FBI agents, city, county and 
railroad detectives launched an 
Investigation of the dynamit- 
Ings.

The flrst blast occurred at 
1:37 a.m. Sunday as the south­
bound freight train crossed a 16- 
foot high wood and steel trestle 
over Oleta River near U.S. 1 In 
North Miami Beach.

The 600,000-pound locomotive 
cleared the bridge, then plowed 
up track for 200 feet. Four cars 
plunged across Dixie Highway 
and smashed through a cor^  
rock wall into a park.

Freight cars tumbled crazily 
Into the river. Thirty-three piled 
up behind the locomotive. One 
was a tank car carrying 20,000 
gallons of volatile methane gas. 
Firemen said the methane tank 
apparently ruptured and sparks 
touched off leaking gas, start­
ing a fire that destroyed most 
of the 33 cars.

Other cars contained tarred 
roofing paper, paper napkins, 
hay, canned goods and a ship­
ment of Easter candy.

Pickets Halt Work at Cape
CAPE KENNEDY, Fla. (A P )f 

—Striking Florida East (Toast 
Railway workers picketed (Tape 
Kennedy and the Merritt Island 
moonport today, paralyzing a 
$213-million construction Job.

The picket lines were estab­
lished to protest authorization 
received by the railroad today 
to move freight trains onto Mer- 
rit Island, where the National 
Aeronautics and Space Admin­
istration is building facilities 
for launching astronauts to the 
moon.

The Army Corps of Engineers 
reported that apparently all 
4,640 construction workers at 
the test center honored the 
lines, including 2,750 who had 
been working on the moonport.

There were unofficial esti­
mates that between 30 and 40 
per cent of 7,000 other men at 
Cape Kennedy stayed off the 
job. This group includes elec­
tricians, pipefitters, machinists 
and boilermakers.

Sources reported moves were 
under way to obtain injimctions 
against the pickets through the 
National Labor Relations, 
Board.

More than SO construction 
projects were affected, most of 
them on Merritt Island. The 
largest are the $100-million ver­
tical assembly building for Sat­
urn 6 moon rockets,, the $34-mil­
lion Titan 3 launching complex, 
a $l9-million Saturn 6 launching 
pad,. and several administrative 
buildings.

This 
makes for soiqe wonderful Ind- 
tations of the Statue of liber­
ty at times, and Mr. Gafni, nev­
er having sung In America, ad­
hered to HMropean traditional 
Furthermore, in the very hectic 
rehearsal, he uirfortunately col­
lided with one of the oorpa de 
ballet, by being In Uie wrong 
place a t the wrong time for the 
Bushnell production. After that 
he apparently figured it was 
safM* to stand still at all times 
and let the cast manuever 
around him.

Some people complaiMd that 
he didn’t  do too well in the 
famous love scene. Miss Ma­
deira went aU out here, but 
Samson failed to respond. Actu­
ally, the plot calls for him to 
resist her temptations for all he 
is worth. This Is why Delilah 
sings the famous aria, “Amour, 
vlens aider” meaning “Love, 
come to my aid.” But it was 
a frist performance of the opera 
in Hartford, so the audience 
couldn’t  be' expected to know 
all the nuances of the plot.

I t was a dam good perform­
ance anyway. What you may 
have lost with the tenor, you 
gained with the prlma donna. 
Nobody asked for their money 
back, as I  pointed out, and no­
body should have done so. Still 
there were many verbal 
changes in cast, and inevitably 
some disgruntled persons will 
fall to sign up for next year’s 
season, which Is quite unreason­
able.

Nobody seems to give a 
thought to the tremendous 
amount of extra work that had 
to be done to give the perform­
ance at all. Even if you knew 
where to get first rate substi­
tutes, would you know how to 
locate Miss Madeira’s costumes, 
for example, when they were en 
route to Elurope, and how to get 
them back in time for perform­
ance?

’The production actually cost 
more, what with overtime re­
hearsals, etc., than It would 
have done with the original cast, 
but there are still people accus­
ing the Connecticut Opera of 
changing the cast in order to 
make more money. They never 
make money, and this particu­
lar performance lost about 
$6,000 under the clmunstances. 
Just bear these things in mind 
next time you see a  last min­
utes change of cast.

smoking education for all Junior 
high school pupils.

