Tuition Offer|;
By Windham |

Windham has offered to con-

tinue accepting tultion pupils
from Columbia “on a fair and
proportionate basis.” The offer,
which includes other tuition
towns, Is for 10 years, the maxi-
mum contract period allowed
under state law.

Windham's proposed new high
school will cost approximately
$5 million and s expected to be
pald for with a 20-year bond is-
sue. Columbia presently pays
Windham $504 tuition per pupil
per year, a figure based on op-
erating costs plus 10 per cent.

With the new school, it is es-
timated that Columbia would
have to pay $212 per pupil
above the present cost of tui-
tion. This would be paid the
first year after the new school
is operational. As the principal
on the bond issue drops, s0
would this additional amount.
Is was estimated that in 10
years, the amount would drop
to $110 (above tuition costs).

Columbia’s board of education
has been asked to reply to the
offer as soon as possible so that
the Windham board may pre-
sent more concrete plars to its
finance board.

Town boards of education
have authority to sign long
term contracts for tuition pupils
without presenting the issue to
a town meeting, although this
has never been done in the his-
tory of this town, The proposed
new high achool is expected to
reach capacity in 1973 at which
time the wheel will have come
full circle and discussions will
begin all over again.

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Punishment Vs: Penance

The actual punpishment of those Ger-
mans who are classified as war crimi-
nals, but whose crimes werse, of course,
much worse than those of ‘war,—the
actusl punishment of these individuals
is a relatively unimportant and almost
suparfluous thing, in itself.

That can be judged from examination
of the post-Hitler career of Dr. Werner
Hyde, who committed suicide in a West
German cell yesterday.

What is vital, what is all important,
is the possibility that the German people,
and people everywhere who have had or
who may still have instincts in the same
diseased directions, should somehow be
cleansed and made strong in decency
and humanity.

The fact that the West German gov-
ernment, of its own accord and_con-
sclence, was determined once aguin to
go through the ordeal of revealing and
trying to exorcise the unbelievable and
unspeakable barbarisms of the Hitler
era does not illustrate a policy against
the Individual criminails, three of whom
have already committed suicide rather
than face trial. !

It represents a policy of public reali-
sation and penance.

That could very wall be why three of
the defendants have committed sujcide—
not only to escape and end their own in-
ner tortures, but perhaps, in one last
defiance of hope and decency, to prevent
the staging of the public_spectacle of
penance which the ‘trials would pro-
vide,

How humanity is going to ‘clean its
soul of the unspeakable mass barbarism .
it committed, or tolerated, or failed to
denounce in the Hitler era—that we still
do not know.

'But we focus, for a moment, on 'the
individual life which came to an end yes-
terday.

Dr. Werner Hyde, who was, in this
year 1984, charged with complicity in
the murder of more than 100,000 mental-
1y retarded people during the Hitler' era,
was interned by the United States Army
back in 1945. He escaped from an army
truck, took the name of Fritz Sawade,
and spent the next 14 years in apparent
pafety writing medical opiniona for =
state insurance agency and a state so-
cial court. But, during this period, at
Jeast 18 of the officials with whom he
was dealing came to know his real iden-
tity. They knew it in spite of the fact
that, trying to make his hiding more
secure; he had his own wife arrange to
have him declared dead, after which she
received a widow's pension, for which
fraud she has now received a one-year

prison term. \

Perhaps some of these Germans who
knew his identity, and who did not de-
nounce it, were themselves uncured parts
of the Hitler barbarism. Or perhaps they
oould see working through Hyde in the
years of his superficial escape a punish-
fahment such as to make hanging by a
belt seem a release and a blessing.

In transforming itself from a
draft movement to a legitimate
Presidential campaign, the
Goldwater camp has lost much
of its vitality and just about
all its audacity.

This is no trifling loss. Wor-
ried supporters around the
country belleve Sen. Barry
Goldwater's campaign must re-
gain its early boldness to get
off its languid plateau. And un-
less it does, Goldwater can for-
get the nomination,

The current cliche here is to
say it's all Goldwater's fault.
Indeed, his personal campaign-
ing has grown drab lately. But
a good campaign staff often in-
spires the candidate. The Ari-
zona politicians Goldwater
named to run his campaign
have failed to do this.

Certainly, Goldwater's cam-
paign has not (followed the
heady strategy enunciated last
summer by the draft-Goldwater
organization — particularly its
chairman, Dallas milllonaire
Peter O'Donnell.

O'Donnell saw pertinent simi-
larities in the political problems
of John F, Kennedy in 1960 and
Barry Goldwater in 1984. Like
Goldwater, Kennedy was op-
posed by influential leaders in
his own party. He forcibly con-
verted them by an audacious
strategy of entering primary
elections in states where local
party leaders did not want him
(Ohio) and where he seemed
an underdog (West Virginia),
The original draft-Goldwater
men wanted to follow the same

path.

Contrast this with the actual
strategy of Goldwater's Ani-
zona managers. They are eager
to enter the Senator in sure-
thing, unopposed primary runs
— Illnois, Nebraska, ¥lorida,
South Dakota, perhaps Indiana.
But they avoid most of the
head-to-head tilts with Rocke-
feller where the winner would
be in doubt.
