The warning saved many of 
the 500 pe’’sons ' side a-nm 
death but the captain fell be­
neath the flying debris.

One of the dead was a Mili­
tary Pollcei ian shot v-hlle on 
guard outside the theater. The 
body of the third American was 
badly mangled.

"As soon as we got the warn-1 
ing,”  said Sgt. l.C. Lloyd B. 
Gage of Caldwell, Idaho, "ev ­

wall of the theater.

“authentic”  performance. Han­

The first 
given in  Dublin in 1742;

venlons. In  1746 the work was 
presented wMh revteions st the 
K hig's Ttaater. (TU s ie the ver^

Which version is the “ au­

thentic” one? Well, they’re all 
authentic, for Handel produced 
each version himself, yet they 
all show some variances. There 
are those who plump for the 
first version on the basis that 
it is the original one; there are 
those who plump for the Hospi­
tal version on the g^roupd that it 
represents Handel’s most ma­
ture reconsideration of his own 
work.

We usually hear the King’s 
Theater version, since this is the 
one revered in England on the 
grounds that Queen Victoria 
preferred it, though actually 
that monarch’s musical taste 
was deplorable. (She had W ag­
ner’s operas performed in Ital­
ian, fo r example, and had Men­
delssohn play her piano wearing 
gloves so he wouldn’t defile the 
royal keyboard.)

When you get right down to 
it, Handel was probably sensi­
tive to changing'tastes, changes 
in the acoustical qualities o f t^e 
halls, changes in political set­
ups (he served under three dif­
ferent English monarchs), and 
so on. He was a very practical 
musician, quite capable of mak­
ing changes should occasion re­
quire.

one after another in the same 
ball, doesn't really result in  au­
thenticity at all, vrfien the same 
conductor, orchestra, chorus 
and soloists ware employed: 
The soloists were one o< the 
prime factors in Handel’s 
changes, incidentally. Apparent­
ly he had the pooiW t ones for 
the King’s Theater version; at 
least the vocal compass o f the 
solos is the smallest in this. A 
contemporary review claims the 
soprano “had a mere thread of 
a voice.”

I f Handel was not above al­
tering his work to comply with 
circumstances, why should any­
one get unduly concerned in 
tremendous researches to find 
truly ''authentic”  versions? The 
only thing authentic was that 
the music was “subject to 
change without notice.”

Bach was another very 
p r a c t i c a l  musician. He 
frequently wrote works and 
then subsequently r e v i s e d  
them for different instrumen­
tal or vocal combinations. AD 
this was done in the name of 
practicality. Yet the cult of 
authenticism vigorously decries 
all transcriptions o f Bach’s or­
gan works for orchestra. Bach 
would have been the first one 
to approve, in my estimation; 
certainly he did similar things 
himself.

Bach encountered the piano 
only once, a year before he died, 
at the court o f Frederick The 
Great. He bad to play it with 
no preparation whatever; in­
deed, he was hustled right out of 
a coach in his stained traveling 
clothes, to perform far the flute- 
playing King o f Pruseia.

Recently Columbia rscorda 
went to  England to record an 
organ that Handel himself was 
known to  have played. It was 
in a very old o h u c^  with no 
electricity (after all, Handel an­
tedates Edison), so  they had to 
nm  power lines for several 
rnUes; the organ had to be re­
paired and put hi playing con­
dition; an orchestra had to be 
brought from  Ixsnlon, and (pre­
sumably) Power Biggs tod  
to be brought from  the UB. 
properly to  record the Handel 
Orgsn Ooncertl wHh due au­
thenticity.

Handel Is not on record as 
to whetbsr be thought tbia was 
a good oegen, and the record­
ing engineers employed acouaUc 
materials to  altsr the sound o f 
the c h u r c h  itself, but the 
cultists are happy. They have an 
“authentic”  recording. Biggs 
could have dons better on the 
baroque organ at Harvard’s  
Fogg A rt Musaom, wttb mem­
bers o f the Boston Symphony, 
for far less money, but tt would 
not have been “autbenUc.”

Then there la tlia m atter o f 
“omameRts.”  The harpaichord 
could not sustain a  tone, fior ex- 
anq>le, so long notas became 
tm is to avifid dead ITie
trills were subject to  variation, 
much at the perfaw aws pleas­
ure, though Baoh seswethnea 
wrote them out in fuM.

