Jorge, but no casualties have
been -reported.

Thousands of B8ao Jorge in-
habitants fled to a port at the
east end of the island to await
removal.

Governor William Scranton, that im-
ereasingly impressive non - candidate
from Pennsylvania, contimues to build
the Xkind of non-platform and that
brand of non-seeking which may finally
decree the end of his status as a non-
eandidate.

At the moment, some of the things he
gaid on ‘Meet the Press” are lending
eomfort and cheer fo Republicans of
all except the more extreme stripes.

When Governor Scranton was chal-
lenged to locate himself politically, for
fnstance, he took his stand rather
squarely but intangibly with such Re-
publican herces as Dwight Risenhower
and Abraham Lincoln.

“I have said,” sald Governor Scranton,
“that I think I am quite Hberal on efvil
rights and quite conservative on fiscal
policy and moderate on most other
things. That is a great generalization,
but that is as clear as I can make it.”

The specific performances Eisenhower
and Lincoln gave, on the basis of similar
generalizations, have a fair standing In
party history.

Governor Scranton had something to
pay which was a sort of generalized
summing up of the history of his party,
and perhaps, as well, some sort of phi-
Josophical balm te Republicans who con-
template the alternating personality of
their party with real uneasiness and
anguish and, perhaps, something of a
eompulsion to bring the party into one
simple, astraightforward mould which
would eonfuse nobody, and perhaps, in
fhe end, attract nobody.

What Governor Scranton had %o say
was this:

“May I say that when we lead, which
§s whem you are running for the presi.
dency and when we are actually in pow-
er, I think the Republican Party has
been very progressive, as with Lincoln
and Bisevhower and Theodore Roose-
wvelt.

“It f» only when we are in opposition
fhat we have difficulty, I think, showing
the kind of progressive party we are."

There may be some who will object to
such a philosophieal comfort pad, placed
over the open wound of ideological divi-
gion the Republican party is usually ex-
hibiting.

Nor is it any defense of what Is mere-
Jy to desoribe it, calmly, as it is,

But the Democratic party, to take a
Jook at what is supposed to be the oppo-
site side of our political spectrum, has a
sort of matching division. It has a habit
of being most liberal when it is not run-
ning for office and when it is not in
power; when it is after the presidency
and when ¥ does hold the presidency,
#t is likely to be showing how conserva~
tive it ean be.

The answer, or analysis, is simple.
Each party rather habitually talks a
eertain brand of game, which often
sounds as if it were far off-center in one
direction or the other. But each party
finda, when it really wants the votes
of the people, and when it really has to
make responsible decisions, that it gravi-
tates toward the center,

What's wrong with the center? Noth-
fng whatsoever when one considers all
the asucceasful politics, all the fruitful
and lasting public accomplishment, that
bas been funneled down the middle road.

The main discontent with middle road
polttics, middle road philosophy, middie
zoad strategy, and middle road pace and
quantity of accomplishment comes from
thoss who suffer from some particularly
high emotional approach, and who usual-
ly want everything accomplished in toe

' ftality all at once down one or the other

of the extreme fringes of the road.

It is strange how often these extreme
fringes of the road turn out to be gut.
ter, roiling up with language, strategy,
ugliness, principles, and ultimate accom-
plishoment all also typical of the gutter.

What Isn’t In A Name

North Branford held a town meeting
the other night. It decided, 505 to 223,
to take the name of John F. Kennedy
High 8chool off the new high school the
town s bullding. Instead, it will be
named North Branford High School, as
#t was going to be named in the first
place.

At a special town meeting Dec. 2, on
motion of & Republican state legislator,
there was & vote, 56 to 565, in favor of
giving the new high achool the name
of the recently martyred President. This
was the action now rescinded.

This sequence of events, the closeness
of the first vote, and the decisive char-
acter of the mecond vote ought to be
evaluated as having almost nothing to
do with the Iate President, or with the
way the good people of North Branford
evaluate him or want him to be remem-
bered.

There is a question of taste and pro-
portion and propriety involved. A great
majority of the early proposals for me-
morials to President Kennedy violated
such standards. In the first few days of
grief, everybody was naming everything
after him. In most instances this was
a2 valid demonstration of an emotional
feeling, In some instances, it was some-
body’'s way of secking the easiest pub-
Heity of the moment.

The people of North Branford had
sense enough and courage enough to re-
voke the publicity-styled brand of npe-
morial. So doing, they did not in the
least diminish their real respect for the
late President. That will be something
Americans should carry in their hearts
and deeds, and will not discharge by a
piece of nomenclature.

Since you can séldom defeat

the firts principle of defense is
to hammer away at a long suit
to develop one or more low-card
tricks ., You must abandon this
principle when your long suit
cannot produce the setting trick.

