The decade was. billed to soar 
from the start. The population 
explosion furnished an Increas

of the 1957-80 base and at the 
end of 1068 It was 127 per cent.

All this spells good times for 
most pe<q;)le, but few would call 
today’s situation a boom.

Why did the economy dip a 
bit in 1080, Instead of soar? 
Here are some of the reasons:

—An expansion spree in the 
middle and late 1000s left many 
industries with excess produc­
tion capacity. And many com­
panies had overbuilt inven­
tories.

—’This coincided with less 
urgency in consumer demands. 
Much of the postwar demand 
for homes and gadgets had 
been met. People continued 
■pending, but only a little more 
each year. Personal consump

WASHINGTON (AP)—Presi­
dent Johnson has returned from 
California with a sunburn and 
new zest for kissing babies and 
meeting voters. He’ll have a 
chance to renew the burn and 
do some more people-greeting 
in Florida on Thursday.

Johnson returned to Washing­
ton by Jet transport late Sun­
day night after spending three 
days in Los Angeles and Palm 
Springs. His Florida foray will 
take him to Jacksonville, Palat- 
ka a; 1 Miami for a heavy day­
long schedule of public appear­
ances.

In California, the , President 
demonstrated an extraordinary 
penchant for mixing. with 
crowds.

He said that technically, if 
the Texas Supreme Court up­
holds the defense argument, he 
could subpoena as witnesses 
anyone who saw the television 
scenes of the shooting.

He said that the legal maneu­
ver is connected with his peti­
tion for transferring the trial 
away from Dallas. " I’m sure 
we could find peojdF-Miho hadn’t 
seen this on television if we 
could try the case In smne oth­
er city," Bell said.

Belli said that if the writ is 
granted, "We might even take, 
as Jurors, some people who had 
seen the scene on television. It 
would depend on the typo a t 
Juror.”

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“THE WAY 
I HEARD IT”

liM t week I  mentioned the«rectangru
pvwlng' cult clamoring for au­
thenticity in baroque music and 
Insisting, for example, that it 
should only'be p la }^  on haiT)si- 
chord rather than piano, when 
a keyboard instrument is indi­
cated In the score. As a result, 
I  got a couple of letters inquir­
ing about harpsichords. One 
wanted to know the difference 
between a harpsichord and a 
spinet; also “what is a clavi­
chord?”

■nie whole issue here is con­
fused, and I ’m not certain I 
can straighten it out, but I’ll 
try. ’Ihe chief difference be­
tween the spinet and harpsi­
chord family and the piano fam­
ily is that in the first family 
the strings are plucked, like a 
guitar; in the pianoforte family 
they are struck by hammers. As 
to the clavichord, the term Is 
sometimes loosely applied to in­
struments of the harpischord 
family, tout s t r i c t l y  it was 
played by “tangents’’ which 
came up and pressed the 
strings, “ stopping”  them at dif­
ferent points much as the left 
hand of a violinist stops his 
strings at different points to 
produce different pitches.

’The true clavichord went out 
o f existence because its tone 
was so very weak, being super­
seded by the harpischord and 
spinet, which in their turn gave 
way to the piano for much 
the same reason. In general 
the term harpischord is used for 
instruments shaped like a grand 
piano, writh the keyboard on the 
narrow side, while the spinet is 
usually square, with the key­
board on Ihe broad side.

Spinets exist, however, with 
eases shaped like a bird’s wing 
rather than the ocnventionai

jiar shape of the old- 
fashioned “square" piano so 
popular about the time of the 
Civil War. Harpsichords exist 
with one, two, and even three 
keyboards, so if you strike a 
multiple keyboarded instrument 
that isn’t an organ, it is usu­
ally a harpsichord.

Then there are the “virgin­
als," so called because Uiey 
were usually played by young 
ladies. Some of these were so 
small they could be held in the 
lap while playing: these were 
a l^  known as “spinette della 
serenata,”  or spinets for sere­
nades.

These apinets have nothing 
whatever to do with the so- 
called ^inets now available in 
piano stores, which are actually 
small pianos. Present day usage 
of the term only adds to the 
confusion. “ Spinet” derives from 
the lAtin “spina” or "thorn," 
since thorns were probably 
used originally hi their mechan­
ism to pluck the strings. Pos­
sibly the term derives from 
“eaplnetta” which in Spanish 
means a “ Quill” and crow quills 
were also used for the purpose. 
These thorns or quills served 
the same purpose as the plas­
tic plectrum used by some gui­
tarists today.

It is often said that harpei- 
chords and spinets were in­
capable of tonal variation, but 
H is not true. Just as a guitar­
ist can play more or less loud­
ly, so could these old instru­
ments, but the range was lim­
ited. Too strong a finger stroke 
will flip the quill past the 
string so fast that hardly any 
tone results.

