Illusionary, however, some bus- 
ineksmen insist. It could involve 

presumption that Johnson^ is 
more conservative than h* will 
probably prove to be, said Nell 
Roberts, president of the Den­
ver U.S. National Bank.

Edwin P. Nellan, president of 
the U.S. Qiamber of Commerce, 
said recently that he is with­
drawing support of Johnson be 
cause ha fells Johnson juggled 
his budget to present a “ false 
face of frugality” .

But whatever businessmen fi­
nally conclude when they’ve had 
more time to study Johnson, 
most of the leaders interviewed 
said that the signs so far have 
been encouraging.

President Elmer Engstrom of 
Radio Corp. of America, a 
member of the Business (3oun- 
cil that advises presidents, 
sought to describe what’s hap­
pened.

"In business, we look for 
go signs and stop signs,”  he 
said in , his office. "We watch 
for signs whether the adminis­
tration Is f r l e n ^  or unfriendly 
to business. Tliese are not 
things that can be supported by 
physical facts. But we get the 
feeling that President Johnson 
is friendly, and this assessment 
is being strengthened."

Dr. Engstrom continued in 
careful, measured language, 
"Mr. Johnson has shown hlm- 
se]f to be determined. With the 
tax cut bill, there has been 
movement. He seems to get 
things done, you see."

In addition to the tax bill, 
Engstrom cites favorably John­
son’s talk of economizing in 
government and reducing the 
federal deficit.

Some businessmen say they 
personally can’t get excited 
about Johnson’s moves but say 
there’s been an impact difficult 
to ignore.

John A. Barr, chairman of 
Montgomery Ward and Co., 
Inc., says “ His philosophy of 
turn off the Juice when the lights 
are not in use has won an 
amazing acceptance that cuts 
across party lines."

But, says Barr, "It ’s still 
somewhat fresh in our minds 
that Franklin Roosevelt ran on 
a pledge of cutting spending. As 
practical businessmen we 
should be cautious about reach­
ing fixed opinions based on elec­
tion campaign talk.”

“ Just look,”  said Neil Roberts 
of Denver U.S. National, taking 
out a white pad and slowly writ­
ing the numbers 97.9.

“ T)uit’4 ■!! the President has 
aoner^'d^berts said. "Write a 
number down and call it his 
budget. I don't think it will real­
ly be 97.9 (billion dollars).’ ’

Just how much frugality John- 
Soif'VHi have to deliver to re­
tain business support Is Mr 
from clear.

But many leaders say they 
are heartened by the attitude 
that accompanies his talk of 
economizing. They like what 
they consider to be a feeling for 
business needs and a business­
like way of running things.

L. F. McCollum, president of 
Continental Oil Co. and like 
RCA’s Engstrom a member of 
the Business Council, describes 
Johnson as "an experienced, 
successful businessman and . an 
experienced, proven admin­
istrator.”

“ By all logic,”  says McOjI- 
lum, who has hunted with John­
son in Texas but who is a Re­
publican who has voted against 
him, "President Johnson ^ould

take a sound atUtqda -on buai- 
neaa matterk”

In Denver, 'Banker Roberts 
mused: “ An awful lot of people 
feel Mr. Johnson Is favorably 
disposed toward business. I ’m 
not iit all sure that'e true. I 
think he is a great deal more 
liberal by personal bent than 
some of the things he haa said 
would indicate.

"He grew up with the New 
Deal. He has a free soil back­
ground. He is certainly not an 
Industrially oriented person.”  -

Southern Bell’s Ollmer argues 
the opposite.

"The President has taken a 
stand. Business 'can sit on its 
hands. Or it can decide to co­
operate by going ahead with in­
vestment plans and give the 
President's ideas a chance to 
succeed.

"If business does sit on Its 
hands,”  Gilmer said, "people in 
government will want to start 
all oven again with more of the 
pump-prime thinking wc'vS had 
for the last 81 years.”

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Bank With Cameras

Down In New York CTty, one bank, 
the Chase Manhattan, has just an­
nounced completion of the job of Install­
ing fast action cameras in all its 125 
offices and branches, as a standing wel­
come to any holdup men who want to 
have themselves photographed in ac­
tion.

