WASHINGTON (AP) 
Waterfront u n i o n s  are 
ready to resume loading 
ships with U.S. wheat for 
the Soviet Union • by the 
end of the week after end­
ing a 10-day boycott.

The White House announced 
late ’Tuegday that the uniona 
had agreed to load the wheat 
after President Johnson pledged 
that--in all future grain deals 
with the Soviet Union—half of 
the cargo would be carried In 
U.S. ships.

The late President John F. 
Kennedy had agreed to ship half 
of the grain in American ships 
when the sales were ammged 
last fall. But the way was left 
open then to waive the require­
ment.

’The 60-80 agreement will not 
cover the sale of 1 million tons 
o f wheat to the Soviet Union by 
the Continental Grain Co., be­
cause final details of that deal 
have already been worked out.

$287,086 Project 
On Army Drugs 
Starts at UConn

Tax Cut Bill Approved; 
LBJ To Address Nation

STORKS (AP) — The 
University of d!onnecticut 
has received $287,086 from 
the Army Medical Research 
and Development C!om- 
mand, the largest research 
project ever tackled by the 
state university.

’The money Is to be used, the 
university said today, to deter­
mine how the Army’s 100 most 
common drugs can beat be 
shielded from the ravages of ad­
verse climates.

Harold M. Beal and Paul J. 
Jannke, both professors in the 
university’s research institute, 
are directing the team- that will 
pursue the "study of pharma­
ceuticals stored in plastic con­
tainers.”

During the next two years, 
the scientists wiU subject pack­
aged drugs to about every tepi- 
perature foimd in nature, rang­
ing from a savage 66 degrees 
below zero to a boiling 140 de­
grees above.

The results are also expected 
to be o f Interest to civil defense 
officials, who have the responsi­
bility of stockpiling drugs for 
as long aa 10 years at a stretch.

B i a s  Protest

BOSTON (AP)—’Thousands of 
Negro and white children today 
boycotted the Boston public 
schools to protest alleged de 
facto segregation.

There were no reports of any 
disorderr.

It was the second such pro­
test in Boston in the past eight 
months.

The children attended 37 
"freedom schools”  staffed by 
some 600 volunteers including 
clergymen and faculty mem­
bers of local colleges and uni­
versities.

At St. Mark Social Center, 
headquarters for the movement 
which Its leaders have called a 
"freedom etay-out,”  about 300 
children attended classes in the 
auditorium. Several hundred 
more were gathered outside the 
building awaiting transportation 
to other classes.

’The classes opened with a 
moment of silent meditation, 
followed by readings o f poems 
written by Negroes, and 
singing.

Total school enrollment in 
Boston Is about 98,000.

’The Rev. James p . Breeden, 
cochairman of the boycott, said 
the stay-out was "much bigger 
than last year’s.’ ’

Leaders of the boycott contend 
that 14,000 Negro students in 
the city’s public schools are 
concentrated primarily in 18 
schools with piodominantly Ne­
gro student bodies.

Police said some 1,600 pickets 
marched (uxnmd city hail and 
the Board of Education’s down­
town offices, but there were no 
incidents.

Police Supt. O. W. Sllson and 
State’s Atty. Daniel P. Ward 
had 8(tid that persons who kept 
children from entering schools 
Vrould be prosecuted. There 
were no arrests.

Lawrence Landry, 28, a Ne­
gro, threatened more .dem on­
strations if the Board of Educa­
tion ignores demands by the 
(XXX> regarding alleged aegre- 
gati practices. Landry, chair­
man of the CCCO, reiterated a 
demand that School Supt. Ben­
jamin C. Willis be fired.

"It is clear that we won to­
day,”  Landry said. “ We walked 
through City Hall this time. 
Next time we will walk over It."

Landry ^tofeatened once-a- 
week boycott against what 
he termed "particularly bad 
schools.”

He also criticised Mayor

Richard J. Daley and Negroes 
wbe- opposed the boycott .

Negroee eplit into factions pri­
or to the boycott. Alderman 
Kenneth E. Campbell, a  Negro, 
and aaaoclatee of U.S. Rep. Wil­
liam  L .

