Dynamiting The Best

Bome of the most unpleasant laws of
politics were demonstrated in the House
of Representatives at Washington last
Wednesday.

A fine program can often lack for de-
fenders if it lacks some bright publicity
handle for said defenders to grasp and
polish.

The wisest and most beneficial ex-
penditure of money is not always the
most popular,

There are, in & democratic legislative
body, no votes so ugly and so injurious
as those cast in a lighthearted spirit of
knowing and caring nothing about the
actual issue involved.

All ‘these ugly laws of political be-
havior were very much in evidence, the
other day, as the House voted down, 208
to 188, a bill which would have appropri-
ated $3812 million to the International
Devalopment Association to help fi-
pance that organization's operations for
the next three years.

This 18 an international organization,
subgidiary to the World Bank, which the
United States itself, in an enlightened
and sensible moment, helped create back
in 1960,

In its operation, it follows that princi-
ple which just about everybody, except
politics-conscious Congressmen, consid-
ers the ideal principle and formula for
foreign aid that does good, real good,
on both the recelving and the giving
enda,

Individual nations put their contribu-
tion into one big international pot, Then
the decision as to who gets the help,
for what purpose, and the supervision
of the use of this help are up to an in-
ternational authority,

It 18, however, hard to sell politicians
on such & system. Since it ia not going
to any designated nation or specific
purpose beforehand, the money In-
volved has no political label of any kind
on it 8ince the particular contribution
of any particular nation can't be traced
to any particular project or accompliah-
ment in any particular foreign country,
the program offers no easy fodder for
political claims back home.

Everybody knows it is the best possi-
ble way to provide foreign ald for the
nations that need it most, but that, of
eourse, ias not enough.

80, the other day, the pfoposed Unit-
ed States appropriation of $312 million
for this International Development As-
sociation was subjected to cheap and
thoughtiess attack in the House, where
§t was treated as just one more foreign
aid bill, and, under such attack, failed
to generate any very sharp defense for
itself, and was licked by 20 votes.

If this vote result stands, it means that
the donations of 16 other nations who
have made their contributions? to this
agency dependent upon our support of
#t will also cease, and that the agency
{tself will soon go out of business com-
pletely, We were to supply this $312
million, obviously more than our share,
Just as our part of almost every other
do-good effort internationally is more
than our ahare. But our $312 millicn was
to be the big nucleus for a fund which
the other 16 nations had agreed to build
up to a total of $750 million.

This was all to be economic sid, as any
truly internationally administered and
allocated and supervised operation would
th o be, and none of it military, and
8t s exactly the kind of channel for
American foreign ald effort which ought
t0 be broadened and deepened for a
bigger and bigger flow, not choked off
by & sudden dynamiting.

Elections A La De Gaulle

Among the other horrible things being
credited to Prealdent de Gaulle of
France—and not always seeming quite
horrible to all observers—musnt be ndded
the de Gaulle system for conducting a
presidential election and for giving radio
and television time to the political oppo-
sition.

Under the new French Constitution,
a popular election of a new President is
to be held no later than 1965. But Presi-
dent de Gaulle can choose to hold it
earlier than that, if he wishes,

Whenever it is held, the campalgn
before the election is to last, by law,
for only two weeks.

And only during this two weeks can
the opposition parties and candidates
get time on radio and television to try
to take their own case and appeal to the
voters.

The government itself' operates all
radio and television in France.

That circumstance makes It rather
easy for the government to decide that
aspeeches by its own leaders and poten-
tial candidates are not political in na-
ture, or part of any campaign.

Only during the two wéeks of the offi-
cial campaign, however, could opposi-
tion candidates get to a microphone or
& camera.

When this official two weeks ar-
rives, each candidate will be entitled, in

that two weeks, to a grand total of two_

hours of time. That would, of course,
make 24 five minute appearances,
which, upon reflection, may be quite
enough. '

The worst problem a potential oppo-
sition candidate in France has to solve
is that of when and how to try to sell
himself 20 that when he finally does
appear for his two hours in his two
weeks people won't think he is a com-
plete stranger. If de Gaulle postpones
the election until 1965, this is too early
to start. If he decides to hold it this
summer, this is already too late.

One gentleman who is determined to
run against President de Gaulle, or his
successor, has begun making campaign
speeches now. And government radio
and television does condescend to carry
the item that he has delivered a speech.
But it gives no idea of what he may
have said. He was, in actuality, trying
to get some criticism of de Gaulle and
the Gaullist policles going, but, so far
as radio and television are concerned, he
got nowhere.

To those aspects of this system which
seem repressive and unfriendly to a free
voice in the political arena, all of us
must react unfavorably. But there is
perhaps something to be said for the
shortness and the economy of a cam-
paign held down to two weeks, and a
suspicion that what the French people
may miss, in comparison to us, would be
mainly hoopla.

