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Three Stories About Food

The only surface connection between
peversl itams currently in the news is
the fact that they all concern food, in
one shape or another, for some human
being or another,

But perhaps a desper connection will
work itself out.
~ One of these newn items {8 the revela-
tion that Russia, after having completed
two transactions ordering wheat from
American interests, has taken itself out
of the market. Originally, it was thought
Russia might want or need to buy $250
million of our wheat, to help feed its
people past the consequences of the poor
Russian harvest last year. The two pure
chases made so far add up to only about
half that much; Russia may be back
next year for more, if the new harvest
fa short too; but Russia may not need
any more American wheat at all,

This news, we suppose, ought to be
elossified as good from the point of view
of those Americans who were afrald we
might wheat-feed the Russians into too
much wealth and health.

Another item In the news about food
reports the action of the federal gove
ernment at Washington in running Into
the domestic meat market to buy up
beef to keop the price of beef from sug-
ging and In order to reassure the do-
meatic meat producers who have begun
to clamer for a trade barrier against
any more importing of outside meat Into
the United States. The amount we hap-
pen te: import, from a few friendly na-
tions, fs barely enough to mmoke the na-
tional frying pan, but the American
meat producers are nervous about it, and
want it shut off, and the government
doesn't want to offend other friendly
nations, so it has gone to market with a
big pr!oo-;upporﬁng pall, and a lot of the
meat involved will go into the diets of
American schoel children, in their lunch
programs, and into the menus of those
Americans who are poor and needy.

This news, we suppose, ought to re-
Jolce everybody who likes to gae all
Americans eat well, all American meat
producers profit well, the government
itselt maintain a pater familias eye over
Us AIL In other words, in this instance,
food s getting into the'lvight stomacha.

The third item In the news about food
eoncerns the fact that the Comimerce
Department last Friday, after consulta-
tion with President Johnwon, clsmped s
sudden and dramatic embargé on all
oduothr&wthemuonof()ubq,
President Johnson was questioned about
this at his news conference Saturday,
and described the embargo as a tempo-
FAry, emergency measure, imposed
while we examined the situation to fing
out jmt"'yow much lard Castro wanted
fo buy. )

The reason this embargo on lard was
an issue was stated succinetly and a bit
angrily, It seemed to us, by the New
York Times yestarday.,

“It is hard to believe,” said the Times
editorial, “that the Administration's
new policy of preventing Cuban house-
wives from buying American lard is go-
ing to contribute to the overthrow of the
Castro regime. It is. more likely to
strangthen Pramier Castro by permitting
him. to blame the United States for a
food mhortage. It will also ‘make the
United States appear unnecessarily
barsh fn Latin America :

“There has at all times been an un-
derstanding that the trade embargo
aguinat Cubs did not include food or
medicing. The Cubans are prepared to
pay cash for the lard snd whip it vis
Canada, When the news waa divuiged,
Senator Keating of New York and Rep-
Fesentalive Findley of Illinols protested,
whereupon President Johnson pramptly
wwllp«numpnnmld(:om-
meros ruling that placed lard on the
forbldden list for Cuba.”

This news {tem, then, invites us to re.
Jolce that our good free enterprise, caple
talist, Amaerican lard is not going to
grease any skillets in Castro Cubs, or
find X8 way Into any wicked Communist
stomecha,

We dare not do more than suggest

posaible alternative attitudes. It would,
indesd, take an entirely different kind
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the United Btates, were the atate exer-
cising dictatorship over our own econ-
omy for reasons which, In any clear
light of pure principle, could easily be
proved completely fin-American,

How Tough They Are!

Moat of us have become familiar with
the cheap and ailly theory that the
Democratic party s always the party
that gets us into wara .

Very few national election campaigns
escape having this theory advanced by
some anly Republican propagandist.

The presence of this somewhat {ilegl-
timate theory In the background s re.
sponsible, then, for the feeling of novelly
and wmhock which attends reading a
headline over the latest findings of the
Gallup Poll, as ijf the Hartford Courant,

These headlin read: “Democrats
Been Best At K::plng Of Peace.”

What the details of the last Gallup
Poll showed [x that the Democrats have
been climbing in the past three vears in
the “party best to keep U.S. out of war”
department, while the Republicans, as of
today, seem to have reached an especial-
ly low point. v

That the Republicans should be rated,
to twist the question alightly, as the ones
moat likely to get us into a war is. in
our opinion, as fishy a conclusion as
the old bromide about the Democrats,

But we do find ourselves able to offer
&t least some kind of explanation of why
it might possibly be that the American
publie should, at this moment, regard
the Republican label with some appre-
hension,

Here is a sampling of current Repub-
lican headlines in the news:

“Scranton On Cuba: Quarantine By
Force," from yesterday's*Herald Trib-
une.

