fic, the Wall — this is Berlin,
a kaleidoscope of contrasta and
the focal point of the coid war.
From Feb. 20-26 I was able to
visit this famous city with the
other ICYE students in Germa~
ny, Austria and Switzerland,
“Our tour began with the
Schoneberger Rathous, in front
of which is the newly renamed
John F. Kennedy Platz,. We
were guided by a boy who had
from Bast Berlin about
a week after the huilding of the
Wall, I was by the
large number of ruins and va-
cant areas, since I had heard
that West Berlin had been com-
pletely rebuilt,
"Our next stop waa the Pots-
damer-Platz — and the Wall,
It's impossible for me to de-
scribe my feelings and the
thoughta that went through my
mind as T stood on an observa-
tion platform and looked across
the barbed wire, the mine flelds,
the tank traps an watch tow-
ers toward ‘‘democratic” Bere
Hn. T'd read & lot about the Wall
and the heartbreak it brought,
but T don't think any of it real-
ly penetrated until T saw it with
my own eyed. A
“Ri past ths Branden-
burg te and along the
Bermaueratrasse where the
Wall forms one side of the
street, we passed a cemetery
divided by the Wall and =
church cut off from its parigh.
The windows of all the houses
were bricked up, even on the
top floors, and there were barb-
ed wire and broken glass on the
roofs. There were crosses and
wreaths In memory of the peo-
ple who had lost their lives try-
ing to escape across the Wall
It was a sobering sight.
“The next day brought an
even more thought-provoking
experience. Two other students
and I visited my host mother's
cousin in East Berlin. Perhaps
it was just in my mind, but
even the atmosphére in the
street seemed different than
that in the western part of the
city. It was sort of like step-
ping into 1684,
“The streets were relatively
empty in comparison to Weat
Berlin, and what cars there
were were rather old.
