The 700 delegates will decide 
Sunday whether to endorse a 
presidential candidate.

DALLAS, Tex, (AP) — Jack 
Ruby’s fate, life or death, was 
placed in the hands of the Jury 
in his murder trial at 1:06 a.m, 
today, and his attorneys said 
they expect a speedy verdict.

Ruby sat through five hours 
of arguments Friday night, un- 
mpvlng and with a face like a 
mask. I.

Ruby killed Lee Harvey Os­
wald in the Dallas police station 
Nov. 24. Oswald was accused of 
assassinating President John F. 
Kennedy. Ruby’s defense Is 
temporary insanity.

When Judge Joe B. Brown 
told the Jury to retire, he said, 
“I presume you will want to be­
gin deliberations in the morn­
ing.”

Most of the Jurors nodded in 
the affirmative. The judge in­
structed the eight men and ifour 
women to elect a foreman, be­
gin deliberations and "then 
write your verdict on the forms 
provided for that purpose.”

In Texas, the jury not only 
determines guilt or Innocence; 
It also fixes the extent of the 
ppnalty:

Ruby faces death In the elec­
tric chair If the Jurors decide 
on the maximum penalty.

Four prosecution attorneys in 
the long, grinding night session, 
asked for the death penalty.

UN Cautions 
Turkey After 
W ar T hreat

UNITED N A T I O N S ,  
N.Y. ( AP) — The Cyprus 
crisis eased today after the 
Security Council had met 
Turkey’s invasion threat 
with a hands-off warning 
and Canada had sped a 
peace-keeping vanguard to­
ward the island.

Meeting in emergency session 
the 11-natlon council moved 
swiftly Friday night after Tur­
key had threatened to send in 
troops and the Greek Cypriot 
government had retorted that 
intervention would mean war.

Canada dispatched a plane­
load of officers toward the trou­
bled eastern Mediterrcmean 
i.sland as an advance party for 
1,160 Canadian soldiers expect­
ed there within two weeks. The 
vanguard was due on Cyprus 
today.

Greek Cypriots, put on a war 
footing after the Turkish warn­
ing, were relaxed somewhat 
with the rapid U.N. move. A 
Greek Cypriot government 
spokesman seemed to sum up 
the feeling in several capitals 
with this remark; "We can 
sleep peacefully now.”

The Security Oauncil met on 
less than three hoUrii’ notice to 
hear secretary - General U 
Thant plead with Turkey 
against going through with Its 
threat to Intervene to prbtect 
badly outnumbered Turkish 
Cypriots. .

Greek Cypriot envoy Zenon 
Rossides, who asked for the 
meeting, told the council he 
feared Turkey intended ,to in­
vade Cyprus that very night. He 
urged the U.N. to “protect <3y- 
prus from the Turks."

Orphan Eralp of Turkey de­
nied' that the threstonlng Turk­
ish note to Cyprus had sot any 
time limit for compliance with 
its demands to stop attacks on 
end restrictions against Cypri­
ots of Turkish descent.

"It is not an uitimattun," 
Eralp declared. "It ia a  warn­
ing.”

The council responded with a 
unanimous resolution urging all 
U.N. members "to refrain from 
any action or threat of action 
likely to worsen the situation" 
on the island torn by Greek 
Turkish communal strife.

Thant told the council that the 
proposed 7,000-man U.N. peace­
keeping force for Cyprus now 
could "be established without 
further delay." He said Canada. 
Ireland and Sweden had prom­
ised to provide troops to help 
British forces already on the is­
land.

In Ottawa, where the Ckinadi- 
an Parliament approved parti­
cipation In the truce force, a 
high government source said a 
personal diplomatic move by 
Canadian Foreign Secretary 
Paul Martin apparently also 
had influenced Turkey in s<rften- 
Ing its invasion threat.

Goldwater will deliver the 
main address at tmight’s din­
ner meeting of the assembly. He 
scheduled a full day of cam­
paigning in the Fresno area to­
day.

Rockefeller’s schedule called 
for a return to New York after 
his speech.

Another speaker on today's 
program was Harold E. Stassen, 
also seeking the GOP presiden­
tial nomination. He has an 
nounced plans to enter the Cal 
ifomia primary, but nominating 
petitions to put his name on the 
ballot have not yet been filed

In other political develop­
ments:

Maine Sen. Margaret Ouise 
Smith, undaunted by her weak 
showing In New Hampshire 
where she polled but 2,120 votes 
In the GOP primary for presi­
dent, was spending the weekend 
In the Chicago area, campaign­
ing for the AqtU 14 Dllnols 
presidential preference primary 
in which she faces Goldwater.

i the Session and often resorts to 
, background statements.

