A Job Corps
Proposed to
Aid 100,000

WASHINGTON (AP) —
President Johnson gave
Congress marching orders
today for the war on povers
ty, concentrating his
$962.5-million attack on
helping needy young Amer-
ICANS,

His program to help
youngsters in the 16 to 20
age bracket centers on 8
Job Corps reminiscent of
the Civilian' Conservation
Corps of the 1930s.

“'The years of high school and
college age are the most oriti.
cal stage of a youngperson's
life,” Johnson maid, in a special
message on poverty, “If ey
are not helped then, many will
be condemned to & life of or-
ty which they, In turn, will pass
on to thelr children.”

The Job Corps would enlist up
to 100,000 young men, draft re-
Jects and school dropouts, from
“those whose background, health
and education makes them loast
fit for useful work."

These young men would be
removed from thelr slum backs
grounds and placed in camps to
work on conservation projects
and in special job training cen-
ters for a blend of training, ba-
sic education and wrok experi-
ence,

“These are not simply camps
for the underprivileged,” John-
#on sald. “'They are new educa-
tional institutions, comparable
in innovation to the land grant
colleges. Those who enter them
will emerge better qualified to
play a productive role in Amer-
ican soolety.”

Other phuses of the youth pro-
gram are work-training and
work-study projects,

to help youngsters
stay in high school, take voca-
tlonal training or work their
way through oollege.

Coordinating the war on poy-
erty will be a new executive
agency, the Office of Economia
Opportunities, which Johnson
sald would be headed by Sar-
gent  Shriver,  ‘‘my personal
chief of staff for the war
against poverty.'

“for Improper performance of
duties,” be withdrawn as cause
for removal of the general
manager.

The board has recommended,
further, that the CRC's propos-
al that the town counsel choose
& bond counsel, be changed to
permit the board alone to make
the appointment.

Another recommendation Is
that the proposed post of plan.
ning diréctor be appointed by
the general manager alone, and
not with the approval of the
town planning commission, as
had been proposed by the CRC.

The Judge And The Conviet

Beveral times during his career,
Judge Frank Wilson of the United
States District Court in Tennesses has
ventured to tell what he thinks the law
means to him and to civilization.

Just the other day, In conversation
with & newapaperman, he sald the fol-
lowing:

“When you reflect on it the only thing
that allowed the human race to stop
living as animals and to start living as
human beings was by adopting a set of
rules—a system of justice. Maintaining
& pystem of justice in an orderly mociety
fs sesential to whatever elss people ac-
complish,”

On another occasion a few months
2890, In a speech, Judge Wilson sald the
following:

“The rule of law is the greatest
‘schisvement of the centuries-long strug-
gle for freedom. The acceptance of the
rule of law, even the law with which
one may personally disagree, and the
use of orderly processes to change the
Axw; I8 the mark of the civilized person
and is the mark of a civilized nation.”

The other day, in a Chattanooga
eourtroom, this same Judge Wilson made
some more remarks about justice and
law, this time to & very specific and
olal audience, :

: *You stand here,” Judge Wilson said
to this particular Individual, “convicted

of having tampered, really, with the very
#oul of this nation. You stand here oon-
victed of having struck at the very foun-
dation upon which everything else in this
nation depends, the very basis of elvilizs-
tion itself, and that ‘i the administra-
tion of justice, Because without a falr,
proper and lawful administration of jus-
tice, nothing else would be posnible in
this country, . .. !

“If = conviction of such an offense
were to go unpunished and this type of
conduct and this type of offense permit-
ted to pass without ‘action by the court,

1t would surely. destroy this country

Oil flelds were endangered by
the other fire, near Newhall,

stamping out the blazes on be-
haviour of the hot desert winds
that have reached gusts up to
100 miles an hour since the fire
started about 5:80 a.m. Mon.
day. Bparks from power lines
downed by the howling winds
were blamed for starting sev.
eral amall fires which quickly
Joined and raced over the brush-
covered slopes.

Officials called the blaze the
worst in the area since the Bel
Alr - Brentwood disaster des-
troyed 484 homes and caused an
estimated $25 ‘million damage
in 1061,

About 800 men and 175 pleces
of firefighting equipment bat-
tled the blazes but crews report-
ed they could do little except
try to save homes along the
perimeter.

Hundreds of dwellings were
saved as firemen and residents
stopped the flames just short of
their property.
