The Moon Won't Wait Forever
There has now appeared, for the first
time, one urgent, sensible reason why
the United States and Russia ahould
make haste to reach the moon, singly if
togetherness is not possible.

The reason why we had better hurry

up and get to the moon is provided as a
plece of almost incidental intelligence,
or theory, by one Dr. John A. O'Keefes,
an astrondmer for the National . Aero-
nautics jand Spdce Administration.

Dr. O'Keefe is In the news in the first
place because he is organizing a pro-
posed harvest 'of moon fragmenta in
which children and teachers out In Jowa
will keep on the lookout for moonstones
during the plowing this spring. Dr.
O'Keefa believes that every time a
meteorite out in space collides with the
moon, which iaialmost all the time, it
knocks off fragments of the moon, most
of-which find their way down to earth.
The thing to look for, apparently, i8 the
kind of glassy wtone which Ix called &
taktite, e

Dr, O'Keafe's incidental intelligence,
more a deduction we can all make. for
ourselves than it ia anything he himself
wants to shout from the observatory
tops, is that since the moon (s loaing
parts of itself to this meteoric bombard-
ment all the time, then the moon must
Inevitably be continually decreasing in
sise,

Perhaps one doesn't have to fear any
sudden acceleration of this rate at which
the moon is being knocked off. The less
moon remains fo be knocked off, the
less surface target it will present to the
marauding meteors,

8till, thers have been nights during
recent cycles of the moon when we have
thought we noticed a diminished appear-
ance.

If we're goln( to get there, we might
as well do It In time to have something
left to land on.

JACKSONVILLE, Fla. (AP)—Negro leaders called
for “hit and run” picketing and sit-ins at segregated
restaurants and hotels in this tense city today.

But it was the unexpected—g

some spark that might detonate
further violence—that had law
enforcement agencles, city offi-
clals and residents on edge.

A false bomb threat was the
spark that touched off mob vio-
lence Tuesday at New Stanton
High School, a sprawling, brick
aschool with 1,700 Negro stu-
dents.

Pupils filed from the school In
orderly fashion, but later white
police and fire units and news-
men became the targets of
rocks and bricks.

One newsman was mauled

{and a car was burned before

order was restored.

Demonstrations in downtown
Jacksonville, staged with regu-
larity over a period of weeks by
the National Association for the
Advancement of Colored People
have to date provoked no vio-
lence.

Rutledge Pearnon, state presi-
dent of the NAACP, promised
continued "'hit and run” demon-
strations In the downtown area.

Mayor Haydon Burns, in an
interview, said limited picketing
would be permitted as usual.

Darkness Tuesday continued
to provide the cover for harrass-

rmenl by unruly elements in the
Negr+ sections. Flames and
gunfire crackled for the second
night, but there was no repeti-
tion of the fatal shooting that
Monday night clatmed the life of
a 36-year-old Negro mother of
10 children.

Fires broke out Tuesday night
in several Negro areas. Shotgun
charges splattered a school
building and a police car. Rocks
and bottles struck several autos,
injuring at least one motorist.

Life S;tence
To Be Given
On April 7

Roy F. Darwin was found
guilty this afternoon. of
second degree murder in
the slaying of Hope Roth-
well, 17, of Bolton.
The jury returned the
verdict at 2:10 p.m. after
9 hours of deliberation.
Darwin, Andover father
of two, will be sentenced
April 7 by Judge Alva P.
Loiselle in Tolland County
Superior Court after a pre.
sentence investigation
The second degree mur-
der conviction' carries a
statutory penalty of life im-
prisonment with the right
to appeal for parole after 15
or 20 years,
Darwin's wife and som
were present when the ver-
dict was delivered. Mr. and
Mrs., John Rothwell, par-
ents of the zlain girl were
also in the court.
After the verdict was de-
livered defense counsel John
F. Shea declined to com-
ment on it,

Yesterday, aftor closing argu-
ments by state and defense at-
torneys, Judge Loiselle gave his
charge to the jury, and the
panel retired to the jury room,

The vigil for a verdict be
gan. Almost 100 persons re-
mained at the court house
awaiting a decision, Darwin's
wife and 19-year-old son spoke
to the defendant who was placed
in & cell near the court while
the jury deliberated.

Mr. and Mrs. John €. Roth-
well, parents of the siain girl,
were also present, They have at-
tended every session of the trial
since It started Feb. 26.

Both the Darwins and the
Rothwells continued their vigils
today.

Shortly after 7 p.m.
