Life Sentence 
To Be G iven 
On A p r i l  7

Roy F. Darwin was found 

guilty this afternoon of 
second degree murder in 
the slaying of Hope Roth- 
well, 17, of Bolton.

The jury returned th* 
verdict at 2:10 p.m. after 
9 hours of deliberation.

Darwin, Andover father 
of two, will be sentenced 
April 7 by Judge Alva P. 
Loiselle in Tolland County 
Superior Court after a pr®r 
sentence investigation

The second degrree mur­
der conviction carries a 
statutory penalty of life im­
prisonment with the right 
to appeal for parole arfter 15 
or 20 years.

Darwin’s wife and ton 
were present when the ver­
dict was delivered. Mr. and 
Mrs. John Rothwell, par­
ents of the slain jdri were 
also in the court.

After the verdict was de­
livered defense counsel John 
F. Shea declined to com­
ment on it.

Yesterday, after closing argu­
ments by state and defense at­
torneys, Judge Loiselle gave his 
charge to the Jury, and th* 
panel retired to the Jury room.

The vigil for a verdict be­
gan. Almost lOp persons re­
mained at the court house 
awaiting a decision. Darwin’* 
wife and 19-year-o1d acn spoke 
to the defendant who was iriaced 
in a ceil near file court while 
the Jury deliberated.

Mr. and Mrs. John G. Rotfa- 
well, parents of the slain girl, 
were also present They have at­
tended every session of th* trial 
since It started Feb. 26.

Both the Darwins and fiw 
Rothwrtte continued their vlgtte 
today.

Shortly after 7 p.m. iWeti 
Sheriff Paul B. Swemey an­
nounced the Jury wanted to re­
turn to the court room. Ckxirt 
was convened and Darwin was 
brought in. He appeared tens* 
and swallowed several, times.

But no verdict had b M  
reached. The foreman of the 
Jury, Royden F. Smith Sr. at 
Coventry, at 70 the oldest mem­
ber, asked Judge Loiselle for a 
clarfflcatlon of his e h a r  g e 
earlier in the day.

Smith asked if K was the 
Jury’s responsibility to decide on 
a penalty in the event Darwin 
was found guilty of eeoond de­
gree murder or manslaughter.

Judge Loiselle explained that 
the Jury would decide on th* 
penalty only tt Darwin wore 
found guilty of firat degree 
murdw. He said If the Jury 
found the defendant g i^ ty  d  
second degree murder, a statu­
tory penalty of life Imprison­
ment applied.

If the defendant wera found 
guilty of manslaugbter. Judge 
Loiselle said he would decide on 
the penalty. Manslaughter ear-

MOSCXJW —The Soviet Un­

ion’s first automated food store 
is having troubles.

When It opened last 
Spring, Soviet Propaganda or­
gana hailed it as the "store of 
the future" and Russia's answer 
to the American supermarket 

Now two economists writing 
in Izvtstia say:

"As soon as ths hypnotic ef­
fect of the magic of automation 
wore off, it suddenly became 
clear that the new Ingenious, 
extremely costly electronic- 
mechanical system has brought 
neither the shopper nor the 
workers any convenience."

The economists complain that 
It takes longer to make a num­
ber of purchases thw  in an ord­
inary aelf-servlce store.

The state spent about two 
years and 300,000 rubles ($333,- 
000; in developing automatic 
devices which often break down.

"T o service them, a whole 
group of mechanics and elec­
tricians Is kept on hand," the 
economists say.

Soviet officials are. drawing 
up plans for a chain erf auto­
mated stores even though prev­
ious experiments with automat­
ic vending machlnea have prov­
en unsuccessful, they continued. 
They cited the example of 
bread-vending machines that 
have become a chronic head­
ache to retailers and customers.

Since South was a very logical 
man he made a very logical 
play: He led a low trump to 
dummy’s ace and then returned 
a low trump.

It was a bad day for logic. 
West was sure to win two 
trump tricks, and ths contract 
was on the rocks.

No Reaction
There was a clue to the win­

ning line of play, but South had 
failed to notice It. It was pretty 
clear that East had started with 
a long diamond suit headed by 
ace-queen-Jack and with three or 
four hearts headed by the ^ ck  
or king. Yet East had not react­
ed after the opening bid of one 
notrump.

If Eart also held the kln|( of 
spades, he might well have con­
sidered a bid or a double, ac­
tually, East had passed away 
with nary a flicker.

Group Seeks 
Preservation 
Of Redwoods

By DEREK SCHOEN
SAN FRAN(3S(X> (AP)—Red­

woods or roadways?
That’s the question posed by 

California conservationists bat­
tling proposed state freeways 
they claim would Irreparably 
damage countless towering 
trees in the heart of the state’s 
famed redwoods country north 
of here.

The freeway proposal is the 
latest in a series of crises that 
have occupied the San Francls- 
co-bMed teve - the - Redwoods 
League since its formation in 
1918.

By the time the league was 
formed, one-third of the state’s 
1% million acres of redwood for­
ests already were gone.

Today, only 260,000 acres of 
virgin redwood forests remain. 
Of this total, only 50,000 acres 
are In state or national parks.

Advertised by Northern Calif­
ornia chambers of commerce as 
"the oldest living things," the 
lofty trees live for as long as 
4,000 years, attain diameters of 
more than 20 feet and soar 350 
feet above ground.

Private logging operations 
have accounted for the demise 
of most of the redwoods. The 
wood of the coast redwood (Se­
quoia sempervlrens) is high­
ly prized for Its durability and 
attractive texture.

eo-««lled "Hfe sonee” — 

opens them to demage Q;om 
freeways.

Root .structures direct small 
streams within the forests and 
form baains to retain water viUti 
to the trees.

Freeway cuts block natural 
drainage, expose shadowed 
groves to sunlight, create wind 
tunnels and otherwlae disturb 
the "life aone.”

Such conditions si>ell quick 
annihilation for redwoods, ac­
cording to State Park Commis­
sioner Margaret Owings, a sup- 

rter of the Save-the-R^wood< 
ague’s battle.

The league hopes to get na­
tionwide support In its drive to 
force the state to re-route the 
proposed freeways.

Its theme; That devastation of 
redwood trees would be a 
betrayal of public trust.

The charge is based on state 
plans calling for a freeway to 
slice through the 6,000-acre na 
tiona'. tribute grove In Jedediah 
Smith Redwoods State Park, a 
9,000-acre preserve northeast of 
Oescent Chty, near the Oregon 
border.

The grove was paid for In 
part by contributions from 4,000 
persons in all sections of the 
country as a memorial to friends 
and relatives killed in World 
War n.

A second battleground is the 
16-square-mile Prairie Creek 
State Redwoods Park on the 
northern coast, between Eureka 
and Oescent City.

The state Is considering sev­
eral alternate freeway routes 
through the Prairie O eek Park. 
The league has termed all the 
proposals unacceptable.

This leaves the door gjar, al­
though Johnson can’t  do naobe 
than this, since a businessman 
anxious to raise a price or a 
union bent on higher wages will 
always argue a  Justificmtion.

This Is exactly what Johnson 
Umsdf does In proposing an In­
crease hi government my. He 
says failure to increase It would 
make more difficult the task of 
recruiting and keeping top flight 
people in government.

TWO wedcs ago in Congress, 
the House appeared to be in a 
rush to raise government sala­
ries, including a $10,000 addiUon 
to the PS.B00 now paid all mem­
bers of House and Senate, a 44 
per cent Increase.

Bvery time one of its mem­
bers sought to block this in­
crease, the House brushed it 
aside, or rather it did the fast 
btudibig so long as they were 
net Totmg in a  roll call where 
aaeh member's vote would be 
Msted by name.

