The judgment by Judge Ha-
mill' was that the food firm
did not haye to pay an addl-
tional $3560 rent for March 1083,
the date it moved out of the
Manchester Shopping Parkade,
property of First Hartford
Realty,

Judge George E, Kinmonth
Jr. and New London County,
Judge Bernard A. Kosickl of
Middietown, and Judge Searles
Dearington of Danlelson oon-
curred that there is no error in
Judge Hamill's decision,

The appeal was brought to
Lthe appelate division to recover
one month'a rent by reason of
a holding over by the tenant
(Connecticut Food Stores) after
the termination of lease. The
defendent denied the holding
over.

Judge Kinmonth aaid, "The
court rendered judgment for
the defendent and the plain-
tiff (First Hartford Realty) ap-
pealed, maki one of those
wholesale attacks upon the find-
ing which we have repeatedly
criticized.”

The realty firm, represented
by Atty. Arnold H. Klau, claim-
ed the court erred in finding
that the plaintiff had author-
ized the defendant (Connecticut
Food) to keep its sign on the
premises although such permis-
sion was not pleaded as a spe-
cinl defense; in that there was
not proof of agency of the per-
son giving such permission,
and in refusing to find that the
defendant owed one month's
rent,

The food firm leased the
Parkade store space for three
years commencing March 1,
1960, at a monthly rate of $350.

The appellate division agreed
with the court's findings that
having the premises cleaned on
March 3, 1963, did not consti-
tute & holding over since the
lease required such cleaning
upon the expiration of the lease;
and that permission had been
granted to leave the atore front
sign until March 2, 1963. The
taking down of the defendant's
new location sign by the plain-
tiff on March 1, 19688, showed
that the plaintiff was in posses-
slon of the premises on that
day."”

The appeal was argued on
Feb. 10 and the appellate de-
cision was decided on March 18.

The new series of shocks
began shortly before 5 a.m.

ANCHORAGE, Alaska

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Fulbright’s “Unthinkables”

The conclusion here, after a reading
of the speech Senator J, Willlam Ful-
bright delivered last Wednesday, is that
it was not the speech of an appeaser, as
some of the sutomatic criticlsm the
speach itzelf predicted for itself claimed,
nor the speech of & naive man, s other
eriticism alleged, nor even the speech of
some high-flying, unrealistic theoretical
expert, as the speech’s own quotation
of men like George Kennan might have
suggested.

The Fulbright speech, In our opinion,
represented none of these thingw.

It represented someone who very sel-
dom geta an open voice in the national
disoussion of foreign policy. It represent-
od the average common sense American
sitisen himself,

Almost all the things Fulbright said
were things the sanity and ocommon
senge of the ordinary American have
known for some time.

Almost all the things Fulbright said
were things ordinary Americans have
beon waiting for somebody to say.

Most of them are, as Fulbright him-
melf warned, “shocking” things to be
saying. But the context for that “shock”
o In Washington, It is in politics, it is
In Congress, It is in the questions of
pollsters, it ia in the automatic assump-
tona of supposed leaders of thought and
expression —but it is not in people.

Hardly a politician in Washington was
ot “shocked” by the things Fulbright
muid. Few of them dared openly indicate
even some small measure of agreement
with him, But “people” who come into
sontact with what Fulbright said are not
golng to be “shocked.” They find his
words mirrored in their own common
smnose, in their own realism, in thelr own
Intelligence. "

It is not the people, but the politicians,
and all those who pretend to make or
follow the popular consensus, who keep
honoring all those myths Senator Ful-
bright labeled in his speech Wednesday,

All the “unthinkable thoughts" Sena-
for Fulbright succeeded in Hating were
thoughts ordinary Americans have been
thinking for a long time.

What were some of these “unthink-
able thoughts” of his?

