WASHINGTON (AP) — 
General of the Army Doug­
las MacArthur’s condition 
remained critical today but 
apparently one of the com­
plications that has beset 
him was at least temporar­
ily halted; attempts to com­
bat an even graver one 
were progressing satisfac­
torily.

This was the import of a 
medical bulletin released at 9:30 
a.m. at Walter Reed Army Hos­
pital.

The complication that was 
stemmed—at least temporarily

wa.s intermittent bleeding from 
his esophagus — a trouble that 
recurred lo add danger to his 
third operation Easter.

Extensive bleeding from the 
esophagus prompted MacAr- 
thur s second operation March 
23. It was halted then, but re­
sumed intermittently.

Reporting that there has been 
no such bleeding for the past 20 
hours. Heaton said a tube in­
serted through MacArthur’s 
throat and esophagus and into 
his stomach - - and designed to 
control the bleeding by means 
of pressure from Inflatable bal­
loons attached to the tube — is 
being removed this morning.

The second and more grave 
complication the doctors are 
seeking to combat is MacAr- 
thur’a dlminiahed kidney func­
tion. This was reported by the 
doctors to have reached the 
point of continued degeneration 
Thursday morning — but to 
have stabilized in the afternoon.

Partly to compensate for the 
kidney malfunction the doctors 
are employing the emergency 
technique of peritoneal dialysis 
involving the Insertion of two 
tubes into MacArthur’s abdo­
men.

Heaton reported that this 
emergency treatment, apparent­
ly begun sometime Thursday, is 
functioning quite satisfactorily.

He did not state how long the 
technique would be employed. 
It involves sending chemicals 
through one of the tubes to wash 
out poisonous waste products 
that ordinarily would be filtered 
out by the kidneys, and then re­
moving these waste materials 
through the second tube.

Some medical authorities say 
this technique usually is not 
employed for more than two 
days, because of the possible 
danger of infection of the peri­
toneal membranes inside the 
abdomen.

The bulletin reported that the 
five-star general "passed a fair 
night," and that his blood pres­
sure remained at 110-60—pre­
sumably at about the same 
point as late Thursday after­
noon—and that his pulse was at 
96, still somewhat elevated, and 
his temperature at 99.2, Just 
slightly above normal.

The doctors were fighting to 
give their patient sorely need­
ed time to recover vital pro­
cesses.

In admiration, they credited 
his stamina through 11 days of 
critical condition to "his heart, 
his constitution and his will to 
live."

His chances are not consid­
ered good, but the decline in

RIO DE JANEIRO, Bra- 
zil, (AP)—Brazil’s provi­
sional leaders, cheer^ by 
promises of U.S. support, 
turned today to the prob­
lem of halting the nation’s 
plunge toward economic 
ruin.

Deposed President Joao Gou- 
lart, who added to Brazil’s trou­
bles. was reported by revolt 
leaders to be in Argentina.

Argentine officials said they 
had no trace of him.

Goulart’s successor, President 
Paschoal Ranieri Mazzilli, was 
due in from the capital at Bra­
silia to confer with thfe anti-Gou- 
lart generals on formation of a 
new government. This is tha 
first necessary step before Bra- 
zil’.s urgent economic problems 
can be attacked.

Mazzilli, a conservative who 
was elevated to the presidency 
from his post as president of the

Brazil has been promised $135 
million in U.S. aid thia year and 
in Wa.shington, Secretary of 
State Dean Rusk said tha 
United States is ready to work 
closely with the new regime.

Reservoirs Full, 
Snow 60 Inches

Lawrence Wlttkofske, super­
intendent of the water depart­
ment, reports that the four 
town reservoirs are at full ca­
pacity and flowing over, the 
first such favorable report in 
three years.

The combined storage in Por­
ter, Howard, Roaring Brook 
and Globe Hollow Reservoirs 
Is 479 million gallons.

Although rainfall during

million gallons of water to the 
reservoirs.

Official figures for total 
snowfall during the period Dec.

The monthly figures show 
that 17 inches fell during De­
cember, 17 inches during Janu­
ary, 22.5 inches during Febru­
ary, and only 4 inches during 
March.

