They are accuaed of conaplr 
ing to fix prices in the $3.6 bil­
lion carbon sheet steel business.

Two steel company executives 
also were named in the indict­
ment, made public Tuesday.

The Indictment traces to the 
clash between major steel com-
5antes and the late President 

ohn F. Kennedy in April 1962. 
When the companies posted an 
acroM-the-board increase of $6 
a ton, Kennedy angrily de­
nounced the move as inflation­
ary and the companies rescind­
ed the increase.

After the clash, the Justice 
Department—headed then and 
now by the late President’s 
brother, Atty. Gen. Robert F, 
Keimedy—started a grand Jury 
InvestigaUon of the steel Indus­
try’s pricing methods. The orig­
inal grand Jury Investigation 
died out. But the Job was taken 
over last October by a new 
grand jury—the one that report­
ed the Indictment Tuesday.

Inland and Kaiser—only ma­
jor steel firms that opposed the 
1962 price hike—were not named 
In the indictment. The grand 
Jury, however, had subpoenaed 
their records.

The 
alleged price-fixing, the govern­
ment charges, increased prices 
io consumers for such Items as 
auto bodies, washing machines, 
kitchen cabinets, refrigerators, 
office furniture .and other wide­
ly used products.

A spokesman for one of the 
firms — Armco — said: "Ap­
parently, these allegations arise

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
United States Is determinedly 
pressing its divided European 
allies to provide more backing 
and support for its fight against 
Communist aggression in South­
east Asia and Latin America.

The diplomatic strategy being 
followed by the Johnson admin- 
istratlcai on this and other dis­
puted Issues within the alliance 
Is to bypass countries like 
France or Britain on questians’ 
where majbr disagreements ex­
ist and to form a  united front 
with all the countries which are 
willing to cooperate.

These points of U.S. policy 
and strategy toward the North 
Atlantic Treaty Organization 
emerged clearly from a  speech 
delivered to the Overseas Press 
Club In New York Tuesday night 
by Secretary of State Dean 
Rusk.

Rusk also sharply reminded 
the European allies who have 
tended to pull apart among 
themselves and from the United 
States as cold war tensions 
eased, that "massive Soviet 
ground and nuclear forces are 
still arrayed against Europe.” 

The Soviet Union, in fact, has 
"many more missiles” aimed at 
Western Europe than at the 
United States, he said. In these 
circumstances, he declared, "it 
would be foolhardy to dismantle 
the military stren^h of NATO,"

This type of shutout 
bid Is not recommended In first 
or second position, but Is very 
effective when your pamter 
has passed and the chance of 
missing game or slam la re­
mote.

Since declarer has been play­
ing bridge for several thousand 
years (or, at least, It some­
times seems that way) he led 
the five of diamonds rather 
than the deuce.

Red in India 
A Victim of 
Mystery Plot

'NEW DELHI, India (AP) — 

India’a capital, oftan beaet by 
worries over famine and rioting, 
waa abit to smile this week at
"the case of thk mysterious Ut­
ter.”

This thriller has ingredients 
to make an imaginative mystery 
writer envious: BriUsh Intelli- 
gence, unknown hands secretly 
searching the dusty national 
tu'chives, a revolutionary flying 
home from Moscow in the night.

To top it off, the still-awaited 
ending to the thriller Is almost 
certain to reduce either Soviet 
or Communist Cnilnese Influence 
In Cfommunlst party doings In 
Indls.

•The hero or heel, depending on 
your politics, was Shripad Amrit 
Dangs, the pro-Soviet Commu- 
nl.st party boss In India, vice-! 
chairman of the Moscow-con-' 
trolled World Federation of 
Trada Untona, and general tec -. 
reUty of the All-India Trades 
Union Congress.

He was In the Spotlight be­
cause someone somehow 
searched through hundreds of 
thousands of letters and docu­
ments in the National Archives 
and found a letter supposedly 
written 40 years ago.

It was said to have been 
penned in a prison cell by a 
young Communist revolutionary 
Jailed by India’s then BriUsh' 
rulers, on a charge of antistate 
activity. I

The young man, frantic at the 
thought of four more years be­
hind bars, pleaded with the Brit­
ish sahibs to release him. In re­
turn he said he would work for 
British Intelligence as a secret 
agent Inside the Indian revolu- 
Uonary movement.

.That young man. It was Baid| 
this week, was none other than 
Shripad Amrit Dange. |

Clearly, the pro-(Jhinese wing 
of Dange's own party wa.s try­
ing to do him in, trying to oust 
his pro-Moscow faction and take 
the party into Peking's fold. I

His high-ranking comrades, I 
kno)vn for their (Chinese leanings I 
were making speeches all over * 
India about the letter, saying it 
was in Dange's handwriting and i 
had been cross-indexed scores of I 
times in the 40-year-old govern- ■ 
ment records and obviously was 
not a forgery.

Prime Minister Nehru's gov­
ernment opened the archives 
long enough for interested par­
ties to see the letter — one Com­
munist official aaid he looked at 
it for three days — and then 
closed the file. |

No one in fact was Insisting 
very loudlyr that the letter was 
a forgery.

But who originally found it? 
Who had access to these forgot­
ten government files In order to 
give Dange's enemies their am­
munition?

The right-wing Bombay news­
paper, Current, was one of the 
first to publish the letter. 
Where did Current get it?

Nobody was answering any. of 
these questions but there was 
speculation aplenty.

Dange was in Moscow when 
the storm broke. He flew home 
and declared he was enjoying 
the whole affair because It gave 
him a good chance to challenge 
party dissidents.

His mood changed the next 
day when he received telegrams 
from party cells throughout In­
dia and his own Trades Union 
Congress. All demanded that he 
resign.

