Doctors, Government 
Conferring on Strike

BRUSSELS, Belgium (AP)—^the public Interest and said It
Belgium’s striking doctors 
made contact with the govern-
ment today for the first time 
since the walkout, raising hopes 
that a solution might be on the 
way.

Gemini Flight

CAPE KENNEDY, Fla. (AP) 
—The United States today 
moved confidenUy ahead on its 
second manned space program, 
Gemini, following the success of 
the first unmanned flight.

A Titan 2 rocket propelled a 
two-seat Gemini spacecraft into 
orbit in an almost perfect 
launching. The rocket lifted oft 
only one second behind sched-
uled, but a launching official 
claimed the range clock must 
have been wrong because the 
countdown was completed with-
out even a one second delay.

Project Director Charles 
Mathews of the Manned 
Spacecraft Center said the 
flight gave the Gemini team 
confidence to proceed toward a 
second unmanned flight and a 
manned orbital trip teis year.

The second flight, set for late 
Aug^ust or early September, ia 
to hurl a spacecraft on a bal-
listic flight to test all systems, 
atmospheric re-entry and re-
covery.

The first manned mUsiem 
calls for two astronauts to ride 
a Gemini capsule on a three-or-
bit flight, hopefully In November 
or December.

The opening Gemini shot test-
ed structural integrity of the 
spacecraft, ability of the Titan 
2 to place the capsule in a pre-
cise orbit, and aerodynamic

Viet Defense Post 
Overrun by Reds

TAN AN, Viet Nam (AP) 
Communist victory only 10 
miles south of Saigon has dealt 
a major setback to strongman 
Premier Nguyen Khanh's plan 
to .door--the Viet Cong from 
Long An Province, on the door- 
atep of his capital.

Viet Cong guerrillas overran 
a Vietnamese self defense post 
at 3 a.m. Wednesday and killed 
28 South Vietnamese. Most of 
the dead, including two civilians 
were riddled In their beds.

Thirty-six men were wounded 
and 37 others were missing, be-
lieved captured after the hit- 
and-run battle In which the Viet 
Cong seized 110 weapons and 
blew up two watchtowers.

Viet Cong losses, if any, were 
not known.

South Viet Nam’s 7th Division 
sent in a large force to stalk 
the g^uerrillas, and heavy mor-
tar fire was reported In the area 
today.

American sources said the 
guerrillas apparently were aid-
ed by agents workli^ Inside the 
base at Phuoc Loi, 30 miles 
north of this provincial capital.

These CSommunist undercover 
men were reported to have sig-
naled the attack by racing into 
the barracks and spraying the 
sleeping troope with bullets. The

WASHINGTON (AP) — From 
under the great dome of the 
Capitol, where his body Was 
placed with heart-tugging cere-
mony, General of the Army 
Douglas MacArthur travels to-
day on his last earthly journey.

President Johnson, who led 
the nation Wednesday In paying 
highest homage to the old gen-
eral, does him further honor to-
day.

’ITie President arranged to go 
to Washington National Airport 
and bow In respect as the flag- 
draped casket begins its air 
Journey at 2:10 p.m. to Nor-
folk, Va., for final services and 
burial Saturday.

Amid Wednesday's mists and 
drenching rains, history was 
enacted.

Down from New York, where 
MacArthur had lain in state In 
the renowned old 7th Regiment 
Armory, the funeral train bore 
the widow Jean, the son Arthur, 
28, and in a flower-banked bag-
gage car, the simple Gl-lssue 
coffin. At three points along the 
routs—Trenton, N.J., Odenton 
and Aberdeen, Md. — military 
units stood In solemn salute, 
their colors dipped and their 
bands playing such hymns as 
“ Lead Kindly Light’ ’ and 
“ Faith of Our Fathers."

Soon after the train came to 
a stop here, the President 
strode slowly into Union Sta-
tion, carrying a black homburg 
In his hand. Head bowed, he 
moved along the great con-
course, between lines of serv-
icemen with presented arms, to 
the train. The First Lady was 
with him, garbed In black.

A little later they emerged 
from te« train, this time with 
the sorrowful-faced Mrs. Mac-
Arthur. Johnson bent hls head, 
s in k in g  to her as If In words 
of consolation.

WASHINGTON (AP) —  
Secretary of Labor W. Wil-
lard Wirtz pressed emer-
gency negotiating sessions 
today in an effort to head 
off a nationwide rail strike 
at midnight.

After a night session running 
into the early morning hours, 
Wirtz met with union represen-
tatives again at 10 a.m. Rail-
road negotiators were sched-
uled to Join the session later.

The labor secretary Indicated 
that he planned to keep negoti-
ations going right on through to 
the strike deadline If no agree-
ment was reached.

He had reported no progress 
when the night session ended at 
3:15 a.m.

meeting.

Gilbert declined comment on 
the prospects of averting a 
strike. “ I Just got here,’ ’ was 
his answer to questions from 
newsmen.

CTiarles Luna, president o< 
the APL-CIO Brotherhood of 
Railroad Trainmen, was ex-
pected this afternoon.

Five luilons and nearly 900 
railroads are involved in ttis 
dispute.

As the all-night sessions end-
ed, Wirtz indicated that PrMl- 
dent Johnson was gravely 
worried about the prospect that 
a rail strike m i^ t  seriously 
damage the nation’s economy.

“ The ability or failure to 
reach agreement will determine 
whether there is or is not a ma-
jor disruption in the nation’s 
present encouraging economic 
advance,”  Wirtz said.

