New Plan for Districts

Before Session April 21

Both Parties
In Agreement

After Dispute

HARTFORD (AP)—The Gen-
eral Assembly is to be called
into special session April 21 to
undertake the first general re-
mapping of Connecticut's Cone
gressional districts since 1011.

Republican and Democratia
leaders allke say they are
pleased, and unless it is vetoed
by the federal court, the plan
seems assured of approval.

Gov. John Dempsey, who set
the date of the special session
last night after being prodded
by GOP leaders, said he would
take necessary steps Monday to
begin drafting the necessary
technical changes in the elec-
tion laws,

The plan accomplishes two
things. It equalizes the popu.
Iations of the districts, which
currently range from 317,053 to
680,550, and it creates a sixth
district, thus eliminating the of-
fice of ¢ an at
which was created in 1631,

The political parties’ efforts
to reach agreement on redis-
tricting after half a century
were spurred by a suit filed In
U.S. District Court Feb. 19 by
Jack Zaiman, political writer
for the Hartford Courant and
a resident of West Hartford. As
a resident of the populous first
district (Hartford County), Zai-
man claimed his vole was
worth considerably less than
that of a resident of sparsely
populated districts. This, he
charged, was a deninl of his
constitutiong! rights to equal
protection under the laws.

The suit was based on the
recent landmark decision of
the U.8. Supreme Court which
ruled that Georgia's congres-
sional districts were unconstitu.
tional,

A hearing on Zaiman's re-
quest for a summary judgment
ordering all six congressmen to
be elected at large this fall un-
less redistricting is sccom-
plished is schéduled for next
Wednesday.

Dempsey, before setting &
date for the special legislative
session, proposed that the three
federal judges be allowed first
to give their opinion on the plan
agreed to by both parties. He
said this could be done at the
Wednesday hearing.

“If the court n es,” said
Dempeey, 'T will call & speociad
session the same dey.”

But GOP state chalrman A.
Searle Pinney objected and oth-
er Republican leaders backed
him up.

Pinney said the GOP leaders
had already fuilfilled Demp-
sey’'s two conditions for a spe-
clal session call — they had
agreed to limit the legislative
agenda to congressional redis-
tricting and they had agreed to
a specific plan. He said, “it s
not fair or reasonable to imse
pose another condition on us
at this point.”

Dempsey argued that Pinney
himself had originally advance
ed the idea of submitting the
plan to the judges before the
Central Assembly was asked to
vole on it.

Pinney conceded he had
agroed Lo talk to the judges
about the plan, but said he had
“nover contemplated that this
would be & condition as to
whether or not a special ses-
sion would be called”

Dempsey said he would con-
fer with Democratic leaders
about the special session date
and might hdve a decision later
in the day,

Thus it can readily be seen
that the possibility of meeting
someone at our precise level of
development is extremely slim.
And while it may be possible,
the odds are all against it. Is
this then the reason for our in-
ability to communicate with oth-
er worlda? We cannot give a de-
finitive answer but this logic
seams at least to provide a par-
tial answer,

There in one intriguing facet
to this discussion, Let us sup-
pose that at some future time
a strange intellignece from
some distant star is successful-
ly contacted. Will we be able
converse with them? The an-

The =

¢ reasoning for this goes
back to events which ocourred
on the earth perhaps 30 million
years ago. At that time there
was & branching off of the evol-
utionary tree. From one limb
arose the great apes and from
the other — man. In the past
we may have had a common
ancestor and yet with all our
sclence and knowledge we can-
not communicate with the great
apes, It appears puxzling that
all along the evolutionary paths
open to creatures on the earth,
the great apes and man were
united or followed a common
path until that spearation. The
result of that separation is that
we cannot communicate. Where
the evolutionary paths may be
so completely dissimilar else-
where, ghould we expect to com-
municate with these creatures?
The odds are all against it
Thus it appears that even if in-
terstellar communications are
achleved, we may fail miser-
ably in our efforts to communi-
cate while the other society, no
matter what form it takes, be-
cause of Its advanced culture,
may have no trouble reading
our innermost thoughts,

Even with these odds so
stacked against us, it is ap-
parent that our efforts at ex-
traterrestrial communications
will ‘accelerate. Into this sclen-
titic exploration will go the ef-
forts of many sclentists in many
disciplines. Finally, we may suc-
ceed and when we do, we may
find ourselves in the position of
a new born babe in the arms of
its mother — helpless at first
but maturing and learning from
its mother with the years. De-
spite the odds against success in
this exploration, we must go on;

Eight persons spoke favoring
the proposal while 18 persons
spoke In opposition. The hear-
ing was sponsored by the Horse
Racing and Pari-Mutuel Study
Committes of the general as-
sembly.

Atty. Robert D. King, = Tol-
land Representative and Rock-
ville lawyer, was acting chair-
man. Also representing the
ecommitiee were Arthur P. Hu-
ber, of Orange, and John Tar-
rant, of the State Tax Depart-
ment and a.consmultant to the
committee.

Last night's meeting was the
fourth in a series of five hear-
ings., King sald. The next hear-
ing Is nlxted for Monday night
in Hartford.

