BRUSSELS, Belgium (AP)— 
The seriously ill have been get­
ting adequate treatment or bet­
ter since toe 16-day-old doctors' 
strike began, but those with 
minor ailments have to shift for 
themselves.

With most of Belgium’s 10,00 
doctors on strike against a new 
medical Insurance law, there 
was general apprehension that 
many patients would die unat­
tended.

Premier Theo Lefevre’s gov­
ernment Issued a decree Sunday 
calling for mobilization of 3,600 
army reserve doctors, and re­
quisitioning civilian doctors at­
tached to hospitals. It says It 
has mobilized about 6,700 physl-' 
clans.

The situation in mauiy parts of 
Belgium, however, is reaching a 
critical point, with hospitals 
overcrowded and toe danger of 
epidemics increasing.

Strike leaders claim their 
emergency setup is collapsing 
since the government took it 
over. The Interior Ministry 
blames toe strikers, accusing 
toem of Sabotage.

During toe 12 days the doctors 
ran toe emergency service, with 
2,000 physicians on day and 
night duty, there were no re­
ports of danger to health.

CHICAGO (AP) —  Sen. 
Jarry Goldwater emerged 

AS victor today in Illi­
nois’ Republican presiden- 
ial preference primary, 
lis only opponent on the 
lallot. Sen. Margaret Chase 
Smith, made a surprising 
show of strength as the 
:’irst woman to run for the 
White House.

Mrs. Smith, who reportedly 
spent less than $1,000 making 
two appearances In her brief n- 
linols campaign, rolled up more 
than 188,000 votes—25 per cent 
of toe Republican ballots. The 
lady from Maine had finished a 
poor fifth In the March 10 pri­
mary In her neighboring stota 
of New Hampshire.

Goldwater received more than 
460,000 votes or 62 per cent of 
toe total, on toe basis of nearly 
complete returns.

Gov. George C. Wallace of 
Alabama, toe segregation lead­
er who piled up 260,000 votes 
In Wisconsin last week, finished 
fourth among all write-in candi­
dates. He was ahead of (3ovs. 
Nelson A. Rockefeller, George 
Romney, 13fflliam W. Scranton 
former Gov. Harold Stossen and 
Atty. Gen. Robert F. Kennedy.

Charles H. Percy 44, won the 
Republican nomination for gov­
ernor In his first try for public 
office.

Returns from Tuesday’s pri­
mary showed this division of toe 
GOP preference vote; Goldwa­
ter 62 M r cent; Mrs. Smith 35 
per cent; on write-in votes. Hen-

World’s Fair 
Lavish Show
B y FRANCIS SU L L E Y

NEW YORK (AP) — It’e a 
binion-doUar ahow.

The 1964-66 New York World’e 
Fair which openi April 8 will 
be on expensive and lavish 
spectacle.

Attendance originally was 
eetimated at 70 million udmls- 
atons for the two seasons of 
operation. But now, with 28 mil­
lion tickets already sold, there 
are predictions that attendance 
may reach 100 million.

It will be a mile-square pan­
orama of the wonders of yes­
terday, today and tomorrow, 
blending together achievements 
o f aclence, education, religion, 
art, philosophy, music and cul­
ture.

The visitor will travel back 
through millions of years of the 
earth's history and peer Into the 
far future. And he will see first­
hand the best of what the world 
has to offer today in exhibits 
from around the world.

Theme of the giant exposi­
tion—four years In the making 
—is "Peace Through Under­
standing."

About 60 foreign countries 
will have pavilions or displays 
featuring their arts, crafts, cui­
sine and culture.

From the United States, about 
half the 60 states are represent­
ed, many with extensive dis­
plays and shows. The federal 
government, with one of the 
largest shows on the grounds, 
will have a sweeping variety of 
things to see and do—including 
a "you are there" journey 
through the sights and sounds 
of American history.

Some astonishing spectacles 
have been created by the giants 
of American commercial enter- 
prise-General Motors, General 
Electric, Bell Telephone, Ford, 
Eastman Kodak, Du Pont.

So extensive are their shows 
and dbqilays that the visitor 
can spend the better part of a 
half day viewing each.

Hie most spectacular parts 
are arranged in the form of 
tours which last 12 to IB 
minutes. These may be viewed 
from moving chairs or vehicles 
which create a feeling of al­
most personal and private 
tours.

Here Is a brief description: 
General Motors - ■ In the 

"Futurama”  visitors will be 
seated In a train of contoured 
chairs, witli miniature loud­
speakers mounted In the head­
rests for music and description 
of the sights.

The visitor will, in effect, be 
whisked to the moon to see man 
and machine at work exploring 
It. There will be scenes depict­
ing how man will conquer the 
polar areas, jungles, deserts 
smd live, work and play imder- 
neath the seas. The tour lasts 
IB minutes and concludes by 
taking the citizen of today into 
the city of tomorrow.

General Electric — A multi­
faceted exhibition called "Pro- 
gressland" will feature a de­
monstration of thermonuclear 
fission, seeing and hearing an 
atomic blMt.

A "(Jarousel of Progress," 
witnessed from moving seats, 
employs lifelike and animated 
human figures created by Walt 
Disney. It depicts home living 
conditions from the 1880s to the 
present.

A “ skydome spectacular” 
uses the building’s Inner dome 
In plemetarlum-llke fashion for 
a striking dramatization of the 
power of nature’s energy 
sources.

Bell Telephone—The keynote 
of the exhibition will be anoth- 
•r chair ride with music and 
description through the history, 
present and future, of commU' 
nicatlons.

Effects employ motion pic 
fares, stage settings, lighting, 
special scenery, optical illusions 
and multiple screens.

The building also will feature 
demonstrations of how com­
puters work, phone-vlslon of the 
future, how light waves carry 
sound, tricks with sound.

Ford—One of the most ingen 
louB tours at the fair Is a "time 
tunnel”  created by Disney. 
Visitors will sit In 1964-model 
automobiles for a trip into the 
past and future. Music and 
commentary will flow from 
radios In tha cars. There are 
pushbuttons for four different 
languages.

The tour begins In the prehis­
toric past.

Du Pont-^A combination of 
arts has been devised to drama­
tise “ the wonderful world of 
ohemtatry.”