Then I 
call the student in for a man- 
to-man discussion of the harm­
ful effects of smoking.”

in 1657. We are resolved to con­
tinue extending full assistance 
to the government and people of 
Viet Nam in their stniggle to
put an end to such Communist 
terrorism .”

The carefully prepared bomb­
ing brought to three the toll of 
U.S. servicem en’s deaths and to 
more than 27 the number of 
Americans woiuided by Viet 
Cong guerrilla action in the Sai­
gon area in a week.

The scene of the bombing was 
Pershing Field, an athletic field 
near Saigon airport used ex­
clusively by U.S. service teams.

Authorities said tl|e bombs ap­
peared to be U.S.-made, 20- 
pound .aerial fragmentation 
bombs.

There was speculation that 
the guerrillas had warned Viet­
namese residents that the 
bombs would be set off.

Diplomacy’s Lost Decade

Bbr a  long time to come—until, in 
fact, the cold war as an institution of 
world life has been finally liquidated— 
the oroate creations of the late John 
Foster Dulles will be sitting ducks for 
those cynical observers who had the in­
telligence to question their value from 
the very sta rt

Back in the days when the Dulles 
diplomacy was flourishing, and his crea- 
tliHia were fresh and relatively impos­
ing, they were sometimes labeled paper 
tigers,

even that much starch and poten­
tial ferocity has gone out of them long 
ago, as was inevitable, considering how 
and of what materials they were fash­
ioned. Now they are sitting ducks for 
their friendly critics, incapable of tak­
ing wing on any alarm or for any pur­
pose. The best that can ^  hoped for 
them le that they sink quietly and un­
obtrusively. and without creating more 
of a paper emergency than they them- 
aelvea ever solved.

Gen. Eisenhower’s semi-endorse­
ment of somebody elsq.only re­
inforces Griffin’s relndtance.

West opened his singleton 

trump, .hoping to reduce dum­
my’s ruffing power. South drew 
three rounds of trumps and led 
a heart to dummy’s king.

West played the nine of hearts 
to signal his doubleton, and 
East .shrewdly refused to win 
the first heart trick. Now South 
was in trouble, for he could not 
bring in the hearts.

Whenever South led hearts 
again. East would win and get 
out safely with a spade or a 
club. Declarer could get to dum­
my Just once, to ruff out East’s 
top heart, but then he could 
never get back to dummy to 
use the hearts.

Unable to use the hearts or 
the clubs. South managed to win 
only eight tricks. As he ghalked 
up 600 points for his opponents. 
South complimented East for 
refusing the first heart trick.

Would Make Contract
South would make the con­

tract if East took the first 
heart. South would later lead 
his other heart, to dummy’s 
queen, ruff a heart, and get 
back by ruffing a club to take 
the rest of the hearts.

However, South can make the 
contract by proper play despite 
East’s correct defense. South 
should win the first diamond 
and lead a heart at once.

When East refuses the trick, 
South leads a frump to the king 
and leads another heart, losing 
to East. South can later lead a 
trump to dummy’s queen, ruff 
a heart, and then get to dum­
my for the rest of the hearts by 
ruffing a club.

College Unit

Manchester Community Col­
lege’s Citizens’ Advisory Coun­
cil may get a new name.

’Ibe possibility wHl be dis­
cussed when the CAC executive 
committee meets tonight at 
7:30 in the faculty lounge at 
Manchester High School.

Gilbert Barnes, a member of 
the council, has suggested dis­
cussing the advisability of the 
name change to avoid possible 
confusion with the Citizens’ Ad­
visory Committee, another 
Manchester civic group that is 
related to the town’s renewal 
projects.

Other business cm the agenda 
includes;

1. Establishing bylaws for the 
CAC. Action on bylaws was 
held up pending acceptance last 
month of a set of working po­
licies for the college by the 
CAC and the board of educa­
tion. Both groups have now ap­
proved the policies — which lay 
down the broad framework for 
operating the college — and the 
CAC will now consider formu­
lating the bylaws under which 
it will operate within this 
framework.