Usually aome to m  o f musical 
jAvorthand , wan employed to  in­
dicate theise varioua trills and 
ornaments. Interpreting them 
properly today is another fatirii 
o f the cultists. I  personally own 
interpretations o f ttiese mariw 
fay d'Anglebert (1669), LouUe 
(1696), Oouperto (1713), Mar- 
purg (1762), Petri (1782K W olf 
(1783), Carl Philip Emmanuel 
Bach (1767), M i l e h m e y e r  
(1797), and anonymous editor of 
a Choral-Buch pubUahed in K as­
sel in 1750.

They all vary; they vsuy with 
the year and with the country 
o f origin. They undoubtedly 
varied even more in perform ­
ance by artists of the period. 
Yet the cultists all clamor 
for “ authentic”  versions of 
these "spielmanieren,”  “agre' 
ments”  or "ornaments."

As Bhakespeare would have 
said, "A  pox on them!”  Let’s 
have perform ers who give us 
living performancee o f this mu­
sic, not museum exhibits care­
fully restored and «nbalm ed.

Ag B last resort, having been driven to 
I t by the obstinacy of President Mska- 
rlos of Cyprus, Britain and the United 
States are today consenting to take the 
problem of Cyprus to the Security Coun- 
flil of the United Nations.

Perhaps that la what the United Na- 
tiona should be—the last resort after aU 
other recourse has failed.

Or perhaps such a problem of keep- 
tag the peace Should go immediaUly to 
the United Nations.

la  this specific instance, It has seemed 
to some observers from the start that, 
if tha chotoe w en between having the 
problem handled by the tJnited Na- 
ttona and having it handled by NATO, 
the ngional and partisan military alli­
ance, the choice should have been for 
the United Nations from the very start.

The only real argument ever ad­
vanced agiOnst going to the United Na- 
tions was not, In our opinion, valid. We 
will hold to that opinion, in theory at 
least, even if eVenta seem to justify and 
sustain that argument, now that the is­
sue is a t last going before the Security 
Council.

The wie argument against going to the 
United NaUons with the problem of Cy­
prus hss been the argument which could 
see Russia waiting there, in the Security 
Council, with its power of veto, waiting 
to ruin any peace keeping plan for Cy­
prus, or, even worse, demand a role in 
the United Nationa machinery for keep­
ing peace on Cyprus.

There are two answers to such aif' ar­
gument One ia that one could hardly 
Imagine more trouble on Cyprus than 
there is already.

But the other, the aerioua answer. Is 
that all the world’s nations, including 
Russia have got to b^fin to learn how 
to live constructively and responsibly 
with the machinery and the duties of 
the United Nations. The nations of one 
world faction have got to stop using 
the prospective attitude of the other 
world faction as an excuse for keeping 
problems out of the United Nations hop­
per. And Russia, for its part, has to be 
brought face to face with Its own re­
sponsibility—if it wants anybody to sur­
vive in this world for any kind of co­
existence—to accept politics and politi­
cal dedalonB in the United Nations much 
jui one party in the United States lives 
with decisions of Congress or Court it 
doesn’t  relish, or as much as one fac­
tion in Russia itself Uvea with the de­
crees which win their way to official 
proniulgatioh by the Communist Party.

More and more, the choices before this 
whole world become more urgent and 
more binding.

More and more, decisions—even deci­
sions which may seem minor in them- 

. selves—are for keeps.
Our world can blow up over Cyprus as 

easily as over any other question.
H we can't take the problem of Cy­

prus to the United Nations automatically 
end willingly, we may not be able to 
take some other question we recogniu 
Isa more Impbrtant, either.

Whenever the United Nations demon­
strates an Incapacity to handle one spe- 
siflc problem, that may be the last spe- 
flflc problem it ever gets.

The whole world, in its relationship to 
the United Nations, is continually facing 
ledalona in which everything imaginable 
Is on the line.

People, or nations, or blocs of nation^, 
san keep ahying away from the United 
Nations. If they do, that organisation 
can become, a t any surprise moment, 
less than tiie old League of Nationa. 
•uddenly, it can add up to nothing.

The risks of the other course—that, if 
relied upon, the United Nations will not 
work well, or will have its operation

But in the United Nations there does lie, 
too, the only poestbility there la that tha 
problem may be handled and solved on 
a level high enough to prove to us all 
the one thing we have to keep proving 
to ourselves almost every day now— 
that life on thia planet ia possible.

The Drama Of The Druga

Succeeding headlines from day to day 
tell us what an exciting and sometimes 
dramatic era this is in the history of 
medicine, of science against disease.

One headline, the other day. told of a 
battle unexpectdly lost, with some cas­
ualties.

’The other headjine, the very next day, 
told of sudden and unexpected progress, 
on another section of the front, toward 
a possible great and shining victory.