Opening lead — BSeven of
Hearts

West opens the seven of
hearts, a wise and revealing
choice. Leading the top-card of
a worthless suit ‘against no-
trump will help your parner
Judge the merit of the suit.

Declarer plays the ace of
hearts from dummy and re-
turns the four of clubs.

A devoul Catholic, this 18-
year-old girl soon had set her
heart upon the fulfillment of
her dreams. She willed the rec-
onciliation of Lady Mary and
her father,
Cromwell, and the return of her
country to the Church of Rome,
and the restoration of the lands
and wealth taken from the
monasteries. To accomplish
these aims, she must become
part of the network ot spying
and intrigue,

Katherine had an innate
pride, She will not become queen
until she has visited Anne of
Cleves and learned from her lips
that the marriage to Henry VIII
had never been consummated.
Many of the scenes are so in-
tensely dramatic you visualize
a theater and a stage setting.
She refuses to be crowned but
chooses to be ‘“shown” to the
people as their queen.

Before her enemies had
proved her a wanton to the
king's good pleasure, Katherine
had become disillusioned. The
great sovereign she had thought
of as Julius Caesar was a weak
procrastinator,

So, in her moment of con-
fronting the King. she could at
last utter many thoughts that
had long been in her mind. "“But
You—never will cross any Rubi-
con . . . I was of the opinion
that in the end right must winl
through. I think now it never|
shall —or not for many ages— |
till our Saviour comes upon the
earth with a great glory.” Be-
cause Henry belleved the state
was more Important than the
individual. the closing line of
“The Fifth Quecn'” tells that
Katherine Howard was execut- |
ed on Tower Hill, the 13th of
February in the 33rd veat of the |
reign of Henry VIII,

IS COLIC IMAGINARY?
QUESTION ASKED OFTEN

Newspaper Enterprise Assn,
Is there really such a thing
a8 colic, or is it a disease which
' exists only in the minds of new
mothers? The question is far
from settied. Here are the
facts:

| Most bables, when first
brought home from the hos-
pital, do a fair amount of cry-
|ing. These bables can be divid-
ed into two groups: those who
sleep about 22 hours a day and
do most of their crying between
6 and 10 p.m. and those who
cry off and on day and night
but mostly at night.

The easiest explanation in
both cases is that these bables
have gas in the digestive tract
that is causing pain and mak-
ing them cry. But let's look at
the broad canvas.

The newborn baby, unlike a
colt or a newborn elephant,
cannot walk. He hag to get
his exercise some way. So
when he cries he puts his
whole body into it. I the
parenis recognize this as a
normal activity and don't
worry about it, the crying
spells should not be unusually
troublesome,

Gas In the stomach and iIn-
testines Is there all right but
it is swallowed air. The more
the baby cries the more air he
swallows. This has been proved
by X-ray studies. The gas, there-
fore, is & result of his crying
and nol the cause of it.

First-born bables are more
likely to go through a “‘collcky"
period of three or four months
than subsequent infants because
the parents are more tense with
a first child and if there's one
thing a baby can sense from
earliest infancy, it is tension. If
the tension is the result of fam-
ily discord, the baby will most
likely be one of those who cries
off and on all night.

Victory for Motts

HARTFORD (AP) — A new
unfair sales pratices law is just
as unconstitutional as the one it
replaced, Syperior Court Judge
Charles S. House ruled yester-

day.

His ruling was another vic-
tory for Motts Supermarkets,
which succeeded in overturning
the previous law forbidding the
pale of merchandise at prices
below its cost to seller.

The only difference in the old
Iaw and the new one is that the
new statute, passed by the 1863
General Assembly, says: ""Re-
peated advertisements, offers to
sell or sales of any item or
ftems . . . at less than cost shall
be prima facie evidence of the
purpose of injuring a competi-
tor or destroying competition,”
while the previous law did not
have the word “repeated” in if.

The new law, like the old one,
amounts to denial of due proc-
ess, House said, because it as-
sumes the seller is trying to de-
stroy his competition whenever
he advertises or sells something
at less than cost. In other
words, he is presumed guilty
and has to prove his innocence,
which is unconstitutional, the
Judge said.

Motts argued that its so-
called “loss-leaders” — adver-
tisement of items to be sold at
prices below cost—were intend-
ed simply to lure customers in,
not to destroy competition.

Stewart Dies Following Stroke

Stewart was best known as
a non-nonsense baseball
umpire, but he also was the
only native American ever
to coach a National Hockey
League team.

He won the Btanley Cup his
first year, but was fired the fol-
lowing year. That was the way
his sports career went In about
50-years-up and down.

Stewart died Tuesday of a
siroke at the age of 69 at a Vel-
erans Administration Hospital.