Consequently, “double” harp- 
sichocds were invented. In this
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oaae, the lower keyboard .was 
usually equim>ed with h a r d  
leather glnunlcka to pluck the 
strings, while Uie upper key­
board usuaUy retained the com­
mon quill. These inatrumenta 
could alternate between loud 
and soft, and vary slightly in 
shading on either keyboard.

Composers began to w r i t e  
using the marks “p” and “ f"  
(for "piano" and “forte” ) to 
indicate which keyboard should 
be employed. The "purists” con­
sequently claim that since these 
were the only dynamic marks 
used by the composers, they 
are the only ones which shoul(^ 
be used in playing today. This 
isn’t so.

Violinists employed crescen­
dos and diminuendos at the 
time, as is thoroughly evidenc­
ed by Leopold Mozart’s "Meth­
od” for the violin. (Leopold 
was father to the famous Mo­
zart and just po.ssibly one of 
the best European violinists of 
his day.) It was impossible 
to make a nnooth crescendo 
on the "soft" keyboard and 
thn switch to the “ loud" key­
board, for the tone did not 
match, but don’t think compos­
ers didn't wish it were possible. 
Then they could have used 
more expression marks in key­
board music.

There are even some hatp- 
sichorcLs that provided a ‘’swell’’ 
mechanism on the principal of 
the Venetian blind which muf­
fled the t« ie  for soft effects 
and allowed a gradual increase 
in volume by opening, the slats. 
But the purists seem never to 
have heard of thle device.

Further, the “ loud" key­
board was "double-strung” , 
that is, there were two strings 
to each note, to increase vol­
ume. In some oases there were 
three and even four strings. 
One o f these might be tuned an 
ootave high, and in rare oases 
one might be tuned an oqtavc 
low.

Suitable mechanisms were 
oonstruoted to utilize or negate 
these “coupling” efleeU at the 
perfonnera pleasure, so consid­
erable variation in tone was 
possible. Wanda Landowska 
was . adamant that music o f this 
period should onUy be played on 
the iNupeichord, and if through 
utterly impossible drcum- 
atances it had to be rendered 
by the piano, only the "piano” 
and “Forte” nuanoea should be 
used.

Tat she regularly employed 
aU the possibilities of the harp- 
siohoird whan she play^, her­
self, and all sorts of shadings 
and oombinaitions. She used 
a modem instrument by the 
French piano makers, Pleyel. 
Personally, I blame her for 
much of the confusion that ex­
ists today about music of this 
period.

She onJy played thle type of 
music, and only on the harpsi­
chord, so she became accept­
ed as the great authority on the 
period. She put on a great 
act and convinced a great num­
ber o f people, but I was never 
convinced. Neither was Har­
old Schonbeig, the British crit­
ic, who wrote in his book, . "The 
Great Pianists” concerning the 
tiny, bird-like performer:

“The Presence approached. It 
seemed to take her a good five 
minutes to walk the twenty or 
so feet to the instrument. Her 
palms were pressed together in 
prayer a la Durer, her eyes were 
cast to the heavens, and every­
body realized she was In com­
munion with J. S. Bach, getting 
some last minute coaching and 
encouragement.

"She looked like the keeper 
of the flame as, dressed in some 
kind of shapeless black cover­
ing, her feet shod In what ap­
peared to be bedroom slippers 
(they were velvet ballet slip­
pers), she levitated to the 
harpsichord.”

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Election YearI

Hikes Budget
Because this'year is an elec­

tion year, the request for the 
elections account for the 1M4- 
65 town budget is up about $10,- 
000 over the amount budgeted 
for the cuil'ent fiscal year.

The request, aired before Gen­
eral Manager Richard Martin 
this morning at the first of a 
series of budget hearings on the 
proposed 1964-65 budget, was 
put in by Registrars Edward F. 
Moriarty and Frederick E. Peck 
at $29,472.

Last year the elections budget 
was allocated $15,925, but re­
ceived a $3,800 shot in the arm 
to cover the cost o f the refer- 
en.dum last fall.

In October of this year, about 
three montha after the 1964-65 
budget goes into effect, there 
will be a town election; in No­
vember there will be a national 
election.

Both will require the services 
o f voting machine mechanics, 
checkers, demonstrators, and 
other election officials ‘ whose 
services otherwise would not be 
needed. Almost $8,000 o f the in­
crease over the original ’63-64 
budget request is for fees fOr 
their services.

The office supplies account 
shows a jump of about $3,800 
over the ’63-’64 request, again 
to meet the cost o f preparing 
for the two anticipated elec­
tions.

Most of the smaller accounts 
show an increase as. well.

Part of the increase is the 
result of the transfer o f the 
cost o f some election prepa­
rations from the town clerk’s 
budget.

Part of the increase would 
also go to insure the town can 
meet the costa of as many as 
two primaries, which might be 
required if both Republican and 
Democratic town committee 
selections for the state conven­
tion or for town representative 
to the General Assembly should 
be challenged.