This, or something like it, has seemed, 
to this page, the logical answer to the 
rash of branch bank holdups which Con­
necticut has been suffering in recent 
months. We have suggested the possi­
bility o f a hidden', protected camera fo­
cused on the bank door, recording all 
entrances and exits.

The system set up in the New York 
bank and its various branches does not 
include any camera continuously or auto­
matically active. The cameras are linked 
to the bank’s silent police alarm system; 
it takes activation o f that alarm by a 
teller to set the cameras working. But 
this, the guaranteed, routine presence’ o f 
a  very strong chance that anybody try­
ing to execute a holdup will be photo­
graphed while in the process, may in­
deed prove all the deterrent necessary.

This being so, perhaps the important 
question left for consideration is that of 
co st  It appears that Chase Manhattan 
found that the original cost of install­
ing the cameras was approximately J300 
each, and that the cost of renting the 
cameras from the private service which 
supervises and operates the system 
comes to about |170 a year per camera,

Thia expense, if it or anything reason­
ably close to it could be made standard 
for all the small branch banks in Con­
necticut today, would seem to offer a 
bargain in terms not only of security for 
bank money, or protection for insurance 
writers, but also in terms of both physi­
cal safety and peace o f mind for bank 
employes. One suspects it would just 
about eliminate the casual type of bank 
holdup which has been in the news so 
often recently.

The last Ume we looked, which was a 

few minutes ago, Russia was saying 
some American proposal about limiting 
the number of long-range planes that 
could carry nuclear bombs didn't go far 
enough, and the United States was say­
ing that Russia’s plan for limiting the 
number of actual missiles themselves 
went too far.

That is essentially the way it has been 
for some 19 years now.

Sometimes the roles are reversed, and 
it is Russia saying some proposal of 
ours goes too far and the United States 
aa>’ing some proposal of Russia’s doesn’t 
go far enough.

But all the time, during these 19 
years, we have, the two naUons of us, 
succeeded in keeping a safe distance be­
tween ourselves so that no danger of any 
tangible agreement in the field of dis­
armament has ever become real.

Sometimes each of us has had to con­
tradict ourselves in order to stay apart. 
Sometimes we have been uncomfortably 
long out on the limb with a proposal 
Which the other fellow might seem likely 
to accept But we have always, in the 
clutch, protected each other from any­
thing that would really detract from our 
position, our destiny, our preoccupation 
and our prosperity, from everything we 
have staked on our respective positions 
as the two great mammoth unrivaled 
world powers, unchallenged except by 
each other.

The truth is that neither of us dares 
disarm to the other, or to any mere 
agreement between ourselves.

Nor will that kind of day ever come.
The only way either o f us wlU ever 

fee able to disarm will be to disarm not 
to  eadi other, but to the United Na- 
tUms, the oiganizatioR under whose aus- 
yioai Mrs conduct our present 19 year

'We’ll specify what will wake us up, 
whereupon we’ll begin putting In hope­
ful, cheery calls for sverybody.

'We’ll wake up when the United Btatea 
and Russia start talking about how 
much money and how much armament 
and how many men they are willing to 
vote to have the United States acquire 
for itself, as Its standing, international, 
UN-commanded police force.

'When both of us will agree to create 
and implement such a 'UN police force 
to the point where It can face down 
the amount o f military might we keep 
to ourselves, then It will all begin to 
mean something.

He Was The Warrior
Judging from the Incidents the. Asso­

ciated Press has chosen to highUght 
from the article published in the Satur­
day Evening Post from the book about 
to be published by Robert Murphy, the 
very title of the forthcoming book ie 
wrong.

It is labeled ’ ’Diplomat Among War­
riors.”

It might be much more truthful to 
Murphy’s real career to take off those 
striped State Department pants and la­
bel his book ’ ’Warrior Among Diplo­
mats.”

By the news account, Murphy regrets 
we didn’t. In 1948, used “a small combat 
force to call the Russian bluff at Helm- 
stedt.” By the same account, Murphy 
backs up the soundness o f such a play 
by a "small combat force” by recalling 
that “ the United States government In 
1948 possessed a growing stockpile o f 
atomic bombs, while Russia had none 
yet.”

The fact that we didn’t use combat 
force over Berlin in 1948 led the Com­
munists, In the Murphy book, to think 
that we wouldn’t use force In Korea 
either.