More Pay, Benefits

R«praMntatiTe8 o f five town employe groups aired 
their requests for pay and fringe benefit increases for 
the 1964-65 fiscal year at a public hearing with General 
Manager Richard Martin last night—but will have to
wait uBtU the tentative budget<: 
is publiidied next month to see 
bow t b ^  teade oat.

Martin has already supplied 
town department haads with a 
set ot instructions for comput­
ing employe pay increases for 
the coming year  ̂ but noted that 
there could be further increases 
if  next year’s costs don’t in­
crease too much.

Last night’s hearing set a 
precedent. It was the first time 
that personnel requests—affect-, 
ing aU town departments—have 
been heard apart from depart­
ment requests.

The five groups that present­
ed requests last night included;

The Municipal Employes’ 
Group (MEG), an unaffiliated 
organization o f the town’s 
white coUar employes. MEG had 
the most comprehensive set of 
requests among those heard 
last night.

Unten local M l of the Amer­
ican Federation of State, Coun­
ty and Municipal Employes 
(AFLrdO), reptesented the 

' town's blue collar employes. 
The union approved the pro­
posed 10  cent per hour pay in­
crease set for employes ppid by 
file hour, but asked extended 
fringe bmefits;

Town Firemen’s Club, which 
had submitted two requests but 
found them both denied:

Town Police Club, which 
plugged for an extension of the 
town’s group insurance plan:

Hie Pension Group, the or­
ganization of retired town em­
ployee. The pensioners asked 
that they be included in the 
town insurance plan, as they 
have been included in the m ^ - 
leal Inaurance program al­
ready.

General Manager Martin's 
proposal for the following year 
calls for a one step pay increase 
in all white collar posts at the 
individual’s p rese t rating— the 
MEG has asked that all em­
ployes move up one or two steps 
on the rating schedule — and 
the addition of a new top step 
for individuals at their maxi­
mum pay.

Atty. Eugene Kelly attended 
the hearing tor MEG, but did 
not comment on the proposals.

Union local 991 was repre­
sented by William Czuckrey, a 
union field representative.

He said the town’s blue collar 
employes “do not necessarily 
contest" the 10-cent per hour 
pay Increase that Martin has 
proposed for hourly-wage work­
ers. but asked other fringe ben­
efits as well

He specified full payment of 
Blue Cross and CMS for the em­
ploye and his family. The to'wn 
now pays half of both programs 
for the individual alone. He also 
suggested a town-paid $2,000 
group insurance program. The 
town now pays for a $1,000 pol­
icy, and is considering adopting 
a sliding scale plan for which 
it would pay more than half.

In requesting the family pay­
ments of CMS and Blue Cross, 
the union differed from MEG, 
which asked full payment for 
the indl'vddual employe only.

With such emphasis already 
placed on pay equality, Martin 
pointed out that full family pay­
ment o f the medical program 
would not give single town em­
ployes an equal share in the 
town boieflt plan.

Czuckrey said he thought 
that the single employes would 
not object.

Martin also asked if the union 
would consider a moratorium 
on new demanda next year if 
full payment o f Blue Crooa and 
CMS were granted this year.

Czuckrey aaid he ooidd not 
oonnmit tive mt̂ /haym to  a  po- 
attion.

It may 
require a  hUl in the next Gen- 
er^  Assembly to  straighten the 
situation out, Martin said.

Firemen also questioned ttie 
$4 per week raise that Miartin 
has proposed tor them and the 
police department.

’The firemen, wboae work 
week is longer, aay that the po­
licemen are getting a better 
houriy wage Increase.

M utln  contended that no 
hourly comparison should be 
made, because o f the basic dif­
ference in the types o f work.

Firemen are on call for fid- 
hour shifts, while police are on 
patrol or other active police 
work on a recently g ra n ts  40- 
hour week.

Samuel Maltempo repeated 
the poljce requests tor the com­
ing fiscal year, including;

An allowance for uniform 
cleaning and laundering;

Fully paid Blue Cross and

Former Police Chief Herman 
Schendel, speaking for the pen­
sioners, asked that the town

Report Reflects Greater 
Fire Protection Demand

Steadily Increasing demanda<^vlaioii following the
for townwide protectionfire pn
were epelled out in uie annual 
report o f the South Windsor 
Volunteer Fire Department cov­
ering the flacal year 1962-63.