And it is rather difficult to charge
that President de Gaulle is really being
hoggish about his own easy monopoly
of radio and television, not when he
likes to limit himself to about one press
cohference a year,

After a break for applsuse, he
continued:

I pledge you tonight, and the
people of this nation, and the
people of the world, that this ad-
ministration is pledged to pro-
tect the full constitutional rights
of every American.'

The revamped districts would
lower the present State House
membership from 294 to 200,
but would keep the State Sen-
ate membership at 36,

The proposal sets up 200 dis-
tricts of approximately 12600
population each, but retains the
36 senatorial districts, but with
different boundaries, of approxi-
mately 70,000 population each.

Manchester, under the plan,
would contain three assembly
districts, since its population
hovers around the 44,000 mark,
and thus would gain one state
representative.

The new boundaries of the 4th
Senatorial District would en-
compass Manchester, Glaston-
bur?g, South Windsor and East
Windsor, with a population of
approximately 70,000,

At present, the 4th Senatorial
District, includes Manchester
East Hartford, Wethersfield,
Newington, Glastonbury, South
Windsor, Rocky Hill and Marl-
borough.

Under the new redistributing
proposal, Manchester will be-
come the dominating force in
its Senatorial District.

The new plan may benefit the

$140,000 operating bddget at
last night's public hearing be-
fore Geneéral Manager chard
Martin,

The budget for next year re-
quests §50,000 more than the
$80,000 allotted to the college
in this, its initinl year of opera-
tion. It has aroused controversy
among townspeople and the col-
Jege's own Citizen's Advisory
Council,

“The decision was made to
start classes this year, Mrs,
Bourn said, “and although some
people feel that decision was

soon be in the position of capi-
talizing on the post-war baby
boom and should carry (the de-
cision) through.”

Dean Frederick W. Lowe Jr.,,
who appearéd before the mana-
ger to present the college budg-
et, was queried on the number
of students attending the col-
lege this semesters

There Is a total of 122 full
and part-time atudents now en-
rolled, Dr. Lowe atated — 24
of them on & full-time basis as
degree candidates, 15 as ter-
minal (two years omly) stu-
dents, and another 24 as part-
time degree candidates,

The part-time students are
taking six to nine credlit
hours of coursea and are ad-
mitted to the degree program,
he said;

About 10 full-time and 7 part-
time students might be able to
go on to a four-year program
at another college, he stated in
reaponse to a question from the
manager,

The dean said he has recelv-
ed verbal assurance from three
four year schools (the Univer-
sity of Connecticut among
them) that Manchester's stu-
dents would be accepted there
as tranafers provided they
maintain B grades.

In answer to Martin's query,
“Do you consider yourselves
hard markera?” Dean Lowe
replied, “We hope to be — we
have to be—in order to bulld
our reputation as a college.”

The college expects to spend
§$78,308 of its current $860,000
budget by the close of the fis-
cal year, the dean told Martin,

The tuition rate will be kept
at $17.50 per semester hour—
the same rate as this year—he
sald, with the fulltime student
carrying a normal load of 15
| hours each semester, or 30 for
‘lhe academic year. The tuition
rate is the same for residents
as for non-resldents, and the
$140,000 budget is based on an
estimated equivalent of 150 full-
time students, the dean said.

In closing the hearing on the
college '‘budget, which came at
the end of a three-hour session
with school officials, Martin
asked for and got assurance
from the board's business man-
ager Douglas Pierce that
amounts allowed for the college
for utilities, heat, and custodial
services do not duplicate items
in the regular school budget.

These costs are figured in
such a way that the college pays
a pro-rated share for its use of

State police began combing
a woodefl section of Red-
ding today in an effort to
find the body of the father
of one of two teen-age boys
who are accused of two
slayings.

Richard McAlister 18, of Nor«
walk, and Edward McNally 17,
of Wilton, were charged yester-
day with first degree murder.

The youths, said State Police
Commissioner Leo Mulcahy, ad-
mitted killing 18-year-old John
Shinners of Wilton Sunday, and
Edwin McAlister, Richard's fa-
ther, last Aug. 20,

Mulcahy said the youths bure
{ed the father's body in a wood-
ed area. Police began digging in
an area in Redding which they
said the two youths pointed out
as the spot where McAlister's
body was buried.

Young McAlister “hated his
father with a fixation” and
blamed him for the death of his
mother, said Lt Louis Mar-
chese, commander of state po-
lice in this section of Connecti-
cut.

McAlister's mother, Jean,
died last April and authorities
said the death was due to natu-
ral causes—a liver ailment,