“Nixon Calls For A U.8 Embargo On
Forelgn Traders With Cuba,” from this
morning's New York Times.

“Goldwater Backas New Spying By
U-2," from this morning's New York
Times.

The Intest headline over Rockefeller
is relatively mild, not really doing juse
tice to his finding that the Johnson ad-
ministration “has underestimated the
Communist challenge and It has given
credence to the bellef that the United
States. no longer has the power or the
will to shape events.™

These are all, of course, merely Re.
publicans who want to run for Preaident,
Party spokesmen of somewhat less re-
sponsiblity are even tougher, these
dayn,

But if the publie pays too much at-
tention to all this, it can become almont
as ailly as the candidates themselves. In
p'ower, not even Goldwater would really
act that way,

Equal If Not Tested?

The New York City Board of Educa-
tion announces the abandonment of
Broup LQ. tests, as of next year.

This may be a good thing.

But it is not being done for what
might be the good reason.

The good reason for getting rid of, or
at least discounting the importance of,
the 1.Q. test is the possibility that the
results of much test mey, after all, no
longer be considered quite as much ac-
curate description and prophecy as they
used to.be. They do not necessarily have
any direct relationship to achievement,
or even to the potential capacity v\
&chievement. Nor are they necessa: 7
as static as they were once assumed to
he, The 1.Q. can change, markedly.

But the New York Board of Educa-
tion has not been swayed by any doubts
such as these. To the contrary, it seem-
Ingly retains all its respect for the ac-
curacy of the 1.Q., but has nevertheless
decided to abolish it for soclal and eth
nie reasons for what, somebody, we
suppose, will try to argue MRy be a
civil rights reason. »

Minority groups, at any rate. have
been protesting the use of the 1.Q. test,
alleging that the teat is almed at and
adjusted to the mental Jbowers of the

‘typical middle ‘class white student. and

is thus unfair to atudents of a different
color or a lower economie background.

Then, according to minority group par-
ents, the children who get low 1.Q. rat.
ings are not only kept out of special
schools and progranis, but the teachers
who know their 1.Q. standing expect less
from them and therefore do not try as
hard with them.

To these arguments, the New York
City Board of Education has now yield-
od. We are not morry to see the 1.Q.
depart. But we do not consider #t any
milestone toward any kind of progress
for any Individual or American group
to have it set up as an assumption that

Another witness was Slate
Police Capt. Robert Rundle who
sald Darwin told him he Jleft
the meeling "almost immediate-
1y” after the Bolton girl left,
Darwin nominated the Bolton
girl for treasurer of the group
at the meeting, according to
Rundle.

Rundle said Darwin told him
he tdrove mlong Reservbir Rd,
and veered to the left side lo
avoid what appeared to be the
parked Rothwell car and anoth-
er car behind it. The rear car,
Darwin thought, was a 1854
Buick, Rundle testified, Darwin
was queationed by Rundle a few
days after the girl's disappear-
ance.

Last to testify before court
recessed for lunch was Dr.
George B. McAdams, Hartford
Hospital pathologist, who tes-
tifled that .the girl died of
mechanical strangulation, Dar-
win is accused of choking the
girl to death with the strap
of her handbag.

Dr. McAdama testified, under
questioning by Special Asst.

comes clear, .students go on to
learn the grammatical rules
they are based on, -

Ome trouble with conventional
grammar learning, Hunt charg-
ed, is that the atudents are often
asked to learn the ryles first--
often by rote and without real
understanding,

"The old deductivea method of
greammar teaching,” he snid, has
ied to a curriculum “where es-
sentially the same subject mat-
ter has to be taught five times
in Grades 7 to 12. Nowhere
else in the school system ia the
same material covered five
tmes,

“I submit that obviously the
material must be at fault be.
cause we have good evidence
that' students " perform may-
;/elounly in other arsas of Eng-

ish.”

Present grammar teaching In
“chaotic,” Hunt said, largely
becaune # (s based on Lalin,
rather than English. But the re-
verse I8 true In Hnguistics,
which [a based on English usage
and recognimes word order in
sentences as well ag tha subtle-
ties of spoken language.

To illustrate such asubtleties,
he advised the teachers to try
saving the sentence, “John Is a
handsome man,"” by putting
various Inflections into the voice
to get different shades of mean-
ing.