Peyrefitte’s replies are dis­
creet and aimed at e n t in g  an 
image that will reflect to bMt 
advantage the policlM of the De 
Gaulle regime.

Before his encounter efith 
newsmen, Peyrefitte spends half 
an hour or more closeted with 
De Gaulle deciding how much 
lo  disclose.

Part of the minister’s Job ia to 
anticipate newsmen’s questions 

land point them out to the aus­
tere president

Usually De Gaulle lays down 
I the line Peyrefitte should take 
and decides how far he can go. 
Sometimes he shrugs and indi­
cates that this is Peyrefitte’a 
Job.

When Peyrefitte takes on the 
I newsmen, he is keenly aware 
I that his formidable boss will 
watch television that night or 

I soan the newspapers the follow­
ing morning to see how the min­
ister acquitted himself.

When he took the Information 
ipost in 1982, Peyrefitte at first 
displayed an intellectual arro­
gance in his d ilin g s  with the 

, press that grated on many 
' newsmen. Of late, however, he 
has seemed to mellow and take 
a new enjoyment in his ex­
changes.

Peyrefitte’s change of manner

Gaulle's regime—at leaat con­
cerning its domeetic p o lic ii.

A former deputy from the 
Seine and Marne County outside 
Paris, Pejrrefltte still devotoe 
considarabl* time to his con­
stituency.

When Governor Scranton o f Penneyl- 
vanU made hie first poet-primary ap­
pearance on television, there seemed a 
new kind o f glint In hie eye, as i f  some 
urgency had suddenly been introduced 
into his personal awareness o f the fact 
that the people o f this country elect a 
President every four years. There was, 
a day later, the opinion o f such observ­
ers as the authors of "Inside Report” 
that Governor Scranton had indeed been 
the first and prime beneficiary of the 
voting in New Hampshire. And the next 
day there came from Pennsylvania news 
o f the tentative organization of a new 
"Scranton-for-Preslderit Club of Peim- 
sylvaniA” designed to finance and inspire 
a possibly gigantic write-in movement 
for the Governor in his home state.

This seems to be trying to label itself 
the year o f the write-ins.

’The second candidate who seems to 
have decided that the moment had come 
to take his own candidacy more frankly 
U former Vice President Richard Nixon, 
whose political retirement has been an­
nounced and chronicled so often it seems 
almost unbelievable that he Is now once 
more so full o f life and possibility.

Even before the New  Hampehire re­
sults, Mr. Nixon could be seen in an en­
tirely new guise. Somehow, he had con­
quered ttae problem o f that S o'clock 
abadow. Somehow, he had developed the 
widest, brightest, most engaging smile 
o f bis whole career, even in the presence 
o f an those wicked individuals, the news­
paper and television reporters and 
photographers, whom he once so bitter­
ly  accused o f not liking him.

But s ftsr the primary Mr. Nixon did 
the one specific thing which proved that 
man indeed has no sharper ambition 
than this, that he should get to become 
President Before leaving on 'a trip to 
the Far E ast which will in itself be a 
atature-buUdlng and Image-broadening 
e ffo r t  Mr. Nbeon let it be known that he 
would, on his return, expand hla own 
personal political staff, to include, o f all 
things, a  press secretary. And as Mr. 
Nixon himself has previously defined the 
business o f running for the presidency, 
this .is one of the things you have to do 
to prove you are serious.

So Mr. Nixon ia playing the bet that 
neither Goldwater nor Rockefeller can 
do anything more than stalemate each 
other, the bet that Lodge can’t support a 
really professional effort to go all the 
way, the bet that Scranton won’t move 
up fast enough and big enough, and 
that. In the end, he win become the 
nominee.

’This was hardly anything the voters 
o f New Hampshire intended. Those who 
organized the Nixon write-in in New  
Hampehire apparently wanted to organ­
ize it  fo r Scranton first, i f  he would have 
allowed It. And o f all the candidates In 
the field the two most alike are liodge, 
the New  Hampehire winner, and this 
same Scranton, so that one can rational­
ize that both the Lodge and the Nixon 
votes could be added together fo r Scran­
ton.

That ia where most post primary 
analysis seems to wind up —  re-votlng 
the primary Itself. W hat is solid, and on 
view, is the new degree o f awareness 
and eagerness in ttae postures o f Nixon 
and Scruton.