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Soviet Envoy 
Represents 
New Breed

UNITED NATIONS, N.Y. (AP) 
-—Nikolai T. Fedorenko has one 
thing In common with the five 
men who preceded him as the 
Kremlin's spokesman at the 
United NaUons; he 1s regarded 
by his colleagues as a top-flight 
diplomat

But the Soviet delegate, now 
begtnning his second year at 
U.N. headquarters, represents 
a new breed. Suave, scholarly 
and affable, he bears little re- 
■emblancc to such old Bolsha- 
viks as Andrei Y. Vishlnsky.

Fedorenko, 81, wears a bow 
tie like an American college 
professor, wears well-Ullored 
clothes, speaks English pass­
ably and has a doctorate in 
Classical Chinese literature.

Because of the differences of 
style, objectives and the Inter­
national atmosphere, it is diffi­
cult tp measure him against the 
performances of his predeces­
sors. His colleagues agree, how­
ever, that ha to doing his job 
well. ^

Once or twice he has ahown 
that, if the occasion calls for it, 
he can be just as persistent as 
Andrei A. Gromyko or Jacob 
Malik. But hU main task to to 
reflect the atmosphere now em­
anating from Moscow, while 
their job wss to fight toe cold 
war bitterly.

Some Western diplomats com­
pare him to Arkady A. Sobolev, 
who was perhaps ths most pop­
ular of the Soviet permaneM 
delegates. Sobolev, an electrical 
engineer by training and a one­
time assistant secretary-general 
of United Nations, to regarded 
as the best negotiator among 
the Soviet representatives.

While Fedorenko seems to be 
well Stilted for the mission he 
has to carry out in 1964, one can 
only wonder how he would have 
done In 1946 or In 1680. Would 
he have been able to carry out 
the unpopular as.signments giv­
en ^  Gromyko and Malik?

When Gromyko took over as 
the first permanent U.N. repre­
sentative, he was 87 and al- 
rea'’y deputy foreign minis­
ter, Unsmiling by nature, he 

resented a grim picture as he 
ammered away at the West. 
When Malik succeeded Gro­

myko, there wss little change. 
Malik had once been a corres­
pondent lor Pravda, the Com­
munist party paper. At 4 ,̂ he 
was one of the young "old bol- 
shevlkl.”

Malik had a role in two his­
toric events. He opened the 
door, in a television speech, to 
the armistice negotiations which 
led eventually to the end of the 
Korean War. Along with U.8. 
Ambassador Philip C. Jessup, 
he negotiated the end of the 
Berlin blockade in 1949.

Malik was followed by one of 
the giants of Soviet diplomacy, 
the sharp-tongued Vishlnsky, 
who came to the United Na­
tions after serving as foreign 
minister. Vishlnsky was the 
most colorful of all the Soviet 
delegates and he was a domi­
nant figure of the cold war. He 
had a quick mind, a talent for 
phraseology and an aptitude for 
repartee never surpassed in the 
United Nations. ,

Vishlnsky died at hto post i 
Nov. 22. 1984,

On the day before his death at 
71, this correspondent wrote: 

"Vishlnsky, the prosecutor, 
has now become Vishlnsky, the 
kindly old gentleman, who apol­
ogizes when he differs with the 
west." I

Sobolev, as Vishlnsky’s depu-' 
ty, had been groomed to take, 
over. Although Sobolev lacked 
Vishlnsky’s flamboyance and 
showmanship, he was well 
known at the United Nations 
and had no trouble stepping into 
the job. His three years as So­
viet delegate were relatively tui' 
eventful.

U.i.'. secretariat that President 
Makarios of Cypus, who heads 
the island's Greek majority, had 
approved Tuomioja.

In Nicosia, the Cypriot capital. 
Vice President Fazll Kuchuk 
.said he welcomed the nomiNa- 
tion. Kuchuk is leader of the 
Turkish Cypriot faction, which 
is outnumbered 4 to 1 by island­
ers of Greek de.scent.

The Britl.sh, Greek and Turk­
ish governments advised Thant 
Tue.sday that they approved Tu­
omioja, who is serving as Fin­
nish ambassador to Sweden.

The Cyprus post will be Tuo- 
mioja's third U.N. a.ssignment. 
The late Secretary-General Dag 
Ham lerskjold sent him to Laos 
in 1959 on an economic mission. 
He also spent three years as 
executive secretary of the UN 
Economic Commi.ssion for Eu­
rope.

There was no indication how 
the Finn would attempt to bring 
the rival sides together. They 
are deadlocked over Makarios' 
desire to amend the Cyprus con­
stitution to remove the veto pow­
er which the Turkish minority 
has over major legislation.
, About 4,650 troops now are 
available on Cyprus for U.N. 
duty. They Include 1,150 Canadi­
ans and 3,500 of the 7,000 British 
troops who have been trying to 
er 'irce  a cease-fire since the 
Ohrlstmas-time fighting.

Boandariss Vs. Hie Dream

ChABeellor Ludwif BiiiArd would

Tat it waa quita oompulaory that thia 
aama Chancellor Krhard, given the audi­
ence ha waa given in the midat of tha 
hiatory and gaognraphy tat which ha and 
hie audience ware living, ahould make a 
apaach which ona Adolf Mltlar oould 
alao hava made.

Chancellor Brhard waa addraaaing a 
group of Oarmana who. once lived tot 
what they and tha mapa oonaidarad Ger­
man territory, but which, tot tha tenta­
tive territorial aattlamenta which have 
bean lived by ainoa the and of World 
War n , haa ainca bean placed under Po- 
Hah aovaraignty. In order to try to make 
thia territorial aolution permanent, mil- 
Hona of Germane ware actually moved 
out of their own homaa, and Pollah faml- 
Um  moved in to take their place. Thia 
Waa to avoid that fragmented mixture 
of populationa which, before World War 
n , allowed Hitler to manufacture an ia- 
Aia about raacuing Garmana who lived 
In Caechoalovakia and Poland.

But when tha Chancellor of Weatem 
Germany ia called upon to addraaa a 
group of Garmana adio uaad to own 
their own homes in a territory called 
Germany there is only one thing he ia 
relatively certain to do. He la certain to 
sasure them, in one way or anothar, that 
there is some hope they will some day 
ha able to return to their own old 
homes.

Hla words of nacaaaary reassurance to 
his audience have to be interpreted, 
when they get to the newspapers, as 
words in which he claima, for Germany, 
retention of ultimate title to the terri­
tory in which theee Germane used to 
Mve.

Bo Chancellor Erhard, a mild or at 
least moderate man, begins the long 
rtonia of claiming the “loet provinces” 
of Germany. He begini this even before 
the reunification of West and East Ger­
many haa been achieved. But it will live 
on, and swell, and become a dominant 
thing once that basic reunification haa 
been accomplished.

And the way it will work out, in tha 
normal course of history, will be that 
the measures taken to settle one war 
and prevent its repetition will become, in 
actuality, the causes and pretexts used 
for the s^ rt of the next war.

A future Hitler would have less trou- 
bla finding a pretext than Adolf did.

Yet this reallocation of territory on 
Oermany'a eastern frontiere, with its 
mass tranafer of popuIaUona to make 
Bure tha transaction atlcka, waa design­
ed precisely to try to ellmlnaU the 
cause and opportunity for future ware. 
Where, then, ia the slip? Why is there 
BO little real guarantee that purpose will 
link up with Intended reault?

The only real answer is to take one 
af those lofty flights of that idealism 
which the problems of our age may alao 
fi*cree to be a neceasity, and to aay 
that ail our achemes of politics and geog­
raphy will fail to protect peace unUl we 
lih''* aomehow learned to make boun- 
RAriea ao relatively low and unimpor­
tant it no longer makes a terrific differ­
ence which side of them people live on. 
Why ia H Poles and Germane should aot 
live equally and enjoyably in each other’s 
tarritory? Why ia i t  Americans and 
Panamanians have -a legal Hne drawn 
through the middle of a certain piece of 
land? Why ia it the two great religions 
in India felt that territory in which both 
lived had to be divided up between them- 
Wives?