We will sample some of them by quo-
fation:

“It has become ome of the ‘self-evie
dent truths' of the postwar era that just
a8 the President resides in Washington
and the Pope in Rome, the devil resides
Immutably in Moscow,

“We have come to regard the Krem-
Hn as the permanent seat of his power
and we have grown almost comfortable
with a menace which, though unspeak-
@bly evil, has had the redeeming virtues
of constancy, predictability, and familiar-
ity. Now the devil has betrayed us by
traveling abroad and, worst still, by dis-
persing himself, turning up now here,
now there, and in many places at once,
with a devilish disregard for the labori-
ously constructed frontiers of {deology.”

Here is another of S8enator Fulbright's
“unthinkable thoughta':

*It da the responsibility of our na-
tlonal loaders . , . to acknowledge and
sct upon these realities, even at the cost
of saying things which will not win im-
medinte widespread enthusinsm.

“For a start, we can acknowledgo the
fact that the Soviet Unlon, though still a
most formidable adversary, has ceased to
be totally and Implacably hostile to the
West."

And this is another:

“We consider it a form of subversion
of the free world . . . when the Rus-
sians enter trade relations or conclude
& consular convention or eatablish alr-
Hae connections with & free country In
Asia, Africa or Latin America—and to
8 certain extent we are right.

“On the other hand, when It is pro.
posed that we adopt the same strategy

Or here Is another “unthibkability":

“I am unable to understand how a
controversy with a small and poor
country, with virtually no military es-
pacity, can poasibly be regarded as a
teat of our bravery and will to defend
our Interests. It takes stubbornness but
not courage to reject the entreaties of
the weak. The rest test in Panama ia
not of our valor but of our wisdom and
Judgment and common sense.”

And here is another “shocking” Ful-
bright statement:

“I think we are bound to conclude that
Castro is & nuisance but not a grave
threat to the United States and that
he cannot be gotten rid of except by
means that are wholly disproportionate
to the objective, . ..

“I think that we must abandon the
myth that Cuban Communism s a
transitory menace that is going to col-
lapse or disappear in the immediate fu-
ture and face up to two basic realities
about Cuba: first, that the Castro re-
gime Is not on the verge of collapse and
is not likely to be overthrown by any
policles which we are now pursuing or
can reasonably undertake; and second,
that the continued existance of the Cas-
tro regime, though inimical to our in-
terests and policies, is not an tnsuperable
obstacle to the attainment of our objec-
tives, unless we make it so by permit-
ting It to polson our politics at home
and to divert us from more important
tasks in the hemisphere.”

Toward the end, Senator Fulbright
got around to the China question,
“shockingly'':

“The Far East ia another area of the
world In which American policy is han-
dicapped by the divergence of old myths
and new realities. Particularly with re-
spect to China, an elaborats vocabulary
of make-belleve has become compulsory
In both official and public discussion. . .,

“For a start we must jar open our
minds to certain realities about China,
of which the foremost in that there are
not really ‘two Chinas' but only one,
mainland China, and that it is ruled by
Communists and likely to remsain so for
the indefinite future.

“Once we sccept this fact, #£ becomes
possible to reflect on the conditions un-
der which it might be possible for us to
enter Into relatively normal relations
with mainiand China.

“One condition, of course, must be the
abandonment by the Chinese Commu-
nists, tacitly if not explicitly, of their in-
tention to conquer and incorporate Tai-
wan. This seems unlikely now, but far
more surprising changes Have occurred
in polities. . . .

“French pecognition of Communist
China, though untimely and carried out
In a2 way that can hardly be considered
friendly to the United States, may none-
theless serve a constructive long-term
purpose by umfreezing a situation in
which many countries, none more than
the United States, are committed to in-
flexible policies by long-established com-
mitmenta and the pressurea of domestic
publie opinfon."

As we maid, that “domestic public
opinion" to which Senator Fulbright thus

‘ alludes is much more of an artificial con-

sensus the political world creates for
Itself than it Is any true reflection of
the way individual Americans think and
feel and reason.

progpective constituents because their
skins had a certain color.

When an astronaut comes down to
earth, he really comes down o earth,

Huaving proved himself mortal in such
respects, Aatronaut Glenn next had the
miafortune to slip and fall in his own
bathroom, sustaining an injury both dia-
concerting and Incapacitating which
makes It difficult for him to keep hin
balance walking on the same earth he
once orbited so beautifully.