"Isn't it better to have good 
goulash?” Khrushchev asked 
applauding Budapest factory 
workers.

Hungary’s Communist party 
came to bis support today, ac- 
cusing the Chinese o f "weaken- 
Ing the unity of Communist 
countries and helping Imperial­
ism against the soclaUat world.”

By their policies, i^slov con­
tinued, the Chinese were risk­
ing a nuclear war with the 
West. He said they scorned the

Suslov said Communist China 
had no need for nuclear weap­
ons because the Soviet Union 
provides a nuclear umbrella 
over the Communist world. He 
warned the Chinese not to scoff 
at U.S. nuclear strength.

"A  nuclear war, he said, 
"would be the greatest tragedy 
for humanity and would, of 
course, deal the cause of com­
munism a heavy blow.”

The use of the insectlcidee which have 
poisoned millions of fish in the giant 
Misaiasippi—just by the drainage o ff 
the farm lands where the pestlcidee 
have been need—this use is only 30 years 
eld.

The use o f the automobile and the die­
sel fuming truck to an extmt which can 
create a thing called smog over some 
dUes, and an insistent, ever present film 
on everything in the country's great 
population belts is, again, aomethlng that 
Is only about 20 years old, so far as 
serious sffects are concerned.

We are leaving poison on our land, 
we are spewing poison out into our at­
mosphere, at a progressively heavier 
rate each year. It will probably take 
■a only five years ahead to accomplish 
the same amount of poisoning of our 
water, poisoning of our air, aa we have 
accompliahed in these past 30 yaarA

What we have done already may be 
■uuiy times more serious than all the 
damage to health that has been done by 
cigarette smoking from the beginning 
o f time.

It may, for that matter, be the real 
explanation of some of the crimes being 
attributed to the cigarette.

In any ease, nobody la proposing that 
ws, for our own health and safety, cut 
down on the use of the gasoline or the 
diesel motor.

Dr. Luther L. Terry, surgeon general

ice, had no pat remedies, but he did 
have diagnosis, in his speech dedicating 
a  new laboratory out at the University 
c f  Cincinnati the other day.

Pahcafnl In Haiti, Ttoo

While BraxU was staging itself a 
peaceful revolution Washington made 
haste to accept and approve, another 
hemisphere regime was setting Itself in 
order, in a manner we do not Approve 
quite so enthusiMtlcally. (

In Haiti, one Dr. Francois Duvalier, 
referring to himself as "Papa Doc," and 
describing himself frankly aa a most ex­
ceptional man, o f a kind a country could 
produce only about once every 50 or 75 
years, went through some very peaceful 
ceremonies in which he proclaimed him­
self President of Haiti for life.

He didn't want to seem to be doing it 
all himself. In fact, at the life-term in­
stallation ceremony he expressed the 
gratitude of the head of state to the 
army chief of staff who had taken a 
lead in circulating the popular petitions 
which asked him to be President for IlfA

' ‘General Constant," said Duvalier tha 
preaident, "Duvalier, the Preeident of 
the Republic who ie prouder o f hie title 
of revolutionary chief than that o f chief 
of atate, accepts and appreciatea your 
gesture."

Last spring, the United States made a 
kind of effort to persuade Haiti to dump 
Its dictator. We contended that hit term 
as president was expiring, and we even 
Buapended diplomatic relations with his 
country when he refused to step out 
But the people of Haiti themselves gave 
no support to our diplomacy, Duvalier 
proclaimed himself, if not president, 
chief of the revolution, and made us like 
It

Last October we resumed diplomatie 
relations with the rotten little dictator­
ship, which supposedly gained quite a 
little prestige and self confidence from 
having defied us so successfully.

The life-term ceremonies the other 
day were like fingering a defiant nose at 
ui.

The main point, however, remains. It 
Is that, although we had force near tha 
scene last spring, and were obviously 
Itching to give Duvalier one quick shove, 
we refrained from crossing the line that 
divided our acknowledged and open dip­
lomatic pressure from the use of United 
States force on the territory of another 
nation against the existing government 
of that nation.

The Culturml Bridge

It is a relatively small and modest 
thing, but vastly preferable to pointless 
buffing and puffing at each other.