The party secretariat talked 
with Dange for two hours be­
hind closed doors and reportedly 
told him he should lie low until 
April 8 when the party'.s nation­
al council and national execu­
tive will meet to Investigate the 
charge.

There, for the moment, "The 
Case of the Mysterious Letter” 
was suspended.

The bulldozer driver, Jo’- 
White, 33, of Mentor, told police 
he saw three people "throw 
themselves down in front of me. 
There were two girls and a 
man.

"I  kept my shovel up because 
I didn’t want to hit anybody 
with it,”  White said. ."The shov­
el was hanging over those peo­
ple so I backed up. I didn’t 
know another man was lying 
behind me.

"I  backed up all the way 
over him, and that was the first 
I knew I had run over any­
body.”  The tread of the bull­
dozer passed over the minis 
ter’s shoulders.

Police cleared White of ra- 
sponslbility in the death.

Globe Hollow swimming 
cutting de-
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bring the construction price 
within range of the $35,000 esti­
mated coat o f the project.

The bathhouse plans had ear­
lier been the subject of a coat 
venue usefuInsM debate be­
tween the directon and the 
Park and Recreation Advisory 
CommiMlon (PRAC), resolved 
when the PRAC rejected a, plan 
■uggeated by Democrat Frank 
Stamler to trim the length of 
the building by eight feet.

The construction contract 
was voted laat night to go to 
W. O. McNally and Sons Inc., 
of Manchester, whose bid was 
slightly higher (after all the 
coat cutting) than the lowest 
hid, offered by the Mt. Vernon 
Construction Corp. of Amston. 
Town Engineer Walter Fuss 
recommended that the award 
go to McNally.

Under the contract, the job la 
to be fmlahed within 75 daya of 
the date the contract la award­
ed. Fuaa eatimated that the job 
would probably be completed 
by mid-June, about the time 
the awlnunlng aeaaon normally 
opena.

The original blda on the proj- 
ecta, before the coat cutting 
authorized laat night, were $37,- 
515-for Mt. Vernon Construc­
tion and $38,740 for W. G. Mc­
Nally. The coata were trimmed 
by:

1. BUminating landscaping 
from the project, at a aavlng of 
about $700. The work will be 
done by town park and highway 
employes, without. Fuss aald, 
either Blowing down the project 
or jeopardizing the department’s 
usual activities.

2. Eliminating a water pipe 
Installation from the project, 
saving about $1,000 (u.slng Mc­
Nally’s figures). The work will 
be done by the town water de­
partment employes.

3. Eliminating a hot water 
heating aystem and acme wash 
stands and toilet facilities from 
the plana, at a saving of about 
$1,700 (McNally’s ■̂ rigures). The 
plumbing for the Installations 
will be roughed in. so the de­
leted facilities may be added 
later.

4. EHiminating a more -effec­
tive Inner wall coating for a lesa 
effective one, , at a saving of 
about $500 (McNally’s figures). 
TTie better grade wall coating 
can be applied later if the town 
wishes.

After discussion, the board 
agreed not to try to effect a 
$120 saving that would result 
from cutting the number of 
floor drains in the dressing and 
shovitBr rooms from two to one. 
Th6<u«notion to' authorize the 
fundi for the bathhouse wa.s 
made by Republican Harold 
'Turkington, and modified to In­
clude Che floor drains at the 
behest of Democrat Robert 
Stone. ,

After all the cost cutting had 
been finished, the original Mc­
Nally bid was dropped from 
$38,740 to $34,020, while the 
Mt. Vernon bid went from $37,- 
510 to about $34,760, excluding 
the cost of retaining full drain­
age (which Mt. Vernon did not 
talley separately). A $500 con­
tingency fund was tacked onto 
McNally’s bid to compute the 
final $85,420 appropriation.

The project will be financed 
from the General Fund capital 
Improvement reserve, but re­
quires the reduction in appro­
priations from the reserve for 
other purposes. Last night the 
directors approved these reduc­
tions:

From the Leonard St. storm 
sewer, $2,200 in excess funds;

From the Litchfield St. storm 
sewer,' $10,000 in excess funds;

From the street and highway 
Improvement account, $7,000 in 
excess funds; *

And from an appropriation 
fdr vault doors, $5,000. The

In addition, the reserve con­
tains $8,700 In unallooaUd 
funds and a credit of $4,800 al­
ready voted toward the bath­
house for planning, which was 
û napent.

Monahan. The total thua avail­
able U $37,600.

In answer to a question from 
John Hannon, during the por­
tion of last night’s directors’ 
meeting open to the publ i c ,  
General Manager Rl^iard Mar­
tin said the PRAC is working 
on a plan jwhereby a family 
using town pool, next year need 
pay no more than $5 In ten cent 
per swim tickets for ths- sei 
son.

Hannon has asked that a $5 
.season family swimming ticket 
be initiated by the town. The 
town now chargea ten oenta per 
individual to swim in its two 
conventional pools, and allows 
free asvlmmlng in the semi-nat­
ural Globe Hollow pool.

Town Awards 
Two Contracts

The Town this morning 
awarded two contracts, ss a re­
sult of bids opened last week 
in the Municipal Building.

The Hartford Sweeping Oo. 
was awarded a contract. for 
supplying the highway depart­
ment with equipment and labor 
for street sweeping, and the 
Delta Electric Co. of Manches­
ter won a contract for updat­
ing the electrical system at the 
Green School.

The Hartford Sweeping Co. 
price was $200 for a lb-hour 
day, $900 for a 50-hour week, 
and $3,300 for a 20-day month.