MacArthur Interviews

Bitter Memories 
Of Korea Dispute

(I Fhre)

WASHINGTON (AP) — Two^ 
10-year-6ld interviews with^ 
Douglas MacArthur publi.slied 
as the general lay in state have 
revived memories of the bitter 
Korean War dispute which end-
ed his military career.

The two interviews were giv-
en in January 1954 to Bob Con- 
sidine of Hearst Headline Serv-
ice and to James G. Lucas of 
Scripps - Howard newspapers, 
and were withlield until Ma.:- 
Arthur’s death. They were pub-
lished in copyrighted stories 
Wednesday.

In a memo on the interview, 
Lucas quoted the famed old 
warrior as blaming British 
“ perfidlty”  and Washington, 
“ harassment and interference” 
for failure to crush the Commu-
nists In Korea.

According to the Lucas story, 
MacArthur became convinced 
he was the victim of a conspira-
cy in which the State Depart-
ment was showing his commu-
nications with Washington to 
the British, who in turn relayed 
these to the Chinese Reds.

A British Embassy spokes-
man denied the charge, saying: 
“ British (Commonwealth troops 
were serving in Korea at the 
time and it is unthinkable that 
the Britlah government would 
endanger the Uvea of their own 
troops by pooalng information 
to tee Communist Chinese o f 
aUagod.”

Oianna (TAngelo wowed a 

goodly audience laat evening at 
UConn’e Jorgensen Auditorium. 
The feat was all the more re-
markable since it has been my 
experience that this audience is 
usually not overly receptive to 
singers.

She sang a varied program, 
and It is readily apparent that 
vocally, technically, and inter- 
pretatlvely ahe is capable of 
handling Just about any atyle 
to be encountered in the past 
three centuries of music for her 
selections were chosen from 
composers as disparate as Ales-
sandro Scarlatti and Ned 
Rorem, yet all were offered with 
true artistry and due attention 
to the conventions of the times 
in which they were conceived.

Baroque music came first, 
with a group comprising .works 
by Handel, Scarlatti, and Caris- 
elml. Handel appears frequently 
on programs but Scarlatti and 
Carissimi added a daah of fla-
vor seldom encountered in re-
citals. Not only was the change 
effective, all three composers 
were beautifully sung, with 
beautiful breath control and 
true understanding of the long, 
melodic lines so characteristic 
of this early period in music.

A group of Mahler songs 
came next, and here, if any 
place a t all can be picked out 
for particular commoidation, 
Miae d’Angelo displayed her 
greatest artistry. She is an 
opera ainger, primarily, and 
opw* singers frequently are un-
impressive with the German 
"Ued." Not so with Mias 
d’Annlo.

Q n^ last Tuesday I  said (of 
her appearance in Rigoletto) 
that she had sung something 
“to the Queen’s taste.” Last 
night she sang the Mahler to 
>ny taste, and Fm a dam sight 
fussier than Queen Elisabeth or 
any other queen I  know about 
In regard to music. “Erinne- 
nmg” was simply unbelievably 
beautiful, and the other Mahler 
numbers were right behind.

Ensued a real “tour de force” 
as the chsrmlng coloratura of-
fered "Oaro Nome" and "Ah, 
fore’ e lul,” followed, of course 
by "Semper libera” one after 
the other. 'This is a throat-
breaking combination, b u t  
everything came off not only 
with elan but with superb fin- 
itdi and true understanding. The 
audience was astounded. Me too. 
Yet I  have felt for quite some 
time that Miss d’Angelo ie the 
most competent soprano before 
the public today.

After the intermissloo the 
program featured the impres-
sionism of Debussy which Miss 
d’Angelo offered in shimmering 
tone colors, sensitive to  the 
unusual demands of the com-
poser yet managing her dlcUon 
with a clean-cut clarity that 
must be very difficult to achieve 
in contrast to the delicious 
vagueness of the melodic and 
harmonic lines.

Four songs in EngHA pi«- 
oeded the flikale which was the 
“Mad Scene” from Dondzettl’s 
"lAJcia.” ’Thie was absolutely 
^fiendidl I  heard Miae d’Angelo 
in the role three or four years 
ago when she sang this scene 
well, but in the intervening pe-
riod she haa developed. .until last 
night’s  perfonnsnee was exem- 
pbiry, soenetblng by which aH 
others Aould pattern, and a 
memorable standard by which 
I  ahaB Jiidga the work in the 
future.

Though k  came a t die end of 
a recital in which she had al 
ready sung more than would be 
required in most operatic roles, 
her voice was sdil fresh, her 
pitch was flautleas and her bi- 
taivretation was magnificent. 
Moreover ahe sang the whole 
scene, while many others would 
have offered only a sampling.

Thia was a superlative re-
cital, one long to be remem-
bered. I  know I haven't given 
such a rave review since I h i ^ -  
ed one to Glenn Gould. Mr. 
Gould is sometimes a startling-
ly fine performer; Miss d’Angelo 
is regularly a magnificent art-
ist.

IN RIGHT 8D1T AND HAND

It is quite reasonable for the 
defenders to look for ruffing 
tricks, but they must seek the 
right trick in the r i ^  hand. 
Our opponents helped us win 
the natlcnali team championship 
last month when they Med for 
the wrong ruff.

North dealer
East-West vulneraUe
Opening lead—Queen of Clubs
Blast won the first trick with 

the ace of clubs and shot back 
the seven of diamonds. This fool-
ish play got him nowhere.

The bidding indicated that 
South had at least nine cards in 
the n)Kjor suits. The opening 
lead indicated that South still 
had the king of clubs. Hence 
South could nave only two dia-
monds at most, and East could 
not expect to get a diamond 
ruff.