Those who spoke favoring the
proposal inciuded:

Murray Yorker, former depu-
ty athletic commissioner under
Gov. John Lodge, who sald that
revenue aside from bhetling pro-
ceeds would benefit the state.
He said the tourist trade would
bring new money into the state.
He added that a race track
would provide joba for many
residents. In discussing the pos-
sibility of introducing unde-
sirables into the ntate, Yorker
said that, “We have crime and
violence now." He did not ex-
pect an increase in the criminal
rate because of a race track.

Rep. Raymond Splelman of
Rockville sald he once owned &
race horse and that many promi-
nent Connecticut citizens still
do. He Introduced a bill In the

Iast legisiature to permit light|

harness racing in the state.

In discussing betling, Rep.
Spleiman said that people bet-
ting at a track bet against one
another, not the track. “When
we go to a church bazaar the
odds are much more against
you," Spielman sald.

He pointed out that there I
alrendy a great deal of gam-
bling going on Including raffles,
which are usually not taxed by
the state, and bingo, sponsored
by many churches.

Joseph G. Saternis, a lifelong
resident of Rockville, said that
gambling ia always present In
the state. “Every yoar someone
tries to sell me an Irish Sweep-
stakes tickel," he sald.

The posaibility of bringing un-
denirables into the state was an-
swered this way by Saternis:
‘We had our five per centera in
Washington, D.C., but we didn't
¢liminate . the ‘federal govern-
ment, and we still have televi-
sion despite the payola.”

In answering a quesation posed
by the clergy council regarding
the effecl on young people, Sa-
ternis sald that each of us pass-
ea liquor atores each day, but
no one has to go in and get
drunk.

Holding to the position he has estab-
lished, in which he repeatedly does not
geek the nomination, remaina his best
formula for obtaining the nomination and
the ‘best formula for making the nomi-
nation worth more if he gels it

If he were to become an active can-
didate, or if he were to seem more will-
ing than he seems, he would be in the
roughhouse stage of the pre-convention
campalgn without enjoying any particu-
lar position above it, and his chances in
the convention itself would actually be
less than they are right now.

It may be his sincere conviction, but
it ia also his top strategy, to tum a
déaf ear to those of his would-be sup-
porters who warn him that, if he
doesn’'t move out into the open now,
right now, he will lose what chance he
has of gaining the nomination.

That {s the game within the game as
it has now been refined in our cynical
age. You must thrust the nomination
aside as many times as you can and na
forcefully as you can so that when it
does come you are the boss, and others
make the concessions.

Then you run for high office wearing
no man's collar, and, providing the man
against you isn't some Dwight Elsen-
hower, or & Franklin Delano Rooseveit,
you run well precisely because the
nomination did seek you out in spite of
your reluctance, in spite of the Inck of
enthusiasm of the practical politicians.

As Arthur Krock analyzed it, “Scran-
ton is no less likely to be drafted after
today’'s statement than before."

And to play to'be drafted, in an “hon-
est and sincere” draft, is the only way
for Governor Bcranton to geek the
Presidency.

Meanwhile, one more press conference,
in which he repeated his public stand
without altering it, gave him one more
spotlight opportunity to announce, with
touching modesty, his “growing concern
about the numbers of persons all over
the country who have indicated in one
way or another their support for me to
become the Republican nominee."”

It gave him opportunity to refer, atill
modestly and regretfully, to the fact
that “support . . . has grown until now
there are many persons spending time,
effort and money in my behalf and
there are others who say they wish to
ao n'll .

It gave him, this new denial press con-
ference, one more headline opportunity
to proclaim his own natural devotion to
an ideal of top performance in the public
job he already holds.

And it gave him a fine headline op-
portunity to begin to build potentinl

Governor Dempaey did well to
thanks his Conflict of Interest
Committee for mccepting what
he called Ita “rather unususl
and tough assignment.”

But it doesn't happen to be an
unusual assignment, these days,
to have a committee looking
into the question of what should
bé & proper code of ethice for
people In publie life to follow.

To the contrary, it is almost
the routine. New York state has
béen wreatling with the prob-
Jem. primarily in the wake of
disclosures concerning liquor li-
censea and liquor legislation.
Massachusetts has been wres-
thing with it, in the wake of dis-
closurés of all varieties of cor-
ruption, including fixed ap-
praisals and high official collu-
sion in contract rackeleering.

The fact that the routine ia-
sue of the times in the political
field .has been slow getting to
Connecticut, and thus perhapa
séems a lttle unusual for us,
would be due, one hopes, Lo the
probability that Connecticut
has & little less open corruption
to Investigate than some bigger
and bolder neighbors. One never
knowa much comparative virtue
for ceértain; nobody has ever
gone into the qu of how
certain liquor laws got them-
selves passed, or how certain li-
cénses were lasued, or how vari-
oud kind of decisions concerning
discretionary exercise of public
authority may have been brok-
ered and through what political
ehannels. We may be leading a
eharmed life based on some ig-

ob.

There need be no qualifica-
tion, however, of Governor
Démpsey’s description of the
assi given these nix peo-
ple as “tough.”