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Plans Drawn 
On Restoring 
Ford Theater

WA8BIN<3TON (AP)-Nlnety- 

Blne years ago 7 l̂eHday. the 
curtain went down at Ford’s 
nieatra with an awful finality.

7hat was the night it became 
the most famous—or most in­
famous-theater in America,

The curtain stayed down. The 
Imilding was never again used 
as a theater. It was stained for­
ever that night with the blood 
of President Abraham Lincoln, 
assas^nated wdiile he sat in its 
presidential box and watched 
Its last {day.

But now, there is a strong 
and possibly winning campaign 
well under way, with consider­
able support in Congress, to re­
store the building to what it 
was the night J < ^  Wilkes Booth 
shot Lincoln.

There is no hope that it can 
be restored by the time of the 
centennial of the assassination, 
April 14, 1968. That had been a 
t i^ e t  date until a few years 
ago.

But Ool. Randle B. Truett, 
National Park Service .histor­
ian, a dedicated and Mithuslastic 
supporter of the restoration 
dream; says "W e don’t have 
the money—about |3 million — 
but wc wilL

It's worth doing and worth 
doiM  right

"w e ’re ready to go, once Con­
gress gives us the money. Plans 
have been drawn. We now have 
a most detailed hlstorlal report 
on the theatre.
"The restoration will be to a 
complete theater, not Just the 
presidential box, but all the 
seats, in the orchestra, in the 
dress circles, everything. Even 
the boK office."

There is some difference of 
opinion as to whether the build­
ing shotild be turned into an 
active playhouse, in view of the 
tragedy it symbolizes.

As Truett put it:
"We view it as a national 

memorial to Lincoln and as 
such, the use of it would call 
lor a certain restraint."

A fantastically detailed and 
eomidate description of the 
theater has been put together 
in a book by Dr. George J. 
Olesewskl, park service histor­
ian.

The site was originally occu-

gied by a Baptist church built 
1 1888. Its imysical properties 

—it could accommodate musi­
cal coocerts as well as sermons 
—attracted J i ^  T. Ford, a 
theater naan from Baltimore, 
when he came here in the fall 
of 1861 seeking a location for 
theatrical purposes.

Ford leased the building for 
five years, beginning Dec. 10, 
1861.
t Lincoln first attended a con­
cert at the theater May 28, 1862 
when it was known as Ford’s 
Antheneum.

Just before 1862 ended, a dis­
astrous fire left only the 
blackened walls standing, A 
more elaborate building was 
built, called "Ford’s Now 
Theatre,”  en the ssime spot, and 
opened for business Aug. 27, 
1863.

Lincoln attended just once ' in 
1868. It was the evening of 
Good Friday, the stars were 
Harry Hawk and Laura fceene 
and the show was "Our Ameri­
can Cousin," a trifle de.scribed 
in the handbills as an eccentric 
comedy.

Shortly after 10 p.m. Booth 
climbed the stairs to the dress 
circle, walked through a pas­
sageway and slipped into the 
unguarded presidential box.

bi the darkness, he moved be­
hind the President who wa-s sit­
ting in a rocker. He fired the 
fatal shot, and in the excite­
ment, leaped to the stage, ran 
out a back door. Jumped on a 
horse and escaped. Booth was 
hunted down and shot dead 12 
days later in,.a Virginia b a m .'

The theater was closed im­
mediately after Lincoln’s death, I 
which came in a house across' 
the street at 7:22 a.m., April 
18, 1868. j

After the hanging of three 
men and one woman convicted | 
as Booth’s conspirators, F ord ' 
received official permission to ■ 
reopen his theater. He sold 200 I 
tickets in advance. Ford also | 
received anonymous threats ad- j 
vising him to stay closed. |

The authorities took alarm <
and placed soldiers at the l 
theater doors with orders to le t ' 
no one in. Ford refunded the 
ticket purchasers’ money. He 
never tried again.

Soon, the government took 
over the building, first by lease | 
and then by purcliase. I

Tragedy came again in 1893 
when a 40-foot section of the 
third floor front collapsed kill­
ing 22 Quartermaster Corps 
clerks and injuring 65 others. 
The building was never again 
used for much more than stor­
age purposes.

In 1981 it was turned over to 
the Department of the Interior 
and in 1982 the Lincoln Museum 
was opened on the first floor.

T ine your reading of thk col. 
umn uid compare your tpood 
mIUi that Indicated at the end. 
The expected epeed naeumee n 
dally five per cent Improve­
ment.

Some years ago a Chief Jua- 
tic* of the United SUtei wrote: 
“All truth is relattye.” Do you 
gee the contradictlbn Uie learned 
man uttered In Juat a  few ghort 
wordaT

He wag expresalng an abao- 
lute truth to the effect that 
there ar# no abaolute truthe. 
Thia la ^  aample of the kind of 
writing we'll be dealing with in 
the remaining columne.

The firat 13 columna set out 
to double the amqunt of your 
reading and to help you get a 
deeper underatimdtng of what 
you read. Thia means you are 
a ̂ better "observer” of the 
reading acene. Now you become 
a better Judge of the paeelng 
acene. Thia meana being a good 
obaerver “plua” knowing how to 
Judge what you read. CMtlc ia 
a aynonym for Judge.

What will you be criticizing? 
Moatly other critlciama. For ex­
ample, the fellow who wrote the 
cigarette commercial ia expreaa- 
Ihg hla opinion or the manufac- 
turer'a. When you spot the fact 
that he mentioned everything in 
hla opinion except the tobacco, 
that’a your criticiam of hla crlt- 
iciam. Or you peraonally like 
movie, but your newapaper 
panned It. Now your peraonal 
like lan't worth much unleaa 
there are aome reaaona, aome 
norma, some criteria on which 
your peraonal like ia baaed. Lik­
ing a certain actor ie no rea- 
aon for a favorable crtticlam of 
an entire production. If the 
movie critic on your paper uaed

that norm, he would be looking 
for a Job.

Some book crltlca don’t like 
Hemingway; aome do. Their 
opinlona are worth your time 
only If they baae their Judg- 
menta on the norma of what 
makes a good novel. You leam 
thoae norma and then you read 
Hemingway. Now you meaaure 
one agalnat the other and you're 
a critic. Then criticize the crlt­
lca.