2. Discussion on responsibili­
ties of the newly established de­
velopment committee, recently 
authorized by the full council. 
CAC chairman Matthew M. 
Moriarty has been empowered 
to appoint three members to 
this committee, which will help 
chart the college’s f u t u r e  
course.

3. Presentation of additional 
names of suggested new’ mem­
bers of the council. Expansion 
of the council to a maximum 
of 45 members has been auth­
orized in the college policies. 
There are presently about 30 
on the council: and some 35 
additions have already been 
suggested. The full council is 
expected to vote on the ad­
ditions in April. ■

’There will also be a report 
by Dean Frederick W. Lowe 
on registration at the college 
tor the second semester. A  re­
quest for such a report has 
been made by Mrs. Raymond B. 
Gowen, the college’s public re­
lations chairman, who has crit­
icized next year’s 3140,000 
budget request as “unrealistic.”

She has suggested the budget 
sliould be based on estimates 
of 100 rather than the 150 
students the dean says a r e  
anticipated. She claims the cost 
to the town even with 100 stu­
dents enrolled will come to 
about $80,000 next year, and 
say’s the Citizenb’ Advisory 
Council cannot justify its budg­
et to the people of Manchester.

They also succeeded in using 
up BO much time the leader­
ship was forced to abandon its 
effort to reach a final vote Sat­
urday night. '

Republicans, who had hoped 
to leave town for the start of a 
week of politicking at Lincoln 
Day rallies, tried to keep the 
House in session aJI night, if nec­
essary, to pass the bill. They 
failed, 169 to 169, to keep the 
legislative session going and 
then lost 220 to 178 when they 
tried to block adjournment.

The angry turmoil during the 
hour and a half it took to bring 
the session to a close showed the 
patience of many civil rights 
supporters was wearing tnin. 
Confident they had the votes to 
pass the bill, they wanted de­
bate cut off and a final vote 
speeded. *

But Rep. Emmanuel Celler, 
D-N.Y., floor mansLger of the 
bill, refused, as he has ail 
through ' the eight days the 
House has been working on the 
hill, to limit debate. He said the 
bill was too Important and its 
impact ion the nation too great 
for any such power play.

The long Saturday session was 
marked by the first successful 
attempts by the Southerners to 
get amendments approved over 
the opposition of the bipartisan 
forces supporting the bill.

They enough Republican 
help to add discrimination on 
account of sex to the bill’s ban 
against discrimination in em­
ployment on account of race, re- 
ligilon or national origin.

They also won enough Repub­

lican support to exempt re­
ligious schools from coverage b; 
the proposal and successfull 
supported a Republican amen' 
ment that would prevent any em 
ployer who refused to hire r 
atheist Irom being charged with 
discrimination.

Chal*ter Briefing 
For Board Today

The first of two informal 
meetings o f the board o f direc­
tors with the Charter Revision 
Commission (CRC) will be held 
tonight at 8 In the hearing 
room of the Municipal Build­
ing.

This meeting, and the one 
scheduled for Feb. 18, were set 
up to brief the board members 
on the significance rind possible 
effects of the 32 recommended 
charter changes.

The public hearing on the 
changes will be held Feb. 24 in 
the Waddell School auditorium; 
the board will then have 15 days 
to decide which of the proposals 
will be placed on a town wide 
referendum.

The CRC had worked toward 
the goal of an April referendum, 
but Mayor Francis Mahoney 
hss indicated that he will rec­
ommend that the referendum be 
held in conjunction with either 
the October town elections or 
the November national elec­
tions, to insure a turnout o f the 
required 16 per cent o f elec­
tors.

Most of the criticism that has 
been directed at the proposed 
charter changes has centered 
around two recommendations:

(1) That the general manager 
be stripped of all executive 
powers, and that they be placed 
in the hands o f the mayor 
and/or board o f directors.

(2) TTiat the board o f direc­
tors be required to review the 
performance of the general 
manager every five years, with 
the granted power of summari­
ly dismissing him from office, 
by a simple majority vote.