One story was that of how a certain 
number of fatalities had been credited, 
in the nation, to the use of a certain 
preparation, now off the market. In con­
junction with taking X-ray pictures of 
certain human organs. The discovery, 
reasonably early , in the game, but too 
late to prevent a few fatalities, was that 
this substance which was so helpful in 
permitting a clear X-ray picture could 
be, on occasion, more dangerous than 
the original trouble the physician may 
have been looking for. But the prepara­
tion, maide by a reputable drug house, 
approved by the Federal Drug Admin­
istration, but then questioned by a trou­
ble-making obstinate John Honkins 
Medical School professor, has been taken 
off the market, so It won’t  be killing any 
more patients.

’The good news, which may eventually 
balance that temporary spurt of rever­
sal many many times over, came in an­
other headline the very next, day. The 
Journal of the American Medical Asso­
ciation reported what haa a chance m  
being the first case of a drug curing 
triebinoaia in a human being. Having 
been infected with this disease, from 
tasting uncooked pork, she was s p i t ­
ted to a Galveston hospital, where, after 
six days of severe illness, she was given 
two doses of a certain one of the mod­
ern drugs. Her improvement was imme­
diate, and her discharge, aa a fully re­
covered patient, followed within a week.

All thia seemed very miraculous and 
speedy. But for the time being, of course, 
there will be no particular rejoicing, 
merely a hopeful and conscientious busi- 
nsM of testing and experimentation 
from which, quite possibly, there may 
emerge some medical certainty that a 
cure has finally been found for a disease 
which has hitherto had to run Its often 
severe course, averaging a fatality for 
every 30 caaes. Perhaps the odds it will 
prove a reliable cure are very slim; per­
haps it will even get to the stage where, 
after the main cure itself has been cer­
tified, sohie delayed side effect is dis­
covered, and the cure has to be discard­
ed, or put aside, until the counter-ef­
fect to the side-effect has been perfect­
ed.

Wa, on the outside, generally must 
share and experience all these thrills vi- 
cmriously, except on those rare occa- 
aions when one of the new drugs kills 
or cures us. But we can at least sense 
what drama It must be, all the time, 
for the scientists.

James H. Darcey

In the death ot James H. Darcey, we 
a t The Republican and The American 
have lost one of the best general mana­
gers In the newspaper business. You 
would have to look for a long time be­
fore you found another one like him You 
would look a long time before you found 
another who was quicker or surer with 
a decision on money policy or advertis­
ing procedure or management matters. 
There weren't many newspaper business 
executives who could match Jim Darcey 
for tough-mindedness, for practical ac­
ceptance of hard fact, or for fast and 
Imaginative solutions to problems which 
would floor the ordinary man.

Jim Darcey was the kind of executive 
who seemed to be moving a mile a 
mlnute-rcven when he was sitting at his 
desk, .He was a fast walker. He talked 
fa s t He thought fast And he never 
sldVyed down, from: the day he joined 
these newspapers in 1920 until the day 
he packed his briefcase last December 
and moved up to St. Mary’s Hospital so 
the doctors could check him over.

It took a lot of work to keep this man 
busy, and his life was filled with the de­
tails of enough enterprises for half a 
dozen ordinary enterprisers. He was 
busy, on the one hand, with the affairs 
of St. Mary's Hospital or of the banks 
he advised. On the pther, he was rais­
ing money for a church, building an­
other new school for Cheshire, helping 
the governor w a^ le  more Federal aid 
for Connecticut highways, or working to 
expand operations of one of the printing 
or delivery businesses with which he was 
auoclated.

Jim Dsircey’s approach to every en­
terprise was to make it bigger, to make 
It move faster, to make it newer or more 
comprehensive — and more profitable.

' He was am innovator, an activist, a 
builder. He never stood still himaelf. 
Nothing that he touched stood still.

Most of Jim Darcey’s time and en­
ergy, however, was devoted to the news­
paper business This was his love and 
hla career. This was where he fulfilled 
himself. This was his element

We shall miss his brisk administration 
here. It will not be easy to fill in behind 
the two busy telephones on the desk that 
was his. We shall miss his friendship, 
his cheerful confidence, his vdt and his 
assurance. .

We are sure that the whole commun­
ity will miss Jim Darcey, too. For his 
dedslveness, his positive approach to 
public affairs, his creative ability in the 
realm of biuinesn —all these qualities 
were given generously to Improve the 
inatltutions and the cixnmimities where 
he Hyed and worWd.—WATBraURT

WASHINGTON—Despite the 
revelations of Bobby Baker’s 
political fund-raising, dozens of 
Democratic Senatorial employ­
es are hard at work these 
days putting the touch on 
Washington, lobbyists for cam­
paign money.