Moriarty noted during the 
course o( the hearing that the 
current budget Includes no ap­
propriation ' for the . projected 
spring referendum vote on the 
Robertson School addition and 
the North End urban renewal 
project. Blstimated cost for 
election expenses is $8,500.

Both re^strars noted that 
they had suggested that the 
Charter Revision Commission 
consider putting the voting 
machines under the registrars’ 
jurisdiction, instead of leaving 
it in the hands of the general 
manager.

By state law, the selectmen 
have re^xMisitoiUty for the vot­
ing m a c h i n e s .  Most of the 
selectmen’s duties, including 
jurisdiction over the machines, 
were transferred to the general 
manager by the 1947 t o w n  
charter.

According to Peck, the reg­
istrars have never heard any­
thing about their p r o p o s e d  
change from the Charter Revi­
sion Commission.

One of the proponed char*er 
changes would vest all unaa- 
slgned powers and duties iti >...j  
hands of the town directors, al­
though it leaves the selectmen’s 
responsibiliUes with the gen­
eral manager.

Bach Lives 
In G)ncert

Good old Johann SebaaUan 

Bach, who haa been dead 214 
yearn, was brought to Ufe yes­
terday afternoon xt UConn’a 
Jorgensen Auditorium. The res- 
urrecUon was not in the flesh, 
of course; it was his muaie 
that was ravived and revivified 
by the Bach Aria Group, an as­
semblage of vocalists and Ih- 
strumentaUsts it would be dif- 
flcult to aurpaas.

If you were present at the pro­
gram and still don’t like Bach’s 
music, you might as well pass 
up the old master of Eisenach 
for the rest of your Ufe, tor 
you’m not likely to hear his 
music performed more enjoy- 
ably in your Ufetime.

The aUigera included Eileen 
Farrell, soprano; Carol Smith, 
alto: Jan Peerce, tenor; and 
Norman Farrow, bass-baritone. 
They were assisted by an In­
strumental group comprising 
Julius Baker, flute; Robert 
Bloom, oboe; Oscar Shumsky, 
violin; Bernard Greenhouse, 
ceUlo, and Paul Ulanowsky, 
piano. William Schiede was di­
rector.

There am undoubtedly those 
who found some of the tempi 
somewhat overly fast, and who 
will complain that some ex­
cerpts from the sacred cantatas 
'were too jaunty for religious 
music. Still, there are people to 
whom .:rellgion is a joyous 
rather than a solemn experi­
ence.

I had the feeling tha,t Eileen 
Farrell Is one of these latter. 
Her aria from Bach 68th Can­
tata “s'wung with a big beat.” 
But Bach was noted for his 
rhythmic vigor, and I for one 
enjoyed this particular offering. 
On the other hand, I had the 
feeling that Jan Peerce speeded 
up his aria from the 113th Can­
tata because he would not have 
had enough breath for the florid 
phrases had he sung any slow­
er. This performance I didn’t 
enjoy so much, though it was 
quite well done, and I  must 
hasten to add that Mr. Peerce 
distinguished himself through­
out the program by the best 
diction shown on & e part of 
any o f the singers.

I had never encountered 
either M iu  Smith or Mr. Far­
row befom, but I enjoyed them 
very much; in fact, I enjoyed 
Miss Smith extremely well. 
Anfl as for the instrumentalists, 
they are all at the top of the 
profession, each a true artist 
with bis instrument

Them were 16 miscellaneous 
arias, chorales, recitatlvi and so 
on in the program offered, as 
well as the secular cantata, 
“Der xufriedengeatelle Aeolus,” 
which might be rendered into 
English as "The Contented (or 
Tractable) Aeolus.”  Aeolus was 
the classical king of the winds, 
o f coume, and he proved tract­
able and contented in this in­
stance..

As for me, if you’ve read this 
far you have discovered that for 
once even I  proved tractable 
and contented as well.

The Cjharter Revision Com­
mission (CRC), whirii has held 
t w o  informational meetings 
with the board o f directors, has 
promised to be present tonight, 
to explain itn recommendations 
and its reasons for the propos­
als.

Tonight’s hearing is being 
held to comply with Chapter 99,
Section 7-191, of the Home Rule 
Act, which requires the board 
of directom to hold x public 
hearing within 30 days o f re­
ceiving the CRC report. It re­
ceived the report Jan. 26.

The Home Rule Act also spe­
cifies the timetable that must 
be followed after tonight’s hear­
ing.

TRIPOLI, Ubya (AP)—Libya 
says it does not Intend to renew 
agreements permitting the Unit­
ed States and Britain to retain 
military bases on its soil. The 
U.S. agreement runs through 
1971 and the BriUsh unUl 1973.

The Libyan government issued 
its statement in reply to criti­
cism from President Qamal Ab­
del Nasser of the United Arab 
Republic.

Nasser called in a speech for 
an end to foreign bases like 
those in Libya. They include 
Wheelus Air Base, the last big 
American military inatallation 
in Africa, and British army and 
air force depots at Tripoli, Ben­
ghazi and El Adam.