For Korea too. as might have been ex­
pected, former Ambassador Murphy had 
a solution. His solution for Korea, In 
1952, was "immediate resumption o f a 
drive to unite Korea—to fight to win our 
objective.”

Ambassador Murphy wins that one 
easily, too, In retrospect

"The United Statw,’' he la quoted, 
"had the military capacity to drive the 
Chinese ‘volunteers’ Into Manchuria, but 
for various reasons we were holding 
back.”

One of these various reasons might 
have been the fact that the Chinese vol­
unteers had just driven us pell mell out 
of North Korea.

But no reason for not fighting ever 
satisfied Diplomat Murphy, not as we 
recall his career, unless, delving way 
back, it was the reasons he success­
fully pushed, during the North African 
campaign of World War U, for dealing 
with 'Vichy France, as represented by 
Admiral Darlan, Instead of with the 
Free France of de Gaulle and Giraud. 
There might be an assessment, some day, 
of what that piece of appeasement even­
tually cost, in the net.

delay which always afflicts auto drivers 
in the City of New Haven during snow­
storms was repeated during Wednes­
day's storm.

It’s about time the city did something 
about the problem—at the right time.

One of the prime reasons for the traf­
fic jams and delay early morning com­
muters met on their way into the city 
was failure of the City to make swift ad­
justment to the storm conditions.

For one thing, most traffic lighU 
were kept operating on normal cycles 
at busy intersections which bear the 
brunt of the commuter traffic.

This may be all right, but why, we 
a-sk, doesn't the city do some sanding 
at leash at the key intersections, if no- 
w'here else ?

The story generally was the same c ity - ' 
wide. A  line of autos piled up at an 
intersection light. Slicked down snow 
caused wheel-spinning delay while the 
front cars in the line tried to move 
through the light.

The result was that since the time 
lapse .for passenger traffic was kept un­
changed, two or three cars could make 
a single change instead of the normal 
number.

This produced the frustrating pile 
ups which made many drivers late for 
work and short on temper.

$287,086 Project 
On Army Drugs 
Starts at UConn

Tax Cut Bill Approved; 
LBJ To Address Nation

STORKS (AP) — The 
University of d!onnecticut 
has received $287,086 from 
the Army Medical Research 
and Development C!om- 
mand, the largest research 
project ever tackled by the 
state university.

’The money Is to be used, the 
university said today, to deter­
mine how the Army’s 100 most 
common drugs can beat be 
shielded from the ravages of ad­
verse climates.

Harold M. Beal and Paul J. 
Jannke, both professors in the 
university’s research institute, 
are directing the team- that will 
pursue the "study of pharma­
ceuticals stored in plastic con­
tainers.”

During the next two years, 
the scientists wiU subject pack­
aged drugs to about every tepi- 
perature foimd in nature, rang­
ing from a savage 66 degrees 
below zero to a boiling 140 de­
grees above.

The results are also expected 
to be o f Interest to civil defense 
officials, who have the responsi­
bility of stockpiling drugs for 
as long aa 10 years at a stretch.

Boston Pupils 
In ^Stay-Out’ 
B i a s  Protest

BOSTON (AP)—’Thousands of 
Negro and white children today 
boycotted the Boston public 
schools to protest alleged de 
facto segregation.

There were no reports of any 
disorderr.

It was the second such pro­
test in Boston in the past eight 
months.

The children attended 37 
"freedom schools”  staffed by 
some 600 volunteers including 
clergymen and faculty mem­
bers of local colleges and uni­
versities.

At St. Mark Social Center, 
headquarters for the movement 
which Its leaders have called a 
"freedom etay-out,”  about 300 
children attended classes in the 
auditorium. Several hundred 
more were gathered outside the 
building awaiting transportation 
to other classes.

’The classes opened with a 
moment of silent meditation, 
followed by readings o f poems 
written by Negroes, and 
singing.

Total school enrollment in 
Boston Is about 98,000.

’The Rev. James p . Breeden, 
cochairman of the boycott, said 
the stay-out was "much bigger 
than last year’s.’ ’

Leaders of the boycott contend 
that 14,000 Negro students in 
the city’s public schools are 
concentrated primarily in 18 
schools with piodominantly Ne­
gro student bodies.