During the year, the report 
■aid, there was an increase of 
24 elarma and 6 miacellaneoua 
detaila, while tha number of 
man hours logged by the de­
partment increased by 1,582 
over the total for 1661-62.

The total number of man 
hours put in by tfae department 
over the year amounted to 4,- 
266. Fire -calls answered by the 
department Included; House 
fires, 16; commercial building 
fires, 7; bam fires, 4; grass, 
brush and dump fires, 61; mo­
tor vehicle fires, 22; school fires,
1; still alarms, 13; false alarms,
6; and mutual aid, 1.

Miscenaneous activities of the 
departifaent included: Drills, 27; 
work details, 23; station stand­
by, 3; and mutual aid drills, 2.

The department was organ­
ized In 1938 with a SOO-gallon- 
per-mlnule pumper and a one- 
stall engine house. To the origi­
nal piunper have been added a 
600-g.p.m. pumper In 1948; a 
760-g.p.m. pumper In 1968; a 
1,000-g.p.m. pumper In 1962; 
and a new emergency truck in 
1963.

Department apparatus is 
presently housed In two fire sta­
tions, one at Ellington Rd. and 
Foster Rd., and the other at El­
lington Rd. and Beelzebub Rd.

The department's radio com­
munication aystem, Inaugurat­
ed in the early 1960s, recently 
has a base station with three re­
mote keying points, five two- 
way mobile units, one two-'way 
portable unit and 33 tone-oper­
ated receivers In the homes of 
various firemen to alert them 
to an alarm.

OHHoers of the department 
want to build a new fire sta­
tion In the northwest aecUon 
ot the town. The department 
has recommended that the new 
etation be located at Rye St. and 
Sullivan Ave. rather than on 
Rt. 5 because of heavy traffic 

. there. Minlmiun requirements 
for the proposed station are be­
ing worked out by the depart­
ment and the public building 
commiasion. ’Hie commiaeion la 
requesting an appropriation of 
$1,600 from the Town Council 
tor preliminary plana.

Time -enough has passed for 
the natloneIli(tlc tide to reach 
Its crest, SB others have in past 
crises, but there is hardly a sign 
pf slackening this time.

Buslnesk and civic leaders, de­
clining to speak for quotation, 
say it would be suicidal under 
present circumstances for the 
government to soften ita canal 
poUc'’k eVen if it wished.to.

“ We are not overdramatizing 
toe Internal crisis for bargain­
ing purposes,’ ’ said an import­
er. "Tfae'truth Is that any move 
smacking of appeasement on 
the part of Panama woifid cer­
tainly result in a violent reac­
tion that could topple the gov­
ernment and bring on extremist 
solutions,"

Besides showing the depth of

Material turned over to the 
OA8 group conaiats of tran­
scripts of radio broadcasts,' 
monitored and taped in the 
Canal Zone, In which some ra­
dio commentators sought to in­
cite Panamanians to violence

Tfae hard-core, militant Marx­
ists In Panama number about 
600, according to th* test local 
estimates. Tfaere are several 
thousand sympathizers and fel­
low travelers. A Cuban exile 
leader, Heriberto (Jorona, con­
tends the Communist flftii col­
umn exceeds in size the names 
In the Panama telephone book.

Although outlawed, the 0>m- 
munists operate out of two main 
organizations.

is composed of school gradu­
ates, dropouts and the le^on of 
Panamanian unemployed and 
unemployables.

’There is ,no Indication the 
groups are working as one or 
have a single command. Nor is 
there agreement on who the top 
Castroite Marxists might be ex­
cept that they number at least 
25.

tary o f Labor W. Willard W irtz when, 
the other day, he proposed that compul- 
pory education be extended to the age 
o f 18 and that free public education be 
provided two years beyond high school.

Ha wee thinking of some way to get 
about 2,000,000 people out o f the national 
labor force, and thus cut down on our 
unemployment statistic.

That ia what some people have been 
thinking, too, when they have been cam­
paigning against the “drop out”  or in fa ­
vor o f longer free education.