New Prestige for Yankee Atomic

The announcement at Geneva Thurs­
day that the United States would place 
the reactor plant o f the Yankee Atomic 
Electric at Rowe under inspection 
and control o f the International Atomic 
Energy Agency should have far-reaching 
effecta For the United States, it  was 
an act o f leadership in the cause o f dis­
armament For the IA E A  it meant con­
trol over the largest reactor yet to come 
under its surveillance. And for Yankee 
Atomic, which built this first conuner- 
d a l nuclear power plant In the nation, 
i t  meant new prestige as a  factor in the 
peaceful development o f the atom.

The decision o f 12 New England util­
ity  companies to assume a pioneering 
role in nuclear power was appropriate 
in a region widely described as the 
"power hungry” pocket o f the United 
States. Their Investment o f some |S7 
mUlUm and the Atomic Energy Com­
mission’s contribution of |5 million for 
research got the Yankee Atomic Elec­
tric Co. Into operation as of Nov, 10, 
1960. ’The plant, in the upper reaches 
o f the Deerfield River Valley, was rated 
at 137,000 kilowatts in planning and 
buildli^ stages. But Its output has in­
creased steadily, reaching a peak of 
185,000 kilowatts last New Year's Day. 
A t  the same time operating costa were 
whittled to the point o f m ^ ln g  the nu­
clear reactor competitive with the fos­
sil fuels.

I t  is expected that this status will be ' 
fu lly achieved by the new nuclear plant 
being built by eaaentially the same 
group o f uUUUee at Haddam Neck, 
Conn., which will have three times the 
electrical output o f the Rowe operation. 
Already Yankee Atomic supplies three 
per crat o f New Stngland's power, and 
the new plant is expected to be ready tat 
smother three ycara

The “ control and Inspection”  role o f 
the IAE A , which la wucomckl by Yaq- 
kee Atomic officials, is not so extensive 
as to interfere with normal operation; 
the purpose ia only to provide assur­
ance that ttae plant is u«ing its fission­
able materials for peactful purposes 
only, and in no greater lunounta th«n 
necessary to efficient operation. This 
so-called safeguard system, involvhig 
record keeping, reporting and inimeo- 
tlon, is not regarded by the United States 
as a  "derogation o f naUonal aovsraign- 
ty,”  moeormag to Adrian 8. Fialisr, tlia 
U . 8, dslegate to the disarmament 
a t OeiMnnu

"Wonders of the Universe-
IJtilising Moon’s Surface 

To Manufacture Fuels
By DR. I. M. LEVITT 

Director The Fel* Planetarium 
Of The FrankUn Instttate

The aucceaalul manned land-* 
ing on the moon within this dec­
ade may signal the assault on 
the planets. Scientists have, for 
a long time, indicated that the 
total and complete conquest of 
the moon Is necessary before 
man can attempt to reach the 
planets. - Today, computations 
can show the strength of this 
argument.

To understand why the moon 
is so Important, let's review 
some of its physical chafacter- 
latlcs. I

The moon is not only smaller 
but contains a good bit less 
mass than the earth. It la for 
this reason that the graritatlon- 
al pull on the surface is only 
one-sixth that o( the earth. A 
IBO-pound man on earth would 
weigh only 25 pounds on the 
moon. The significance of this 
feature Is not the lower pull of 
gravity of the moon; it Is the 
lower velocity of escape, that Is, 
the speed you need . to escape 
from it. To point this up, we 
know that the Ranger probes

needed' a  speed of seven miles 
per second to go from the earth 
to the moon. However, when 
man lives on the moon, to es­
cape from it to the earth he 
needs a speed of only IH miles 
per second. It is this lower ve­
locity of escape which makes 
the moon so Important as a way 
station in future plana to ex­
plore the solar system.

It can be expressed in still an­
other vfsy. The Saturn booster 
rocket can launch a payload of 
about 20,000 pounds into earth- 
orbit. This same rocket used on 
the surface of the moon could 
launch a payload of 400,000 
pounds into moon orbit, that is, 
20 times as much.

However, to use the moon as 
a staging area for planetary ex­
ploration means that the moon 
must be able to supply the .ele­
ments needed for this trip. As 
the largest single Item In any 
launching area fuels or propel­
lants, how can the moon pro­
vide these propellants?

Fuel From Water
The fact that the Sa 

has been successful ii 
that the e n ^ e e rln g  dU:. 
with the liauld oxygen-lIq.^__ 
drogen rocket system have been 
resolved. Thus we know we can 
use hydrogen for the fuel and 
oxygen for the oxydizer. These 
are the propellants we must un­
cover on Uie moon. Are they 
available?