To all these quastlona the negative an- 
■wsr is that ws do not yet loam how 
la  live like dtisena of one continent, or 
dB# world—or, to go bock down tha 
Male, always even as dUsena of one na- 
tton. We do not yet learn how to live 
like brotbsra. In ao far aa we ever do 
toam any of this, to that extant we 
win be able to downgrade our reliance 
^pon laws, upon boundaries. If  ws learn

praamce of man on earth. And if wo 
ever begin living in the great dream 
that could unite us, then we will atop 
slaughtering each other over the rela^ 
tlvcly inconeequentlal things that divide.

Why MilUons Die
Because millions of fish have been ob­

served dead in the last few winters 
along the lower Mississippi and its 
bayous, and because three years ago 
Rachel Carson sounded a nation-wide 
alarm in her book "'Ilie Silent Spring” 
and because, In the interval, science de­
veloped a way of measuring the pres­
ence of pesticide poisona In amounts ao 
email they had previously been consid­
ered unimportant, wildlife authorities 
are now pretty sure they know why the 
fish have been dying by the milliona.’

The flsh store up and do not excreta 
the peetlcide poison they absorb. So, al­
though there may be only the sllghtesf 
trace of such danger In the water, or 
in the individual piece of food they eat, 
the fish store it up until it is a thousand 
times as strong Inside them aa it is in 
their environment.

What it takes of this pesticide left- 
•ver to kill a fish is much less than had 
previously been estimated.

In the laboratories, uneontaminated 
fltoi died after having been given quan- 
tities of the pesticide leftover which 
were lees than the quantitiea found in­
side the dead fish from the river.

How does thia poison get into the 
Mleelssippl? Some of It, perhaps, from 
the mere washing of spraying equip­
ment. Moat of It, probably, from the way 
the pesticides survive on the land where 
they are sprayed and eventually Join 
some run-off into brook, river, ocean.

'nierc is one question on the sidelines, 
waiting for an answer. Does the poison 
kill the fish before they arc caught and 
eaten and some human being begina 
storing up the poison inaide himself?

But that interesting question does not 
have to be answered before we make a 
rather elemental conclusion, on the basis 
of what research la now beginning to 
aatabliah not merely In the Miaeiseippl, 
but elsewhere. Science will uaually catch 
up, not alway preeiaely in time, with 
the traps science sets for itself. It  is 
not a foregone conclusion that the race 
to Increase the yield of the earth will end 
up making earth uninhabitable.

A Half Way Hat?
These columns have campaigned very 

..iaithfully against the pin head hat from 
' the very first moment it started almost 

covering the heads of American men.
It  haa been a monstrosity, the small, 

narrow men's hat, on fat heads, wide 
heads, flat heads, narrow heads, big 
heads, small heads. The only head it haa 
ever looked good on has been the pin 
head, and that ia really because there 
la no proper deatiny for the pin head ex- 
eept a bold accentuation of Its own de­
sign.

Not even the most faithful crusade 
against the pin head hat for men atanda 
ready, however, to accept the alternative 
some not too Imaginative hat makers 
are attempting to launch.

They are trying to offer the men of 
America an opportunity to exhibit a 
sort of hatty obeisance to the new Presi­
dent of the country, who, when in his 
native Texan habitat, gives away five 
gallon hats at the drop of a hint. Don't 
try to go all the way with the cow­
boys, the would be creators of a new 
hat style cajole and wheedle- the Ameri­
can male. Juet try a tasteful modifica­
tion of the wide brim. Be loyal to the 
President, and get in out of the hot sun 
and the wet rain and the cold snow at 
last. Give ydUr face a break.

Why should the American male let 
himself be persuaded from one extreme 
to another, when either extreme is equal­
ly grotesque?

Shouldn't there be room somewhere 
In American life, and, If anywhere, 
right on top of the head of the Ameri­
can male, for some moderation in both 
fact and symbol ?

If we have to leave the pin head hat, 
a development devoutly to be designed 
and desired, why not halt near a design 
which, for a change, might be kind to 
almost everybody?

SebsKo Salmon, Victim of Man
Word that some of the landlocked 

salmon in Maine’s Sebago Lake are 
showing DDT content above safe levels 
for eating was not exactly news. A eiml- 
lar report was made last year. The dif­
ference is that the content la much higher 
in the new report—more than double 
that in. the one on the earlier sampling.

But if the resort business in the Sebago 
area is affected any by this situation— 
on top of losses to the New York World’s 
Fair—it won't be because people go there 
to eat salmon. The reason will be the 
decimating effect of the DDT on the 
salmon population, and the resultant poor 
fishing. Sebago salmon have been a big 
attraction for sportsmen over many 
yeara, though othei water sports have 
drawn increasing numbers of vacationers 
there of late.

The accumulation of .the DDT used 
to kin insects around shoreline prop­
erties is depriving the fish of normal 
food, slowing their growth, interfering 
with their reproduction, and causing 
direct mortality of the ftsh, according 
to a Maine fisheries official. Even last 
summer catches of Sebago salmon were 
poor, according to sportsmen who visit­
ed the lake. >While there is some differ­
ence among authoritiee as to whether 
it ia safe to eat the salmon that do sur­
vive, there ia full agreement that there 
is no haaard to public health In the 
water itself. Sebago is stUl the water 
a i^ ly  for the Greater Portland area.

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Cohn’s Day In Coiirt

NEW YORK, March 26-^ ou r 
circular lights came out of Uie 
high ceiling and burned into the 
gloom thrown by the dark wood 
and charcoal gray marble of the 
Federal courtroom in which De­
fendant Roy Marcus Cohn sat 
yesterday. A few feet In front 
of Cohn sat Gerald Walpin, a 
tow-headed, 32-y«ar-old Assist­
ant United States Attorney 
who, with glasses on, weighs 
120 pounds. Judge Archie O. 
Dawson, fist to his face and eyes 
shut tightly, was on the bench. 
The jury foreman, Harold 
Bertha, a salesman from Pearl 
River, N. Y., sat back and 
chev'ed gum rapidly. Thia is a 
courtroom mannerism m a d e  
highly popular by Dallas.

Cohn waa tanned. He wore a 
blue business suit and subdued 
plaid tie and he had hla life 
spread out on the long wooden 
table in front of him. It  was 
made up of two silver water 
pitchers, an open black attache 
case, three lined yellow legal 
pads and a mq.unta4n of white 
paper, transcripts of grand jury 
hearings which led to Cohn’s in­
dictment for perjury and con­
spiracy. Everything else, the 
McCarthy dayr- and the busi­
ness maneuvering and the big 
law clients, does not matter 
now. All that counts Is what 
goes on at this defense table 
because if Roy Oohn loses thia 
case he la going to be a man 
left with nothing.

To Cohn, this is over-drama­
tization of the iMue. “You’re 
making too much of this,” he 
was saying during an afternoon 
recess. I'm not nervous at all. 
I ’ve been through all this be­
fore. The Army-McCarthy hear­
ings. I  know what’s b^ind this. 
I ’m a great believer in the jury 
system. So I ’m really not wor­
ried at all. And il la not aa bad 
as you’re making It.” >

Earlier, however, Henry K. 
Chapman, the lawyer for co-de­
fendant Murray E. Gottasman, 
had it very clear. "The penalty 
here Is capital," he apid. “Pro­
fessional death.”