The question is, was this wstill part
of the same piece, the same descent?
Was his coordination while shaving
something less than it might have been
because his mind was being preoccu«
pied with thoughts of the old man he
might be chasing out of the Senate?
Was he as well prepared for the well
known hazards of the American bath-
room as he waa for the risks of a wpace
capsule? Or was that fine edge of physi-
cal and mental conditioning something
far back in the story of his life?

Perhaps there is po package at all,
Perhaps it was up tn space, and not back
here on earth, that the present lack of
balance really originated.

Or perhaps it is simply one more dem-
oratration of why some people never
want to be heross. Afterward you can't
even fall down In your own house like
any other mortal without having some-
body attach some psychological mignifi-
cance to it

We think that, after sll our early
qualms about it, we are beginning to
hope John Glenn runs, and runs beauti-
fully, and makes hiy career in the Sen.
&te Mie a star for all Ameriea to watoh
end adpuirs.

ding. Such formal testimony as
was given on this point kept it-
self hazy and fuzsy, and this
was perhaps the reason the final
outcome of the Hurley probe
was an Inconclusive verdict
which “got” nobody.

8Since the turn of the century
imaginative ncientists have
speculated on the manner in
which life could have come into
being. Unfortunately, not until
recently have scientists accu-
mulated sufficient Information
on the origin of the solar sys-
tem to permit them to recon-
struct the early days and
events of the earth. It is from
explorations of those primeval
days that slivers and bits of in-
telligence have been uncovered
to provide the working pleces
for the reconstruction of the
evolution of life.

The initiation of these mod-
ern studies goes ba&k éo lh; br-n
ginning of the six ecade
the twentieth century. In 1950
Dr. Melvin Calvin, who was
awarded the Nobel Prize for his
work on photosynthesis in 1062,
asked himself the provocative
question: Can carbon be in-
duced by a nonliving process to
enter into a chemical combina~
tion to resemble combinations
that arise from llving process-
es. To provide this answer he
used the sixty-inch cyclotron
and bombarded carbon dioxide
and hydrogen, two materials he
postulated as belng present in
Mmlu'!o atmosphere of the

. The cyclotron took the
place of the radiations of the
Bun.

In the first experiment he
produced formic acid and for-
maldehyde thus proving that
indeed carbon atoms could be
rearranged in a definite config-
uration to give rise to some
com which form the bas-
is of living material, The prin-
cipal contribution was to show
that it was unnecessary o have
a living organism act on the
carbon atom to produce what
was recognized as products of
Uving organisms.

In other experiments he pro-
duced amino acids, sugars, and
fats showing that there could be
an orderly progression to more
complex molecules, Thua In
these earilest experiments or-
ganic materials were success-
fully synthesized from the bas-
fc elements of the universe,

significant experiment was suc-
cessfully completed. Dr. Stanley
Miller, working under Dr. Har-
old C. Urey, synthesized organ-
ic compounds from some sim-
ple chemicals, In a stimulating
talk by Dr. Urey on the atmos-
pheres of the primitive earth,
he indicated that someone
should experiment to see wheth-
er organic compounds could
arise from these atmospheric
constituents, Dr. Miller, who
was in the audience, undertook
ths experiment,
Recreating Earth's
Primitive Atmosphere
He took a mixture of meth-
ammonis and ul:ydro‘an.
bolled it and passed the vapors
through an electric discharge.
After about one week the mix-
ture turned :xnu red. Dr,
Miller” analy mixture
chromotographic tech-
niques and discovered that the
amino acid, giycine, was pres-

Thus, with an amazing degree
of certainty has been estab-
lished the transformation of
some of the basic elements of
the universe into the beginnings
of the life structure. The astro-
biological significance of these
ateps is overwhelming, If what
has gone on is true and can be
verified by a successful lending
on Mars, then aclentists have
established an excellent c#se
for the ubiquity of life.