The truth is that when, in our modem 
world, two ideolog^lcal and power poli­
tics giants confront each other, eivilisa- 
tion has to hope that they will soften 
their mutual defiance enough to let some 
modeet communication of a non-belliger­
ent nature take place through the high 
curtains dividing them.

80 it is good news that Soviet Rus­
sia and Communist China are able to 
announce a cultural exchange agreement 
under which, during the coming year, 
army dance and song groups from both 
nations will visit and perform in the 
other.

There may be as many as 100 perform­
ers involved, altogether.

A t the same time, the cultural agree­
ment between the two griant nations also 
provides for some modest exchanges in 
the field of science, health, architecture, 
films, theatre troups, and art exhibits.

None of this is going to be gigantic. 
None of this 1s going to insure peace 
and understanding between these two 
nations who are both astride the great 
heartland of the world.

But the hope has to be that if the 
two peoples, using such polite cultural 
excuaes, can begin to see a little more 
of each other, they will begin to realize 
that people on both sides are human 
beings, that such realization may even­
tually dim their mutual fears and their 
mutual feeling that they muat destroy 
each other, and that eventually both will 
realize that the proper and sensible thing 
for them to do is to begin to think of 
the possibility of living in the same world 
together.

The Silver Dollar

Mr. Mansfield. Mr. President, as a 
former Member of the House, I have 
the highest regard for its Members and 
its outstanding committees. Among 
them, none is held in higher esteem than 
the Appropriations Committee and its 
great chairman, Clarence Cannon, and 
the distinguished Virginian, the chair­
man of the Subcommittee on the Treas­
ury Mr. Gary.

I know that they and their colleagues 
have a profound respect for the living 
symbols of the Nation's traditions. I 
know, for example, that they have 
shared the national concern with the 
threatened extinction of the whooping 
crane and the bald eagle.

To the Editor,
Concerning tha reeoneetlon 

of the weekend trips, of Hose 
Company No. 3 by trolley to 
Coventry, I  am sura that tha 
train was taken bativaan Depot 
Square and Wllllmantic. Had 
tha trollaya been used all tha 
way, they would have had vary 
little time at Coventry bacauaa 
either of the moat direct routes 
ware vary round-about. Thora 
was a WilUmanUc and Man­
chester Street Railway Com­
pany chartered May 20, 1916,
which seemed not to have got­
ten far beyond the chartering 
atage.

One route would have been 
via East Hartford, Springflold, 
Worcester, Putnam, Norwich 
and Willlmantic. Another be­
tween 1013 and 1010 via Hart­
ford, New Haven, and vS« the 
Shore Line Railway to New 
London and then via Wtillman- 
tlc. Even with apeclal ears 
there would have had to be at 
least one change. That would 
have been at Willlmantic, be­
cause there was no track con­
nection between the New Lon­
don line and the South Coven­
try line. The Wtillmnntlo ter­
minal was at tha Main St. rail­
road crossing which separated 
the New London line from the 
Coventry line.

Thus the South Coventry line 
was an isolated line of the Con­
necticut Company. It was 
leased to the £More Line Elec­
tric Railway Company between 
1913 and 1019 as were the other 
Connecticut Company lines in 
the eastern part of Connecticut. 
It was very much of a local line 
served by one car with another 
standing by for emergencies. 
The line operated until the fall 
o f 1926.

I heard one story about the 
line. There was a man who had 
a little too much to drink wtio 
rode back and forth a f e w  
times. A t the WilUmanUc car 
bam  the motorman said that he 
was going to put the car up for 
the night and the man would 
have to leave the car. The 
man said, "You've got a l  my 
money, I wondered If you were 
going to keep the car."

WATERCOLOR FOR SPRING

WASHINGTON—The Young 
Republican National Federa­
tion, unruly offspring of the 
Grand Old Party, is mapping a 
campaign of all-out resistance 
against parental supervision by 
party leaders.

Ever since the YR's exhibit­
ed a pronounced Right wing 
posture at their uproarious na­
tional convention in San Fran­
cisco last June, many adult 
party leaders have felt some 
fatherly discipline is in order. 
The result: Proposals to put the 
YR's under the thumb of the 
Republican National Commit­
tee now are pending.