The only other bidder for 
street sweeping had been Wil­
liam Steele and Son of Man­
chester, but its bid, although 
lower, did not meet specifica­
tions, since its sweepers are of 
the one-half cubic yard ca­
pacity, and not three cubic 
yards, as required in the bid­
ding.

Delta’s bid of $3,640 was the 
lowest of three. The others 
were the Wilson Electric Co. 
of Manchester, $4,696; and ths 
Mitchell Electric Corp., also of 
Manchester, $9,700.

The electrical work will be 
performed during school vaca­
tion, between April 18 and 20.

One explanation of the vote in Wie- 
eonain yesterday is that it was not so 
much a vote againet civil rif^hts progr- 
reas as it was a Republican plot to em­
barrass the Democrats.

Superficially, this stands up. Gover­
nor Wallace, the ^ Id  segregration cham­
pion who went way up North on the dar- 
ing hunch that he could find more kin­
dred souls than the North likes to ad­
mit it, has, did very well in communities 
where there is normally nothing: but 
heavy Republican voting:. Not all of this 
Republican voting represented the spir­
itual heritage of the late Senator Mc­
Carthy. Some of it Indeed was just play­
ing the kind of game which ao frequent­
ly offers itself when anybody of any 
party can vote in any party’s primary. 
And one can be sure, too, that Governor 
Wallace received the votes of some Wis­
consin Democrats who have not'yet edu­
cated themselves across some of the 
thought barriers in American life.

But none of the explanation detracts, 
really, from the ugly significance of the 
Wisconsin vote.

This unabashed racist from Alabama 
went up to Wisconsin and got himself a 
quarter of a million votes.

Even the most thoughtless, the most 
playful of these votes had to make one 
crucial decision before it cast itself the 
way It did.

It had to decide that it was willing to 
play games with the great heart-rend­
ing issue upon which resU this naUon’s 
continued existence as a nation.

If one had to choose between the atti­
tudes Involved, one would be likely to 
say that there is not much more guilt in 
some total hatred based on a racial iasue 
than there is in some flippant wUlingnesa 
to make aport with the iasue.

In any case, there are, out in Wisoon- 
Mn, a quarter of a million soula who, in 
one mood or another, voted for Wallace. 
One assumes that was probably pretty 
close to a full census of all of this kind 
of minds there are in Wisconsin. There 
Is obviously at least that kind of minor­
ity almost everywhere; In many aections 
of the country. It is sUll obviously a 
great majority; when we are unanimous 
on such an issue anywhere that will be 
% millenium.

The important thing we hav^ to try 
to cling to everywhere is the business of 
making progress on this Issue within the 
constitutional, legal, and moral limita­
tions which represent our chance of com­
ing out of the struggle sUll a people, 
■till a nation.

Something Twisted Terribly
Conceivably, any of tie who were 

physicians In Belg;ium might now be 
with the great majority of that coun­
try’s 10,000 takers of the HippocraUc 
Oath.

We too might be “on vacation’’ or 
ouUide the country, leaving the coun­
try s sick to fend for themselves.

And we might do this because we 
could not find it inside ourselves to con­
tinue to tend our patients when the gov­
ernment refused to approve a scale of 
fees which we considered necessary to 
the dignity of our profession and the sim­
ple economics of living.

We ourselvee, any of us. might be do­
ing exactly what the physicians In Bel­
gium have been doing.

But, although we can concede that In 
our own imaginaUons, it is sUll hard to 
believe that such a thing has been a 
reality over in Belgium.

I t  is hard to believe that the profes- 
•ional people we know would behava 
that way.

But then it alao used to be hard to be­
lieve that there could be such a thing 
u  an ^tem pted strike of school teach- 
ora.

I t may be that we live in an age 
which, even whUe It devotes ao much 
time and anergy and law to the proviaion 
• f  awsurlty for human beings, la alao de­
veloping a new hardnesa, toughneaa and 
eallouaneas in the way Individuals or 
groups will fight for what they consider 
their own share of that aecurity.

that H all goes back to whatever popu­
larity seeking poliUcian It was who 
first put through a system giving gov­
ernment anything whatever to say about 
the fees a  doctor could charge.

But tha^ la still not a doctor, as most 
of us know a doctor In our sentimental 
imagination’at least A doctor, to most 
of us In our^experience, Is an individual 
who treats first and sees about pay lat­
er. Whatever-the provocation, whatever 
the Injustice, he would not forget his 
own human pledge to humanity. Some­
thing has been '^wisted terribly over in 
Belgium.

Follow 'iTi* Heart

It is too bad it is not in a betfer causa 
that one Col. Francis X. Kane of the Air 
Force fighta, in the April isaue of For­
tune magazine, for the importance of 
the human element.

'This Ain Force officer's contention is 
that “Security Is Too Important To Be 
Left To Computers,” and his attack is 
obviously directed against the scientific 
approach to military problems which has 
been emphaalzed during the regime of 
Defense Secretary 'McNamara, and the 
profession, activity and art to which the 
author would restore humanity is, of 
course, inevitably and unpleasantly, the 
art of war. ,

It is in the intereet of better and more 
efficient wars that Colonel Kane col­
lects and offers a beautiful array of 
wonderful arguments.

He argues that without proper defer­
ence to the human element planning can 
be dangerously static and artificial in 
a dynamic world.

He argues that “all the numerical 
values used in simulation by computers 
are assumed values.”

He realizes that "a machine can take 
hold of the bare fact, but the soul of the 
fact will always escape It.”

He goes on, this wonderful Colonel 
Kane, that w'e must “return man to the 
center of affairs and make volition, not 
statiatics, the source of decisions.”