West took the ace of dia-
monds and returned a diamond, 
expecting his piutner to ruff. 
This defense gave South time to 
start the trumps, and the for-
tunate position of the cards 
made it easy for declarer to 
draw trumps and set up his 
spades.

Wrong Switch
East made the wrong switch 

when be led a diamond at the 
second trick. There was a ruff-
ing trick for the defenders, but 
not for East and not in dia-
monds.

It was very reasonable to sup-
pose that South had a five-card 
spade suit. Few experts will 
open a four-card spade suit 
headed by Q-J. (In this case, 
as it happens. South and North 
were using a bidding method 
that promised five-card majors, 
so East could be sure that South 
had five or more spades.)

Eaat should lead the ace of 
spades and then a low spade 
Immediately after taking the 
ace of clubs. When declarer 
leads trumps. Blast must step 
up with the ace of hearts to 
lead a third spade. The ruffing 
trick defeats the contract

and the next player passes. You 
hold: Spades, A-10-6; Hearts,

Tho Republicans have prom-
ised the three-judge panel to 
speed appeal procedurea ao 
that tha Supreme Court can 
hold an early hearing on the 
Connecticut case or perhapa 
conaolidate it with other cases 
of a almilar nature now before 
the epurt.

In view of the time an appeal 
is bxpected to take, moat ob-
servers expect the present sys-
tem to still be in effect when the 
legislators for the 1660 legisla- 
tlva session are chosen In the 
election Nov. 3.

The questions posed to the 
Supreme Court are;

—Does a provision of the 
State Constitution under which 
each town sends at least one 
and not more than two repre-
sentatives to the House of Rep-
resentatives violate the equal 
protection clause of the 14th 
Amendment of the U.S. Consti-
tution ?

—If the present composition 
of the House of Representatives 
in the Connecticut Constitution 
violates the equal protection 
clause, muat representation in 
the House of Repreaentativos be 
baaed on population to be valid, 
or it is permissible for Connecti-
cut to adopt a system which 
maintains the principle that 
each town shall be entitled to at 
least ohe representative in the 
House of Representatives.

In the General Assembly, 
where the State Constitution

grovidee that the Senate must 
a apportioned according to 
dletricU of equal population 

does the equal protection clause 
of the 14th amendment permit 
the House of Representatives to 
be apportioned on the basis of 
Individual town units, with each 
of the towns having equal rep-
resentation with every other 
town, regardless of population? 
(Republicans have often pro-
posed that each one of the 169 
towns Send one representative 
to the House. Most now are 
npresented by two.)

Originally the court set 
March 31 as the deadline ' for 
filing of an appeal in the case. 
But it granted an extension un-
til yesterday to give the Re-
publicans more time to prepare, 
^ a  extension was ĝ iven after 
the filing of a GOP motion for 
more time.

John Fassett, a New Haven 
attorney representing a group 
of 28 small towns, also has filed 
notice of an appeal to the U.S. 
Supreme Court from a decision 
of the three-judge court reject-
ing a motion to allow the small 
towns to intervene in the case.

I t  1s posslUc that sometime 
in the toture, the two appeals 
may be consolidated so that the 
Supreme Court can hear both 
at the same time.

Truman relieved MacArthur 
of his Korea command on Ap-
ril 9, 1951, In an order which 
climaxed a series of rows be-
tween the general and Washing-
ton headquarters. After Peking 
sent In troops, MacArthur pro-
posed expanding the military 
effort to Red China’s "coastal 
areas and interior bases." Tru-
man and U.N. allies favored 
limiting the campaign in Korea.

MacArthur gave his version 
at lengthy, censored Senate 
hearings upon his return. 
Among other things, he testified 
then that the British were "cut-
ting their own throats" by giv-
ing ."such complete support to 
Red China-

The Lucgs story quoted Mac-
Arthur as saying "those fools in 
Washington" prevented his win-
ning the Korean War with his

glan for bringing In NaUonallst 
hinese troops and sowing a 6- 
mile-wide belt of radioactive co-

balt along the Yalu River after 
defeating Red Chinese to per-
manently seal China off from 
Korea.

MacArthur reportedly said 
the United States had cobalt "in 
abundance”  as a by-product — 
presumably from atomic weap-
ons manufscture — and the ra-
dioactive belt would make it 
suicidal for an army to try to
STOSS it.

The story said MacArthur was 
told of British "betrayal”  by a 
field commander, Lt. Gen. Wal-
ton Walker, but "said he be-
came convinced he was the vic-
tim of a conspiracy” only after 
he had ordered Lt. Gen. George 
E. Stratemeyer to bomb the 
Yalu River bridges after the 
Chinese intervened.

Just as the bombers were 
about to take off four hours lat-
er, MacArthur was quoted as 
saying, his order was "per-
emptorily”  countermanded by 
Gen. George C. Marshall, then 
secretary of defense. i 

Truman has written In his 
memoirs that quickly upon re-
ceiving a message from Strate-
meyer that MacArthur had or-
dered bombing of a Yalu bridge 
connecting Korea with Manchur-
ia, the President conferred with 
Secretary of State Dean Ache- 
son. Acheson in turn had 
checked with various State and 
Defense Department officials, 
including Dean Rusk, then as-
sistant secretary of stale for 
Far Eastern affairs. (Acheson 
declined comment on the Lucas 
story.)

Truman said Rusk, now sec-
retary of state, had "pointed out 
that we had a commitment with 
the British not to take action 
which might involve attacks on 
the Manchurian side of the riv-
er without consultation with 
them.”