Thia can be a real teat of bon- 
eaty; don't look only for what 
will reinforce your own Judg­
ment. Have an open mind 
whether it'a a novel, play or 
poem. Bring the norma of the 
field with you when you read: 
Then Judge.

The blggeet paid critic on your 
newapaper la the editor. He 
paasea Judgment on the whole 
acene: local, national. Interna­
tional, outer-apatial. Wa’ll leam 
how to criticize him, the column- 
ieta and the letters to the edi­
tor. And we’ll be interested in 
the newa-and-views magaslnea 
and hooka of opinion. Every 
word spoken at the United Na­
tions la criticism; the zustlons 
of our government in Panama, 
Cuba, South Viet Nam—these 
all flow from policy, from opin­
ion. Each la aubject to human 
error, bad Judgment.

We'll ask the right questions;

we'll seek the basic norms for 
these opinioiis; we’ll leam their 
logic or their fallacies. There 
are hundreds of tricks in opin­
ion arrltlng when a writer is 
trying to foist hla Judgment on 
you.

Leam critical reading and you 
won’t Just be a puppet of one 
opinion-maker. You'll be Judge 
and Jury on your own merits. 
You’ll be a critic worth listen' 
ing to because you’ll have rea 
sons for your opinions, not cll 
chea to support a pet prejudice.

Asrain, The Theory Collapse*
Once afTAin, In IlUnoli a* In New 

Hampahire, the basic premisa of th# 
campaign of thoie favorinjf Senator 
Barry Goldwater for the Republican 
nomination for President haa auffered a 
quick collapee.

That baaic premise haa been, from tiia 
start, the arjfument that if only Repub­
licans ever (fot chance to vote for a 
"real Republican,” a “real choice” Ilka 
Goldwater, they would find the oppor­
tunity IrrealaUble, They would come out 
of the woodwork, and everybody would 
be astounded to see how many Republl- 
eana there really were. And even the in­
dependents would prove unable to re­
sist the appeal of a "really conaervaUve" 
aandldate.

In New Hampshire the Republican 
voters of the state proved completely 
able to resist the Goldwater appeal. And 
In minoia yesterday, they did the same. 
To the candidate they supposedly could 
not reeist they gave a low total turn­
out, they gave a lower percentage of 
the vote than had teemed possible for 
him when he was running virtually un- 
oppoaed. A surprising substantial num- 
bar of them chose to waste their Votes 
on Senator Margaret Chase Smith rather 
than give them to Goldwater or not cast 
them at all. Another still untabu\ated 
total went to the trouble of writing in 
others, principally Henry Cabot Lodge, 
and also Richard Nixon, in spite of 
warnings their write-in votes might not 
even be counted.

If  Goldwater supporters. In answer to 
such an aaseasment of the lack of wn- 
thuaiaam for their man in Illinois yes- 
iarday, contend that this was not really 
tn earnest, since the primary was rated 
nothing more than a popularity contest 
anyway, the answer Ilea in the other 
ra/ca which ̂ a s  going on in minoia yes­
terday. This was the race for the guber­
natorial nomination. l t  waa a race which 
was serious and for keeps.

And It happened to be a race in which 
tha Goldwater iasue waa involved, by 
name and by principle. State Treasurer 
William Scott, seeking the nomination, 
pronounced himself to be a Goldwater 
man, and talked like one.

Charlee H. Percy, the business execu­
tive who served aa chairman of the Re­
publican national platform committee in 
IMO, talked a little bit out of the right 
aide of hia mouth this time but still 
maintained his reputation aa a Republi- 
ean of the moderate middle.

Thla waa the contest where the real 
tight waa in Illinois yesterday. This was 
where the voting really counted. People 
voted In this one who did not bother to 
seat presidentiiJ preference votea.

And at the last statistic available, 
Percy waa taking the nomination by a 
margin aomewhere between three to two 
and two to one.

If a majority of Republicans anywhere 
really believed that only a Republican of 
the conservative wing can possibly units 
and revive the party and lead it to an 
•lection victory, surely they would coma 
out and say so. Surely, the truth, sooner 
or later, must be recognised. It  la that 
they are—the ultra conservatives, tha 
Goldwater followers—a party minority 
of great passion and great faith, but 
that they frighten, rather than lead, the 
party majority.

Sleuthing The Viruses
Another of the fascinating and almost 

frightening chapters In the most absorb­
ing aclentific detective story, of all time 
—that in which modem medical acienca 
triaa to keep up with the potential back- 
laMi of its own wonders—waa unfolded 
lo tha American Collegs of Physicians 
meeting In Atlantic City the other day.

The speaker waa Dr. Robert J . Hueb- 
ner, director of the Laboratory of Infec- 
Uoua Diaeaaes at the National Institute 
•f Health, Betheada, Maryland.

Dr. Huebner took as his text for the 
day an account of a population explo­
sion which is only indirectly related to 
what la normally meant by that term.

Ha told of a population axploaion 
nmong viruses. The fact that there ia 
also a  population axploaion among poo- 
pla, loadl^  to greator denaitlas ia our 
■ving, ^us the foot that the modem 
sracM to MO of sudi mobility that H 
aan transmit a  virus from one eontlnent 
gs anotbar in a day, ooatributoa soma- 
thing to tha explosion of vlrusea.

Ahyway, as we all know by this tlms, 
science gets one virus ail iiut licked 
and than H goes and mutates itself oi; 
autos itoalf with* anothsr- virus and 
aoRMs out aosndhlng stronger and aoms- 
i i ia a  aiiiia ilaagarniia a a i somatimas

Sometimes not merely the virus mu­
tates or mates and then escapes.

Sometimes the vaccine medical acienca 
develops for use against the virus proves 
to have some side effect bequest of its 
own.

So medical science has to aim at the 
original virus, be on the watch for its 
attempt to wriggle out and attack from 
some new angle, and, at the same time, 
keep checking on the vaccine it ia using 
to attack the original virus, to be sure 
It isn’t giving out something worse than 
It is curing.