Each Democratic Senator has 
been given a quota of S5.000— 
60 tickets at JlOO a throw—for 
a March 19 banquet at the Na­
tional Guard Armory in Wash­
ington to be addressed by Pres­
ident Johnson. Purpose; To 
build a war chest for Senate 
campaigns. The ticket selling 
chore is handled by the Sena­
tors' administrative assistants, 
and the most natural prospects 
for purchases are lobbyists who 
deal with their offices.

This Illustrates how the Bak­
er affair has really changed 
nothing on Capitol Hill. Baker, 
the fallen secretary of the Sen­
ate Majority, is being punished
for a way of life----- but the way
of life goes on.

Indeed, it must go on. There 
Is no way other than glOO-a- 
plate dinner to finance a nation­
al campaign. Nor would many 
of these tickets be sold if lobby­
ists were not on hand to snap 
them up.

The question of fund-raising 
typifies the superficiality of the 
"reforms” spawned by the Bak­
er affair. When Baker's wide­
spread fund-raising activities 
were revealed. Senate Majority 
Leader Mike Mansfield took Im­
mediate action. In a hitherto un­
publicized action, Mansfield
barred all Senate employes—in­
cluding Frank Valeo, Baker's 
successor — from soliciting
funds for Senators.

Just what this accomplished 
is questionable. Mansfield’s ban 
could apply only to a handful 
of officials directly employed by 
the Senate itself. The hundreds 
of employes of individual Sen­
ators were, of course, still free 
to mix Senate business with po­
litical fund-raising.

Furthermore. Mansfield obvi­

ously has no control over the 
crying need-for big money in a 
campiaign year. Senatorial aides 
found this out a few weeks ago 
when they were summoned to 
a Feb. 6 meeting in the audi­
torium at the new Senate Office 
Building. The summons came 
from Matty Matthews, director 
of the Senate Democratic Cam­
paign Committee.

The meeiting lasted about 15 
minutes. Matthews told the 
aides that each Sienator would 
have to account for $5,000 — 
more than in previous years. 
After pledge cards were passed 
out, the meeting ended.

This creates no problem for 
a few Senators from big states. 
Ttieir aides can quickly line up 
five Democratic fat cats back 
home to fork over $1,000 each.

But for most Democratic Sen­
ators, Democratic constituents 
will to pay $100 for a polit­
ical banquet, not to mention 
$1,000, are scarcer than hen's 
teeth. If the Senator is up for 
re-election, he's reluctant to tap 
good money sources that he’ll 
need later all for himself. So, he 
does what comes naturally. He 
hita the well-heeled lobbyists of 
Washington, who are only too 
happy to be asked to help out, 
by purchasing all 10 seats at a 
table.

Of course, some Seruitors 
don't even try to meet their 
quota. One liberal Democratic 
Senator buys two tickets him­
self and sells one each to his 
top three or four aides. Tliat 
accounts for about $600. Un­
willing to ask favors of lob­
byists. he will let the otlier 
$4,400 of his quota go unmet 
this year — as he has in the 
past.

Such virtue is not without Ms 
price. This Senator never has 
benefitted much from the Sen­
ate Campaign Committee’s war 
chest. To have any hope of pick­
ing up badly needed contribu­
tions from the committee, moat 
Democratic Senators will do

almost anything to meet their 
ticket quota.

These problems are not with­
in the scope of the Senate Rules 
Committee’s Investigation of the 
Baker affair. The investigators 
are taking an Isolated look at 
Baker as though he existed in­
dependently of the Senate he 
served. This avoids possibly em­
barrassing s c r u t i n y  of the 
whole, complex political fabric 
of the Senate, including fund­
raising.

Close examination might re­
veal ugly flaws in that fabric, 
and there's honest discigreement 
whether this would be In the 
public 'nterest.

WA8HDIGTON (AP) — 
The Supreme Court hae de­
cided to curs a kind of na­
tional paralysis In which 
poUtldana wouldn’t  budge 
to give voters fa in r  repre- 
aeniatlon tax Congress and 
state legialatuna.

For years the court was 
too timorous to do this. It 
said It didn’t  want to butt 
Into the political field. It 
took Ite first big step two 
years ago, smother Monday.

First It tangled with state 
legislatures smd now with 
C o n g r e s s .  Congressional

districts, Uke state legls- 
laturee' dietricts, have been 
lopsided for generatione.

One dietrtet with 600,000 
people might have only one 
representative In (jongress, 
or a sUte legislature, while 
another with only half that 
many people might have 
just ae much representa­
tion.