Political circles In Britain 
said Libya's decision was no 
surprise. They said Libya'a 
King Idriss has been drawn 
steadily Into the U.A.R. orbit.

LEOPOLDVILLE, the Congo 
(AP)—A band of 30 spear-car­
rying rebels killed two Belgian 
teachers in an attack on a Ro­
man Catholic mission in the 
Congo's turbulent Kwilu Prov­
ince Sunday.

Since the revolt was launched 
by the Congo's former educa­
tion minister, Communist- 
trained Pierre Mulele, six 
months ago, six whites and 
more than 120 Congolese have 
been killed.

In the attack at the Makun- 
zika mission, 80 miles south of 
the provincial capital of Klkwit, 
the rebels also wounded two 
Canadian priests and a Belgian 
teacher with arrows and clubs.

HONG KONG (AP) — Red 
China has mobilized a million 
workers to build a canal that 
,could supply fresh water to the 
parched British colony, the 
newspaper China Mail reported 
today.

Arrivala from the mainland 
s-id the canal would be able to 
su.'piy Fiong Kong with 28 mil­
lion gallons of fresh water a 
day.

The canal vrill bring water 
from the East River to a reser­
voir on the Chinese side of the 
border. An existing pumping 
station there could send it on 
to Hong Kong.

Hong Kong is suffering the 
worst water shortage in its his­
tory. Household water supplies 
have been cut to four hours 
every four days.

The Chinese (k)mmimist8 
have been selling about 12 mil­
lion gallons of water dally to 
Hong Kong at the equivalent of 
4 cents per 1,0(X) gallons. The 
canal supply, according to the 
report, would be sold at about 
14 American cents per 1,000 gal­
lons, or about $4,000 per day for 
28 million gallons.

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Tonight’s Hearing
As has been made plain enough in pre­

liminary and advance public dlacueeion, 
the chief public interest in the C3iarter 
Revision Commission proposals being 
given public hearing at 8 o'clock tonight 
at Waddell School centers on those 
changes which have something to do 
with the basic structure and assignment 
o f powers in the form of government 
Manchester has possessed for the. past 
IT  years.

Tonight’s hearing is being conducted 
by the Board of Directors, which will 
have final responsibility for what, If any­
thing, is finally to be submitted to the 
voters o f Manchester. I t  is to be hoped 
that the Board of Directors will be able 
to achieve some perspective, and not 
suffer from the same default o f mixed 
vision into which the Charter Revision 
Commission Itself has fallen In some o f 
Its public utterances. I t  has often been 
guilty o f complaining. In one breath, 
that It is falsely accused of diminishing 
the post o f general manager, and o f com­
plaining, In the very next breath, that 
It hasn’t  been able to find enough waya 
In aiiich to diminish that same post 
Quito obvioualy, It la up to aomebody 
olse—and that somebody should be a 
combination o f public spirited citizens 
and the Board o f Directors Itself—to try 
to climb out of such a pathological pit 

^and  consider the very important ques- 
tiona involved in some atmosphere o f 
logic and calm in which, for one thing, 
acme o f the proposed changes might be 
allowed to speak for themselves.

H ie proposed changes which are cer­
tainly worthy of most intense study now, 
and which would certainly have to be­
come the subject o f Important communi­
ty  debate I f they are ever submitted to 
the voters in their present form and 
prospective total impact include the pro­
posal to take all loose and imdesignated 
powers and give them to the Board of 
Directors Instead of to the General Man­
ager, as in the Charter we have lived 
under the past 17 years; the proposal 
to give to the figure whom the original 
charter Intended to be the honorary,

and, finally, the cute proposal giving the 
town counsel the power to appoint the 
“bond counsel,”  thiu opening the possi­
bility that partisan politics should have 
clear, direct, and, preaumably, un­
ashamed control of certifying the sound­
ness o f the town’s bonding procedures.

These arc all proposals for the Board 
o f Directors, and the public, to examine 
for themselvec, in as clinical a mood as 
possible, a  mood free, if possible, from 
advance interpretations by the Charter 
Revision Commission or anybody else, 
free. I f  possible, from partisan political 
divisions, free, if possible, from consider­
ation o f any o f the personsdlties in­
volved.

national hand at least partly free to deal 
with the Canal situation, if need be, on 
a nation to nation basis.

Perhaps President Mateos himself 
ga ve . an indication of why we wouldn’t 
cherish him aa a mediator in anything 
when, in a press interview given outside 
his association with President Johnson, 
hs volunteered the suggestion that toe 
United States toould turn to toe United 
Nations for a solution of its problems 
with CubA ■

That, o f course, would be toe last 
thing In toe world toe United States 
would want Oh, we could use toe United 
Nations again i f  it ever got again to the 
point o f nuclear trigger, but short o f 
that we want to keep toe problem but 
o f toe United Nations wHUe we try to 
work on Cuba throug)^ OAS and N ATO  
pressures the United Nations would not 
help at all.