They have been thinking o f at least 
one way o f keeping people from  looking 
fo r  joba

Always, o f course, there la a m udi 
prettier subsequent thought

W hat they really have in mind, it de­
velops, is not so much the business o f 
keepln|[ these young people out o f jobs 
right now, but the business o f educating 
and preparing them so that they can fill 
better Jobs and earn higher salaries 
when they do get ready to go to work.

But that is the afterthought That is 
the pretense. The prime object is not to 
help people get better jobs for them­
selves, but to keep them out o f the 
ranks o f the jobseekers for as long as 
posslbla

And this is just about the Cheapest, 
m ost cynical argument ever used in fa ­
vor o f education.

For all o f that it is an argument being 
used more and more freely these days.

Ironieally, also, it ia an argument 
w hldi comes straight up against two 
ether Oieories ' about the educational 
process vdiich are prominent in our time, 

which at least have the decen ^  
and sincerity to address themselves te 
the problem o f education Itaetf rather 
t*iyn to  the problem o f unamployment

One ot these somevrtiat contrarT 
views about the American educational 
prooese arises among educators them­
selves and reflects their sense o f profes- 
sional futility in trying to give schooling 
to those who neither want it  nor know 
how to assimilate i t  They resent, such 
educators, having to spend their time 
and debase their curriculum in Order to 
take care o f everybody up to the age o f 
16. And rather than extend the oompul- 
soxy age to 18, the instinct o f some o f 
-these educators would be to cut it to 14, 
in many individual cases.

The second opposite direction thought 
comes from  a number o f people, both in 
and but o f the educational field^w ho 
are concerned with the quality o f Ameri­
can education in relation to that of Eu­
rope, and who think we should head 
toward the European system o f really 
advanced education only fo r those who 
have won the rigdit to it and shown the 
capacity fbr it In the basic elemental 
years e f their schooling.

Here again, the reconunendation m ost 
' kkely to come from  those who approach 

the educational problem from  this angle 
would not be in favor o f keeping more 
people in school longer, but in favor o f 
debunking the very popular American 
Idea that the mere expenditure o f hours 
and years in a supposed posture o f 
school attendance means very much. 
There shoidd be some great priority in 
the educational process, sucdi theorists 
are likely to claim, for the real education 
ioi the truly educable.

Mot much e f any o f these theories, 
either way, ia going to get into practice. 
W e are going to continue tb worship 'at 
the shrine o f mass education, but we 
ara not going to make it compulsory be­
yond the age o f 16. We Are going to be­
gin providing two years free education 
beyond high school for those who want 
it, and, at the same time, we are going 
to take increased pains to see, as Eu­
rope sees almost automatically, that 
lliese students o f real talent have the 
d oon  o f really high learning wide open 
before them.

But let us at least try to kebp an 
this an educational policy, first, last and 
an the time, designed tjo provide the 
finest and ‘‘^ e s t  and longest possible 
educational opportunity to thoee - who 
want and deserve it, but never, we hope, 
designed to keep people in school purely 
because to let them out would make 
them another unemployment statistic.

spend their .time in uniform.

But one correspondent touches -on the 
particular clrcumatance which may have 
moro than anything else to do with Cas­
tro’s instinct to make 1964 a year of 
some international caution on his part.

This is the year the United States goes 
to its presidential polls.

In 1960, it may be remembered, the 
last time we elected a President, one o f 
the features o f the presidential cam­
paign was the charge, by the Democratic 
candidate, that the Republican adminti- 
tration in power had been far too soft 
on Castro.

Whether or not this had anything 
to do with the fact that the Republican 
administration then in power did go out 
o f office bequeathing to its successor 
administration a plan for an invasion of 
Cuba by Cuban refugee forces, it quite 
probably had something to do with the 
decision of that Democratic challenger 
to authorize that invasion attempt, after 
he had become President

In short, the mere fact that we were 
holding a presidential campaign in 1960 
produced sharper talk about Castro and 
probably helped produce sharper action.

Yet the 1960 campaign was oBvioiuly 
a rather mild affair, so far as American 
attention to Castro was concerned. In 
the presidential campaign o f 1964, we 
haven’t even produced the opposition 
candidate yet, but two o f the leading 
csuididates for that post are specialists 
in taunting the administration in power 
'With being soft on Castro. One o f them 
would loose the Marines immediately. 
The other has foimd that audiences he 
has been boring rather habitually wake 
up and clap whenever he promises to tue 
“ force if necessary”  in Cuba.