The answer to this question Is 
fairly straightforward for we are 
certain these elements are pres­
ent on the n^oon  in various 
forms. Astronomers who have 
found evidence of gases ooming 
from some areas on the moon 
believe the subsurface laysra are 
hot. This could mean that the 
water of crystallization in the 
lunar/rocks has been baked 
from these tipeka and perhaps

water e x i s t s  either in liquid 
form or as ice beneath Jhe sur­
face. However, water 1* not the 
propellants for two stoma of hy- 
materlals which comprise the 
propellants for tw oatoms of hy­
drogen and one of oxygen make 
up a molecule of water. The 
problem is to dissociate the wa­
ter into the component elements 
and then liquify them.

Thla process has been thor­
oughly researched and sclenUats 
know they can break up the wa­
ter molecule in a  number o 
ways. Water can be extracted 
from > crushed rocks and then 
electrolyzed, that Is,, an electric 
current passed through the wa­
ter can break it up into oxygen 
and hydrogen. Another way of 
accomplishing this is to subject 
the water to the ultraviolet ra­
diation of the sun to be broken 
up. While it U still possible, it 
proceeds at a much sitnver rate. 
If the question arises as to what 
is the source of the power, the 
answer is that the first setUe- 
msn' 1 on the moon must carry 
with them a nuclear power 
plant to p r o v i d e  a reliable 
source of power.

Moon Way Station 
Reducea Costs

To illustrate the tremendous 
advantage of generating fuel on 
the moon to begin a manned 
trip to Mars, let's assume that 
we want to use a 10,000 pound 
payload. The total velocity re­
quirements add up to about 88,- 
000 feet per second which' means 
that If we start ftx>m the earth’s 
surface, the launch vehicle must 
weigh about 125,000,000 pounds 
which* is the equivalent w e l^ t 
of about 20 Batum V boosters! 
However, U propellants can be 
manufactured on the moon, then 
all we muat land on the moon 
is the basic vehicle to go to 
Mar* and this can be easily ac­
complished by two Saturn V 
booatera with a total weight of 
13,000,000 pounds. Aa a point of 
fact, the two Saturn boosters can 
provide a  payload algnlficantly 
higher than the 10,000 indicated. 
This illustrates th* huge saving 
In costa of any expedition to the 
planets using the moon as a  
take-off place.

These savings can be further 
increased if engineers succeed 
in perfecting nuclear propulsion. 
Because of the greater-efficien­
cy in the us* of the propellanU 
with this system, less of them 
would be needed. However, even 
with the increased efficiency it 
Is highly desirable to use the 
moon with Its unlimited propel­
lants as a  starting point baeauaa 
of the lower costs of tha system.

Studies underway for some 
time indicate that the first ob­
jective of the scientist should be 
a permanent settlement on the 
moon. Once this has been ac­
complished, the use of the moon 
as a staging area is inevitable. 
Today, we can truly say that 
when man has settled on the 
moon, he is on his way to the 
planets.'

The oourt reached its decision 
after hearing an hour o f argu- 
menU by the attorney for the 
small towns and by other at­
torneys in the case.

W A S H II^ T O N  (AP) ~  
A «U.S. spokesman has 
squelched optimism arising 
from an Organization of 
American States announce­
ment that the United States 
and Panama had agreed to 
resume diplomatic rela­
tions.

The situation was further con­
fused when an aide to Panama’s 
President Roberto Chlarl con­
firmed in Panama City the 
g^eem ent announced by the

Panama broke dlplomaUc re- 
laUons wiOi the United States 
Jan. 10 after rioting in the 
Panama Canal Zone left 21 per­
sons dead and some 200 wound­
ed. It eaid it would not resume 
relaUons until the United States 
agreed to renegotiate the 1908 
treaty under which it has per­
petual rights to operate the 
canal.

The United States said re­
sumption of diplomatic relations 
must precede any talks about 
the canal’s future.

Sunday night’s announcement 
was made by Ambaseador Juan 
Plate of Paraguay, chairman of 
the special OA8 committee In- 
v-'llgaUng the crisis and seek­
ing a reconciliation.

"T: j governments of the Re-

Sublic of Panama and of the 
United States of America have 
agreed to re-eetablish diplomat­

ic relations as soon as possible 
to seek the prompt eliminaUon 
of the causes of conflict relative 
to the Panama Canal,’ ’ Plate 
said.

The agreement calls for both 
countries to "designate spectah 
ambassadors with sufficient 
powers to carry out discussions 
and negoUations with the objec­
tive of reaching a fair and Just 
agreement.”