The charges against Cohn are 
complicated. Four people in­
volved in a United Dye stock 
fraud case supposedly gave 
Cohn $50,000 to kill Federal in­
dictments against them. Cohn, 
the indictment says, went to 
Gottesman who then, In the 
classic form of handling a con­
tract, want to somebody else 
who used to work as an United 
States Attorney. The four in 
trouble over stock fraud all 
have pleaded guilty, but are not 
in jail because they ara expect­
ed to be government witnesses 
against Cohn

This la a dangerous situation 
for Cohn, although his charge 
yMterday that the four govern­
ment witnesses ara a ‘‘littla 
band of convicted swindlers” is 
aoounto. Offer a  sonvietad 

j

swindler a suspended sentence 
and he’ll give up his mother. 
The trouble with keeping up 
with the case Is that it is as 
tangled as it is dangerous for 
Cohn. The testimony yesterday 
afternoon was long and boring 
and at one point, the Judge was 
immobile and had his eyes shut 
tightly for 15 minutes and he 
did not open them until Cohn 
looked at him and started 
coughing loudly.

It  was, thia day In court yes­
terday, a strange sight Here 
was Roy M. Cohn as a defend­
ant. Roy Cohn, tho one with the 
heavily-hooded eyes and patent 
leather hair. Once, the country 
split down the middle over him.

Roy Oohn meant arguments 
and television and lives being 
wrecked. And he meant fear. 
The kst of great, fighting edi­
tors who went into the hospital 
rather than say anything at>out 
Cohn or Sen. Joseph McCarthy 
is long. Yesterday, it was Roy 
Oohn who waa facing the 
trouble. But you couldn’t see the 
trouble, the way you always 
could when Cohn was making 
it. The trouble for Roy C o h n  
yesterday,came In a dp>ne firom 
a witness stand and the leetum 
in front of it and it came so 
rtowly- that the courtroom was

deadening and M was an effort 
to stay awake.

When the indictment f i r s t  
waa handed down some time 
ago, Oohn said he wanted to 
try the case personally against 
Robert Morgenthau, the United 
States Attorney for New York. 
But instead of Morgenthau, 
there la Walpin, who kx)ked aa 
if he could take the afternoon 
off and ride horses at Aque­
duct. And Cohn is represented 
by Frank G. Ralchle.

"1 don’t  run the defense at 
all,” Cohn said at the end of the 
day. “I  couldn’t  do that at all. 
Lawyers have different view­
points on a case and all I  would 
be doing Is Interfering with the 
lawyer I've hired. I t ’s the same 
as going to a doctor.”

"Do you go with him now 
and do any preparing for to­
morrow?” he was asked.

"Right now, I’m going back 
to my office and take care of 
my cMenta.” Cohn said. He said 
it quickly and confidently, as if 
thia court busineM is no worry 
at all.

But all during the day, as he 
aat at this wooden defense table 
with his Ilfs spread out in front 
of Ms. Roy Cohn kept wetthig 
Ms lips with his tongue.

In the worda of ona veteran 
party leader, Nixon la playing 
the role of John the BaptbMr- 
preparing the way to r the Re­
publican Presidential eampalgn. 
What Nixon hopea, of course. Is 
that after the last throb ef tha 
last PreMdential primary, the 
party will pick the man who 
stayed above the intra-party 
struggle and preached the Jgoe- 
pri against the Democrats. This 
would convert Richard the Bap­
tist Into Richard the Nominee.

Nixon’s closest friends here 
see two things going for tabn:

First, th i Wathing that the 
RepubMcan Right wing harhora 
for Rockefelter and Henry Ca­
bot Lodge, two of the RepubU- 
can Big Five. The Goldwater 
conservatives never will for­
give Rockefeller for his Slash­
ing attacks on GMdwKsr after 
the Governor’s rs-am eniags 
and precipitous polltieai decline 
a year ago. Tha oonaervatlvea 
never will forgive Lodge for 
his role In cutting down Rob­
ert A. Taft In 1968.

The second thing going lor 
Nixon, his friends believa, la 
Scranton’s continued silence.

Nixon is consciously exploit­
ing both these asseta He is 
moving steadily closer — hut, 
he believes, not too close — to 
some of Goldwater’s conserva­
tive positions to avoid alienat­
ing the substantial bloc of dele­
gates Goldwater will have on 
the first ballot.

An example: Nixon never has 
■pecifioally endorsed the Houee- 
psuRsed oiril rights Mil. Instead, 
he is keeping himself free to 
criticize and has warned "ex­
tremist” Negro leaders that 
they risk a violent white reac­
tion.

So, if the backlash really 
does develop as some politicians 
fear, Nixon can aay, ”I told 
you so.” In the vote-heavy 
suburbs, this would be a po­
litical security easily cashed in 
by Nixon.

But Nixon believes his repu­
tation as an internationalist 
would make him acceptable to 
the powerful Baatem RapubU- 
cans. Since IMO, he has ac­
quired a Fifth Avenue address 
and a Wall Street office. He 
looks more Mke New York, N. 
Y„ than Whittier, OaJdf. WhUe 
demanding (along with Gold- 
water) a "hard” foreign policy 
line in Oiba, Panama and other 
trouble apots, he calls attention 
to his record of supporting for­
eign aid (along with the Baat- 
em Intemalionaiista.)

As a non-oancHdata etump- 
apeaker. Nixon Is packing them 
Wi theee days, ■me Mggeat Es­
sex County (New Jersey) Re- 
publioan crowd In history paid 
to hear him attack Mr. John­
son as a back-room winard of 
“poktioal hociBi-pocus.” Hs 
hammered the Bobby Baker 
soandal and oalled on Mr. John­
son to speak out on his erst­
while Senate protege.

Ixsig notorioua as a tbeoreti- 
oal tactician in politics, Nixon’s 
plan* and theoriea this time are 
close to reality. As the (3old- 
water campaign oontinuea to 
deflate, rank-and-flie conserva- 
Uves are eyeing the Nixon 
standard.

Hie Jury foreman said, "At 
this time I don’t think we will 
reach a decision tonight."

Court was adjourned after 
Judge Loiselle warned the panel 
not to discuss the case with any­
one. He said the Jury must be­
gin deliberation the following 
day only after all the members 
have arrived.

At 10 this morning, with all 12 
members present, the Jury con­
tinued deliberation. About 50 
persons were gathered at the 
oourthouse.

The trial started Feb. 25 and 
the long process of picking a 
Jury started. By the following 
Tuesday the Jury and alternates 
were chosen after attorneys for 
the defense and state examined 
over 80 prospects.

The state began its case 
Xarch 3, but two days later it 
was interrupted by a hearing to 
determine if scrapings from 
Darwin's car and a lantern 
oould be entered into evidence.

The car and lantern had been 
oeized by police in December 
during a oearch the court has 
ruled illegal.

The scrapings were entered 
Ib evidence but Judge Loiselle 
withheld final ruling on the ad- 
miaibility of the lantern. After 
that the state did not press en­
try o f the lantern into the trial.

The state had Just begun lay­
ing groundwork for its case 
when another hearing broke up 
its arguments. The defense on 
March 9 objected to admission 
at two alleged confessions police 
say Darwin made Dec. 7 and 8 
wUIe in their custody.

The confessions were key 
pieces in the state's case and 
a hearing began that lasted un-

March 17. On that day Judge 
Loiselle ruled that the state had 
failed to show that the alleged 
•onfession made Dec. 7 was 
voluntary, but agreed to admit 
into the trial a statement made 

. the following day.
After she refused to accom­

pany him, the eonfeseitm states, 
Darwin struck her over the 
head with a flashlight, brought 
her to his ear and drove her to 
a lovers lane off Dockerel Rd. 
hi Tolland.

There an attempted rape took 
place, the confession states. 
Darwin then strangled her with 
the strap of her handbag, the 
document says, and drove home.

Darwin said he was aroused 
watching the girl knitting at 
the 4-H meeting, the confession 
states.