The same basic elements, in
roughly the same proportions,
found on the earth are pre-
sumed to be pressnt t
the length and MWQ
universe, The same radiations
which give rise to lving forms
on the earth are alsp present
around the specific classes of
stars discussed last week, It is
from these recent developments
that sclentists belleve t an
almost infinite volume of life is
spread through the sky and with
the proper key this life may re-
veal its

This is the overwhelming evi-
dence that has set the stage
for the most stimulating under-

Mrs. Mlildred Willex of Ver-
non Center can trace the his-
tory of her home back to 1808,
but fecls that it was probabiy
built during the late 17005, and
In one of the oldest houses in
Vernon. Antiquarians, who have
inspected the old paneling In
the kitchen wing of the house,
agree with Mrs. Willes.

The house was originally a
center chimney colonial. The
late Hoadley Wilies, husband of
the present owner, removed the
chimney to make room for a
wide sataircase tn the second
floor. He cleaned and recon-
ditioned many of the bricks and
used them (o build the outside
chimney now in use.

Standing on a triangle of land
al the junction of West Rd. and
Rt. 30, the residence Is locnted
on an old stage coach route
from Hariford to Boston, not
far from Lafayette Corners,
where General Lafayette report-
edly spent the night at Mec-
Lean's Tavern,

The late Henry Willes, father-
iniaw of Mrs., Willes, owned
many of the houses in Vernon
Center. A pipe line on the prop-
erty on RL 30 and Wells St.
sunplies water to the homes of

MPs. Sarash Forbes and Mrs.
Irving Campbell, both of Vernon
Center. The houses formerly
were owned by the senior Mr.
Willes,

‘The exterior of the house has

been modernized with siding,
and shuttera have been hung
at all the windows. The in-
terior was also renovated by
Hoadley Willes, who left much
of the old paneling and hard-
ware intact. Pewtler latches
with iron escutcheons are on
two of the kitchen doors, and
uneven pine planks cover many
of the floors.

A quantity of old china and
giassware, plus some unusual
sllver, was inherited by Mrs,
Willes from her husband's fam-
Hy. Much of the china was
handpainted by, her molher-in-
law,

While - several good antiques
are scattered throughout the
house, including Hitchcock
ohairs, Empire mirrors and an
old desk, Mrs, Willes' home is
not furnished striotly in a co-

lonial decor, but rather with
comforiable pleces which she
enjoys living with,

The house was the home of
two generations of social work-
ers. which |s rather unusual in
this fairly modern field. Mra,
Willes, her huband and daugh-
Lter were all social workers, and
now her son-in-law ia a soclal
worker in Indianapolis, Ind,

Mrs, Willes retired Feb, 1
from the State Welfare Depart-
ment after being a social work-
er 50 years. She began her ser-
vice with the State Welfare
Department in 1045 and came
to Manchester, when they open-
ed an office here, about three
years ago. At one time her du-
ties Included sorving cases in
all convalescenl homes and hos-
pitals in Hartford and Manches-
ter.

A native of Simsbury, Mrs,
Willes graduated from Hartford
Seminary Foundation in 1016,
She was married In 1918, and
she and her husband came to
Vernon in 1939,

Before coming to Vernon they
managed a tea house on the
Potomac River, oulside of
Washington, D, C., for the Na-
tional Association of Girl
Scouts. Mrs. Calvin Coolidge
was honorary head of the asso-
ciation, and Presidenl Warren
G. Harding visited the eating
place while the Willes were in
charge.

Among the many interesting
positions Mrs. Willes has had
in her long career was a posi-
tion with the Women's Bureau
of the Metropolitan Police De-
partment In Washington, D, C.
She took and passed a civil ser-
vice examination for policeman,
and was a “social worker with
authority” for the department.
She was also assistant superin-
tendent of & city mission In
New Haven, and personnel di-
rector of Colt's Firearms Co.,
Park St. Branch in Hartford
during World War 11,

Since the death of her hus-
band, 11 years ago, Mrs. Willes
has traveled extenvively. She
lectures and shows slides of her
travels, and is a member of the
speaker's burenu of Connecticut,
She also enjoys delving Into the
past, and ig church historian for
the Vernon Congregational
Church, where she compiled a
200th anniversary brochure for
the church in 1962,