But the tough, young con­
servatives wlio lead the YR's 
are lighting back. Their strate­
gy is mapped out in a confiden­
tial memorandum sent to two 
dozen carefully selected con­
servative young Republicans 
around the country. The author 
o f the memorandum is Donald 
D. Myers of Phoenix, Ariz.. a 
YR activist close to the Gold- 
water-for-Pre.sldent campaign.

The Myers memorandum be­
gins by describing the recom­
mendations of a study commit­
tee headed by Meade Alcorn, a 
former Republican National 
Chairman. "The obvioua pur- 
poee of the Alcorn recommen­
dations is to bring the YR's 
(because of their conservative 
leadership). . .under more di­
rect control o f the National 
Chairman," Myers warns.

Myers is dead right. The Al­
corn report would place a 
member of the Republican Na­
tional Committee on the YR 
executive committee ("a foot- 
In-the-door" recommendation, 
to use Myers's de.scriptlon). 
More Important, the Alcom  re­
port would give the party's Na­
tional Chairman authority to 
name the YR executive director 
—a power now held by the 
Young Republicans themselves.

Along with the rest of the 
Alcom  report, these recom­
mendations were approved by a 
voice vote at a closed-door ses­
sion o f the Republican National 
Committee last Jan. 11. But the 
Myers memorandum contends 
that Rep. William Miller of 
New York will not puW these 
recommendations Into effect be­
fore he steps down as National 
Chairman In July.

"W e are not worried about 
Btil MIHer.”  says Myera. “ He 
hae etated that he doee not in­
tend to inaugurate the recom­
mendations and we truat him. 
The problem is what might hap­
pen under one next National 
Chairman."

What Myers does not say le 
that the new National Chair­
man might be a man aymiiatha- 
tla ta Gha AJoom reoommenda-

two dozen YK coneervaUvea to 
pr^are a backfire.

Key YR'e would, aak oonaer- 
vative members of the Repub­
lican National Committee "to 
verbally express their willing­
ness to write a letter to the 
National Chairman statingj*' in 
effect, that having had an op­
portunity to reflect upon the 
importance 'of the (A lcom ) re­
port and some of its ahortcom- 
ings, they would not now vote 
for it and would object to tta 
Implementaton."

Then Myers comes to the 
point: "It is our thought that 
a new National Chairman, find­
ing some 50, 75, or more of 
such letters on file regarding 
the Alcom report, would not 
choose to implement it and cre­
ate the discOTd which would ao- 
comp€Lny Implementation."

That's AS far as Myers gosA 
But if these efforts should fall 
and the Alcom  report go into 
e f f^ t  anyway, conservative 
YR's might go it alone —  re­
placing the RepubUcan N a­
tional Committee's caah sub­
sidy with money from individ­
ual donors.

All things considered, no Na­
tional Chairman la Hkely to 
provoke a rebellion among the 
YR's So dose to a Presidential 
election.

If -ou have a fairly decent 
grasp of pre-raading from our 
preceding column, you’ll find 
that unconsciously you have 
been practicing the next tech­
nique: questioning or self-quiz- 
zlng. Questioning is the natural 
follow-up of pre-reading and the 
final step before thorough read-

This is how questioning works. 
From your pre-reading of the 
title page you ask: What Is the 
precise subject and what angle 
is to be treated here? How Is 
this particular author qualified 
to deal with it T

T'ou pre-read the Uble of con­
tents- -the author's outline of hls 
book. You saw the whole and 
all its parts there. You also pre- 
read at least the beginning and 
end of hls preface, which is his 
declaration of purpose. Such 
questions as these will have to 
be answered in your thorough 
reading: What is the order of 
the book's development? What 
sections are stressed more than 
others? Why? Does the author 
p. jve as much as his preface 
says he’ ”11 prove? Write them 
all down.