But inevitably, in the midst of some 
of his brilliancies, he gives the nature 
of the game away, as when, deplorably, 
he pute the last three words in the fol­
lowing sentence;

“The human heart is the starting point 
of all matters pertaining to war.”

You start with the heart, and then you 
add the club, the knife, the spear, the 
gun, the machine gun. the grenade, the 
shell, the gas, the bomb, the napalm, the 
atom, the ray. For a proper use of all 
these you follow the heart, depending 
upon the computer only for counting 
the results.

Who Else Fooled Anybody?

One of the most reassuring news items 
ws have encountered in a long time de­
tails that the Bronx Zoo on April 1 re­
ceived a total of 4,173 telephone calls, 
of which 642 were for Mr. Lion, 377 for 
Mr. Fox, and 354 for Mr. Wolf, just to 
give the bigger totals.

One needs such occasional buttressing 
of one's belief in the sanity and balance 
of the American people.

It is very easy, considering the rape, 
rapine, revolution and just ordinary 
nasty ruckus that seem to fill humanity’s 
day, to slip into an aasumption that 
everybody is deadly serious and g:rim 
about everything. And what Is one to 
think, for that matter, when one tunes 
in on a golf match, supposedly a sport, 
and la greeted by the repetitious broad­
cast, not of the score in the supposed 
game, but of the amount of money the 
player Involved has won this year? Not 
even games or sports get much above 
the drab, grubbing level, these days.

But there are, even in a city such as 
New York, a few thousand gay souls 
who find time enough, on April 1, to de­
vote a random bit of energy to a bit of 
familiar nonsense.

We would mlaa it K they didn’t and 
we imagine the switchboard at the 
Bronx Zoo would miss it tpo.

And, to get right down to cases, who 
else fooled anybody last April 1?

WASHINGTON — President 
Johnson’s adjustment to the 
rigorous role of ths nation's 
chief diplomat has been slow, 
difficult, and thus far Inoom- 
plete.

Though it Isn’t gsnsraUy un­
derstood by ths public, ths 
President’s Job aa chief dip­
lomat is a bit mors than show­
ing up for summit conferences. 
He can let the Labor Depart­
ment run itself but not ths 
State Department. With ques­
tions of war and peace at stake, 
two - way communication be­
tween the White House and 
Foggy Bottom must be oon- 
tlnuous.

This two-way communication 
broke down almost completely 
just after President Kennedy's 
assa-sslnatlon. Mr. Johnson Ig­
nored foreign policy during his 
first weeks as President. Aides 
were unable to brief him on 
continuing developments. Mors 
serious, the State Department 
was unaware of the new Presi­
dent’s policy desires.

Since thase chatolc days 
there has been improvement.

Item: Though he would rath­
er deal' with Congress and do­
mestic concerns. President 
Johnson now Is giving an in­
creasingly greater portion of 
each working day to foreign af­
fairs.

Item ; McGeorge B u n d y ,  
White House Assistant for Na­
tional Security Affairs, has de­
veloped a closer working re­
lationship with Mr. Johnson 
than other Kennedy hold-overs. 
Thus, Bundy Is beginning to re- 
.sume his old function of relay­
ing Presidential views to llie 
State Department.

Item : State Department ad­
ministrators have prevailed up­
on Secretary of State Dean 
Rusk to dictate memoranda of 
his telephone conversations with 
the President. Until recently. 
Rusk would keep Mr. John­
son’s comments to himself.

Item: Frantic at first over 
inability to pierce the LBJ cur­
tain with vital information, 
aides noticed - several weeks 
ago that the President Is a 
voracious nighttime reader. He 
does his reading after dinner 
and before the 11 p.m. TV 
news. Accordingly, the State 
Department sends over a 
nightly package of reading ma­
terial (ranging from one-page 
memos to bulky reports).

Item: Mr. Johnson now re­
lies on Executive branch offi­
cials for foreign affairs consul­
tation a necessity In the com­
plicated world of 1964. Mem­
bers of the Senate Foreign Re­
lations Committee, summoned 
often to the Whit# House In 
December, rarely are called to­
day. Nor does the President of­
ten aee Dean Acheson, Preai- 
dent Truman's Secretary of 
State and longtime eounselor to 
Mr. Johnson.

Nevertheless, complalrtts con­
tinue from Foggy Bottom that 
communication with the Presi­
dent is Imperfect. It'e under­
standable.

As any aide of Mr. Johnson’s 
can testify, he seldom spells 
out his views to assistants. He 
expects them to absorb his 
views by a process of osmosis. 
But with scoree of policymak­
ers at the State Department on 
the receiving end, this Jurft 
doesn’t work.

And there Is a natural ten­
dency by New Frontiersmen to 
make comparisons—sometimes 
unfavorable - b e t w e e n  Mr. 
Johnson and his predecessor. 
President Kennedy was In con­
stant contact with Bundy’s as­
sistants, who in turn relayed 
Presidential views to their 
State Department counterparts. 
Besides, Mr. Kennedy would 
often phone State Department 
underlings himself.

But some officials who have 
served under both Presidents 
eiiggest that the Johnson meth­
od may really be the more suit­
able way for a President to be 
chief diplomat. Mr. Johnson 
seems intent on avoiding day- 
to-day international problems.
He obviously wants to rely on 
the State Department as the 
basic innovator of our foreirn 
policy.

Most White House officials 
don’t believe that this more 
I ^ l v e  foreign policy role for 
the President requires s re­
building of tlie National Securi­
ty bureaucracy In the White 
House, which grew so cumber­
some un(]er President Elsen­
hower and was totally demol- 

by President* Kennedy.

ers.

Tha doctors also complained 
because they would not be al­
lowed to stay out of the govern­
ment plan, as British doctors 
can abstain from their county’s 
nationalized health program.