So only an hour and 20 min-
utes before the planes were to 
take off, Truman said, a mes-
sage was sent to MacArthur 
banning all bombing of targets

After 12 months of continuous 
eruptions of ash and fine sand, 
th volcano has become a nag-
ging source of preoccupaUon 
and anxiety, particularly to 
those who farm Its still fertile 
patches of mountainside. Living 
on the slopes is known as "ru- 
leta tica,”  or Costa Rican rou-
lette—you can’t tell when the 
next eruption will be your laat 

"No one In the world can pre-
dict a volcano’s future courM," 
said Haroun Tasief, leader gf a 
French-Belgium team of volcan-
ologists sent here by the United 
Nations to probe Irazu.

The team drilled holes into 
Irazu's side to measure its 
pulse and temperature, analyze 
its ashes and sand and evaluate 
Its moods and temperament. 
Tazlef, looking like an astro- 
naut under a glass and ateel 
helmet and as^atos-lined suit 
and boots, descended to the Up 
of the fiery central crater and 
walked around it. " I t ’s present-
ly in a mild stage of eurption," 
he reported.

Aa far back aa anyone can re-
call, prior to March, 1963, the 
volcano was a placid pool of 
dark brown water in a crater 
measuring about 40 yarda 
acros.s.

Winds 
carry them to all comers of 
this tiny country. The fallout 
has been heaviest around San 
Jose. The powdery ash gets into 
everything.

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Those Retirement Years

In the pitifully tragic account two 
New York newspapers have chosen to 
give of two 1954 Interviews with Gen-
eral Douglas MacArthur, the famous re-
treat from the Yalu, which was one of 
the most desperate moments In Ameri-
can military history, became a delib-
erate MacArthur ruse. In which he re-
treated as if in panic and disorder in 
an effort to lure the Chinese Commu-
nists deeper into Korea. In this same 
account, MacArthur’s possibilities of 
total victory in Korea were vetoed, he 
Is reported to have said and believed, 
by the rapid transmission of his own 
battle plans from the State Department 
at Washington to the British who imme-
diately gave them to ths Chinese Com-
munists.

In this same account, MacArthur had 
a plan for victory in Korea "in a maxi-
mum of 10 days.”

As he described his tactics for this 
victory in 10 days, there would have 
been, first, "between 30 and 50 atomic 
bombs . . . .  dropped under cover of 
darkness. . . .  I would then have called 
upon 500,000 of Chiang Kai-shek’s 
troops, sweetened by two United States 
Marine divisions. . . . You may ask what 
would have prevented the enemy's re-
inforcements massing and crossing ths 
Yalu in great strength. It was my plan 
as our amphibious forces moved south 
to spread behind us—from the Sea 

, of Japan to the Yellow Sea—a belt of 
radioactive copalt. It could have been 
spread from wagons, carts, trucks and 
planes. It is not an expensive material. 
It has an active life of between 60 and 
120 years.

“For at least 60 years there could 
have been no land invaaion of Korea 
from the north. The enemy could not 
have marched across that radiated 
belt.”

Such is a fair example of the kind of 
fantasy-which includes MacArthur’s 
personal attacks on all the members of 
the Army with whom his own career 
was in rivalry—which has now been 
made public, with the hero not yet in 
hie girave. It is too bad he could not at 
least have been buried with this nation 
remembering him at his best, and that 
best unclouded by any garish display of 
the hallucinations of the retirement 
years.

Who Defends Free Enterprise?

If the allegations of the indictment 
ean be sustained, the government's lat-
est case against the steel companies is 
an attempted defense of the principles 
of free enterprise, not an atUck upon 
free enterprise.

The government allegation is that the 
steel companies named were the ones 
who have been killing free enterprise. 
The allegation is that they have been 
killing free enterprise by refusing to In-
dulge in competition with one another. 
The allegation is that, by secret and il-
legal meetings in hotel rooms, they con-
spired together to increase prices when 
they did not really need to.

The possibility that the spirit and the 
law of free enterprise was being gutted 
by these giants of the marketplace is 
not the only significant angle In this 
grand jury indictment

This may give puzzled economists an 
answer to an enigma which had them 
calculating that something had gone 
wrong with time honored theories.

Economists have never been able to 
explain why we could have two heavy 
touches of recession, under President Ei-
senhower, and then again under Presi-
dent Kennedy, without experiencing any 
of that decline in prices which normally 
answers a decline in the amount of pop-
ular spending in a time of surplus pro-
duction.

This vein of questioning of the possi-
ble importance of this steel case sug-
gests that we may have been looking for 
new economic laws when we should have 
been looking for some grand human and 
corporate scheming.

Our post-war inflation finally came to 
something of a halt, such theories sug-
gest, not because any law of economics 
finally got to work, but because. In 1961, 
some executives of some of the nation’s 
largest and best electrical equipment 
manufacturing companies went to Jail 
because they had been convicted of price-
fixing conspiracy.

Then, too. the government was ac-
cused of waging war against our hal-
lowed free enterprise. Actually, it was 
the companies themselves which had 
tried to bury it.

Making Politics Ea.sier
Bometimes It takes a little bad blood 

tn bring but into the open some of ths 
quaint tribal customs which are rooting 
themselves into the modern game of 
politics.

It must have been only because ha 
really wanted to hurt Governor Rocke-
feller that former Senator Bill Knowland 
lashed out, the other day, with the nasty 
charge that a profe.ssionaI signature col-
lecting organization in California had 
been forced to up its price when it ful-
filled its contract for collecting the peti-
tion which gave Rockefeller his legal 
title to a place on the California primary 
battle.