Dr. Huebner, in such connection, told 
the story of the laboratory detective 
work which found that even an anti­
polio vaccine, for a time, contained virus­
es that could produce cancer in labora­
tory animals, which found a virus used 
In a smallpox vaccine causing cancer,in 
mice, and a vaccine once used against 
respiratory infections which was capa­
ble of producing malignant tumors in 
animals. Apparently, in this latter in­
stance, laboratories still have to find 
out why one batch of the vaccine in quea- 
tion will contain the danger, but the 
next one from the aame formula and 
the same materials be free of it.

Even while the physicians at Atlantic 
City were hearing how dangerous the 
counterattacks of the viruses and the 
virus-vaccines can be, they were, just 
like students of any other warfare, 
being offered hope of a auper weapon 
which might hold the promise of total 
victory.

Dr. Igor Tamm of the Rockefeller In­
stitute brought the super weapon mes­
sage. He told of several compounds 
which might go into battle against the 
viruses without the disruptive side ef­
fects which make vaccines so trouble­
some. And he even held out the hope 
that some of these new compounds 
might be able to take on as many as 10 
viruses at a time, which would be a lit­
tle like taking a machine gun for the 
first time into the jungle against poison 
darts.

Despite such hopeful news, however. 
It can still be expected, to be on the 
aafe, prepared side, that our troubles 
will not fall, and that, If they eVer did. 
we would be bored to death. There’s 
aothing like an unfinished detective 
story to produce sound sleep of nights, 
and this, in the age of the virus, is the 
greatest detective story of all time.

Are*We Too Civilized?

Is America approaching that degree 
of gentleness and irresolution that will 
render her incapable of surviving in a 
Jungle world?  ̂ ,

Have we grown so tolerant of mi.<i- 
behavior among the neutrals, so ready 
to turn the other cheek to our rampaging 
enemies, and so Intent on peace at any 
price that we are nudging the world 
toward a climactic war, a war we may 
not win?

In short, are we suffering from an 
overdose of civilisation ?

A world in which highly civilized men 
are safe la, of course, devoutly to be 
wished. It  is nice to think that the meek 
will inherit the earth at this particular 
time. But the meek haven’t been doing 
BO well recently.

’The bruUl truth is that gutty aggres­
sors can lick the pants off defensive 
sportsmen. TTie Marquis of Queensberry 
rules aren’t worth a whoop against toe 
man coming at you with a broken bottle.

It Is now being admitted, even in 
Washington, that America’s foreign 
policy is in ’’disarray.” ’’Disarray is a 
precious bit of Harvardese meaning a 
mess.” It Is in a mess not because the 
framers of our foreign policy were stupid, 
but because they suffered from a very 
persistent illusion.

The illusion was that if we consist­
ently out-do-gooded ourselves the nations 
of the world would flock to our banner 
out of graUtude and admiration. This 
miscalculation may have had its genesis 
in one of the nobelest and wrongest po- 
llUcal theorists of all Ume—Woodrow 
Wilson.

“There is such a thing,” wrote Wilson, 
‘Jas a nation being so right that it does 
not need to convince others by force that 
It is right.”

Were we wrong in our treatment of 
Cuba? We delivered her. We were her 
best customer.

Were we wrong in our treatment of 
Panama? We delivered her, too. Before 
we came, the only asset toe isthmus had 
waa a 40-mile railroad over which ap­
prehensive passengers hurried through 
Bwarnu of anopheles mosquitoes.

What evil had we done to Zanzibar ? 
The Americans were booted out, includ­
ing our diplomatic personnel. And we 
turned right around and recognized the 
new regime at the suggestion of that 
master of tribal, psychology, Soapy Wil­
liams.

All over toe world mobs are descend­
ing on American embassies. They used 
to simply attack toe U.S. Information 
libraries. But now our Ambassadors flee 
for their lives. Is this part of a pattern? 
You bet your sweet boots.

The pattern is toe systematic humilia­
tion of America. It is humiliation in 
progressive degrrees, from little humilia­
tions to steadily larger ones. The aim is 
to convince our fnends that we are weak 
and Irresolute, the uncommitted that we 
are a paper tiger, and the people of the 
Communist countries that worldwide vic­
tory for their leaders is inevitable. The 
eampaign has been doing fine.

Why have we behaved so feebly? Be­
cause we are so civilized that the pos- 
aiblUty of atomic war fills us with hor­
ror. . . .

If  we don’t stand up for our rights 
pretty soon World War 111 will be a ctoch. 
Because by perpetually showing weak­
ness we won’t end toe possibility of inci­
dents. We will simply insure larger and 
more outrageous Incidents until we must 
choose war or total surrender.

TTie time has come to say the Pana­
manian ;

"Look, Pedro, we have done you much 
good and no harm. Wa are here as a re­
sult of tha most solemn treaties. If you 
oMna aeroaa that fanca we’ll return tha 
body.”

’Tha tima has eoma to say to Ghana’s 
Nknunah: '

"The fleet will be in tomorrow. Tha 
Marinaa will inarch down to our Em­
bassy behind the bands. You be there to 
tell us whether you want toe place closed. 
You’ve already seen your last g ilt dollar. 
And if we lock the Embassy you’ve seen 
your last trade dollar.”

If  wa do not atari saying these things 
we will ba in total war in 10 yaara—with­
out any frletida. — TULaA ((NCLA.) 
I^UBUNE. ^

Nearly 
everybody we know haa a shy- 
lock next to hi.a bed each morn­
ing, testing his breath with a 
hand mirror to make sure he 
Is alive.

But there is one fellow who 
does things differently. He 
works 9-5 in an office in Man­
hattan and everybody calls him 
"The Oiief’’ because he saves 
so. much money that someday 
he is going to have enough to 
run for Pre.sident.

Nobody who ever lived saved 
money at a faster rate than 
The Chief, He Is a Langley 
Collier with youth. Take what 
happened la.st week, when he 
had to move becau.se he found 
sn apartment in Bensonhurst 
that was $5 cheaper than the 
one he had. He took the apart­
ment, then came home and 
called toe moving men. TTiey 
told him the price was $25 an 
hour. The Chief nearly fainted. 
Then he sat down and thought 
it out.

The next morning at 7:16 he 
made the shape at toe 86th 
Street stop of toe BMT’s Sea 
Beach line.