This hae worked to the 
advantage of the rural pop­
ulation, to the disadvantage 
of the growing cities.

Forty state conetitutlone 
required regular redlstrlct- 
ing every 10 years or otten- 
er to give voters in all sec­

tions more equal represen­
tation. But for genera­
tions some state legisla­
tures ignored their own 
constitutions. Congress 
has kwked the other way 
Ml this question of equal 
representation in districts 
electing members of the 
House. The Senate is not 
Involved. BJvery state, 
big or small, Is entitled to 
two senators.

Does a court have the 
right to interfere with the 
way Congress or a legisla­
ture provides for election 
of ite members? .State and 
federal courts skipped

arund the edges of this for 
years.

A famous teet came to 
the Supreme Court in 1946 
—a case from lUlnds— 
where populations of dis­
tricts varied from 138,000 
to 839,000. But 'Jie court 
wouldn’t  toll the legislature 
to redletrlct. This le a 
“polltlcai thicket,” the 
then Justice Felix Frank­
furter said, backing away. 
He suggested the remedy 
for ui^aimess in district­
ing Is to get the state leg­
islature to do it. 'This was 
ducking the issue.

By this reasoning the

problem would probably 
have remained unsolved a 
few more generations for a 
simple reason.

If the far outnumbered 
rural population of a state 
dom inate a state legisla­
ture—to the disadvantage 
of the much bigger city 
populations — they weren’t 
going to let the arrange­
ment be changed.

’Two years ago the Su­
preme Court reversed the 
reasoning of 1946—In a 
case from Tennessee—by 
deciding lower federal 
courts may decide whether 
city voters are unconstitu­

tionally d l s c r l m i n a t *  
ed against in the apportion­
ment of legislative seats.

In Tennessee the state 
constitution required reap- 
portlonment every 10 years 
because of population shifts 
but there had been none 
since 1901.

This decision was a po­
litical shocker. It did more 
to stir state legislatures 
than anything in history 
in the voting field. Since 
then about 35 states, under 
the spur of the decision 
and the drive of the cities 
and suburbs have taken 
some steps to redlstrict.

But thla ia a alow, painful 
road.

Then Monday the court 
aaid cbngressiMial dlatricta 
in the atatea—It waa juat 
talking of Georgia but the 
rule applies generally— 
must be arranged to ^ve 
"equal representation for 
equal numbers of people"

The court has set down 
no exact measuring stick 
for populations in a dis­
trict. It said districting 
must be fair by population. 
I t  relied on the Constitu­
tion for lU authority, of 
course, citing those sections 
which speak of apportion^

ment by numbere and gtee 
protection to c i t i s a n ’e 
r l^ ts .

Now Coogreaa a t lost 
may try  not imly to set 
up stanidards for dlatricta 
but for congresalonal en­
forcement of the standards. 
If state legislatures balked, 
citizens could sue in federal 
courts.

The court, through In­
junction, could forbid con­
gressional elections by dis­
tricts in states guilty of 
malaportloned dismets and 
order candidates for Con­
gress to run a t large until 
there was redistriettng.

November Elections

HARTFORD (AP)—Gov. Dempsey expressed con­
cern today over the impact of a U.S. Supreme Court de­
cision oii Connecticut’s congressional districts.

Grasso to consider what course should be taken.

The court, in a decision handed down Monday in a 
Georgia case, ruled that congressional districts should 
have equal population representation instead of having 
some districts with much heavier populations than 
others within that state.

(AP) — Britain and Cyprus 
are reported agreed on princi­
ples for a plan to police the tur­
bulent Mediterranean island 
with an International force while 
an impartial mediator seeks 
peace between the Greek and 
Turkish Cypriots.

The British-Cypriot plan also 
calls for a consultative commit­
tee of U.N. members.

The two nations reportedly 
agreed on general terms of a 
Security Council resolution after 
the council postponed the start 
pf Us debate on the Cyprus 
crisis until this afternoon.

The resolution would avoid the 
controversi^ Issue of how the 
International force should be set

there should be such a force.
It would also appeal to all 

countries to respect’toe territor 
ial integrity of toe Island, an ap­
peal which Cyprus had planned 
to propose In a separate resolu­
tion.

The council debate, scheduled 
to start Monday, was postponed 
after Secretary-General U Thant 
took a hand in the crisis with 
j>eace proposals of his own.

Thant’s ideas were handed to 
representatives of Cyprus, Brit 
aln, ’Turkey, the United States 
and Greece in a memorandum 
which dealt with establishment