The fact that our good neighbor, visit­
ing on a good will mission, should never­
theless stand o ff from us on toe two 
sharpest hemisphere issues o f toe day 
can be dismissed with toe explanation 
that President Mateos and his country 
are " le ft is t”  Or it can be matched 
against toe fact that another good 
neighbor, Canada to toe north, also has 
difficulty feeling exactly toe way we do 
about CubA And then toe sum can be 
taken as a gentle reminder to us that 
all nations do not think or feel alike, 
or understand too well how each other 
may think and feel. We have a tendency 
to feel outrage against those who do 
not think and feel as we do. I t ’s no go.

H a lf  Fun

Somehow toe current assessment o f 
toe state o f New York City’s water sup­
ply is more convincing an Indication o f 
toe depth o f the water problem than 
toe much more dramatic shortage head­
lines o f last summer and fall.

A fter toe season’s biggest snow storm. 
New  York City’s water supply experts 
found themselves in some disagreement 
over whether or not the city’s three year 
old drought had been broken. One com­
missioner was satisfied that normalcy 
had finally been restored. But toe other 
was still not sure. So far, this winter, 
SO good. But he still wants to see how 
toe city’s reservoirs stand on June 1, 
toe date to «y  should be full.

They haven’t been full on that data 
since 1961.

Right now, the city’s reservoirs are 
half full.

I t ’s going to take some sustained and 
continued performance on toe part of 
nature to make sure they brim over on 
June 1.

That’s how the water supply situa­
tion still stands for New York City, for 
those who have to go by the actual eta- 
tlstics rather than by the layman’s im­
pression that It has been a convincingly 
wet winter.

Reflections . . .  On Harvesting Ice
One bleak New England winter In toe 

Deuresslon, I  had a fling at harvesting 
ice* and, as a consequence, I  have since 
regarded the electric refrigerator as one 
of man’a gpreatest boons.

My career as an ice harvester lasted 
only three days. I t  wasn’t that I  didn’t 
do my Job well; wc just ran out of ice.

Like so many icemen of that era, ours 
owned his own ice house, a dreary 
weather-beaten hulk brooding at the 
edge of one of the town ponds. And 
when the ice was thick enough he had 
to move fast—as a blacksmith must 
strike while the iron is hot Our ice man 
would drive his ramshackle truck 
through the town the day before the 
harvest and round up a crew. I  was 
standing outside the local drugstore 
when he rattled to a stop and yelled, 
“ Want to cut Icc tomorrow?”

“ Sure,”  I  yelled back.
’’Okay; 30 cents an hour. Be at the 

pond by six.” Then he roared o ff to round 
up others.

Somehow I  crawled out of bed by five 
toe next morning, dozed through a big 
breakfast, tucked under my arm the 
lunch my mother had put up for me, and 
walked In sleepy-eyed wonderment to 
toe pond four miles distant, puzzling 
over how I  had g;otten myself into this 
thing.

Already, the harvest had begun. A  
gasoline-powered saw mounted on a 
make-shift sled was biting into the foot- 
thick Ice, sending up a shower of flaky 
crystals. On either side o f a channel 
that had been cut In the pond, a row of 
men and boys stood, each armed with 
a long metal-pointed pole. They were 
shunting toe ice blocks toward a wheez­
ing conveyer belt which lifted them, 
rollercoaster fashion, up an incline and 
into toe dark gullet o f the. icehouse. I  
was given a pole and the curt instruc­
tions, ’’Stand here and push.”

I t  looked like fun. .^ d  it was, for 
about 10 minutes By nightfall, which 
in wintry New England comes merci­
fu lly eurly, that metal-tipped pole weigh­
ed a ton and the pond, which in the 
murky dawn had seemed like an ordi­
nary body o f water,’ now appeared to 
stretch endlessly into toe twilight.

Somehow, I  got through toe next two 
days and, to my delight, we finally ran 
out of pond. In toe chill early evening 
our frostbitten crew lined up for toe pay­
off. M y take was $8ao for toe longest 
97 hours I  have ever put in.

I t  wasn’t until toe following summer 
that 1 reaped m> real reward, however. 
Whenever I  would see our iceman lug­
ging a  block of ice into our kitchen I  
would foel a  emiUl sense o f pride swell­
ing within ms and I  would to my­
self. “ I  remember that one—I  had a 
hand In I t ”—J. NO RM AN M cKBNZIB  
IN  TU B  N A 'n O N A L  OB8BRVBR.

W ASH ING TO N —The trans- 
eri|>t o f an informal talk by 
Sen. Jacob Javits o f New York 
in wWcJi he made a highly emo­
tional appeal in defense of Gov. 
Nelson Rockefeller’s remarriage 
wUl soon be em its •way to 
Rockefeller headquarters in 
N ew  York.