Such campaigning carries two dan­
gers. One o f these, o f course, would be 
that the individual campaigning this 
way ml|d>t g «t to he President and then 
make some bungling and immoral at­
tem pt to make good on his own cam­
paign bombast.

The other danger Is that the adminis­
tration in power may mistakb the maud­
lin clapping o f some casual political 
audience for the will and sentiment o f 
the American people and so proceed, as 
a piece o f campaign strategy for itself, 
to devise something particularly harsh 
and tough to do to prove it knows how 
to pick and win a quarrel with Castro.

Yea, any smart little Caribbean dic­
tator, sniffing an American presidential 
esunpaign on the wind, would batten 
down his big mouth and lie low, mighty 
quiet and low, until the ordeal by ora­
torical tquglmeas had subsided, over on 
the mainland.

This would be. what a smart little dic­
tator would do, and even Castro may 
have some conscious, a d yu ce  idea o f 
trying to behave that way. Ten to one. 
how w er, he will prove unable to resist 
the temptation to play with our election 
fire.

Lawyer For The Ghoet
Bievitably, by the very nature o f its 

own mission, the Warren Commission in­
vestigating the assassination o f Presi­
dent Kennedy is going tq render a report 
which will have to be something o f a 
verdict on the guilt or innocence o f Lee 
H. Oswald.

This the Commission itself admits, in 
the very statement in which it appoints 
a special, counsel to defend the interests 
o f Oswald much as if some part of him 
were still alive.

In the statement announcing the ap­
pointment o f W alter E. Craig, president 
o f the American Bar Association, to 
serve in protection of Oswald’s theoreti­
cal interests, the Warren Commission 
declares that two months o f investiga­
tion has “not caused the Commission to 
doubt the reasonableness o f . the action 
o f the authorities in charging Oswald.” 
From that partial piece of interim judg­
ment the Warren Commission has to go 
on, inevitably, to an effort to clarify all 
details and circumstances and issues of 
the assaMination beyond all reasonable 
human doubt. That, in fact, is why the 
Conunission itself has been appointed 
and is serving—to remove every last 
shadow of doubt that can be removed 
about anything.

The Commission has apparently real­
ized that it can hardly achieve its own 
goal if it does not extend to the ghost of 
Oswald the right to ask questions, raise 
points, challenge assumptions, and de­
bate ooncliuions. Again and again, in 
the flow  o f the news, one has noticed a 
questioning of this or that detail, a criti­
cism of this or that conclusion, some­
times from  some extremist trying to put 
his own stamp on history, but some­
times from apparently disinterested but 
puzzled news correspondents. Any o f 
these questions with any slightest chance 
o f importance or validity would have 
been asked in the trial o f Oswald if it 
hisd been held. Something close to such 
a procedure should now be assured. And

Negotiations with Columbia 
and Bolton were euccessful and 
the three^ towns signed an 
agreement dated March 21, 
1903 relating to ownership of 
the land by Andover and for use 
of the land and building by the 
other two towns. They were 
given a use right-of-way for .99 
years. Any di^>ositlon o f the 
building, because o f possible 
change in the district, would be 
by mutual consent.

The cost o f the building was 
small, a few inmdred dollars. 
Andover contributed $181.43, 
Columbia, $90.00, and Bolton 
about the same. Any repairs 
were to be a mutual obligation

Supreme Court Rejects
Ansaldi Apartment Bid

The State Suprame 
this week eustained a lower 
eourt action overturning a 1M2 
town sonlng board of amteals 
(ZBA) ruling that would have 
permitted the oonetructlon of 
two apartment b u i l d i n g s  at 
Summer and MdKee Sts.

But the Supreme Court action 
— which was not unanimous — 
was based not on the lower 
court decision but on the re­
view of the ZBA's 1M3 deUber- 
ations.

In the written decision. Judge 
Murphy found theJames E. . .

ZBA's original ruling should 
have been denied siiice it was 
inconsistent with the soning 
regulations.

The court’s decision comes as 
a  victory for property holders 
in the Summer-MoKee Sts. area, 
who banned together for the 
court fight after the ZBA 
granted a special exception for 
the apartment project to An­
drew Ansaldi in A{^1 19fl2.