It added that diplomaUc rela­
tions would be resumed “ as 
soon as possible.’ ’

Court that he elgned alleged 
confessions because he wanted 
to get out o f State Police hands.

Under crone examination by 
the state, the 46 year oM de­
fendant conceded that nothing 
went into the statements that 
he had not agreed to.

Darwin said he placed his 
signature on the first alleged 
confession after asking State 
Police Major Samuel Rome, "I f 
I sign that paper, how do I  get 
ou t?”

’The Andover man said he 
signed after thinking that his 
wife and lawyers must have 
■been trying to get hold of him. 
Major Rome has testified that 
the alleged confessions were 
made during the Dec. 6-8 week­
end that Darwin was in State 
Police custodv.

Darwin’s  attorneys have ob­
jected to admission of the al­
leged confessions on the grounds 
that they were obtained in­
voluntarily, that Darwin did not 
have counsel, end that he was 
being illegally held.

Judge Alva P. LolseUe is ex­
pected to make a ruling this 
week on the sdmiasabiUty of 
the alleged ' confessions. ’Hie 
hearing, from which the jury 
is b a n ^ , is now In its sixth 
day. TITie. trial started Feb. 26.

Darwin was called to the wit­
ness stand Friday as the de­
fense began its case in the hear­
ing. TTiKaistoout toe two hours 
he fought back tears.

> Today, in contrast, he ap­
peared oompoaed, though the 
Rockville courtroom was pack­
ed with some 50 spectators 
standing. Another hundred per­
sona gathered in the hall.

Darwin la accused of stran­
gling to death 17-year old Hope 
Rothwell o f Bolton on Sept. 18.

Darwin eaid he fabricated 
oral statements he made while 
in custody on Dec. 7. “ I told 
them a deliberate lie,” he said 
at one point. ”I  wanted to got 
out."

He said he demonstrated for 
police with a belt how th e^ ri 
was etangled after seeing Ma­
jor Rome do it. But he could not 
recall when the state police of­
ficer gave a demonstraUon. Po­
lice believe Mias Rothwell was 
strangled with the strape of 
her handbag.

Special Assistant State’s 
Atty. Etalo G. Gnutti brought 
out that Darwin demonstrated 
how the strangulation took 
place by pushing the belt to­
wards MaJ. Rome's neck in 
stead o f pulling from behind.

Atty. Gnutti aaked Darwin 
why he asked God’s (Orgivenees 
at one point Dec. 7, after the 
defendant had recovered from 
a near faint. He replied that 
it was for his past "errors” 
that police had brought out 
during questioning tost after 
noon.

His program to help 
youngsters in the 16 to 20 
age bracket centers on ft 
Job Corps reminiscent of 
the Civilian Conservation 
CJorps of the 1930s.

"The years of high school and 
college age are the most criti­
cal stage of a youngperson’a 
life,”  Johnson said, tn a special 
message on poverty. "I f they 
are not helped then, many will 
be condemned to a life of pover­
ty which they, in turn, win pass 
on to their children.’ ’

The Job Corps would enlist up 
to 100,000 young men, draft re­
jects and school dropouts, from 
"those whose background, health 
and education makes them least 
fit for useful work.’ ’

TTiese young men would be 
removed from their slum back­
grounds and placed in camps to 
work on conservation projects 
and in special Job tnUning cen­
ters for a blend of training, ba­
sic education and wrok experi­
ence.

"These are not simply camps 
for toe underprivileged," Jotm- 
eon said. "They are new educa­
tional institutions, comparable 
in innovation to toe land grant 
colleges. Those who enter them 
will emerge better qualified to 
play a productive role tn Amer­
ican society.’ ’

Other {toases of toe youth pro­
gram are work-training and 
work-study projects, federal 
grants to pnfvlde ^Bll or part 
time jobs to help youngsters 
stay in high school, take voca­
tional training or work their 
way through oollege.

Coordinating toe war on pov­
erty will be a new executive 
agency, toe Office of Economio 
Opportunities, which Johnson 
said would be headed by Sar­
gent Shriver, "m y personal 
chief o f staff for the war 
against poverty.’ ’

In addition to toe Job Corps, 
Shriver also will supervise cre­
ation of another new group, toe 
Volunteers for America, a 
Peace Corps-styled body of 8,- 
000 to 6,000 volunteers who will 
work in various phases of too 
war on poverty.

Both the Job Corps and the 
Volunteers for America are 
taken from legislation now 
pending in Congress—toe Youth 
Ck)nservation Corps and toe Na­
tional Service Corps respec­
tively.