After introducing the confes­
sion and testimony on the re­
enactment the state rested its 
ease. It was apparent that had 
both confessions been thrown 
out the state’s case would have 
been undermined.

The only other major piece 
o f evidence introduced by the 
state was a dog hair found in 
Darwin’s car that matched a 
dog hair found on the girl’s 
dress. But there was no way to 
determine if the hair was from 
ttie same source.

The state also introduced 
testimony that indicated that 
blood was found on Darwin’s 
shirt and on the front seat up­
holstery of his car.

The defoise began its case 
last Wednesday and tried to 
break the credibility of the con­
fession. Several witnesses who 
had been at the 4-H meeting 
were brought to the stand who 
testified that Darwin remained 
at the meeting for a few mo­
menta after Miss Rothwell left. 
One witness said Darwin stayed 
for seven or eight minutes.

The witnesses said they did 
not see the girl nor her car af­
ter she left the meeting room.

Dr. Harold O. Beddoe, chief 
medical examiner for Rhode Is­
land tesUfled that it was his 
opinion the Bolton girl did not 
bleed before death. Any bleeding 
that took place, he said, was the 
result of changes in the body 
after death.

His testimony threatened to 
rock the state’s case and place 
the validity of the confession in 
ipiestlon but after the toughest 
crooo examination given any de­
fense witness in the trial. Dr.

He said the defendant was 
questioned or participated in 
conversation with Investigators.

At one point, Maj. Rome -said 
he believed Darwin got ‘‘a kick’’ 
out of the weekend. He denied 
that the defendant was in­
sulted or abused during the 
three days he was in custody.

The defense closed its case 
Monday after calling about a 
dozen character witnesses to 
the stsuid.

The state rebuttal lasted for 
only a few hours. The state 
called Dr. George A. Tulin, a 
Hartford psychiatrist who said 
he believed Darwin’s will was 
not affected during the Decem­
ber weekend because the de­
fendant answered and coun­
tered questions put to him by 
investigators.

Bias in Housing 
Found Near 90% 
Of Service Posts

WASHINGTON (AP)—A Pen­
tagon-ordered survey showed 
there waa housing discrimina­
tion against Negro servicemen 
near 90 ner cent of the military 
bases in the United States, it 
was disclosed today.

Alfred B. Fitt, deputy assist­
ant Secretary of Defense for 
Civil Rights, told The Associat­
ed Press that housing "clearly 
is the most unyielding”  of the 
various forms of racial bias fac­
ing Negroes in uniform.

This discrimination, Fitt said, 
exists in Northern base areas as 
well as in the South. Only 31 ol 
306 bases studied were given a 
clean bill on this count. Fitts 
declined to neune the 81.

The Pentagon’s civil rights 
chief Indicated that by the 
process of "negotiation and con­
ciliation”  base commanders had 
made progress In easing dis­
crimination against Negro serv­
icemen and their families in off- 
hase schooling, transportation 
and use of such public facilities 
as parks and libraries.

" I ’m sure that since last fall 
commanders have secured 
changes on behalf of their 
men,”  Fitt said.

Among other things, base 
commanders had been told to 
report whether the "treatment 
accorded Negro military person­
nel by the local police (Is) in 
any way different from that ac­
corded white military person­
nel.”

The findings, Fitt said: "No 
case of significant difference in 
law enforcement between white 
and Negro servicemen."

The survey was ordered last 
September. Its basic objective, 
the Pentagon said at the time, 
waa to obtain "necessary infor­
mation tor the formulation of 
future policy.’ ’,

A total of 02 base areas turned 
up with such good records in the 
first reports made last Novem­
ber that the commanders were 
relieved of the responsibility of 
reportii^t again on May 1.

Although the names of these 
bases were not disclosed, Fitt 
said some were in Texas and 
Oklahoma.

Proposes Ethics Code
WA’TERBURY (AP) —  A 

code of ethics for members of 
the General Assembly was pro­
posed today by State Sen. 
James E. Tansley of Water- 
bury.

Tansley, a Democrat, said he 
has recommended the establish­
ment of such a code to Gov. 
John N. Dempsey.

He suggested that the com­
mittee recently named by the 
governor to consider legislation 
on conflict of interest by state 
employes also be authorized to 
draft the code.

"The people of Connecticut 
deserve every possible protec­
tion against misconduct by pub- 
Uc officials,’’ he said.

He wrote the governor that 
the state has been "fortunate 
indeed” that legislators "have 
set an honorable and enviable 
example In their conduct of the 
affairs o f our state.”

He added he believed future 
conduct "should no longer re­
main a matter of chance.’’

"No conflict of interest legis­
lation can be effective unless It 
prescribes clear-cut limitations 
governing the conduct of mem­
bers of the state legislature,” 
he declared.

Tansley said a code of ethics 
“fortified by the stature and 
dignity of state law and ex­
plicitly outlining strict, penal­
ties for infractions would be of 
benefit to both the legislators 
and the people."

He also said It would serve a 
two-fold purpose by preventing 
legislators “from indulging in 
conflict of interest” and by es­
tablishing a standard to pre­
vent legislators "from using un­
due Influence for gaining Im­
proper advantage from his elec­
tive office.”

Unlike the previous case, 
however, no one has yet given 
any sign of opposition to the 
idea of congressional redlstrict- 
Ing.

"Since it is generally agreed 
that present congressional dis­
tricts in Connecticut are not 
set up on an equitable popula­
tion basis, it la essential that 
we move without further delay 
to correct this situation,’’ 
Dempsey declared.

The federal court has set next 
Monday as the deadline for sub­
mission o f written arguments 
by all parties to the suit on the 
subject of a request for a sum­
mary Judgment. The request 
was made by the man who filed 
the suit—Jack Zalman, Hart­
ford Courant political writer.

If toe court grants this sum­
mary Judgment, it could order 
immediately all six Connecticut 
congressmen to be elected at 
large this year unless the leg­
islature quickly accomplishes 
redistricting. In otoer states, 
however, courts vtolch have Is­
sued such orders recently have 
agreed to stay their orders un­
til after toe November elec­
tions.

Republiccui leaders ampha- 
sied that toe caucus empowered 
them only to negotiate, not to 
reach any agreements.

If a redistricting plan - Is 
agreed on, H would have to be 
submitted to another caucus for 
approval, they said.

He flew Jets for the air 
force for two years, but when 
he left the service five years 
ago he went right back to sail­
ing vessels.

He signed aboard a fam­
ous reproduction — the second 
Bounty—and Joined her crew at 
Lunenburg, Nova Scotia.

Douglas was on the crew that 
sailed the ship to Tahiti for 
fUmlng of "Mutiny on the 
Bounty."

Two years ago he signed up 
as mate on a schooner taking 
passengers on summer trips 
along toe Maine coast. That was 
where he got toe idea for his 
own bit of floating history.

He signed up the Harvey Ga- 
mage boat yard here to buUd 
her, rented a room- nearby to 
oversee things and saw toe 93- 
foot keel laid last May.

The Coast Guard had a few 
safety rules that forced some 
changes.

NEW YORK (A P )—A rise In 
kitareat rata* seems likely this 
year In spite of the notable 
growth In savings which has 
pumped funds into the invest- 
snent maricet.

The cost ot borrowing has 
been going up in Europe and 
gapan, laigely because increas­
ing prosperity there has zoomed 

’ flie demand for loans from both 
eonsumers and business. Also, 
wages and prices have gone up, 
and higher interest charges are 
a  prime government weapon in 
fighting inflation.

A  like rise in U.8. prosperity 
Is widely anticipated as the fed­
eral tax cut effects spread 
through the economy.

In several industries union 
leaders are stressing that this 
year's wage demands will be 
stronger ttan last. Prices are 
■till holding on most consumer 
goods, but are rising for some 
primary commodities and in­
dustrial materials.