Ypur pre-reading gave you 
many answers, but it is at ita 
best when It raises as many 
right questions as possible. In 
chapters where pre-reading 
gave you little or no help, here’s 
a .^ood way of framing the quea- 
tlons. Turn topic sentences In 
these troublesome ateas into 
questions of “ how’ ’ oi "why.’ ’

Questions such as these will 
suggest themselves from pre- 
reading most chapters. What 
evidence does tha author mar­
shal? Does he appear to glosa 
over certain controversial areas, 
possibly evidence damaging to 
hls case? Why? What authori­
ties does he cite and are they 
all from the same school of 
thought? How does this part of 
the third chapter relate to hls 
final conclusion? These are only 
a few sample questions.

The main thing ia to write the 
questions down in clear form. 
Pre-reading is your road map; 
questioning is t h e  steering 
wheel. You will get the right 
questions from your attentive 
pre-reading; you will get an­
swers from your final read­
ing at are aa many and pre­
cise as the questions you raise. 
There is this further advantage 
in proper questioning : you have 
completed your summary of 
your work In question form.

Turn them into answers and 
your summarizing is a very 
simple matter.

Our next article will be con­
cerned exclusively with speed. 
Concentrating, pre-reading and 
questioning are more closely re­
lated tn understanding than to 
speed, but they do add speed to 
your reading by . making, under­
standing easier. Up to now we 
have concentrated on the mind 
in this eye-mind relationship. 
Now /e shall begin to work with 
the eyes, to read in phrases, to 
sniarge the eye span in your 
reading.

Student Projects 
Are On Display

’The construction of a model 
of any basic particle in chem­
istry was the project for Mr. 
Lawrence Perry’s classes during 
the third quarter.

These projects, ranging from 
a sub-atomic particles to crys­
talline structure, are on display 
in room 242 and in the chemis­
try stock room.

Such materials as p a p e r  
mache gum, gum drops, and 
styrofoam were used to repre­
sent organic as well as inorgan­
ic structures. Mr. Perry said 
tliat he wsLs "amazed" at the 
resourcefulness of the students 
and impressed with the results 
of the projects.

Each model was in some way 
different from any other one. 
Many had interchangable parts 
or could move. One project, de-. 
signed by Paul Pilkonls, was a 
model of a diamond crystal. 
Styrofoam was used for the 
revolving particles, while wire, 
straws, and tooth picks hjid it 
together.

Gets U.S. Support

"They moved to ineurc the 
•onetitutlonal process," Rusk 
•aid Goulart's enemies had ac­
cused him of leading the coun­
try down the road to commu­
nism and U.S. officiais had 
become alarmed about Commu­
nists moving into positions of 
power in Brasil.

Rusk said he wanted to em­
phasise that the upheavai which 
bas now taken place in Brasil 
has not soived "all that coun- 
tty's problems by any means." 
He said he included problems 
of inflation, the sise of the ex­
ternal debt, need for capital in­
vestment and many others.

It was clearly in this context 
that he was in effect holding 
out the hand of U.S. assistance 
to whatever extent the new Bra­
silian government wishes it. He 
predicted that the United States 
and Brazil would be consulting 
on common efforts.

Rusk also said he thought 
that South America's biggest 
country might now, under new 
leadership, begin to cooperate 
more with other nations in the 
hemisphere, including the Unit­
ed States, on such problems as 
those arising around Cuba.

Under the Goulart adminis­
tration, Brasil was reluctant to 
join in any kind of action 
against Fidel Castro and this 
was a frequent source of irrita­
tion in its relations With the 
United States.

On the Cuban situation Itself, 
Rusk appeared to take issue 
with a statement which a ques­
tioner attributed to Sen. 
Thomas Dodd, D-Conn., that 
the power of Castro in Cuba 
would be overthrown by a 
revolution.

Rusk said that he did not see 
any immediate prospect "that 
Internal forces in Cuba will be 
able to unseat the police appa­
ratus" which Castro has 
fastened on that island. Rusk 
added that he did not know 
what the long future might 
bring.

A questioner told Rusk that 
the Cuban paper "H oy" had 
charged that the United States 
prepared, ordered and paid for 
the revolt which ousted Goulart 
bi Brazil.

"There’s Just not one iota of 
truth in this," Rusk said. "It ’s 
not true in any way shape or 
form ."