There were signs of some 
confusion In tha strikers’ ranks. 
Newspaper editorials and com­
ments of ordinary Belgian citi­
zens revealed that the doctors 
were losing popularity.

In Brugge, the doctors decid­
ed to resume house calls. In 
other urban areas, doctors still 
refused to make such visits.

The strikers are participating 
In an emergency system under 
which serious cases are taken 
to hospitals for treatment.

They threatened to discon­
tinue the emergency system if 
doctors were victimized or If 
hostility against them increases. 
Some physicians reported re­
ceiving anonymous threats. 
Others said their homes had 
been smeared with tar and 
paint.

Interior Minister Arthur Gil­
son claimed that emergency 
medical arrangements for the 
Brussels area were inadequate.

Josroh Cardinal Suenens, Ro­
man Catholic archbishop of Bel­
gium. urged Lefevre and the 
doctors to get a settlement at 
cneb. He requested that "abso­
lute priority be given to the 
adequate treatment of sick 
people.’’

He 
knew a. lot about the North At- 
lantl Treaty Organization’s de­
fenses and weapons and pre­
sumably passed this on to Mos­
cow but will be tried only for 
betrayal of Sweden.

In the 6th District, whose Re­
publican Rep William K. 'Van 
Pelt was the only Wisconsin 
congressman to vote against the 
civil rights bill In the House, 
Reynolds piled up 47,(XI0 'votes 
to 23,000 for Wallace, while 
Byrnes had 80,000.

Wallace told supporters at his 
downtown Milwaukee headquar­
ters Tuesday night that their 
showing was a victory over ad­
ministration Democrats "and 
they know it.”

Machinery to widen thefr 
breach between the towns thrM 
governments was approvad lost 
night by Fire District Commis­
sioners.

They voted for two resolu­
tions giving them added powers. 
The proposed strengthening of 
their government 'will be pre­
sented to district voters April 
20 at a special fire district meet­
ing.

The proposal, deemed a “sep­
aration" move by one commis­
sioner, calls for the assumption 
by the district o f powers to:

Construct and maintain sew­
ers and drains and to establish 
a sewer authority or sewer com­
mission for such purpose.

To provide street lighting.
To maintain and regulate the 

use o f recreational facilities.
To appoint or employ watch­

men or police officers.
To contract with the town of 

Vernon or the d ty  of Rockville, 
or both, for carrying out any or 
all o f the above powers.

The proposal is the second to 
be discussed by district officials. 
Several weeks ago, some fire 
district officials circulated peti­
tions which would force select­
men to call a town meeting, 
(excluding city residents) to ap­
prove or reject a reorganization 
o f the fire district government 
and give them broad powers.

The petitions were to be pre­
sented at a Joint meeting ot 
oommisaloners and eelectmen, 
and were handed to Samuel W. 
Peari, first selectman. Moments 
later, at the advice of other 
officlahi attending, the petitions 
were returned without action.

H ie action last night omits 
reorganisation of the district 
government but allows commis­
sioners to assume the same 
powers.

Opponents of the move have 
branded the proposal a means 
o f defeating consolidation, and 
have argued that the new pow­
ers would cause (Ustrict taxes 
to skyrocket.

Som e. observers have s a i d  
that the proposal Is an attempt 
by some individuals to obtain 
greater personal powers re- 
gardieae of the cost to-tbe tax- 
paysr.

The problems of̂  ttnanoing the 
proposed agencies' were dis­
cussed by John Lehon, chair­
man of the commissioners.

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Egypt Statues 
To Be Moved 
To New Lake

ABU SmBEL, Egypt (AP)— 

Th« toweling temples of Abu 
Slmbel, untroubled for S2 cen­
turies, look down with majMtlc 
disdain today on a group of men 
preparing to cut ttiem Into 
cMuntless pieces.

The men belong to a five-na­
tion construction team with the 
task of dismembering the an­
cient monuments and restoring 
them on high ground — out of 
reach of waters to be dammed 
"up by Egypt's new Aswran Dam.

With electronically guided 
aaws, the archeolo^cal sur-
Eeons plan to cut itlng Rameses 

r .  his pretty Queen Nefertltl 
and an assortment of Egyptian 
gods into SO-ton blocks.

Engineers of West Germany’s 
Hochtief construction firm are 
measuring Rameses with pre­
cise instruments.

At the side of the Nile, a huge 
erane swings back and forth 
unloading steel rods from Bri­
tain. It will be used to build a 
cofferdam, 1,200 feet long and 
111 feet high, to keep back the 
rising waters.

The engineers are working in 
fliree shifts—under the hot Nu­
bian sun by day and floodlights 
at night

Hie project will require 3,000 
workers when It gets Into full 
awing In about two weeks. Al­
ready 1,000 men are on thq spot. 
Only a few are working near 
the temples. The rest are in the 
rear of the Abu Slmbel escarp­
ment, paving a road and build- 
hig a amall wrorkers’ city.

Tbe project manager. West 
German Prof. Walter Jurecka, 
says:

‘ "nie cofferdam la ttae first 
and easiest stage, but tt Is vital. 
We are racing against the ris­
ing waters of the new Aswan 
Dam which la expected to flood 
this area next September. And 
unless the dam is finished by 
then, the whole project would be 
■sdeas.

“ We are ccnfldent that this 
| M t  heritage will be saved. 
The dam vrUI be ready in less 
than five mcmths and the cut­
ting will then start immediate­
ly .”
Before the statues and stones 
are ent tq>, the twin temples 
will be covered with sand and 
timber for protection. Then the 
rock mountain above them is to 
be cut and moved away.