In order to get on the ballot, a candi- 
Aatd has to file a minimum of 13,700 
signatures on a petition beseeching a 
place on the ballot for him.

Former Senator Knowland, whose 
position as California manager for Sen-
ator Goldwater njay explain some of hia 
motivation, has made the cruel allega-
tion that the firm which undertook the 
contract for obtaining these 13,700 valid 
signatures for Rockefeller had to work 
especially hard to get signatures when 
the voters found out who the signatures 
were for. Because they had to ask so 
many people, Knowland alleges, the sig-
nature-gathering firm had to spend what 
amounted to a dollar a name, as com-
pared to ths normal going expense of 
35 cents a name.

The signature-gathering firm involved 
denies ail this, says the operation aver-
aged out to be a cost of 25 cents a name, 
or a totgl bill to Rockefeller of some-
thing under 110.000.

What comes out with this Knowland 
accusation, outside of Knowland’s love 
and admiration for Rockefeller, is ths 
news that such a method of getting sig-
natures for a political candidacy is quite 
routine out in California, I t saves the 
politicians themselves the time and 
trouble involved In setting up a signa-
ture-gathering organization. It saves 
them the embarrassment of running into 
occasional insults directed at the can-
didate they serve and love. And a pro-
fessional signature - gathering service 
probably has a maiater list of voters of 
undisputed address and legal standing 
to work from, thus avoiding the uncer-
tainty involved in ordinary petitlon-cii^ 
culating in which one can never be sure 
some casual 'signer is using his real 
name or address.

In time, no doubt, the business of se-
lecting and obtaining required signa-
tures can be allocated to computers, and 
if they do well enough in primaries there 
would then be no real reason why they 
shouldn’t take over elections too, and 
conduct everything with a minimum of 
discomfort and effort for either the po- 
titiclans or the voters.

Selling: Land Not The Point
The questions of city councilors at 

Wednesday's discussion with the Spring- 
field Redevelopment Authority reflected 
public misgivings over progress of the 
North End urban renewal program, par-
ticularly with regard to the .sale and tax- 
yielding redevelopment of already clear-
ed land. The priority clearance area has 
been vacant for a year now. It ha.s been 
described a.s a weed patch, a monument 
to official bungling, and other uheom- 
plimentary things.

Actually, the North Bind program is 
not behind its schedule, which calls for 
all cleared land to be sold and earmarked 
for redevelopment by sometime in 1966. 
The vaunted New Haven redevelopment 
program had vacant land on its hands 
for several years before a New York City 
department store decided to build an 
outlet there. Worcester’s renewal land 
was cleared for seven years before tax- 
producing development took place. The 
salesmanship of the SRA may leave 
something to be desired, as some critics 
have .said. But if the 1966 goal is achiev-
ed. this city will have done better than 
par for the cour.se

As for persuading developers to com-
mit themselves before demolition even 
begins, the prospects are never good. 
No responsible businese is likely to bind 
ItAelf for the course of a long-term 
project; there are imponderables, includ-
ing unexpected changes in the firm’s own 
requirements. And whenever a purchase 
offer is made, it must be considered in the 
lig;tit of re-use plans for the renewal 
area. This is a factor of prime impor-
tance in giving a city the fullest ad-
vantage from an urban renewal program. 
Ignoring it for the sake of a quick sale 
could mean a permanent loss of Jobs, tax 
revenue and prestige for the city. The 
time it takes to be selective. Is well worth-
while.

MAnwhrte, we wquid hope, moves to 
relocate nontaxable operations to the 
clearance area will be ^ven just as care-
ful consideration. The new Post Office 
will be an asset, of course, but there are 
other agencies and offices that would 
not be. In these instances the SRA will 
do best to remember that the Investment 
of public funds was aimed primarily at 
attracting private developers, not tax- 
supported operations that would ^  as 
useful elsewhere.

Weed patches and time, it appears, are 
among the ingredients of the successful 
urban renewal program. However vex-
ing this may be to some of our cltlxens 
—and although a show of public intarest 
la only hsalthy—̂it is not yet time to ba- 
raU the BRA —jSPRTNOrnSUJ UJCON.

NEW YORK, April 9—Water 
rtui down the black canvas 
lashed to the backs of the 
trucks which blocked West 26th 
St. yesterday afternoon. The 
delivery boys, hands In their 
pockets qnd shoulders hunched 
against the rain, walked close to 
the buildingh. This is a block of 
loft buildings and the people 
in them work at fur or leather 
gloves or novelties. But the 
building at No. 23 is different. 
It is a three-story red brick, 
with steps and black railings 
and it seems to be something 
out of Colonial days. A painted 
sign on it says "The Worker. 
Founded 1924. Working People's 
Paper.”

A wooden box hangs on the 
front door under a sign which 
says "Take One Free.” The lone 
paper in it. an eight-page tab-
loid, was dated Dec. 17. Things 
did not figure to be too strong 
inside if the circulation give-
away con.sists of one four- 
month-old paper.

TTie editor, James E. Jack- 
son, wa.s found In a wooden 
walled, cluttered second floor 
office.

Ox’er in one comer of the 
room, a Ta.s.s wire machine 
tapped out news that middle- 
heavyweight V l a d i m i r  Golo-
vanov had set a record in Red 
Army weight lifting competi-
tion. The edges of the tele-
type paper had a red streak 
on them, which meant, to an 
old copyboy, that the paper roll 
on the machine was almost out. 
“You better fix your machine,” 
Jackson was told, Erik Bert, 
the managing editor of the 
Worker, promptly got up from 
his desk and went over to the 
machine and put new paper on 
it.