The Chief’s wife was em­
barrassed. " I  wish I could go 
right through this platform,’’ 
she said.

The Chief shrugged. Then he 
sat down on the couch and 
opened hia newspaper and wait­
ed until the train waa coming. 
When it pulled Into the station. 
The Chief got up and he and his 
wife and her cousin picked up 
the couch and, with the wife’s 
cou.sin walking backwards and 
The Chief and his wife walking 
frontwards with the living room 
couch, they came Into the 
crowded subway car like In­
dians knocking down a fort wall 
and people fell all over them­
selves to get out of the way.

Then The Chief and his wife 
and her cousin sat down on toe 
couoh and rode toe five etops. 
It  worked fine. And it was toe 
last Ume The Chiefs wife had 
to help carry the furniture on 
the subway. The Chief took a 
living room chair toe next 
morning and found he could 
handle it by himself easy.

"The only other time she had 
to take anything was on the 
last day,” ’The Chief said. 'T 
asked her to help jne with toe 
pots and pans. It worked ter­
rific, and I saved a lot of 
money.” •

Yes. he did. But as noted be­
fore, there is great art to this 
type of maneuver. The average 
guy can’t pull it off at ail. The 
other night proves this. After 
looking at The Chief’s bank­
book, we decided to save a dol­
lar cah fare by walking home.

On the way home we passed 
this joint we know. Just as we 
got settled, somebody played 
the juke box. The juke box in

this joint is a  loud one, and 
right next door is a Chinese 
laundry. The laudryraan and his 
wife aleep In the back of the 
store. The two don’t  get along. 
When the juke box goes on loud 
at night, toe Chinese laundry- 
man gets up and starts to hit 
his wife because he figures the 
noise from toe juke box will 
drown out her yells.

He is halft right. You can’t  
hear her yelling in the saloon. 
But toe lady who lives in toe 
back of the anUque store next 
to toe Chinese laundry can hear 
it fine. She ia old and nasty, 
and when she hears the yelling, 
she gets up, puts on some 
clothes, goes into toe' saloon 
and, sometimes, starts aefight.

She stole a man’s change 
from the bar the other night. 
He got mad and said the bar­
tender did it. We put in with 
the bartender. The guy told me 
to mind my own business. The 
bartender got mad at the guy, 
the old woman screamed, and 
then everybody got busy. Ws 
just did make it out and into 
a cab. Let The Chief do his sav­
ing.

WASHINGTON—In lU des­
perate search for the two-thirds 
majority to Impoee cloture on 
the civil rights bill, the Admin­
istration is now looking to none 
other than Sen. William Ful- 
bright of Arkansas.

For Fulbright, the chairman 
of the Senate Foreign Relations 
Committee, far more is at stake 
than simply breaking traditions 
and voting to end the Southern 
filibuster forcibly. At stake la 
whether Fulbright will become 
President Johnson’s Secretary 
of State.

By Itself, a Fulbright break 
with the Southern bloc would be 
high drama. Fulbright, It ia 
true, has never demagogued the 
race issue. In fsict, during one of 
the marathon civil rights de­
bates during the Eisenhower ad­
ministration he took a long trip 
abroad. Fulbright is a cool, de­
tached intellectual, not n-fire- 
and brimstone Southerner in the 
tradition of South Carolina’s 
Strom ’Thurmond.

But to understand how diffi­
cult it will be for a Southerner 
to vote for cloture, consider an­
other Southern Democrat, Al­
bert Gore of Tevinessee. Gore 
actually voted for the 1967 and 
1960 civil rights bills (both of 
which were brought to a vote 
without having to impose clo­
ture). Yet not even Gore ia 
counted on by the Administra­
tion to vote for cloture now.

If Fulbright decided to give 
his crucial cloture vote to the 
Administration--or not vote at 
all, thus reducing toy two the 
number of "aye” voles needed 
to carry the motion—he would 
Immediately overcome the hand­
icap that cost him the Job of 
Secretary of State in John Ken­
nedy’s Cabinet. This is true even 
though Fulbright votes against 
the bill on final passage, as he 
surely will.

After toe 19|90 election, Ken­
nedy’s decision to name Ful­
bright Secretary of State went 
into the wastebasket when Ne­
gro l e a d e r s ,  including the 
NAAOP, bitterly protested to 
the President-elect.
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If  Fulbright now voted for 
cloture — or simply did not vote 
— Intimates of President John­
son are convinced that the Pres­
ident would place F^iltoright, his 
close friend and confidant, at 
toe top of his list to be toe next 
Secretary of State.

Fulbright’s recent ^>eeohi «« 
"old myths” and "current reali­
ties” was limited to foreign 
policy. No one In the Senate, 
however, is more aware than 
Fulbright of the ’’current reali­
ties” of the racial question in 
the U.S. and Its Involvement 
with foreign policy. Both as a 
Southerner and a man of the 
world, Fulbright knows how In­
tertwined are the domestic ra­
cial issue and the U B. position 
in the world, particularly the 
new countries of Africa and the 
former colonial territories of 
Southeast Asia.

Beyond that, Fulbright bit­
terly resenteo his isolation from 
the powerful inner club of Sen­
ate committee chairmen last 
summer. Almost to a man, the 
chairmen deserted him on the 
foreign aid bill. Most of thesa 
Senate satraps are fellow 
Southerners. When Fulbright 
appealed to them for help in 
defending the foreign aid bill, 
they turned their backs on him.

Fulbright had dinner at the 
White House shortly before he 
delivered his March 26 speech 
challenging U.S. policy mak­
ers to "dare to think about un­
thinkable things.” Also present 
was Secretary of Defense Rob­
ert McNamara. The President 
knew then that Fulbright had 
written a most provocative for­
eign policy speech but he did 
not know how provocative. Ful­
bright carefully did not tell 
him.

Immediately after the speech, 
the President was worried that 
Fulbright had gone too far, par­
ticularly In characterizing Cu­
ba’s Fidel Oastro as a "nui­
sance” rather than "a  grave 
threat.” The speech Mcked up 
a storm of controversy. But In 
the past week, general reaction 
from the country (as contrast­
ed to the KepubliCim party) 
seems to be running In favor of 
the Senator’s basic position. 
Mail reaction to his office haa 
surpassed all expectation. As 
one Presidential Intlmata aays, 
Mr. Johnson has cooled off and 
now believes that Fulbrlght's 
speech will help advance the 
basic Johnson policy—coopera­
tion between the United States 
and the Soviet Union.