In Detroit last weekend, toe 
Senator confronted 250 voters 
— over half of them wom­
en. Instead o f avoiding the is­
sue that has plagued Rocke­
feller’s Presidential campaign, 
Javits met It head on. Sur­
prisingly, most o f the women 
applaud^. One witness call­
ed them “obviously affected.”

For months, the Rockefeller 
camp has been divided about 
how to handle toe remarriage 
issue. One side has advised 
Rockefeller to avoid it (as he 
has been doing.)

Rockefeller, the second school 
of thought holds, should make 
a frankly emotional appeal for 
sympathy by giving a candid, 
intimate picture of his own per­
sonal fertngs; To  bolster their 
position, those arguing for this 
approach often refer to John F. 
Kennedy’s famous . ‘T  am an 
American” speech to comt>at 
anti-OathoUc hostility in 1960.

The audience reaction to Jav- 
Hs’s talk is toe first concrete 
evidence favoring the frontal 
spprosim. Aooordingjy, the

transcript of the Javits speech 
might bring a change in strat­
egy by Rockefeller.

• *  •
Rep. Hale Boggs of Louisi­

ana, normally one o f Wartiing- 
ton’s shrewdest parliamentary 
tacticians, has committed a 
costly error that could put a 
brake on his Oongressionai ca­
reer.

Aa Majority Wliip (third 
ranking House Democrat) and 
a valirabie Administratiim sup­
porter, Boggs has been on the 
rise. In time he w«ia expect­
ed to ride up the Oongressionel 
escalator to beconve Majority 
Leader—and perhaps even 
Speaker.

But Bogga’s conduct during 
the civil rights debate generat­
ed Northern liberal opposition 
to his future ascent.

No Congressman b l a m e d  
Boggs for voting against the 
civil rights blU. The r e c e n t  
Governor’s election in Louisiana 
was a warning that a vote hi 
favor of it would have been 
political suicide in Bogg’s New 
.Orleans .district

Nor did fellow Democrats 
blame Boggs for abdicating the 
Whip’s job for the civil i^ h ts  
figh t (that chore was taken 
over imofficially by Rep. Prank 
Thompson o f  New Jersey).

W hat did arouse the in  of 
many Northern Democrats was 
an apieqdment offered by Boggs

late in tbs dsbats, to smaacu- 
late toe proposed cut-off of 
Federal funds to segr^;at«d 
communities.

Republicans added fuel to the 
fire by suggesting (incorrectly) 
that Boggs was acting in be­
half of toe Democratic leader­
ship. Rep. Wilham McCulloch of 
Ohio, Republican manager for 
the bill, declared hs w o u l d  
withdraw hia vital support lYom 
the m e a s u r e  if the Boggs 
amendment carried. As a result. 
Democratic leaders hurriedly 
rounded up votes to make ab­
solutely mire o f klUing toe 
amendment.

'Rie amendment 'was killed. 
But some liberal Democrats are 
still grumbling that Boggs un- 
necessarUy endangered toe bill.

Bogg’s best hope is the sooth­
ing i^ s c t  o f time. When a va­
cancy does occur in the Major­
ity Leadmship, oucrsi^ irrita­
tion with Boggs may hs only a  
memory .—  particulariy i f  no 
more groat oivU rights dobStes 
come akMig hi ths ipsantims.

whether any Cyprus resolution 
•ubmltted to the 11-nation coun­
cil should mention the 1960 
treaty of guarantee that accom­
panied the island’s grant of in­
dependence from Britain.

The treaty says that Britain, 
Turkey ' and Greece can inter­
vene independently in Cyprus 
to preserve constitutional ar­
rangements between the Greek 
and Turkish Cypriots.

The United States, Britain 
and Turkey interpret this as an 
authorization for military inter­
vention and want the treaty 
mentioned.

Greece and the Cypriot gov­
ernment. which is in the hands 
of the Greek Cypriot majority, 
oppose any mention of the 
treaty. They fear it will be used 
to justify a Turkish Invasion 
to protect the Turkish Cypriot 
minority. The Greek Cypriot 
majority wants to end the mi­
nority’s constitutional rights of 
veto over various types of legis­
lation.

Thant was also said to be 
having trouble finding countries 
to make up a peace-keeping 
force. Of all those mentioned 
that might be acceptable, only 
Canada seemed willing to sup­
ply troops.

Archbishop Makarios, presi­
dent of Cyprus, 'has said he 
would accept troopis from some 
British Commonwealth and non- 
aligned countries.

Dispatches from Cyprus said 
the Meditarranean island is 
turning into a vast armed camp 
as thousands of young men and 
some women on both sides re­
ceive weapons training,

The Greek Cypriots .said they 
were preparing to repel threat­
ened invasion from ’Turkey, 40 
miles off the island's north 
coast.

Turkish Cypriots said they 
were getting ready to repel a 
Greek attack.

The Greek Csr^lot Irregulars 
are commanded by a man using 
the name “ Akritas" (Frontiers­
man). He is believed to be In­
terior Minister Polycarpos 
Georgadjis, 34, a former under­
ground fighter.