In March 1»63 the neighbors 
won the first roimd, 'hiheh the 
Hartford County Court of Com­
mon Pleas ruled that the ZBA 
had acted Illegally in granting 
the exception.

But Ansaldi took an appeal 
from the Common Pleas de­
cision to the Supreme Court— 
to the chagrin of the area resi­
dents, who said they already al­
most had exhausted their avail­
able funds during the first court 
appearhnce.

The five-man Supreme Court 
of Errors panel took up Ansal- 
dl’s appeal—to which the town 
was a partner since a ZBA ac­
tion ■was being questioned— 
this month. '*

Only three of the judges con­
curred in the decision handed 
down this week, however, since 
Judge William J. Shea of Man­
chester had disqualified himself 
and Judge Howard W. Alcorn 
dissented.

Concurring were J u d g e  
James E. Murphy, who wrote 
the decision. Chief Justice John 
H. King, and Judge John M. 
Comley, who found Ansaldi's 
original application Inconsistent 
with the town zoning regula­
tions.

Ansaldi had asked to con­
s tru c t two homes on a trac t a t 
Summer and McKee Sts. where 
Chicken houses now stand.

He included as part of the 
property a lot on which a 
house now stands.

Ansaldi had sought to in­
clude the house into the appli­
cation as a third building in 
the proposed apartment group. 
As such, it would not have 
needed so much land as it would 
under the zoning regulations as 
a  single-family dwelling. The 
extra land could then be credit­
ed to the other proposed bulld- 
Inga in order to meet the total 
lot size requirements.

But the court ruled that there 
la no pro\'ision in the zoning 
regulations for the inclusion of 
an existing building in an ap­
plication for group dwellings.

Hence, the judges said, the 
existing house must be consid- 
dered as any other single-fam­
ily dwelling. And. they continu- 
t the total land in the tract 
Is not enough for both the sin­
gle-family home and the pro­
posed g:roup apartments.

The Supreme Court decision 
differs considerably from the 
Common Pleas action, wiiich 
reversed the ZBA’s decision on 
the grounds that Ansaldi’s ap­
plication for the group dwell­
ings was not subsUntially dif­
ferent from the two requests 
submitted eariler.

Although Judge Alcorn sub­
mitted a written dissent, it was 
not provided to Town Coun­
sel Irving Aronson, ■ to whom 
the majority finding was sent, 
snd its content Is not yet avall- 
Sbie to The Herald, f

When Ansaldi announced last 
jrear that he was gtdng to ap­
peal the common Pleas action. 
McKee 8t. resident Wilbur Ben­
nett made two specific com­
plaints.

First, be objected to the 
town’s participation in the An- 
aaldi suit, clMming the tax­
payers' tax dollar should not 
be used against them

Oourt^Counsel Aronson participated 
only as an observer for the 
town, the co-defendent. As 
town counsel, Atty.

Secondly, Bennett objected to 
the construction of the soning 
regulations, and asked the town 
directors to Institute a study 
to see ”if the rights of prop­
erty owners are being adequate­
ly protected.”

Although the board ex­
pressed general approval of the 
idea last April, no action has 
subsequently been taken.

Meanwhile, the Town Plan­
ning Conunlsslon Agency has 
had a new set of regulations 
in the works for more than 
a year, but has made little 
progress since losing its j>ast 
planning director to a renewal 
post last year.

•BECAUSE THEY ARE

Your child’s tonsils were 

plac' 1 in his throat lor a pur­
pose. They should not be re­
moved just because they are 
there.

'This short - sighted practice 
is fortunately not as common As 
it once was. The tonsils, actual­
ly lymph nodes, form with the 
adenoids a protective circle in 
the throat that amounts to a 
miniature filtration plant.

Like lymph nodea elsewhere 
In the body, they keep disease 
germs trom entering t h e  
blood stream during the early 
years when your child Is slow­
ly building up Immunity.
Every encounter the tonsils 

have with disease germs causes 
the tonsils to enlarge, so it is 
not unusual for a child to have 
large tonsils throughout most of 
his childhood. When the infec­
tion Is overwhelming, he will 
have acute tonsillitis with sore 
throat and fever. When this hap­
pens he should be kept in bed 
and the doctor should be called 
so that steps may be taken to 
prevent such complications as 
rheumatic fever and kidney In­
fection. One or even several at­
tacks of tonsillitis is, however, 
not necessarily a reason to have 
the tonsils removed.