Housing starts have been un­
usually strong this winter, pre­
saging perhaps a real boom la­
ter tlhs year. I f  so, the demand 
for mortgage money may eat 
into the abundance of funds 
available.

InQation hasn’t been a force 
here for several years. Partly 
this was due to surplus produc­
tive capacity ol industries, with 
attendant competition from do­
mestic rivals, along with in­
creasing competition from im­
ports of foreign products.

Business expansicm, therefore, 
has been moderate. Also, much 
of it has been financed from the 
internal funds of corporations— 
earnings from generally rising 
sales, and cash savings from re­
laxed depreciation rules that 
lowered corporate income tax 
payments.

Now business is signaling a 
pickup in spending for new 
plants and equipment. The in­
crease is strong, if still short of 
spectacular.

But economic growth already 
had been slowly closing the gap 
between producticm and capaci­
ty. So this deterrent to inflation 
la weakening. And if the feder­
al tax cut leads to enough, pick­
up in consumer m d buUness 
spending to put a real fire un­
der corporate plans for expan­
sion, the need for borrowing will 
be back, and strong.

The rising interest rates 
abroad will tend to keep any 
foreign investment money at 
home. I t  might even attract 
some idle American dollars.

Federal, state and local gov­
ernment borrowing seems sure 
to increase this year, still fur­
ther swelling demand for funds.

All this leads the economics 
department of the Banker's 
Trust Co., New York, to foresee 
that bank credit "m ay become 
somewhat I m  readUy available 
in the period ahead.’ ’ In fact it

fears that "a  continuation ol 
easy credit may contribute to 
an inflationary boom.”

From 'uiis it predicts the fed­
eral monetary authorities will 
move in and put "a t least mod­
est additional pressure on Fed­
eral Reserve^ member bank re­
serve positions and a slightly 
smaller expansion of bank cred­
it in 1964.”

Still, the bank looks for a 316-

billion growth in bank credit 
this year. But this would be $4 
billion less than in the two pre­
vious years, although economic 
growth this year is expected to 
be considerably larger than in 
1963 or 1962.

For you, as a borrower, the 
bank sees adequate funds avail­
able for worthy loans. But with 
credit a bit tighter, the cost of 
borrowing could be stiffer.

HAVANA (A P )—A cool north­

west wind sweeps a copy of the 
Moscow newspaper Ifvestia 
under the feet of the /ew tour­
ists on Chiba’s famous Varadero 
Beach.

The heavy, choking odor of 
Russian tobacco hangs over 
leather chairs in the lobby of 
the Hotel Varadero Intemacion- 
al. Through the swaying palms 
on a starlit March night, a huge 
red star blinks on the hotel 
roof.

On the eastern outskirts of 
Havana—in their own "ghetto”  
skyscraper—live Russian and 
East European technicians', en­
gineers and experts.

These are symbols of Soviet 
Influence in Chiba. There are 
others—Communist trucks and 
buses, an occasional Soviet - 
made patrol boat equipped with 

i rockets along the northern 
coast, Cuban soldiers and mili­
tiamen with East bloc weapons.

There is no doubt of the grow­
ing (Communist Influence.

But Cuba does not give the 
same police state Impression 
as, say. Communist East Ber­
lin.

I To a German, accustomed to 
military order and perfection, 
what military atmosphere exists 
in Chiba strikes one like a comic 
opera. It all is so casual. It all 
seems a bit sloppy, a trifle un­
real.

But the Soviet influence is 
real enough. You can see it 
clearly in Havana harbor.

There are freighters from the 
Soviet Uni<m and East Germany 
unloading crates and cases. 
There are rows of buses from 
Hungary and steam shovels, 
tractors and bulldozers from 
other East blpc countries. There 
are military trucks on the dock 
side, guarded by soldiers and 
militiamen.

Cuban troops are not much in 
evidence in Havana. It is said 
they live in tent cities on the 
outskirts.

Members of the militia stand 
before public buildings, before 
the gates of factories and even 
in front o f apartment buildings. 
Many of them are women, who 
devote four hours a w.eek to

They explain: "w e stand here 

to prevent sabotage by counter­
revolutionaries.”

West Europeans who live here 
say there is something else to 
it.

" I t ’s a sort of occupational 
therapy,”  said one, "to  build up 
the Cuban’s self-confidence.”

Behind all these visible signs, 
how ver, are the Russian and 
Ekist bloc experts. They dom­
inate Havana’s once fashionable 
hotels and Cuba’s nearly desert­
ed beaches.

Cubans gave us friendly nods 
as we strolled in the streets. 
"Tovarlshchl,”  they greeted us.

In Havana, the Russians have 
an exhibition room. There were 
Russian automobiles, motorcy­
cles, and. tools on show. When­
ever we passed, the hall was 
empty except for a girl and a 
man. They were armed militia.

Possibly the hall was empty 
because ownership of an auto­
mobile still is an impossible 
dreari for the average Cuban.

Park rushed back to the cap­
ital from a provincial inspection 
tour Tuesday night and ordered 
out n o  army troope to replace 
riot police. The president told 
Premier Chou to allow student 
demonstrations os long as they 
were orderly.

Questlans 'asked by the stu­
dents of the premier indicated 
that they felt the $S00-miIllon 
reparations offered by Japan in- 
BiMdent compensation for S6 
jrean of Japanese colonial rule; 
that they feared the Japanese

economy would regain a colonial 
hold on the south Korean econo­
my, and that secret deals were 
being negotiated.

In the port of Pusan, where 
some 3,S00 demonstrated, stu­
dents from the Pusan Fishery 
College marched with placards 
demanding that the Rhee Line 
be defended “ to the death.’ ”

Replacement of the Rhee Line 
by new fishing sones is one of 
the main issues under discus­
sion in Tokyo. The line prohibits 
foreigners fishing in some plac­
es as far offshore as 100 miles.

In Tokyo the Japanese gov­
ernment rejected opposition de­
mands in Parliament to halt the 
talks because of the demonstra­
tions in Korea.

Foreign Minister Masayoshi 
Ohira questioned socialist claims 
that the political situation in 
South Korea was unstable.

“ I understand there have been 
many opposition movements in 
Korea, but I understand demon­
strations occur in any Democrat­
ic cotmtry,*' he said.

Of Disasters

Tou name it: Reservoir col­
lapse, flooding, wind, fires and 
mud.

One observer, pondering re­
cent catastrophee, asked: “ Is 
this really the land of -milk and 
honey—or of ashes and mud?”  

Take the early afternoon of 
last Dec. 14, a Saturday. The 
radio began broadcasting bulle­
tins that residents below the 
Baldwin Rills Reservoir should 
get out The reservoir had 
sprung a leak.

At 8:18 p.m. it broke.
Three hundred million gallons 

of water cascaded down on 
houses, apartments, cars and 
people in a pleasant, compara- 
ttvely new part of town.

Five Uves were lost Several 
homes were swept away; some 
were reduced to kindling. Fire­
men removed about 8,000 peo­
ple—in some cases with life­
lines, ladders or hellcoptera.
' D w a g e  was estimated at tlS 
mUlion—about gl million of it to 
automobiles. Cleanup and re­
pair are still going on.

WhUe this unwanted gush 
soaked one area, one of Los 
Angeles’ worst droughts contin­
ued, drying brush to tinder.

A week ago Sunday night 
warm winds off the M o^veD es- 
ert howled through can}rons at 
80 mUes per hour, blew«down 
thousands of trees and unroofed 
several houses.

The winds broke scores of 
windows, caused power failures 
lastmg hours and topided a tree 
that killed a man. An agency 
representing 880 Insurance com­
p ares estimated the wmdatonn 
damaged over 11,000 d w e lh ^  
and business buildings at a loss 
of mart than $3 million.