Several questions put to the 
secretary asked in effect wheth­
er the ready U.S. approval of 
the ejection of Goulart by force 
meant that this government 
was changing its policy on mili­
tary seizures of power in Latin- 
American countries.

Rusk’s reply covered two 
points in den^ng that there was 
any change in policy:

1. He argued that the Bra­
silian revolt was different from 
any other that normally occurs 
in Latin America because it 
was an action by mixed groups 
of armed forces leaders and ci­
vilian politicians to save "con­
stitutional and democratic 
processes" from a president 
who appeared to be undermin­
ing the constitution. The rebels 
also resorted to constitutional 
provisions in having Mazzilll 
succeed Goulart.

2. As to military uprisings 
geoerally. Rusk said each one 
baa to be considered in the spe­
cial circumstances in which it 
occurred and the results which 
it produced. But in no case, he 
said, can the United States sim­
ply walk, away from a country 
because something has hap­
pened there which the United 
States disapproves. The United 
States must live with the coup 
and must work with the new 
rebel leadership in a country 
"to try to help get back to con­
stitutional processes.”

Rusk said he assumed that 
the Mazzilli government would 
be a transition administration 
•ince the Brazilian constitution 
requires that a chief executive 
be chosen by Congress within SO 
days as the more permanent 
■uccessor to Goulart. Therefore 
Rusk said he thought the new 
administration might "mark 
time for the moment.”

Waiter Wojnarowicz, 67, of 
11 Golway St., long-time super 
intendent of Colonial Board Co., 
former wrestler and musician 
died this morning at Manchester 
Memorial HospiUI after, a brief 
illness.

He 
said he needs a lieutenant and 
a sergeant.

Chief Trapp told commission­
ers that a third sergeant should 
be. provided, so that one ser­
geant will be available for each 
shift. He said that if the de­
partments are consolidated, a 
detective who could arrange his 
oi\vn working hours should be 
hired.

Three tax collectors repre­
senting Vernon's three govern 
ments discussed their posts with 
memibers. Mrs. Sylvia Welaon, 
town collector, William Lud- 
decke, deputy city collector and 
Glen Linton, district collector 
were present.

After discussing the opera­
tions of their departments, Lud- 
decke and Linton agreed that 
in a consolidated government, 
the tax collector should be ap 
pointed rather than elected.

|cil meeting Wedneeday night. 
Iirhe propoeed ordinance eetting 
lit minimum etandarda for weUi 
eervlng reaidentlal, commercial 
end Industrial buildings waa de­
feated by a 4 to 2 vote. A ma­
jority vote of 6 was needed. The 
proposed ordinance as offered 
{n a resolution at the March 18 

I town eouiKil meeting by Bulld- 
jtig Inspector Donald IfoLaugh- 
jin was approved by a  7 to 1 
majority vote.

Voting against the ordinance 
Councilman Jamea Throws stat- 
•d that "of the 200 homes built 
In South Wlndaor last year 196 
had public water and 4 had 
point wells and that it was un­
fair to legislate when the town 
does not have a specific problem 
to correct."

Mr. Throws said that the 
town could obtain water from 
the public water companies and 
artesian wells. He noted that 
west of R t. 6 there Is a high 
water table and that K would 
Impose a hardship on those 
buildings in the Main St. area 
If they were required to have an 
artealan type well.

Councilman Frederick Mahr 
also opposed the amendment 
noting that R PI had to drill ap­
proximately 900 feet to reach 
water and that a firehouse in 
town went down 800 feet. Mahr 
questioned "what Jfhe net end 
result would be as far as con­
trol If well points were outlaw­
ed.”

McLaughlin said, "People 
would not be deprived . .a n  
exception could be obtained by 
going to the Building Code 
Board of Appeals." He said that 
the town is growing and soon 
a public water supply will be 
along most streets.

This ordinance would give 
the town control of those few 
Isolated buildings that might 
not be serviced by a public wa­
ter company. McLaughlin aald 
that If the town had this ordi­
nance in effect last year Brook­
field St. residents would not 
have had a water problem last 
summer.

The pro(>oeed ordinance came 
about from a pUbUc petition of 
families on Troy Rd. and 
Brookfield St., whose points 
last summer were unable to 
reach water because of a low 
water table.