When the temples get their 
new home on the banks of a 
huge new lake, they will be near 
a  tourist hotel, a small port, a 
hospital, a swimming pool, a 
museum and, of course, a tour­
ist baaaar where you can pur­
chase models of the temples, 
made in Cairo.
“ When reassembled,’ ’ Jurecka 

said, “ the temples will retain 
Bie characteristic they have at 
the present. They will continue 
to t ic e  the east bank of the 
river, allowing the rays of the 
rising sun to penetrate their 
corridors and rooms every 
morning.”

Saving Abu Slmbel is a 
UNB800 project and 47 coun- 
tries agreed to put up most of 
the |M million needed. The 
United States and the United 
Arab Republic are die biggest 
contributors.

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Civil War Soldier 
Wm Do About Face

By SOL R. COHEX 
The old, bronze Civil War 

soldier in Center Park who, 
for 87 years, has been lean 
ing  patiently and pensively on his gun, and facing 
south will soon get a new 
▼iew of Manchester.

Tht board of directors, last 
K i^ t, aproved a request by the 
Permanent Memorial Day Oom- 
Otibtee, that the granite pedes 
tel be turned, so that the vet­
eran facee northeast, in the di­
rection of the post office,. 

When the monument was 
dedicated in 1877, Manchester 
bad been a town for only 54 
yean. Rutherford B. Hayes had 
]uet succeeded Gen. U. S. Grant 
as president, and, only the year 
before, Colorado had become the 
SSUi state to join the jUnion.

Thomas A. Edison was . 30 
years old, and already an inven­
tor of note. The telephone was 
one year old, but the hrst movie 
bouM wan still 26 years away.

Alaska had been a U.S. pos- 
seMlon for only 10 years, and 
but six years previous, Mrs. 
OTieary’s cow had started the 
great Chicago Fire.

Gen. Charles deGaulle was 
five years old that year, and 
Winston Churchill only three.

I t  would not toe for nine years 
that Apache Chief Geronimo 
would be captured by U.S. 
troops.

The date was 27 years before 
the first speeder was to be ja il­
ed for exceeding 15 miles per 
hour, and 32 years before the 
first Lincoln penny was minted.

I t  was 40 years before the 
first U.S. troops landed in 
France in World War I, and ex­
actly 50 years before the first 
television set was demoiutrat- 
ed, Lindbergh made hih solo 
flight to Paris, and Babe Ruth 
hit his 60th home run.

Agitation for a QvU War 
Soldier’s monument was first 
started in October 1875 by 
Drake Post 4 of the Grand 
Army of the Republic (GAR). 
The post inaugurated a series 
of entertainments and other 
events to raise the nqcassary 
money, but in February 1876, 
It petitioned the town's select­
men to call a town meeting, to 
appropriate public funds for the 
project.

A town meeting was called 
for Feb. 22 at the old Center 
Congregational Church, and a 
sum of $2,500 was appropriated 
to erect a monument at Man­
chester Center in memory of 
the local men who had loet their 
lives in the Civil War.

Charles H. Amold Esq. was 
moderator of this meeting, and 
the town's two selectmen were 
Lewis Blssell and . Horace 
White.

A oontrovensy soon arose 
among some townspeople who 
wanted the statue placed else­
where, but, at a later town 
meeting, with Aaron GJpok as 
moderator, it was voted hot to 
i|tecind the original motton, and 
an addttional $500 was 'voted 
for the project.

A t a subsequent meeting, a 
further sum of $300.80 was vot­
ed to build a fence around the 
monument.

A. oonunRtee of three, oon- 
ilaUng of Robert N. Kellogg, A. 
W. Cheney and Horace White, 
was appointed by the meeting 
to carry out construction of the 
atstue.

The monument was erected on 
a plot of land, then called Mon­
ument Partt; In Mancheater Cen­
ter. Ib e  name has long since 
lost Ms identity, and the old 
soldier Is hmiored now only on 
Memorial Day, at the end of

names of the CSvU War dead are 
recited.

A DAR Post committee, oom- 
poeed of R. H. Kellogg, M. S. 
Chapman and F. W. Cheney, 
was appointed In 1677 to make 
necessiuy arrangements for the 
dedication, and to prepare a list 
of local men who had lost their 
lives in the War Between the 
States. These are the names 
that are read at the present-day 
ceremonies, along with the In-, 
scrlptioo on the statue’s pedes­
tal, "In memory of the soldiers 
of Manchester who died In the 
War of the Rebellion, 1861-66."

The statue was faced south,

as a symhol of the practice, 
during Civil War days, of hold­
ing a lookout for Confederate 
soldiers coming up the hill.

Dedication ceremonies took 
place on Sept. 17. 1877, with the 
Hammond and St. James' Drum 
Corps playing at the celebra- 
tloa

The land surrounding the 
statue. Center Park, was deed­
ed to the town in two parcels, 
in October 1896 by Frank Che­
ney, and in April 1912 by Mrs. 
Susan J . Cheney.

The statue was cast by the 
Geo. Fisher and Bro. Bronze 
Foundry, N. Y„ with the U.S. 
shield of stars and bars, the 
Connecticut State Seal, and the 
state motto “Qul transtulit 
sustinet’’ Inscribed on the 
pedestal.

However, the dedication date 
was Inadvertently omitted, and 
it was not until 1956. at the 
urging of the Manchester Chap­
ter, Sons of Daughters of 
Union Veterans of the Civil 
War, that the dedication date 
inscription was added, by the 
Manchester Memorial Co.'

The monument is owned by 
the town, and is under the juris­
diction of the park deputment. 
For over 35 years, except for 
clipping the euonymus at the 
base, there have been no expen­
ditures made for Its upkeep and 
maintenance.