”I'm very strong on efficiency 
In a newspaper office,” Jackson 
was told. "Don’t the copyboys 
watch the wires for you?'”

”No," Jackson said mourn-
fully. “Down here we all have 
to do thing* like that.”

•’How long have you been ed-
itor?” he was asked.

•’Forever,” he said.
A gray haired man wearing 

an overcoat came in. He was 
introducted as Arnold Johnson, 
the public relations director for

the Communist party. The only 
job in the world that could be 
harder is to get Lyndon Johnson 
to pose with a beer in his hand.

Johnson said hello and then 
h* spoke with Jackson about 
speaking engagements the edi-
tor has lined up at the Univer-
sity of New Hampshire and 
Phillips Bbceter Academy. While 
they .spoke, their newspaper 
was inspected. The Worker, 
now in its 41st year, in bad 
shape. Once, this was a big, 
full-size daily and a big Sun-
day edition. Now, Tlte Worker 
has a mid-week edition which 
comes out on Tue.sday and has 
a circulation of 15,000. Hie 
Weekend Worker, which ap-
pears on Friday, sells between 
22,000 and 27,000. Tro papere 
carry no advertising.

When Jackson was finished 
arranging his speaking engage-
ments, he sat down and began 
to talk about the trials of put-
ting out the official organ of 
the Communist Party.

’’Hie big problem?” he said. 
"Money. I earn less,than 3100 
a week. The staff doean't get 
too much, either. They’re dedi-
cated people. But. oh, how they 
write!” He shook his h.e a d. 
"Politics? we got a dime a do-
zen of people who know the 
politics and the philosophies. 
But we don’t have anybody 
who can write storiee. These 
theoretical heavies, they can 
be hard on the eyes. They sit 
down and smash out a thing 
about the ’dialectical material-
ism outlook.’ Now what kind 
of* an outlook is that?”

Jackson thought his beat re-
porter was Art Shields, who is 
stationed in Moscow. Shields t* 
strong on getting ths f a c t s  
right, he said.

Bklitor Jackson is 49 and he 
comes fiwm Rlckmond, Va, H# 
became interested in commun-
ism when he met a man named 
J. B. Matthews, who was the 
first white man to treat him as 
an equal. Matthews sold Jack- 
son a piece of his politics. Hie 
next thing Matthews sold was 
Jackson.

"He took the stand against me 
in the t-'ile  in Fplov Square in

1956,” Jackson said. “He was 
a stool pigeon,” the editor said 
bitterly.”

“Thing are tough,” a man 
named Steve said. He was in a 
gray corduroy shirt, with ths 
sleeves rolled up, and he was 
trying to finish writing a story 
of some sort.

"Yes, they are.” he said.
"If you get broke around here, 

do you have any shylocks that 
you can go to? I was Just won-
dering if a Communist news-
paper has shylocks in the build-
ing like every other newspaper 
has,”

"No.” Steve said. “We don’t 
make enough money to bor-
row."

There were ominous rum- 
Conn Yankee Rel Thurs April 9 
blings, along the Supreme Court 
bench in Washington last week, 
which suggested that the issue 
of redistrictlrig of the Connecti-
cut General Assembly may well 
be re.solved, for all practical 
purposes, before It even gets 
there.

•The rumblings were heard 
from the Supreme Court bench 
as it conducted its hearings on 
the reapportionment issue in 
the state of Colorado. And the 
shape of the issue out in Colo-
rado is fairly close to the shape 
of the issue here In Connecticut.

In Colorado, in reversal of the 
set-up in Connecticut, it is the 
House which is theoretically 
based on pure population, like 
our Senate. But the Colorado 
Senate mixes representation for 
population with representation 
for sparsely settled areas too, 
with the result that 33 per cent 
of the voters can, theoretically, 
elect a majority of the senators.

This is a system, moreover, 
which the voters of Colorado 

' themselves approved In a state-
wide referendum in 1962, voting 
for It even in the most populous 
areas of the state. This is, in 
other words, the kind of legis-
lature the people of Colorado 
choose to have for themselves, 
if they have that much sover-
eignty left.

But the questioning from the 
bench in Washington last week 
showed little patience with the 
will of the people of Colorado as 
expressed In referendum, and 
even less patience with the idea 
of that mongrel kind of a senate 
with its partial kind of break for 
country areas. Some of the ques-
tioning, in fact, was not ques-
tioning at all. but statement.

Thus, of the possible privilege 
of the people of a state to decide 
legislative systems for them-
selves, Chief Justice Warren 
asked; "If the Constitution Is in-
terpreted to .mean that repre-
sentation must be equal, who 
has the power to weight 
votes?”

And Justice Black said; “The 
people of a state can no more 
violate the Constitution by ref-
erendum than by law.”

Other questioning and state-
ment that same day suggested 
that the members of the Su-

preme Court were heading 
toward judgments which would 
hold that nothing but popula-
tion, and population alone, 
could be the basis for represen-
tation in any house of any leg-
islature, no matter how many 
houses it had.

The most interesting question-
ing seemed to come from Justice 
Goldberg, who did a neat Job at 
challenging sentimental tradi-
tionalists, like this columnist, to 
be strictly logical.

"Why is it assumed,” Juetice 
Goldberg asked, "that if both 
houses were on a population 
basis, and the urban majority 
had a majority in both houses, 
it would be less solicitous of the 
people as a whole than the rural 
minority?”

The answer of the Colorado 
attorney was that the Legisla-
ture "must be familiar with the 
problems In all parts of the 
state.”