Accordingly, the Senator’s 
controversial fpeech has not 
damaged his high standing with 
President Johnson.

It’s No Bom b That Fell,
But a Weather Test Device

its small red parachute, in a 
tree at the home of Edward 
Pavelack at 89 Norman St.

“ Dunk K In water before it 
blows up !“  exclairned a friend.

Investigation proved it is not 
a bomb, but a gadget used by 
weather men to check atmos­
pheric conditions.

The gadget, known as a 
“ radiosonde,”  was a U.S. Army 
Signal Corps device sent alcrft 
along the Eastern Seaboard to 
check weather patterns.

Pavelack turned the device 
over to Manchester police who 
aI.<K> were bewildered until they 
examined it.

Roger Frantz, meteorologist 
at the U. S. Weather Bureau at 
Bradley Field, reports that the 
‘ ‘'radios^de”  devices are used 
by weatl^r people seeking in­
formation from high in the sky.

“ TherW are some 76 stations 
across /the country that send 
these up to get information on 
the upper air currents. The 
gadget, attached to a balloon.

A small 8-inch square boocfcUmbs up to 80,000 and even
100,000 feet before file balloon 
bursts and the device floats 
down to earth with Its para­
chute,”  Frants says.

“ The device relates pressure, 
temperature and humidity read­
ings as it climbs, and stutters 
out the information to radio- 
direction finding devices. It 
stays aloft for about an hour 
or more,”  he added.

The balloon, which is about 
half the size o f an open garage 
door when first sent up, Wbws 
itself up to about half, the size 
of a house as it climbs to high 
altitudes before it bursts, it 
was reported.

The U.S. Arm y does not re­
trieve these gadgets as they 
are of no use to anyone, but 
weather bureau personnel do 
like to get them back and re­
build them for another flight- 
seeking weather report.

Many of these devices, oper­
ated on a small battery, are 
sent up in the coasttaJ areas. 
They float out over the Atlantic 
Ocean and are lost, the Weather 
Bureau reports.

Prof. Gnilm  
Speaks On 
Junior High

Prof. WUllam T. Oruhn, a 
member o f the School o f Edu­
cation at the University of 
Connecticut, spoke to a m aU  
but interested group o f people 
at the elementary school Mon­
day night on Junior high school 
programs.

Among those attending were 
Aram Darmajian, supeiintendr 
ent of Region 8; Mrs. William 
J. Kowalski, lobal school board 
member, and Mrs. Imodsle 
Richards, Rham board mem­
ber.

A fter tracing the historical 
background of the regular eight 
year elementary and four year 
high school pattern in the 
United States, starting about 
1820 and generally accepted by 
1900, Gruhn pointed out how 
the Junior high concept started 
about 1910 to 1915.

A t  this latter time the drop­
out problem In the 12 to 15- 
year-old group had become very 
serious. Studies were mounted 
and the results indicated that 
the programs o f eight-year- 
elementary and four-year high 
school were not interesting 
enough for these intermediate- 
year studenta. They became 
bored and left school.

To satisfy this need for more 
challenging courses industrial 
arts fo r bojrs and home eeonom- 
Ics for girls were introduced 
along with science, not previ­
ously given. To cope with the 
physical growth problems which 
can easily deivlop into mental 
problems good physical training 
prwframs were brought In.

The social growth and de­
velopment of the adolescent 
group, Gnfim brought out, is a 
big factor in how well they do 
la  their etudiee. R  is at thie 
time that children need more 
guidance as they begin to move 
away from their own fam­
ilies, he said.

They have serious thinking to 
do and plans to make for toelr 
future work and life, Gruhn 
BcUd. A school specialising in 
tills particular age group can 
usually .give the special atten­
tion required.

Gruhn furtiier stated that 
even though the gathering of 
this age group in a school of 
its own Is tiie best way to pro­
vide the heat possible education 
for them, practical consldera- 
tions may make it  unwise until 
the enrollment is large enough.

A  good program fo r ' too few 
studenta miyies the coet per stu­
dent exceaslve. It  was pointed 
out that a minimum, naduating 
class df 100 would be a good 
guide. This would suggest a 
junior high school almost the 
size of Rham with its 700 plus 
students.

When she made the best-sell­
er list with "The Sea Around 
Us,”  winner of a national book 
award for nonfiction, she was 
editor in chief of all the Fish 
and Wildlife Service publica­
tions. She resigned about a year 
later and wrote "The Edge of 
the Sea.”  "Silent Spring,”  pub­
lished in 1982, was her last 
book.

Miss Carson never married 
but adopted a grandnephew, 
Roger Christie, now 10. The 
wily other survivor is her broth­
er, Robert M. Carson of Silver 
Spring.

Bridge Spanning 
Chesapeake B ay 
Will Open Today

Chesapeake Bay Bridge and 
Tunnel Commission, a state 
agency.

The American Society of Civil 
Engineers has designated the 
new crossing one of the "seven 
engineering wonders of the 
world,”  selected among 107 
projects in 26 countries.

The crossing consists of 12 
miles of concrete trestle; two 
tunnels, each a mile long; two 
steel bridges; four man-made 
islands that anchor the tunnels, 
and miles of earthfill cause­
way.

The northern terminal is at 
Wise Beach on the southwestern 
tip of the Eastern Shore. The 
southern terminal is at Chesa­
peake Beach.

One tunnel dips below Thimble 
Shoak Channel, the other be­
neath Chesapeake Channel.

The bridge across North 
Channel provides 75-foot verti­
cal clearance and 311-foot hori­
zontal clearance. The bridge 
across Fisherman Inlet provides 
40-foot vertical clearance and 
110-foot horizontal clearance.

Traffic engineers estimate the 
new crossing will carry an aver­
age of 5,000 vehicles per day 
during its first year, compared 
to 2,000 daily using the ferries.