Turkish Cypriot reparations 
are being run by the ’TMT, a 
Turkish underground body, di­
rected by an anonymous ’Turk­
ish professional man said to 
rank high in the island’s ’Turk­
ish Cypriot leadership.

The crisis on the Island may 
force a shutdown of the Amer­
ican-owned Cyprus Mines (Itorp., 
the largest single business on 
Cyprus and a major contributor 
to the little republic’s foreign 
exchange reserve.

The firm ’s copper mines have 
be^n operating far below capac­
ity'since fighting between Turk­
ish and Greek Cypriots erupted 
£>ec. 23.

VSSR Thanked

NICOSIA, Cyprus (A P )-G o v -  
ernment officials thanked the 
Soviet Union today for support­
ing Cyprus in the U.N. Security 
Council debate on a peacekeep­
ing force for the Mediterranean 
Island.

_Acting Foreign Minister An­
dreas. Araouzos expressed grat­
itude for Moscow’s support at 
hiS'first meeting with the three- 
man Soviet delegation here to 
negotiate a civil aviation agree­
ment between the two coun­
tries.

The Greek Cypriot minister of 
communications, Andreas Pap- 
adopoulos, also thanked the 
Russians.

Who Saw TV

. Belli said that it is possible 
that the Texas Supreme Court 
might rule today. Otherwise, he 
said, he understood that the 
court. has. its oral hesiringa .on 
such t>ctitiohs on 'Wednesdays.

Belli declined- to show news­
men the . four .legal documents 
involved in the petition for a 
writ. He said - he could hot do 
this . until Judge Brown makes 
a ruling.

Today's, action was forecast 
last week by ’Tohahill. He fur­
ther said the defense might car­
ry its contention to the U.S. 
Supreme Court.

Judge Brown said he quali­
fied parts of the bill of excep­
tion but he did not say which 
parts of the document. He said, 
" I f  I  signed the whole bill, it 
would mean that I  agreed with 
the defense." A bill of excep­
tion is a statement of disagree­
ment with a ruling of a court.

The judge called the court 
back to order and shortly after 
he went to the bench, the c..-', r 
first prospective juror, Mildred 
McCoUum, '-took the stand. She 
is the 49th person to be 
questioned.

Ruby’s lawyers contend that 
persons who saw the televised

scene o f the ahobting could be 
tompetent witnesses, and Uere- 
fore could not sH on the jury.

Representatives o f Columbia 
B roaden in g  (System estimated 
that the threq major television 
networks repeat**^ the-shooting 
scene 15 or 2b times after the 
live shbts of the shooting.

Should the Texas Supreme 
Court u]Aold the defense con­
tention it apparently would 
mean that no one In Texas who 
saw the televised scene Could 
serve as juror. Such a ruling 
also probably woUld constitute 
a mistrial in the present hear­
ings.

’The two male jurors. Max E. 
Causey and Allan McCoy, hoth 
said under questioning that they 
saw the shooting on television. 
They are the only t'lvo petMns 
sworn in as jurors out o f 48 ex­
amined.

The action started the second 
week of Ruby’s trial, marked by 
dispute’) between prosecution 
and defense over assembling a
jurv’.

None of the courtroom prin­
cipals expresses optir^sm 
about completing the 12-man 
panel this week.

" I t  looks like the middle of 
the following week now," said 
Dist. Atty. Henry M. Wade.

" I  said we couldn’t get a 
jury and my prediction has 

j  been right," said Ruby’s chief 
I counsel, 'M elvin M. Belli of San 
' Francisco.

" I ’m not happy or unhappy 
about the first week," said 
Judge Joe B. Brown.

Of the 48 persons questioned.

20 were disqiialltied when they 
said they could not vote to send' 
Ruby, pr anyone else, to the 
electric chair. Another 16 were 
disqualified " fo r  cause"—that 
is, for having formed an opinion 
about the case,~ being opposed 
to the suspended-sentence law 
In a murder case, etc.

’Two factors are contributing 
to the slow progress.

One is Belli’s convention that 
Ruby can’t get a  fair trial in 
Dallas.

He says the city is saturated 
with prejudice, ashamed of the 
fact that President John F. 
Kennedy was assassinated here, 
and Is bent on . vindicating it­
self by executing Ruby.

Wade’s view ' is, " I  don’t 
think they (Ihe defense) sin­
cerely want a jury in Dallas 
Cotmty."

The second factor is that this 
is the first death case in which 
the killing was seen on tele­
vision.

Cameras recorded' the instant 
when Ruby, a Dallas night club 
operator, killed Lee Harvey 
Oswald, who had been charged 
with the assassination of Ken­
nedy.

Belli contends, again and 
again, that anyone who saw the 
televised scene is a witness. 
Under Texas law, he argues, 
such persons are disqualified to 
serve as jurors. The prosecu­
tion disputes this interpretation 
of the law, and Brown has 
ruled with Wade.