If, on the other hand, the ad­
enoids should become chronical­
ly enlarged and obstruct the 
pas.sage of air through the nose, 
your child will be ., forced to 

through his iiouth and 
his susceptibility to Infections in 
the nose, sinuses, and' middle 
ear will be Increased. Removal 
of the enlarged adenplds at an 
earljTage is sound practice. But 
unless the tonsils become ab­
scessed (quinsy). It is better not

The board o f finance haaf this p u ^ s e  that 
recommended to the board o f 
education specific steps to be 
followed In order to expedite a 
program involving capital ex­
penditures and voting of future 
bond issues. The action follows 
a request by the school board 
for a planning and building 
committee for additional facili­
ties at Coventry High School.

■Rie finsmee board termed the 
request for the new committee, 
as well as an appropriation of 
$8,000 for preliminary plans,
“premature.”

The finance board further ad­
vised that it feels no action 
should be taken until “we have 
had an opportunity to analyze 
the overall neqds for future 
(school) facilities.”

The board of finance Is rec­
ommending that the board of 
education call a meeting of the 
two boards and the selectmen 
within the next 15 days, and 
that the three boards be re­
sponsible for appointment of a 
study committee to analyze 
available data on future addi­
tional facilities needed for edu­
cation.

It further recommends that 
the proposed study committee 
report back no later than May 
1 with recommendations on 
space requirements, as well as 
the proper timing for new 
building construction. Also that 
by June 1, the combined boards 
recommend to the town the nec­
essary action that the town 
should take.

The Board of Finance sug­
gests that the superintendent of 
schools and the first selectman 
be ex-officio members of the 
proposed stuly committee. Also 
that two members of the board 
of finance, preferably those al­
ready appointed to work with 
the school board, Harold J. Wal­
dron and John D. Wile, be con­
sidered on this proposed study 
committee.

The finance board has rec­
ommended that the proposed 
kindergarten progpitun be post­
poned for the time being as “ it 
may be desirable to include the 
futiu« kindergarten program as 
a part of information to be de­
ve lop ^  by the 'study commlt- 
tce.”  j  -

In a letter to the board of 
education, the finance board 
Mid it is well aware of the in­
terest of the town^>eople in in­
corporation of the kindergarten 
as part of the school program.
However, the letter said, "our 
present concern is in the utili­
sation of our present space for

an overload, or at least a heavy 
burden, on the rest of our edu­
cational system before the town 
has adequately provided for 
future facilities that will become 
necessary within the next few 
years.”  On this basis, the rec­
ommendation for postponement 
of the kindeigarten was made 
to the education members.

In still a third letter to the 
board of education, the board 
of finance asked the school 
board to review a school budg­
et proposed for the next fiscal 
year In which the preliminary 
Information indicates an in­
crease of $200,000 more than the 
present budget.

Allowing a school budget In­
crease o f $170,000, an estimated 
five per cent Increase In the 
selectmen’s budget and In­
creased indebtedness payments, 
the board of finance said a 47 
mill tax rate could be expected 
next year. This compares with 
the 37.5 mills for the 1962-63 
year and the new tax mill rate 
of 40.5 mills.

The board of finance suggest­
ed that the school board espe­
cially review all areas in which 
no commitments have been 
made to date; including a re­
analysis o f the pupil per room 
ratio, re-examlnatlon of all in­
creases where additions are be­
ing made to ths present staff.

Not on your life.
There will be 10 time outs, at 

least, for each NFX, game, with 
one sponsor taking six spots 
and the other four one-minute 
blurbs. Sponsors of a year ago 
were only too happy to renew 
their agreements, even at a sub­
stantial increase. Pro football is 
considered a prestige buy.

After all, it has been estimat­
ed that 15 million persons 
watched NFL telecasts last sea­
son. And another 6.2 million 
watched the APL attractions.