That was only part of H. The

wind knocked down power lines 
whose sparics started fifes in 
parched brush. Flames charred 
11,800 acres. JOremen said 80 
homes were destroyed in two 
fires in the Qlendide-Burbank 
area. Just 18 miles north of 
downtown Los Angeles. The in­
surance agency put the count at 
80 homes and the loss at per- 
h»pa 88 million more.

The fires, in turn, set the 
stage for fresh disaster Monday 
—a sea of oosy mud from flame- 
denuded watershed,

“ All we hoard was a great 
big whooshing sound. And than 
It was on top of us,”  said Ralph 
Johnson after a wall of mud 
smashed out a sliding glass door 
and covered every room in his 
house with four feet of soupy 
mud.

Other residents reported simi­
lar misfortune.

Even for the Scholars

Professor Ryplns, according 
to reports, has expended the 
diaries to 460,(XX) words by 
means of copious footnotes. This 
would make up into e book of 
1,000 pages. The feeling here Is 

, that the professor may have 
labored to produce a mouse.

The existence of the Shaw 
diaries, which cover the years 
from 1888 to 1897. has long been 
known to British scholars. To 
dgte, no one here has thought 
that they were worth publlsh-
‘" L  ......................

The diaries themselves are 
wlthotrt literary merit, according 
to Eric Batson, press officer of 
the Shew Society. Only the 
Americans, who have InheriWd 
the prewar German capacity for 
dull scholarship, would consider 
publishing them, he Implied.

But If the diaries are with­
out literary merit, what light 
do they shed on Shaw’s private 
life during the period of his 
young manhood?

"Women have been a ghastly 
nuisance all my life,” com­
plained Shaw, who died in 1960 
at the age of 94.

But certain writers have hint­
ed that In hla younger days ha 
waa quite a Casanova. One of 
Shaw's biographers has gone so 
far as to claim that at one 
time he carried on with six dlff- 
srent women simultaneously.

If this Is BO, there is no trace 
of It In the diaries. They are 
aa innocent of spicy revelations 
as a set of McOuffey readers. 
Thus, one is regaled by how. 
much hs paid for a vegetarian 
luncheon or a Jitney bus ride.

Occasionally he records that 
he spent the evening singing 
excerpts from Figaro.

The diaries, which are writ­
ten In Pitman shorthand, are 
kept under lock and key in a 
basement strongroom of the 
London School of Economics, 
under the eye of librarian C. 
Oeoffry Allen.

Shaw used a fine pen to 
, make the tiny, spidery strokes.
' Almost any Pitman stenograph­
er can read his shorthand 
with ease.

In 1886, when the diaries be

tniaekni. Ho waa more concerned 
with preaching socialism to 
those days, and he had yet to 
maka hla name as a playwright.

Take his flirtation with Jennie 
Patterson, e wealthy widow IS 
years his aenior. Some Shaw bi- 
ographera would have the world 
believe that this waa a Mg love 
affair, all tempeeta and passion.

If so, tha diariaa contain no 
hint of it. in an entry dated in 
July 1888, Shaw speaks of call­
ing upon Jennie and staying un­
til 1 a.m. "Veto of conversation 
was distinctly gallant," he re­
cords. A few deya later he is 
with Jennie again, and ha 
writes about "supper, music, 
curious conversation, and a dec­
laration of passion." This is 
about aa close to ardor aa Shaw 
permits himself to get. But he 
does speak of a visit from Jen­
nie in 1888 during which she 
"raged, wept, flung a book at 
my head."

The diaries do, however, have 
historical interest for the lif^it 
they shed on Shaw as a Social­
ist propagandist, and aa a journ­
alist making his living by writing 
everything from music critic­
ism to unsigned editorials. They 
are also revealing concerning 
the formative years of the Fab­
ian Society, which has had a 
profound Influence on British 
Labor party thought.

But as bedside reading the 
diaries are about as exciting as 
a collection of laundry bills. It 
is generally agreed by those 
who have seen them.

the season for promises, for this 
la election year.

Misery isn’t news to Pana­
manians anyhow.

Oilberto Arias, a candidate for 
the yicepresidency, says four 
out of every five Panamanians 
Are Uvtng in abject poverty. In a campaign speech, Arias 
vramed of a violent upheaval 
unless there la a more equitable 
distribution of the nation­
al i/ealth.

A lias’ remarks were prom­
inently displayed In the preaa. 
m s family owns four of the 
eight dally newspapers in Pana­
ma City.

But his statement wasn't 
pe— ' to less privileged Pana­
manians. They’ve heard the 
same tune, i f  not exactly the 
same lyrics, before, usually at 
election time. I t ’s difficult to 
find people vdto believe their 
political leaders can change the 
established order.

But Panama’s unemployed 
and underemployed thousands 
eagerly look forward to elections 
•very four years because the 
voting means government Jobs 
may be available.

“ It ’s like the lottery,”  said a 
veteran reporter on the Arias 
payroll. “ One keeps on playing 
n  with the small hope some­
thing will come out of it.”

As in the lottery, there'll be 
plenty ot chances for the 400,000- 
plus eligible voters in the May 
electtons for president, new 
Chamber of Deputies and muni­
cipal councllmen. There are 
g,304 candidates for 43 deputy 
scats. There are 19 parties with 
little politically to distinguish 
one from the other. Some Pana­
manians scornfully refer to 
them as "employment agen­
cies.”

This year’s voting gets extra 
attention because of the contro­
versial personality of Dr. Am- 
BUlfo Arias, the frontnmner 
amor^ six candidates for the 
presidency.

He is the younger brother of 
the man regarded as the great­
est statesman in Panama’s his­
tory, the late ex-Preeident (1032- 
M1 Dr. Harmodio Ariss Sr.

The younger Arias was ousted 
from the presidency twice, in 
1914 and IK l ,  but his following 
borders on fanaticism.

"Because he is the man,”  is 
the usual explanation. I f  one in­
sists on a more specific rea­
son, the answer either is the 
qulssidm frown reserved for ig­
norant tourists or simply: "B e­
cause he’ll change everything.”  

This worries many topdrawer 
Panamanians. Uncomfortably 
they recall how Amulfo tossed 
out the constitution in I K l  be­
cause it seemed to interfere with 
his governing.

> He has promised to go after 
$121 millions he says leading 
Panamanians owe in back 
taxes.

Nephew Roberto (T ito) Arias, 
British admiralty lawyer who 
once led a Castroite invasion of 
Panama, is directing his uncle’s 
campaign. He has told reporters 
the present constitution need.*) 
overhaul to give the executive 
more power in fiscal matters. 
He also advocated extension of 
the presidential term to one re- 
election. It ’s now limited to a 
single four-year term.

A probable result ot Arias’ 
strengh Is the collapse of an 
antigovemment coalition back­
ing Juan de Arco Galindo’s pres­
idential bid. Another Arias 
nephew, Gilberto, is Galindo's 
vice-presidential running mate. 
There have been persistent re­
ports this ticket's top backers 
are planning to bolt to the gov­
ernment coalition, backing Mar­
co A. Robles for president. In a 
new strategy to stop Arias.

By and large, Arias’ populari­
ty seems the product of an ex­
isting political vacuum.

Mets’ Colorful Park WiU Be T  * T  1  ^

Still Swamp 
In O u t f i e ld  
At Flushing

NEW YORK (AP) — 
There’s snow in the dugout 
and center field is a swamp, 
but the new home of the 
New York Mets is going to 
be ready for the baseball 
season.

Most of tho 66,0(X) seats are 
already bolted in place In the 
five tiers of stands. The infield 
grass is growing. BulIdoMrs are 
churning in the outfield, filling 
in the mud puddles.