The white and gray twister, 
viewed In horror by many stand­
ing in downtown streets and 
watching locfil television, drilled 
through the city’s northwestern 
suburbs and nearby Sheppard 
Air Force Base.

An estimated total of 240 
hoi es were demolished in a 
half-mile swath carved by the 
funnel, its leaning, S-shaped 
form weaving like a anake 
against patches of blue sky.

New Alaska Tremor 
Sets Buildings Asway

ANC3HORAGE, Alaska (AP) 

Another major tremor, the sec­
ond in a week, lent a wary air 
to activities In the quake-stiick- 
en Anchorage area today.

The temblor, one of some half 
a hundred aftershocks since the 
major earthquake of March 27, 
set buildings asway Friday and 
sent office workers and shop­
pers scurrying Into the streets 
of downtown Lichorage.

Police reported no casualties 
and had no reports of major 
damage to buildings or homes 
In this area. Laat week’s iremor 
left 119 known dead or missing 
and presumed dead.

The University of Washington 
seismograph office said that 
the quake had registered 7.5 on 
the fuchter earthquake Intensi­
ty scale, subatantlally under the 
force of the massive tremor of 
Good Friday, which registered 
8,7,

The new shock was felt in 
Fairbanks, Juneau, YakuUt, 
Kodiak, Seward, Valdez and 
Oordova. The last four commu­
nities, as well as Anchorage, 
Miffered severe dsmage a week 
ago.

State Civil Defense officials 
clustered around their' "hot 
Une” an emergency circuit Unk­
ing the cities of south-central 
Alaska, when the shock hit, ap- 
ptohenslve about tho aafa^ ot 
neighboring communities.

yfelt, It was slight In their areas 
and had apparently centered 
near Anchorage. There were no 
reports of unusual wave action.

The quake began with a gen­
tle rocking motion at 12:41 p.m. 
and quickly picked up In Inten­
sity. A deep, rumbling could be 
heard distinctly, and people ran 
to the center of downtown 
streets In brilliant sunshine to 
watch the buildings around 
them.

Then, just as suddenly as It 
started, the quake eased off. 
Within 30 seconds It was over, 
and people picked up quickly 
where they had left off a few 
monqents before.

In the Anchorage Dally Times 
BuUdlng, where equipment and 
supplies were strewn over the 
floor March 27 not a thing was 
disturbed Friday.

Power remained throughout 
the city, and communications 
were not disrupted.

Only the cracks in the streeU 
and the few windows that have 
not been replaced give evidence 
to the destruction caused down- 
t o ^  Anchorage by laet week’s 
mighty shaking.

Then, dipping and twisting. It 
swept across the heavily popu­
lated air base, hitting nurses’ 
quarters, barracks and the civil 
engineering base.

Startled residents took refuge 
under street and highway under­
passes. Some abandoned cars.

Mrs. R. V. Hendricks, whose 
home was destroyed, herded her 
three children, ages 8, 7 and 8, 
into a clothes closet before the 
twister hit.

"There wasn’t any noise ex­
cept as things started to break,” 
she said. "It sounded just like 
hail hitting my bedroom win­
dows."

Bentley, the grocer, heard the 
twister take the front of his 
store.

"Then It ripped away the back 
of the place, and I thought we 
were all going to die," he said.

Lewis Ownsby, a pressman 
for the Recoil- News, went 
through Sunset Terrace minutes 
after the twister hit.

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
The United State.s and Pa­
nama are moving quickly 
to restore normal diplo- 
mafe relations and are ex­
pected to open ta'k.s soon on 
their differences over the 
Panama Ca.nal.

A new a<rreement oledjrlng 
th m to work out a "jusf nncl 
fair ’ settlement was concluded 
al- a meet*na' of the 
tlon of American States Friday. 
It fina'ly brought to an end the 
crisis in U.S.-Panama relations 
which began three months ago' 
with an argument over fljdng I 
flags In the Panama C»nal Zone' 
and eruoted into mob violence: 
that cost more than a score of i 
lives. Relations between the 
countries were severed Jan. 17.