In recent years, the local 
chapter of the Daughters of 
Union Veterans of the Civil 
War has repeatedly said that 
the statue cannot be seen by 
persons entering Manchester 
from the west and east, and 
had asked the Permanent Me­
morial Day Committee to peti­
tion the board of directors to 
turn the pedestal, so that the 
old soldier may be seen again.

It was not determined, last 
night, whether the statue alone 
would be turned, or whether the 
granite base would also be 
changed. The decision will await 
cost estimates, now being pre­
pared by Park Superintendent 
Horace Miirphey and Town Hln- 
gineer Walter FUas. One cost 
estimate is definite, however, it 
would require about $20,000 of 
today’s type money to replace 
the $3,000 statue.

Many wars have been fought 
since the statue was erected, 
and much has transpired to af­
fect the lives of the people 
around It. but, as one little boy 
was overheard saying, "They 
don’t build them like that any­
more.''

A petition requesting a vote 
at the next town meeting to 
establish a conservation com­
mission has been sent to First 
Selectman Percy B. Cook. The 

[ petition contains over 20 sig­
natures.

A few years ago, legislation 
was passed permitting a town 
to establish such a commis.sion. 
When created by a vote of the 
town the "chief executive offi­
cer of the town" would appoint 
the members, in number "not 
fewer than three nor more than 
seven. . . "

This commission would be 
charged with the responsibility 
of studying, listing, and map­
ping natural resources, both 
publicly and privately owned, 
of the town.

These would Include ponds, 
streams, and wet lands. With 
this knowledge, coordinated 
with what was believed to be 
the needs of townspeople for | 
open .space land, parks, recrea- ' 
tion areas, and wild life pre­
serves, the commission would 
from time to time make recom­
mendations on such areas.

It would work closely with 
the planning and zoning com- 
mis.sion and other town boards. ! 
It  would also act a.s a vehicle 
to receive gifts of land for the ! 
purposes outlined. |

In motor procesaiona now, mo- 
tattnrelo police form a tighter 
oorooB around the President.

In the 
open Secret Service car right 
behind Johnson an agent sita 
backward on one of the jump 
seats, since Kennedy was hit by 
shots from behind.

The White House Secret Serv­
ice detail hasn’t been increased 
substantially, becaute manpow­
er lan't a guarantee of presiden­
tial safety. A determined, crafty 
crackpot can kill any man.

Furthermore, on occasion, 
Johnson gives the Secret Serv­
ice no notice where or when he 
intends to go some place—an 
waa the case also with Kennedy 
at times. Unlike Kennedy, he 
also banishes Secret Service 
men from his car on occasion.

He did this while scorching 
the roads with a car full of 
newsmen during his Easter va­
cation in Texas.

President Harry S. Truman 
was somewhat more of a prob­
lem, with his morning v p I'”:. 
But few people were out then, 
and routes chan'ted. Sr 
was tightened around him, too, 
after an attempted as.sasslna-

tion whUe he waa occupying 
Blair Houss during the renovm- 
Uon of the White Houss.

President Dwight D. Elsen­
hower had that warm smile and 
friendly wav# but he didn’t of­
ten mix with crowds, either, the 
way Kennedy did and Johnson 
does.

Eisenhower’s Sei^ret Service 
driver crashed the legal speed 
barrier at times on the way to 
the Elsenhower farm at Gettys­
burg, Ps.

Shoemaker is on* of two blind 
Children of Mr. and Mrs. Vî I- 
Uam J .  Shosmakor Sr., Valley 
Stream, N.T., elementary teach­
ers tn ths New York City school 
system. Bill and - his sister, 
Ruth, a sophomore at Gettys­
burg Coilegs, both were bom 
blind, victims of optic nsrve 
atrophy. Each is datermlasd to 
teach in public achools.

When Shoemaker came to 
Gettysburg Collsgs four years 
ago Dr. Russell Rosenberger, 
head of the department of edu­
cation, questioned the sdvlsm- 
bility of his going into educa­
tion.

"But I soon realized that his 
determination to become a 
teacher was much stronger than 
any of the obstacles I thought 
he faced," Rosenberger said.

Shoemaker recognizes the ob­
stacles, but he believes he can 
meet them successfully.

His teacher-adviser, Jose M. 
Perez, says he is amazed at the 
response Shoemaker receives 

I from the students.
"Perhaps they feel a sense of 

humility, (or they must admire 
his courage; however, he has a 
forceful manner.

There seems to be a tremen­
dous tendency to play golf 
slowly and deliberately, both In 
regular play on the club course 
and in tournament competition. 
I t’s fashionable these days to 
look every shot over as though 
your life de))ended on it before 
ever making a move to shoot.

While television has helped 
greatly to popularize the game, 
it has also helped slow it down 
by dramatizing those moments 
when the professionals are 
studying shots worth thousands 
of dollars.

I t hurts my game to play 
slowly and I believe that applies 
to many others. I learned to 
play fast when I started and 
that became my normal pace, , 
regardle.ss of the situation. The : 
more most people dilly-dally 
before shooting, the more they 
become confused.

It really becomes just a mat­
ter of pattei-n. Anyone can play 
fast if he wants to. He doesn’t 
have to make a production out 
of every shot la the round.

When I step up to the tee, I 
make up my mind about the 
shot Immediately. You are go­
ing to want to make a mental 
image of where you want the 
ball to go before you shoot any­
way. So, when you step up to 
the tee, take a look down the 
fairway, draw your mental 
picture, and get at It.

The shot isn’t going to look 
any different regardless of how 
long you look at it. You know 
how the wind is blowing, how 
far you want your shot to go 
and where you want to direct it. 
What else is there to deter­
mine? I t doesn’t take but a 
fraction of a minute to figure 
those elements out and ail there 
ia left to do is shoot.