"But there are urban prob-
lems as well as rural,” Justice 
Goldberg went on. "I just don’t 
follow the argument that the 
need to safeguard the Interests 
of niral areas, but not urban, 
j u s t i f i e s  discrimination in 
weighing the votes.”

TTiat was it, last week. 'The 
questions the Court asks do not 
nece.<tsarily reflect Its forthcom-
ing decisions. To apply the pop-
ulation principle alone to Con-
necticut will require uprooting a 
lot more history than tn the case 
of Colorado, history which was 
incorporated and received into 
the very founding of the country 
and the very creation of that 
federal Constitution the Court 
now seems very ready to inter-
pret against all leglslatlye sys-
tem except the federal legisla-
tive system lUelf. Against this 
trend, the case of Connecticut, 
the state which gave Its system 
of legislative check and balance 
to the nation, would be the one 
case to be considered most sig-
nificant and argued most inter-
estingly. The Court may have 
committed itself against the 
Connecticut principle, however, 
long before it hears ths Con-
necticut argument.

Facing the gbVei^ment—and 
the railroad-riding public—was 
a 12:01 a.m. Eastern Standard 
Time Friday strike deadline.

That’s when — J. E. Wolfe, 
chief management negotiator 
said after the Illinois Central 
walkout—nearly 200 railroads 
will post new work rules.

And that’s when the unions 
say some 200,000 workers will 
walk off their Jobs.

The dispute centers on the 
railroads' proposed changes in 
wage structure, Job classlhca- 
tions, length of train runs and 
other working conditions.

"The public interest demands 
that this dispute be settled, that 
it be settled immediately, and 
that it be settled by agree-
ment,” Wlrtz told the negotia-
tors as the talks opened shortly 
after 8 p.m. Wednesday.

The outcome "will also affect 
materially the future of free 
collective bargaining in this 
country," he said.

"TTUs is a time to resolve this 
dispute or to agree on a pro-
cedure for resolving It," WirU 
said. "I am going to continue 
the present sessions until this 
result Is reached."

The rules changes have been 
under negotlaticm on a national 
level since their conslderatloo 
last ysar by tbs courts and Oon- 
grass.

Spokesmen for five operating 
unions replied that if there is 
a coast-to-coast strike it will be 
the fault of the railroads for im-
posing the rules changes on a 
nationwide basis.

This year's hearing, with 

about 160 people attending, 
could best be descritoed as flac-
cid. Many of toe 16 townspeople 
who dpoka had axes to grind. 
The only clear call came from 
industrialist William Sleith, who 
asked that the directors re-ex-
amine their spending pollclee in 
the light of Manchester's wealth 
(or lack of it), and budget ac-
cordingly.

Many of the other m akers 
backed holding the tax line as 
well, but no clear concensus 
seemed to develop.

The Herald asked eight of the 
nine town directors the next 
day what they thought of the 
budget hearing. The question 
'was phrased:

“How have the opinions ex-
pressed at the budget hearing 
affected your thinking about 
the 1964-65 town budget?”

(Seneral Manager Richard 
Martin has recommended a $9 
million budget requiring a 1.5- 
mlll tax increase, to a total of 
43.5 mills.

The response, predictably, 
seemed to favor economy in 
government—a position that 
any politician finds safe.

All the directors contacted 
said, or implied, that they 
thought toe public demand was 
running strongly toward econ-
omy in government About half 
of them said that, since they 
always favored economy, the 
taxpayers’ pleas had little ef-
fect on them.

But a few expressed more 
specific approaches to the 
perennial tax rate troubles.

Democrats Mayor Francis J. 
Mahoney, Atty. David Barry 
and Fnmk Stamler, and Repub-
lican FYancls DellaFera, all ex-
pressed eknilar sentiments. In 
Barry's words, *T was In favor 
of holding the tax line before 
last night, and Tm stlH in fa-
vor of it.”

Stamler J o i n e d  Democrat 
A'tty. Richard Woodhouee in be-
lieving “there was a great deal 
of sense In what William Sleith 
said.”

Atty. Woodhouae also said he 
was ‘Tmpiressed with the turn-
out and the interest ebown,” 
and tost he thought the consen-
sus seemed to oppose a tax ht- 
orease.

Republican Harold A. Turk- 
ington said he waa "much Im-
pressed with the remarks of 
several electors, and I’m hearti-
ly in ag;reement that there must 
be a halt to tax Increases.” He 
suggested that the town "must 
find some way to get the neces-
sary things done within the rev-
enue Increases that come from 
increased property values.”

Democrat Robert Stone said 
that he naturally backed stabi-
lising the tax rate, but that he 
felt unable to say what his final 
position would be until he could 
review toe proposed budget and 
determine if outs in it would 
Jeopardize necessary programs.

Democrat Theodore Powell 
said that the hearing caused 
him to be “bothered most by 
the abundance of mis-lnforma- 
tion” about budgets and^nunlc- 
Ipal finance. “Almost any 
thought Is accepted (by some 
of those appearance at budget 
hearings) If It seems to argue 
for low taxes.”

AF Boaiii^M News Analyst
NEW YORK (AP) — Prices 

and how they re really arrived 
a t a rs a^aln sharply to the fore 
with the steel antitrust Indict-
ments.

The average cltiiens' pocket- 
book is affected despite the long 
and often devious road from 
from the prime producer to the 
retail tag on consumer prod-
ucts. And he wonders just how 
the price is set. Is he getting a 
fair shake?

So far the charges a g a in s t  
eight major steel companies of 
conspiring from 1955 to  1961 to 
fix prices on carbon steel sheet 
such as used In autos a n d  
household appliances are only 
that—the charges are y e t  to be 
proved In court.