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Some new and intereating 
books o f fiction added to the 
Mary €3ieney Library are re­
viewed below

In ‘The Keepers o f the 
House” Shirley Ann Grau builds 
the background for the dramatic 
climax of the chronicle o f the 
Howland family slowly and with 
a magic o f words. The deep 
sense of poasesalon a southerner 
has for his plantation, the home 
o f his ancestors, is passed on 
from generation to MneraUon. 
William Howland knew the 
swamp country to cmnpletely 
that as a bit o f relaxation after 
his only daughter’s wedding, he 
went searching for a “still,” the 
hidden property o f the local 
bootlegger. His meeting the 
young Negro Margaret in that 
forsaken country is classic in 
its simpHcity.

Margaret, living as Howland’s 
mistress and the mother o f his 
three other children, was ac­
cepted by the community as 
part of the local mores. The 
children attended Negro schools 
and. then were sent away to 
prep schools and colleges and 
seen no more.

Years after when WlUlam’s 
granddaughter’s ombitloua hus­
band wanted to run for gover­
nor a record was found that 
violated the aacred taboos and 
the name of Howland and his 
property was no longer respect­
ed or inviolate.

Miss Grau’a narrative is-writ­
ten with honesty, sincerity and 
integrity. The weakest link is 
the political chdcaneiy. Abi­
gail’s compulaive revenge upon 
the community, its inhabitants 
and her half brother la treated 
as causa and effect without any 
psycholog^ioal im{41cations.

’X3HIILDRBN AT THE GATE” 
la Edward Lewis WaUant's Uta- 
rary valedictory. Angelo De­
Marco la a Toner.”  His home 
life in a steamy tenament with 
an uncouth uncle and a frus­
trated widowed mother is one 
round of noisy ({uarrels. Ha 
loves his defective sister, oombe 
her hair and soothes her.

The only normal adjustment 
is working in his uncle’s drug 
store. As part o f his job, he 
goes to a near by Catholic hos- 
pitai to take orders from the 
patients. There he is forced to 
talk to the potential custon>en, 
offer hU wares and even chat 
with Nurse SulUvan.

Angelo is a bright boy and 
soon after the arrival of the 
Jewidi Sammy as an orderly, 
he realizes' h o ^ ta l  regulations 
are being violated.

A  certain fascination mekea 
Angelo join^ Sammy and the 
brutish Russian Orderly tax the 
solarium where Sammy enter­
tains with wierd tales o f his 
“wanderings.”

The results of these nightly 
sessione are so fantastic it is 
like axtaninisterlng an electric 
s h c ^  to the reader. Angelo la 
forced to make decMona and 
suffer the Mzarro consequences.

Curdy became assistant to Miss 
MaLTgaret Brennseks, successor

from an office at the Oommu* 
olty Y. Mias LucUla Palmer, 
who will retire this year, be­
came county execuUve director 
in 1966.

To support its declaration that 
our superiority "has been In­
creasing and We Intend that it 
shall continue to Increase," the 
Pentagon disclosed that:

—̂ The United States has 540 
strategic bombers constantly on 
alert and that the Soviets "could 
place over this country, on two- 
way missions," no more than 
270 bombers, Including 160 
mediums that could hit only 
Alaska and the U.S. Northwest.

—The Air Force has about 760 
Intercontinental ballistic mis­
siles ready to launch while the 
Soviets have lees than one- 
fourth that number in operation.

That would be fewer tiuui UT.
—"We have 193 Polaris mis­

siles deployed; the Soviets have 
subetantlally fewer submarine- 
launched balUstio mlssUee In 
operation."

—U.S. Polaila submartnea are 
all nuclear-powered; only a 
small percentage of Soviet mis­
sile sube are atomic-run. Po­
laris missiles can be fired from 
under water; the Soviet missUea 
can’t. Bach U.S. Polaria rocket 
has at least a IbOO-mtle range; 
the Soviet miasUee less than 600.

As for relative bomber 
strength since 1961, the Penta­
gon statement suggested this 
favors the United States—that 
the U.S. bomber force on com­
bat alert has Increased from 
less than 600 then while the So­
viet bomber force has stayed 
about the same.

Both sides had only about "a  
handful of tntercontbiental bal­
listic missUea or submarine- 
launched missiles (^ lo m d ’ 
back in January 1961. The Pen­
tagon said.

The Implication here was that 
both sides started at about the 
same place three years ago and 
that the United States has vault­
ed ahead, not slowed down.

Deming Reviews His Stand 
On Montauck Dr. Dispute

N»w Information uncovered*^ \ssociaAion at a recent meet-
by eelectmen regarding; the 
Montauck Dr. controveray has 
caused at least one town father 
to revaluate hi.s position.

Robert Deming said today, 
"If there is anything wrong 
here, it is because town officials 
let them (Montauck Dr. resi­
dents) down.”

TVie road problem has been a 
long smouldering issue. The re­
cent victory by residents of the 
Roeedale sotion of Vernon to 
get llieir records accepted by 
the town resulted in an effort 
by Montauck Dr. residents to 
bring up their problem again.

Only towTV accepted roads 
c a n  be repaired, plowed, 
maintained or othenvlse serv­
iced. School buses do not travel 
on unacceipted roads.

Doming indicated that the 
new information he has receiv­
ed indicates that the to^vn re­
leased a performance bond by 
the developer of the road. Sel­
ectmen had been told at a 
meeting earlier this month that 
the bond was canceled for non­
payment of premiums because 
the developer went bankrupt.

Deming said that according 
to his new material, plans for 
the road were accepted and-the 
road built according to old 
specifications.

Between the time the plana 
were approved and the road 
completed, town requirements 
were changed. Provisions wera 
made, Deming said, to provide 
for situations such as this. 
"Any plans accepted before the 
new regulations were adopted 
were valid,” Deming said. 
"There are no grounds for us 
not to accept part of Montauck 
Dr. It was supposed to be ac­
cepted.”

Part of the road is Inhabited 
and in use. A barrier construct­
ed by the town separates the 
used portion from a part of the 
road in poor shape that Is not 
used.

"I don't feel it will cost us 
any money but for a few hun­
dred dollars for oiling which 
V e’d have to do anyhow if the 
road had been accepted,” Dem­
ing eaid. He said he’d suggest 
oiling the road, just to keep it 
from getting worse.