In questioning jury candi­
dates, Ruby’s attorneys ask.

"D id you see tfie tolevision of 
the shooting of Oswald?”

I f  the prospect.says he has, 
the defense asks him to de­
scribe what he saw. !

’Then, Ruby’s lawyers ask the 
prospective ■’ juror if he was 
"horrified”  or "upset.”  Or they 
often say, "and you will carry 
this memory to your grave, 
won’t you?”  Should the pros- 
t>ect agree, the defense im­
mediately moves to disqualify 
him as incai>able of judging 
Ruby Impartially.

This touches off heated 
wrangles with the prosecution. 
|t grew 'to fierce last week that 
Birown warned a defense law­
yer, Joe Tonahlll, he ■a’ss bor­
dering on being in contempt of 
court.

Ruby watches the proceed­
ings closely. He frequently 
chews gum, confers in whispers 
With his attorneys. He some­
times nods or smiles at report­
ers sitting behind his chair. 
Occasionally, when lawyers 
point him out to a prospective 
juror, he nods toward the man 
or woman on the witness stand.

"H e ’s becoming more tense 
as the days go by,”  Belli said, 
"but generally he’s holding up 
well.”

o f teachers. The new teachers’ 
salary echedule is the first plan 
o f its kind in Connecticut The 
salary schedule for 1964-85 
ranges from 35,000 to 38,000 In 
12 steps for teachers with a 
B.A. degree. The salary plan 
has a three level approach for 
professional, career and master 
teachers.

The schedule recommended 
for 1064-65 makes changes In 
the 1063-64 professional salary 
plan In three ways: (1 ) In­
creases the starting salary by 
.3300, (2 ) incjreases the maxi­
mum salary by 3150. (3 ) adds 
3285 under Step 1 o f last year’s 
schedule, 3270 under Step 2 and 
an amount to each o f the next 
nine steps which is 315 less than 
the amount added to the im­
mediately preceding step.

Teachers on the professional 
schedule holding a masters de­
gree receive 3350 more than 
they would on the same step 
wlOiout the M.A.

The career schedule starts at 
3500 above the same step on 
the professional master degree 
schedule and advances at $400 
per year. A masters degree and 
at least four years local service 
are required to be considered for 
transfer to the career schedule.

’The career schedule differs 
from the 1963-64 schedule tn the 
following ways:' (1) reduces the 
starting salary by $100 so that on 
transfer to the career schedule 

•^the increase is 3600 rather than 
last year’s $800 over the same 
step on the professional masters 
step. (2) increases the maxi 
mum salary by 3100, from 310, 
200 to $10,300; (3) but maintains 
the present $400 Increase at 
each step.

The master teacher schedule 
starts at $200 above the same 
step on the career teacher 
schedule and advances at $400 
per step. The maximum on this 
scale was increased from last 
year’s $11,240 to $11,340.

A teacher is eUgibld for the 
master teacher rating after at 
least two years on the career.

Promotion to the career and 
master level is to be by secret 
ballot of a seven member board 
’The superintendent, assistant 
superintendent apd five teachers 
who are on the career or mas 
ter schedule. ’The criteria used 
by this seven member board 
will be specified in writing and 
subject to the approval of the 
board of education.

Since the arms 
flow began to India, Pakistan 
has indicated growing reserva­
tions about its membership in 
the anti - Communist Southeast 
Asia Treaty Organization and 
the Central Treaty Organiza­
tion.

With the communique, Pakis­
tan served notice on Washington 
it will follow a more indepen-1 
dent foreign policy and edge 
closer to Red China.

Chou repaid Ayub with sup­
port for a plebiscite in Kash­
mir, the chief Pakistani 
demand since the dispute erupt­
ed In 1947 with massive blood­
shed. Moslem Pakistan 
assumes that Kashmir's pre­
dominantly Moslem populace 
would vote to break away from 
Hindu India.

Six additional patrolman, nor­

mal increments and salary items 
for five new patrolmen hired 
early this year and minor in­
creases to allow for four promo­
tions, has been submitted in the 
$531,926 Police Department 
budget request for the coming 
1964-65 fiscal year.

NEW ORLEANS, La. 
(AP) —  An Eastern Air 
Lines four-engine jet car­
rying 58 persons on a flight 
from Mexico City to New 
York disappeared minutes 
after takeoff from a New 
Orleans stop today and 
crashed in Lake Pontchar­
train. There were no signs 
of survivors.

’Th Coast Guard said it re­
covered parts of a large , air­
craft wreckage, including seats, 
communication equipment and 
soundproofing.

Also recovered wwe-clothing, 
luggage and what was described 
as parts of bodies.

’The Coast Guard said parts 
o f the debris, including Insur­
ance papers, were linked with 
at least two passengers on the 
EAL plane,

impact. ’The debris was scat­
tered over a wide area.