* * •

Profits Due
It’s interesting to note that 

the annual overhead of a pro 
team (either NFL or AFL) is 
between $800,000 and $1 million, 
most of it in salaries. Under the 
new lucrative video packages 
for each league, the TV melon 
will pay the overhead, leaving 
stadium gate receipts for net 
profit.

With CBS offering a double- 
header of football on 14 consec­
utive Sunday afternoons start­
ing in October, pro grid buffs 
can look forward to five hours 
every Sunday of continuous 
viewing.

Package Plan May Be Offered

Lucrative T V  Pacts 
For Baseball Teams

WASHINGTON (A P )— Major league baseball will get 
more for television rights in 1964 than in 1963, but only 
$575,000 more— far below tbe increase achieved by pro­
fessional football although still a hefty $13-plus million 
total. <

And there are signs that the 
era of rugged individualism in 
baseball' television may be near­
ing its end, as the major leagues 
move closer to a package deal, 
with all sharing equally, as in 
professional football.

This is reported in today’s is­
sue of Broadcasting magazine.

The magazine says the 20 ma­
jor league teams have sold their 
individual radio-TV rights for 
an established $13,575,000, 
compared to about $13 million 
in 1963. The combified 1964 take 
for the National and American 
Football Leagues Is estimated 
at $15.2 million.

In computing its total, Broad­
casting estimates $300,000 for 
Kansas City—the same fig^ure 
the Athletics received last sea­
son— but said this depends on 
the outcome of owner Charles 
F ln le /s  efforts to move the 
franchise.

Rights May Be Less
I f the Athletics stay in Kan­

sas City, as now seems likely.
Broadcasting says the local sta­
tion has dropped its option to 
broadcast the games and the 
rights may be less than $300,- 
000, but certainly won’t be any 
higher.

In addition to individual 
rights, the magazine reports 
the All-Star Game and 'World 
Series 'will add $3.5 million in 
television cash and 12 teams 
whose home games are telecast 
will split about $1.7 million in 
rights for CBS-TV and NBC-TV 
weekend games.

Broadcasting sajrs that even 
though contract by individual 
teams are up somewhat, "the 
over-all picture for advertisers 
does not appear so bright. Spon­
sor billings are expected to rer 
main near, the $84 million re­
corded last season, but several 
stations were having difficulty 
In finding buyers for parts o f 
the games.”

The New York 'Yankees again 
are tops’ in the major leagues, 
receiving $1.2 million—same as,

last year—for their individual 
rights, plus likelihood of a large 
chunk of the $1.7 million to be 
distributed on the game-of-the- 
day weekend telecasts.

l^ed for second are the Los 
Angeles Dodgers, the New York 
Mets and the San Francisco 
Giants, each with $1 million.

Los Angeles and New York 
received $1 million last year but 
the flgrure represents a $1()0,000 
increase for San Fl'ancisiio.

Broadcastlfig says the major 
league committee made up of 
John Fetzer, Bob Reynolds, 
Judge Roy Hofheinz and Walter 
O’Malley expects tb have a 
package plan ready soon which 
could get under way in 1965.

“ Although several package 
planq are under consideration,’’ 
the magazine reports, "the one 
getting the most attention is 
a no-blackout national game on 
Monday night, proposed by Fet­
zer. Originally, his plan called 
for $6.5 million to the teams 
for 26 Monday night games. 
However, he later said that the 
package could be worth about 
$10 million to the teams.” 

Strong Point
A  strong point in this pack­

age deal is the equal distribution 
of the money. A t present, under 
current network deals, the 
home team sells the rights for 
the games that are telecast 
and keeps sdl the money.

LBJ Says Tax Cut 
Bolsters Economy

WASHINGTON (A P )— The historic tox biU is signed 
and sealed, and its big cargo of reductions will begin 
being delivered to taxpayers right after March 5.

President Johnson signed it into law Wednesday night 
and told the nation in a radio and television address it is 
“ the single most important step we have taken to 
strengthen our economy since World War II.”

Noting that John F. Kennedy had “ inspired and pro­
posed”  the $11.5-billion cut— the biggest in history—  
Johnson hurried o ff to the home of the late President’s 
widow to present her and her two children, John Jr. 
and Caroline, with three of the pens he hsid used to 
sign it.