“ We’U be ready. The parking 
lots, the ascalators, the roetau- 
ranta, the drinking (ountaiiu, the 
playing field—all ready by April 
17,”  said Rick Praeger, a part­
ner in the engineering and archi­
tectural firm that designed Shea 
Stadium.

And so in a little more than 
three weeks, baseball fans, those 
famous New York Mets — (tooo 
Ctooo Coleman, Rod Kanehl, 
Larry Bearnarth, Amado Sam­
uel, and all—will charge out to 
play in their new playground.

Amado Samuel??? He’s a 
shortstop, Virginia.

Finest Stadium Ever
The result will be a combina­

tion of the worst baseball team 
in the National League — loth 
twice and favored ito be 10th 
ag_ln—and what appears to bo 
the finest baseball stadium ever 
built.

There Isn’t a post in the place. 
Every seat is pointed at second 
base, or the SO-yard-llne for foot- 
nail. The Jets of the American 
Football League will also play 
her«.

The box seats all swing on 
rails to new positions for foot- 
baU. The operation takes about 
10 to 15 mlnutds.

The worst seat in the house is 
better than most seats in other 
stadiums, and more colorful. 
Th> seats are painted in shades 
of green, blue, orange and yel­
low.

No Bleachers
There are no bleachers.
And for the next two years, 

fans who can’t stand to watch 
the Mets any more can always 
take one of the 21 escalators out 
and go watch the World’s Fair 
across the street.

Mets officials are hopeful that 
a combinatiem of the fair, the 
novelty of the stadium and the 
normal high enthusiasm for the 
new team in town will help them 
draw more people than the lord­
ly Yankees.

Estimate Two Million
“ Some estimates are that the 

Meta will draw two million,”  
said Bob Schoenfeld, the resident 
engineer. “ They seem to be cer­
tain to outdraw the Yankees, 
which will be something for a 
last place team. And we under­
stand the Jets are selling season 
ticketj as far down as around 
tha 10-yard lines. They couldn’t 
draw flies last year.’ ’

Both clubs played at the an­
cient Polo Grounds last season, 
although they had hoped the 
new stadium would be ready in 
1968.

It appears, however, that no­
body except the people in charge 
of press releases ever seriously 
expected the park to open be­
fore this April. All the men in­
volved in building it seem to feel 
that they are Just about on 
schedule.

And they are proud of it, from 
Praeger on down to Tony 
Tacoma of Cambria Heights, 
Long Island, who is in charge of 
smearing tar on the tt>of of the 
upper deck.

fight to the finish between

Abner SIbal, who 
had aerved ' aa the principal 
mediator, issued a sUtement 
from WasMngton accusing May 
of rejecting a ‘‘sound proposal 
for unity."

He urged all Republicana to 
give their support to Pinney and 
the rest of the present leader­
ship.

Pinney charged that May "ap- 
parenUy will be saUsfied with 
nothing less than total surren­
der and delivery of the party  
machinery Into his hands for 
such purposes as he sees (It to 
use It.

"This, In good conscience, I 
cannot and will not do. This 
fight is not of my making nor 
of my choosing, but since It has 
been thrust upon us I shall do

The statements from SIbal 
and Pinney were touched oft 
by May’s announcemsnt last 
night that he and hU follow­
ers cannot accept the com­
promise propoeed by Slbel and 
other party leaders.

In the view of the May fac­
tion, Uie party has suffered dur­
ing Finney’s praesht term.

The compromise proposals 
drawn up by SIbal and a broad 
cross aectlon of other GOP lead- 
era were accepted'by Pinney.

May aald that when he and 
Pinney discussed the specifics 
of these proposals last week he 
came to the conclusion that the 
authority given the execuUve 
director and advisory commit­
tee would be inaufiflcient.

“Experience during the past 
two years with on ’executive as­
sistant' a t state headquarters, 
and the campaign advisory com­
mittee in 1962, ia proof that 
such devices don’t work and 
can never be a substitute for 
a  full-time, vigorous and effec­
tive state riialrman,” he -said.

/{waits Hearing on April 7

Attorneys for Roy F. Darwin, 

who was found guUty of second 
degree murder yesterday, may 
appeal the verdlet after April 
7, the day the Andover man la 
scheduled to be sentenced to 
life imprisonment.'^

One of Darwin's lawyers, W. 
David Keith of Manchester, 
said today it is premature to 
discuss an appeal.

A motion to set aside yester­
day’s verdict was filed by Dar­
win’s attorneys 17 minutes af­
ter the Jury brought in Its find­
ing at 2:12 pjn. Judge Alva P. 
Loiselle will hear arguments qn 
the motion In Tolland County 
Superior Court the same day 
Darwin is to be sentenced.

The panel of seven men and 
five women brought in Its ver­
dict a little more than nine 
hours after it began delibera­
tion in the flve-weri<-Iong trial. 
The jury met for five hours 
Tuesday and over four hours 
yesterday to determine If the

defendant strangled 
Hope RothweU, 17, of Bolton 
last Sept 18.

Darwin, a 46-year-old father 
of four teen-age children, heard 
the verdict read, without visible 
emotion. In contrast he often 
broke into sobs on the witness 
stand and occasionally at the 
defense table.

Marian Darwin, his wife of 
21 years, was in the courtroom 
when the verdict was brought 
In. She attended every session 
of the long trial. With her waa 
the couple's oldest son, Roy Jr., 
19, home on leave from the U.S. 
Army. He has been at the trial

to death^ince Monday and frequently 
uiked with his father through 
a cell door at the Rockville 
courthouse.

With the pair waa the Rev. 
Gordon Weeman, rector of St. 
Peter’s Episcopal Church In He­
bron. He was at the trial fre­
quently during file early weeks 
and daily as the trial drew to 
a close. Darwin was a vestry­
man at the church, and both 
he and his wife had taught 
Sunday school.

WASHINGTON (AP) —  
The Senate, breaking a  
deadlock l a s t i n g  fance 
March 9, voted today to  
take up for formal consid­
eration the House-passed 
civil rights bill.

Southerners, who have used 
the moUon to take up as the 
basis for lengthy speeches bit- 
terly attacking tha hfll Iteetf, 
finally let the vote come on.the 
16th day of the debate.

The motion, made by Demo­
cratic Leader Mike Mansfield of 
Montana, passed overwhelming­
ly as expected.

The Senate met today at 9 
a.m., three hours ahead of Its 
usual time, and the roll call 
came without any further 
speeches.

TTiis first vote cleared ths 
way for a n^ lo n  by flan. 
Wayne Morse, D-Ore., to send 
the bill to the Senate Judiciary 
Committee headed by Sen. 
James O. Eastland, D-Mlss., for 
10 days of hearings and study.

The roll-call vote was 67 to 17.
Seventeen Southern Demo­

crats voted against taking up 
the measure, an 18th, Sen. J. 
W. Fulbright of Arkansas, was 
present but announced that hs 
was paired against the motion.

The 19th Southerner In tha
froup fighting the biU, Sen. 

ohn G. Tower, R-Tex., was 
not present, but listed as paired 
against the motion.

Voting for the motion were 41 
Democrats and 26 Republicans.

The early-hour vote caught 
many senators on the way to 
the Capitol and leaders stalled 
off the announcement of tho 
outcome for many minutes In 
an effort to give these, members 
time to reach the chamber. 
About, half a dozen arrived duiv 
Ing the stalling operation.

Democratic leaders planned to 
try to kill this move with a ta­
bling motion later today taut ex­
pected the outcome to be cloee.

However, Sen. Hubert H. 
Humphrey, D-Minn„ floor man­
ager for the bill, predicted that 
the tabling motion would win 
and that the Senate could begin 
iU debate on the blU itself Mm - 
day after a three-day Easter ra- 
cess.