President Johnson said the i 
day of agreement was “a great 
day for the American people, 
for Panama, for all the Western 
Hemis]:9iere and for all free-! 
dom-Iovlng people everywhere."

"Panama can be contldent, as 
we are confident,’’ Johnson told 
Latin American ambassadors 
and U.S. officials at the White 
House in late afternoon, " ^ a t 
we each desire an agreement 
that protects the interests and 
recognizes the needs of both our 
nations."

After the agreement had been 
signed with considerable fan­
fare, Johnson spoke by tele­
phone with President Roberto 
q o a ri of Panama.

A few hours later Panama 
named Miguel Moreno Jr., its 
ambassador to the Organization 
of American States, as its new 
envoy to Washington.

Jobnaon Is e lec ted  to an­
nounce a new ambassador to 
Panama In a day or so. Indica­
tions are the appointment will go 
to Jack Hood Vaughn, 43, Latin 
American director of the Peace 
Corps who has had long experi­
ence in international affairs and 
some service in Panama .

The President already has 
designated Robert A. Anderson, 
a Texan who was secretary of 
the Treasury in the Elsenhower 
administration, to serve as a 
special emissary seeking an 
end to the differences between 
the two countries.

The long deadlock, which sev­
eral times had seemed close to 
a breakthrough, finally was 
broken, it appeared, by the con­
ciliatory public statement John­
son made March 21 and the re­
sponsive declaratioh three days 
later by (Jhiari.

This gave an opening for me­
diation by Juan Bautista de La- 
valle, chairman of the OAS 
Council. Associates said he had 
worked In secrecy imtil he final­
ly had an agreement nailed 
dowt and notified the OAS of 
his success only Friday, two 
hours before the accord was 
signed. It was signed for the 
United States by Ambassador 
Ellsworth Bunker and for Pana­
ma by Moreno.

The agreement was markedly 
different from the one announced 
by the OAS March 15, which 
never became effective because 
of a dispute between the United 
States and Panama over Inter­
pretation.

The new agreement directs 
Anderson and His Psmamanian 
counterpart to begin immediate­

Overthrown Gonlart 
On Uruguay Ranch

RIO DE JANEIRO, _____
(AP)—Deposed leftist President 
Joao Goulart fled Into exile in 
neighboring Uruguay today, po­
lice said, while his successor 
tack'sd the formidable job of 
untangling Brazil's chaotic econ 
omy.

Goulart crossed the border 
before dawn with his brother- 
in-law, Leonel Brizola, a pro- 
Communiat member of Con­
gress, said a Uruguayan police 
official, thus ending a two-day 
mystery about tkelr wherea­
bouts.

Goulart’s pretty wife, Maria 
Tere.sa, and their two children 
arrived by small plane out­
side Montevideo, Uruguay Fri­
day. She said she expected to 
be reunited with her husband 
soon and added: "We shall 
make our home here until the 
situation is clear in Brazil, and 
then we shall return."

The police official said Goul­
art and Brizola were at the 
ranch of a friend In a small 
town 19 miles from the Brazil­
ian border.

With Goulart in flight, Brazil's 
new president, Paschoal Ranlerl

Brazil^Mazzilll 64, moved swiftly with 
U.S. blessing to return the coun­
try to normal In the wake of 
the anti-(Jommunlst upheaval.

He met with newsmen In Rio 
de Janeiro shortly after his ai^ 
rival from Brasilia and Intro­
duced members of his provision­
al Cabinet. He described his 
government as a "bridge be­
tween the old situation and the 
situation to come.”

Carefully measuring his 
words, the former qonservatlve 
president of the Chamber of 
Deputies also said he would re­
turn Brazil to lU "tradlUonal 
foreign policy." Under Goulart, 
Brazil had warmed up to the 
Soviet bloc, and rriatlons with 
the United States cooled.

In Washington, Secretary of 
State Dean Rusk said the Unit­
ed States will work with the 
new government on Brazil’s ur­
gent problems. Because Goulart 
refused to Introduce austerity 
measures to check inflation and 
reduce Brazil’s $2-billion for­
eign debt, the United States had 
withheld a considerable portion