CAPE KENNEDY, Fla. (AP) 
—The United States today 
moved confidenUy ahead on its 
second manned space program, 
Gemini, following the success of 
the first unmanned flight.

A Titan 2 rocket propelled a 
two-seat Gemini spacecraft into 
orbit in an almost perfect 
launching. The rocket lifted oft 
only one second behind sched­
uled, but a launching official 
claimed the range clock must 
have been wrong because the 
countdown was completed with­
out even a one second delay.

Project Director Charles 
Mathews of the Manned 
Spacecraft Center said the 
flight gave the Gemini team 
confidence to proceed toward a 
second unmanned flight and a 
manned orbital trip teis year.

The second flight, set for late 
Aug^ust or early September, ia 
to hurl a spacecraft on a bal­
listic flight to test all systems, 
atmospheric re-entry and re­
covery.

The first manned mUsiem 
calls for two astronauts to ride 
a Gemini capsule on a three-or­
bit flight, hopefully In November 
or December.

The opening Gemini shot test­
ed structural integrity of the 
spacecraft, ability of the Titan 
2 to place the capsule in a pre­
cise orbit, and aerodynamic

South Viet Nam’s 7th Division 
sent in a large force to stalk 
the g^uerrillas, and heavy mor­
tar fire was reported In the area 
today.

American sources said the 
guerrillas apparently were aid­
ed by agents workli^ Inside the 
base at Phuoc Loi, 30 miles 
north of this provincial capital.

Down from New York, where 
MacArthur had lain in state In 
the renowned old 7th Regiment 
Armory, the funeral train bore 
the widow Jean, the son Arthur, 
28, and in a flower-banked bag­
gage car, the simple Gl-lssue 
coffin. At three points along the 
routs—Trenton, N.J., Odenton 
and Aberdeen, Md. — military 
units stood In solemn salute, 
their colors dipped and their 
bands playing such hymns as 
“ Lead Kindly Light’ ’ and 
“ Faith of Our Fathers."

Soon after the train came to 
a stop here, the President 
strode slowly into Union Sta­
tion, carrying a black homburg 
In his hand. Head bowed, he 
moved along the great con­
course, between lines of serv­
icemen with presented arms, to 
the train.

Fear of LBJ 
For Economy

WASHINGTON (AP) —  
Secretary of Labor W. Wil­
lard Wirtz pressed emer­
gency negotiating sessions 
today in an effort to head 
off a nationwide rail strike 
at midnight.

After a night session running 
into the early morning hours, 
Wirtz met with union represen­
tatives again at 10 a.m. Rail­
road negotiators were sched­
uled to Join the session later.

The labor secretary Indicated 
that he planned to keep negoti­
ations going right on through to 
the strike deadline If no agree­
ment was reached.

He had reported no progress 
when the night session ended at 
3:15 a.m.

H. E. Gilbert, president of the 
AFL-<3IO Brotherhood of Loco­
motive Firemen and Bkigine- 
men, absent from Wednesday's 
sessions, came to the 10 a.m. 
meeting.

Gilbert declined comment on 
the prospects of averting a 
strike. “ I Just got here,’ ’ was 
his answer to questions from 
newsmen.

CTiarles Luna, president o< 
the APL-CIO Brotherhood of 
Railroad Trainmen, was ex­
pected this afternoon.

Five luilons and nearly 900 
railroads are involved in ttis 
dispute.

As the all-night sessions end­
ed, Wirtz indicated that PrMl- 
dent Johnson was gravely 
worried about the prospect that 
a rail strike m i^ t  seriously 
damage the nation’s economy.

“ The ability or failure to 
reach agreement will determine 
whether there is or is not a ma­
jor disruption in the nation’s 
present encouraging economic 
advance,”  Wirtz said.

Wirtz earlier had announced 
he would hold the union and 
managemoit negotiators in con­
tinuous sessions but a snag de­
veloped when two union presi­
dents were unable to arrive 
here in time for the hastily 
called conference.

The recess came at 8:15 a.m. 
after about seven hours of talks.

Wirtz said that when the dis­
cussions got down to the specif­
ic points in dispute, the abMnce 
of the two union chiefs became 
important.

“ It is a complication that Î  
had not fully anticipated,’ ’ tee 
secretary said.

MacArthur Interviews

Bitter Memories 
Of Korea Dispute

(I Fhre)

WASHINGTON (AP) — Two^ 
10-year-6ld interviews with^ 
Douglas MacArthur publi.slied 
as the general lay in state have 
revived memories of the bitter 
Korean War dispute which end­
ed his military career.

The two interviews were giv­
en in January 1954 to Bob Con- 
sidine of Hearst Headline Serv­
ice and to James G. Lucas of 
Scripps - Howard newspapers, 
and were withlield until Ma.:- 
Arthur’s death. They were pub­
lished in copyrighted stories 
Wednesday.

In a memo on the interview, 
Lucas quoted the famed old 
warrior as blaming British 
“ perfidlty”  and Washington, 
“ harassment and interference” 
for failure to crush the Commu­
nists In Korea.

According to the Lucas story, 
MacArthur became convinced 
he was the victim of a conspira­
cy in which the State Depart­
ment was showing his commu­
nications with Washington to 
the British, who in turn relayed 
these to the Chinese Reds.

A British Embassy spokes­
man denied the charge, saying: 
“ British (Commonwealth troops 
were serving in Korea at the 
time and it is unthinkable that 
the Britlah government would 
endanger the Uvea of their own 
troops by pooalng information 
to tee Communist Chinese o f 
aUagod.”