But sure to be aired In com-
ing weeks and months is specu-
lation on bow many industries 
have conspired to fix prices and 
also the question: What roles do 
business ethics or fear of pros-
ecution play in fixing prices, or 
steering clear of fixing them?

Federal antitsust suits in the 
electrical equipment, steel and 
other industries seek to answer 
these questions.

Or are prices Just quietly ad-
ministered, as often charged. 
That is. are the giants in any 
Industry able to set about any 
price they think most likely to 
bring in the most profitable 
volume of sales, and must the 
Uttla fellow Just tag along?

n ils  theory was advanced aft-
er prices failed to slide much 
in recent recessions in spite of 
sharp fall-offs in demand and 
ther^ore in production, ll ie  
e b a q ^  was that the giants were 
contnrillng supply to maintain 
prices.

Another postwar charge was 
that the wage-price sp irn  was 
opposed by neither labor nor 
management, that wage de-
mands weren't fought against 
because companies could Just 
raise prices to meet them. The 
charge was complacency a t the 
expense of the consumer, with 
his unsatisfied urge to buy 
many gadgets.

The th e o ^  in a  democracy is 
that prices are  set by supply 
and demand. And if mcmopUes 
are  formed, antitrust laws are 
passed to break them up, and 
government policing protects 
the consumer. Then it’s Just a 
question of how big is the de-
mand for any product in rela-
tion to the supply of it—prices 
going vp when demand exceeds 
supply, and dipping when un-
sold supplies i^ e  up.

But in today’s complex econ-
omy, this law of supply and de-
mand often has a  hard time 
operating.

Government controls often 
keep prices from responding to 
s u p ^  and demand. The U.S. 
govaniment used to set the 
price of sugar by raising or low-
ering the amount that could be 
Imported.

It now enters Into, or dia- 
susses, international agree-
ments that regulate the supply, 
and  therefore the price, of such 
things as coffee, tin, and even 
gtdd.

The United States has Import 
quotas on many commodities, 
such as oil, and tariff barriers 
an many others, all aimed at 
p rev en tl^  low-priced foreign 
goods ruining h i^er-priced do-
mestic production. The price 
jrou- pay for gas, electricity, 
eommutetion tickets, phone 
aorvloe, all are regulated by 
various government agencies— 
not by uncontrolled s t ^ y  and 
demand.

Halts Race Strife

resolving a situation that re-
sulted tn one death and violence 
this week.

Mayor Ralph S. Lochcr helped 
work out the agreement at a 
closed-door session with top 
city, school, civic and civil 
rights group leaders. He an-
nounced the truce terms.

Some 120 civil rights demon 
strators, outnumbered by police 
ended thetr long City Hall sit-in 
without incident after ihey 
heard the announcement. They 
had waited in the lobby while 
their leaders met in the mayor's 
private chambers.

They cheered and applauded 
loudly as they heard the terms 
of the truce.

The demonstrator.*! had gath-
ered at noon at school board 
headquarters to pay tribute to 
the Rev. Brube W. Klundcr, 27, 
a while Presbyterian inini.stcr, 
who died for their cau.se Tues-
day when a bulldozer ran oyer 
him at a school con.structibn 
site. They then marched to City 
Hall.

Earlier Wedne.sday, Oimmon 
Picas Court Judge John V. Cor-
rigan had issued a temporary 
order banning further construc- 
truction, picketing or tre.spass- 
ing at the site of the new Lake- 
view public elementary school 
on the East Side. The city had 
requested the court order on the 
grounds it has legal contracts 
with builders to go ahead with 
the school construction.

A hearing for a permanent in-
junction is set for 2 p.m. Friday.

Ahother point in the truce pro-
vided that the school board ap-
point a group of technical ex-
perts who will study the prob-
lems of school Integratio.a. T’hc 
United Freedom Movement, 
composed of several civil rights 
groups, must okay those named 
to that study group.

Under terms of the agreement 
these teclinical experts must 
complete their study before con-
tracts for a third propo.sed 
grade school will be let.

Representatives of the UFM, 
the (jongress of Racial Equality 
and the National Association lor 
the Advancement of Colored 
People attended the meeting 
called by Locher.

Tho.se civil rights groups arc 
opposing construction of three 
new elementary public schimls 
in the predominantly Negro 
Glenville area on the East Side. 
Demonstrations ip that area led 
to violence in January and e'eb- 
ruay and produced an earlier 
agreement between the senool 
board and civil rights leaders. 
That pact provideu for full in-
tegration of bus-transported Ne-
gro pupils In predominantly 
white schools.

Involved arc nearly 1,000 pu-
pils unable to attend overcrowd-
ed schools In their Negro neigh- 
bo t^oods.

(Jivil rights leaders maintain 
the new grade schools in the Ne-
gro rcsiuential area would "re- 
segregale" the bus-transported 
pupils. They argue that trans-
portation of pupils outside their 
neighborhoods should be ex-
panded so that integration ac-
complished by this method t-o  

far will continue. The school 
board has endorsed the neigh-
borhood school concept.

H teaspoon salt
cup Chopped nuts 

Pour hot water over dates 
and set aside to cool. Com-
bine shortening, sugar, eggs 
and vanilla and cream in mixing 
bowl. Sift flour, soda and aalt 
and mix with other ingpredients 
and add date mixture. Blend 
only until smooth. Add nuts 
and mix. Pour into well-greas-
ed 9x13 inch o b l o n g  pan. 
Sprinkle ohoco-nut to p p ^  on 
batter.

Chill evaporated milk in re-
frigerator overnight. Dissolve 
gelatin in boiling water.