An an earlier selectmen's 
meeting, an investigation was 
promised regarding the possi­
bility of calling for the per­
formance bond if the action 
were po.ssible. Deming indicat­
ed that such action is not called 
for in this situation.

"We released the bond," 
Deming said. "No matter how 
w# slice it. I think we are 
stuck.”

Selectmen will further dis­
cuss the problem at their meet­
ing on Monday. A delegation of 
Montauck Dr. residents are ex­
pected to be on hand with a 
petition calling for the road ac­
ceptance to be included on the 
call of the next town meeting.

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Dodger Ace Defeats Cards, Ref>isters Leaf>ue’s First Shutout

Koufax Back in Old Groove
NEW YORK (AP) __«ChicM:o Cubs to u i 8-4 triumph'^and Tom Haller also homered

When Sandy Koufax was 
Interrupted last fall. . .  .

That’s right, the Dodgers 
Dandy took up last night 
right where he left off last
Mason, turning in one of his 
shutout specialUes as L«s Ange­
les opened defense of its nation­
al league championship by whip­
ping S t Louis, 4-0.

There were 50,451 In Dodger 
Stadium — the largest of the 
opening day crowds — when 
Koufax began to whip an as­
sortment of fast balls and 
curves out of hi.s effortless mo­
tion. And when it was over, he 
had fitUngly pitched the first 
shutout in the National League.

Koufax. a 26-game winner 
last year with 11 shutouts 
marked alongside his name, al­
lowed the Cardinals only six 
hits, struck out five and walked 
none while winning his eighth 
consecutive game and recording 
his 18th victory in the last 20 
regular season decisions.

Snider came to the Mets a 
year ago after 16 seasons with 
the D^gera In Brooklyn and 
Lm  Angeles. He appeared in 129 
games In 1963, frequently as a 
pinch hitter, and hatted .243 
with 14 honja rune and 45 runs 
batted In.

Snider has hit 403 career 
homen, 10th highest total in 
history, and takes a .298 life­
time batting average to San 
Francisco.

Directors Ask 
Renewal Parley

ITie town board o< directors, 
on a motion by Director Ted 
Powell, last night voted "to 
request the board of education 
to submit a program of semi­
nars on community planning 
and renewal, to be conducted at 
the Manchester Community Col­
lege, and to be approved by 
the board of dlrectora, the Man­
chester R e n e w a l  Agency 
(MRA) and the Citizen’s Ad­
visory Committee (CAC).’’

Although the vote was unani­
mous, the discussicHi wasn’t, 
and developed into a debate be­
tween Powell and Harlan Tay­
lor on "educators vermis public 
offidals.’’

Taylor is in favor ot having 
"hard-headed renewal experts, 
rathen than educator-ideaUats’’ 
as the sponsors and planners ot 
the seminars, while Ftowell, who 
admitted that he had not dis­
cussed the Idea with the MiRA, 
said "I doubt whether the 
CAC or MRA has the knowhow 
for {banning the seminars."

Powell said, "I prefer the 
cloistered atmosphere of acade­
mia, and would like to remove 
the discussions from the area of 
officialdom.”

He said that the seminars, 
estimated to cost about 81,500, 
would be open to students and 
would serve two purposes, (1)

WASHING'TON (AP) —  ̂
The nation’s editors were 
told today there ia “cause 
for great concern” in the 
rising clamor in legal cir­
cles for tighter curbs on 
news reporting of the 
courts.

The Committee on Freedom of 
Information of the American 
Society of Newspaper Editors 
warned that the proposed re­
strictions, "although aimed pri­
marily at television," could 
damage all news coverage.

The report centered on moves 
to bar cameras from court­
rooms and their environs, and 
to restrict coverage of mater­
ial not previously brought out 
In court.

With respect to cameras It 
pointed to the prohiblUon 
against photography In the Jack 
Ruby murder trial in Dallas, 
Tex., "even though In Texas 
photographers are often admit­
ted at the dlscreUon of the trial 
Judge.”

In the field of general news 
coverage, the report gave par­
ticular attention to a t>lll intro­
duced by Sen. Wayne Morse, 
D-Ore„ which now has 10 co- 
■ponsora In the Senate. It would 
provide contempt of court pen- 
alUee for any federal employe

category that would take tottered for the meeting were in
prosecutors and Investigators— 
or any defendant or defense 
lawyer, who gives out for pub­
lication "Information not al­
ready properly filed with the 
court which might affect the 
outcome of any pending crimi­
nal lltlgaUon.”

Mrs. Norma Grimes of 
Rocky Hill, accused of 
strangling three of her five 
children in 1959, was found 
innocent by reason of in­
sanity today in Superior 
Court. Judge Vine R. Par- 
melee said the evidence sub­
mitted was sufficient to 
show “ she was insane” at 
the time of the killings. The 
state’s attorney’s office 
concurred.

Mrs. Grimes who was com­
mitted to the Connecticut Val­
ley Hospital four days after 
the killings pleaded not guilty 
by reason of Insanity to three 
counts of manslaughter before 
Judge Vine R. Parmelee.

A court-appointed psvehiatric 
commission testified at a pre­
trial hearing that recent ex­
aminations of Mrs. Grimes re­
vealed she had recovered from 
any mental illness which pre­
vented her from standing trial 
In 1959.

Mrs. Grimes was accused of 
strangling Stephen. 1 , with her 
hands: Patricia.

After the 2,400-miIe flight 
from Honolulu to Oakland in 17 
hours and 39 minutes Wednes­
day Mrs. Mock stepped out of 
her red-and-whlte Cessna 180 
Into the arms of her Ixisbend, 
Russel, 39, a copy supervisor In 
an advertising agency.

"She’d rather have a double 
shot of scotch right now,”  con­
fided her husband as he hand­
ed her two orchids Instead.

About six hours later, Mrs. 
Mock sat on a bed in an Oak­
land hotel room, sipped her 
scotch and told of her loneliness 
In flight.

" I  couldn’t even get any good 
music on the plane's radio,’ ’ 
ahe said.

On her current flight the 8- 
foot, 107-pound aviatrix became 
the first woman ever to fly solo 
across the Atlantic Ocean to 
Africa and the only woman ever 
to pilot a . single - engine plane 
across the Pacific.
